coordination, clinical supervision, mental health, substance abuse 11
treatment, and vocational and employment services. Case-management 12
and care coordination services must be provided. Increased case-13
managed housing will help to reduce the use of jails and emergency 14
services and will help to reduce admissions to the state psychiatric 15
hospitals. The department must coordinate with the health care 16
authority and the department of social and health services in 17
establishing conditions for the awarding of these funds. The 18
department must contract with local entities to provide a mix of (a) 19
shared permanent supportive housing; (b) independent permanent 20
supportive housing; and (c) low and no-barrier housing beds for 21
people with a criminal history, substance abuse disorder, and/or 22
mental illness.23

Priority for permanent supportive housing must be given to 24
individuals on the discharge list at the state psychiatric hospitals 25
or in community psychiatric inpatient beds whose conditions present 26
significant barriers to timely discharge.27

(17) $557,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 28
year 2022 and $557,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to design and 30
administer the achieving a better life experience program.31

(18) The department is authorized to suspend issuing any 32
nonstatutorily required grants or contracts of an amount less than 33
$1,000,000 per year.34

(19) $1,070,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 35
fiscal year 2022 $1,070,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 36
for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the small business 37
export assistance program. The department must ensure that at least 38
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one employee is located outside the city of Seattle for purposes of 1
assisting rural businesses with export strategies.2

(20) $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2022 and $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to submit the 5
necessary Washington state membership dues for the Pacific Northwest 6
economic region.7

(21) $2,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8
fiscal year 2022 and $2,000,000 of the general fund—state 9
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the 10
department to contract with organizations and attorneys to provide 11
either legal representation or referral services for legal 12
representation, or both, to indigent persons who are in need of legal 13
services for matters related to their immigration status. Persons 14
eligible for assistance under any contract entered into pursuant to 15
this subsection must be determined to be indigent under standards 16
developed under chapter 10.101 RCW.17

(22)(a) $18,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2022 and $18,500,000 of the general fund—state 19
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for grants to 20
support the building operation, maintenance, and service costs of 21
permanent supportive housing projects or units within housing 22
projects that have or will receive funding from the housing trust 23
fund—state account or other public capital funding that:24

(i) Is dedicated as permanent supportive housing units;25
(ii) Is occupied by low-income households with incomes at or 26

below thirty percent of the area median income; and27
(iii) Requires a supplement to rent income to cover ongoing 28

property operating, maintenance, and service expenses.29
(b) Permanent supportive housing projects receiving federal 30

operating subsidies that do not fully cover the operation, 31
maintenance, and service costs of the projects are eligible to 32
receive grants as described in this subsection.33

(c) The department may use a reasonable amount of funding 34
provided in this subsection to administer the grants.35

(23) $7,000,000 of the home security fund—state appropriation is 36
provided solely for the office of homeless youth prevention and 37
protection programs to:38
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(a) Expand outreach, services, and housing for homeless youth and 1
young adults including but not limited to secure crisis residential 2
centers, crisis residential centers, and HOPE beds, so that resources 3
are equitably distributed across the state;4

(b) Contract with other public agency partners to test innovative 5
program models that prevent youth from exiting public systems into 6
homelessness; and7

(c) Support the development of an integrated services model, 8
increase performance outcomes, and enable providers to have the 9
necessary skills and expertise to effectively operate youth programs.10

(24) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 11
year 2022 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 12
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office of homeless youth 13
to fund program models that prevent youth from exiting public systems 14
into homelessness.15

(25) $3,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2022 and $5,000,000 of the general fund—state 17
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office 18
of homeless youth to build infrastructure and services to support a 19
continuum of interventions, including but not limited to prevention, 20
crisis response, and long-term housing, to reduce youth homelessness 21
in communities identified as part of the anchor community initiative.22

(26) $2,125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 23
fiscal year 2022 and $2,125,000 of the general fund—state 24
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office 25
of homeless youth to contract with one or more nonprofit 26
organizations to provide youth services and young adult housing on a 27
multi-acre youth campus located in the city of Tacoma. Youth services 28
include, but are not limited to, HOPE beds and crisis residential 29
centers to provide temporary shelter and permanency planning for 30
youth under the age of 18. Young adult housing includes, but is not 31
limited to, rental assistance and case management for young adults 32
ages 18 to 24.33

(27) $62,720,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 34
fiscal year 2022, $65,330,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 35
for fiscal year 2023, and $2,610,000 of the coronavirus state fiscal 36
recovery fund—federal appropriation are provided solely for the 37
essential needs and housing support program and related services. The 38
department may use a portion of the funds provided in this subsection 39
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to continue the pilot program established in section 127(106) of 1
chapter 357, Laws of 2020, by providing grants to participating 2
counties who request additional funding in order to continue serving 3
participating and eligible clients.4

(28) $1,436,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 5
fiscal year 2022 and $1,436,000 of the general fund—state 6
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the 7
department to identify and invest in strategic growth areas, support 8
key sectors, and align existing economic development programs and 9
priorities. The department must consider Washington's position as the 10
most trade-dependent state when identifying priority investments. The 11
department must engage states and provinces in the northwest as well 12
as associate development organizations, small business development 13
centers, chambers of commerce, ports, and other partners to leverage 14
the funds provided. Sector leads established by the department must 15
include the industries of: (a) Aerospace; (b) clean technology and 16
renewable and nonrenewable energy; (c) wood products and other 17
natural resource industries; (d) information and communication 18
technology; (e) life sciences and global health; (f) maritime; and 19
(g) military and defense. The department may establish these sector 20
leads by hiring new staff, expanding the duties of current staff, or 21
working with partner organizations and or other agencies to serve in 22
the role of sector lead.23

(29) The department must develop a model ordinance for cities and 24
counties to utilize for siting community based behavioral health 25
facilities.26

(30) $198,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 27
year 2022 and $198,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 28
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely to retain a behavioral health 29
facilities siting administrator within the department to coordinate 30
development of effective behavioral health housing options and 31
provide technical assistance in siting of behavioral health treatment 32
facilities statewide to aide in the governor's plan to discharge 33
individuals from the state psychiatric hospitals into community 34
settings. This position must work closely with the local government 35
legislative authorities, planning departments, behavioral health 36
providers, health care authority, department of social and health 37
services, and other entities to facilitate linkages among disparate 38
behavioral health community bed capacity-building efforts. This 39
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position must work to integrate building behavioral health treatment 1
and infrastructure capacity in addition to ongoing supportive housing 2
benefits.3

(31) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 4
year 2022 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 5
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to contract 6
with an entity located in the Beacon hill/Chinatown international 7
district area of Seattle to provide low income housing, low income 8
housing support services, or both. To the extent practicable, the 9
chosen location must be colocated with other programs supporting the 10
needs of children, the elderly, or persons with disabilities.11

(32) $11,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 12
fiscal year 2022, $11,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 13
for fiscal year 2023 and $4,500,000 of the home security fund—state 14
appropriation are provided solely for the consolidated homeless grant 15
program.16

(a) Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $4,500,000 of the 17
home security fund—state appropriation is provided solely for 18
permanent supportive housing targeted at those families who are 19
chronically homeless and where at least one member of the family has 20
a disability. The department will also connect these families to 21
medicaid supportive services.22

(b) Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $1,000,000 of the 23
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2022 and $1,000,000 24
of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are 25
provided solely for diversion services for those families and 26
individuals who are at substantial risk of losing stable housing or 27
who have recently become homeless and are determined to have a high 28
probability of returning to stable housing.29

(c) Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $10,000,000 of 30
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2022 and 31
$10,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 32
2023 are provided solely for hotel and motel vouchers, rapid 33
rehousing, and supportive services for individuals and families 34
accessing vouchers and rapid rehousing.35

(33) $10,471,000 of the Andy Hill cancer research endowment fund 36
match transfer account—state appropriation is provided solely for the 37
Andy Hill cancer research endowment program. Amounts provided in this 38
subsection may be used for grants and administration costs.39
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(34) $550,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2022 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the operations of the long-3
term care ombudsman program.4

(35) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 5
year 2022 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 6
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to produce 7
the biennial report identifying a list of projects to address 8
incompatible developments near military installations as provided in 9
RCW 43.330.520.10

(36) $35,000,000 of the home security fund—state appropriation is 11
provided solely for increasing local temporary shelter capacity. The 12
amount provided in this subsection is subject to the following 13
conditions and limitations:14

(a) A city or county applying for grant funding shall submit a 15
sheltering proposal that aligns with its local homeless housing plan 16
under RCW 43.185C.050. This proposal must include at a minimum:17

(i) A strategy for outreach to bring currently unsheltered 18
individuals into shelter;19

(ii) Strategies for connecting sheltered individuals to services 20
including but not limited to: Behavioral health, chemical dependency, 21
education or workforce training, employment services, and permanent 22
supportive housing services;23

(iii) An estimate on average length of stay;24
(iv) An estimate of the percentage of persons sheltered who will 25

exit to permanent housing destinations and an estimate of those that 26
are expected to return to homelessness;27

(v) An assessment of existing shelter capacity in the 28
jurisdiction, and the net increase in shelter capacity that will be 29
funded with the state grant; and30

(vi) Other appropriate measures as determined by the department.31
(b) The department shall not reimburse more than $56 per day per 32

net additional person sheltered above the baseline of shelter 33
occupancy prior to award of the funding. Eligible uses of funds 34
include shelter operations, shelter maintenance, shelter rent, loan 35
repayment, case management, navigation to other services, efforts to 36
address potential impacts of shelters on surrounding neighborhoods, 37
capital improvements and construction, and outreach directly related 38
to bringing unsheltered people into shelter. The department shall 39
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coordinate with local governments to encourage cost-sharing through 1
local matching funds.2

(c) The department shall not reimburse more than $10,000 per 3
shelter bed prior to occupancy, for costs associated with creating 4
additional shelter capacity or improving existing shelters to improve 5
occupancy rates and successful outcomes. Eligible costs prior to 6
occupancy include acquisition, construction, equipment, staff costs, 7
and other costs directly related to creating additional shelter 8
capacity.9

(d) For the purposes of this subsection "shelter" means any 10
facility, the primary purpose of which is to provide space for 11
homeless in general or for specific populations of homeless. The 12
shelter must: Be structurally sound to protect occupants from the 13
elements and not pose any threat to health or safety, have means of 14
natural or mechanical ventilation, and be accessible to persons with 15
disabilities, and the site must have hygiene facilities, which must 16
be accessible but do not need to be in the structure.17

(37) $1,007,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2022 and $1,007,000 of the general fund—state 19
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the 20
department to administer a transitional housing pilot program for 21
nondependent homeless youth. In developing the pilot program, the 22
department will work with the adolescent unit within the department 23
of children, youth, and families, which is focused on cross-system 24
challenges impacting youth, including homelessness.25

(38) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 26
year 2022 and $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 27
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to establish 28
representation in key international markets that will provide the 29
greatest opportunities for increased trade and investment for small 30
businesses in the state of Washington. Prior to entering into any 31
contract for representation, the department must consult with 32
associate development organizations and other organizations and 33
associations that represent small business, rural industries, and 34
disadvantaged business enterprises.35

(39) $80,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36
year 2022 and $80,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to establish 38
an identification assistance and support program to assist homeless 39
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persons in collecting documentation and procuring an identicard 1
issued by the department of licensing. This program may be operated 2
through a contract for services. The program shall operate in one 3
county west of the crest of the Cascade mountain range with a 4
population of one million or more and one county east of the crest of 5
the Cascade mountain range with a population of five hundred thousand 6
or more.7

(40) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 8
year 2022 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 9
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office of homeless youth 10
prevention and protection programs to create a centralized diversion 11
fund to serve homeless or at-risk youth and young adults, including 12
those who are unsheltered, exiting inpatient programs, or in school. 13
Funding provided in this subsection may be used for short-term rental 14
assistance, offsetting costs for first and last month's rent and 15
security deposits, transportation costs to go to work, and assistance 16
in obtaining photo identification or birth certificates.17

(41) $100,000 of the model toxics control stormwater account—18
state appropriation is provided solely for planning work related to 19
stormwater runoff at the aurora bridge and I-5 ship canal bridge. 20
Planning work may include, but is not limited to, coordination with 21
project partners, community engagement, conducting engineering 22
studies, and staff support.23

(42) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2022 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to assist people 26
with limited incomes in urban areas of the state start and sustain 27
small businesses. The grant recipient must be a nonprofit 28
organization involving a network of microenterprise organizations and 29
professionals to support micro entrepreneurship and access to 30
economic development resources.31

(43) $500,000 of the community preservation and development 32
authority account—state/operating appropriation is provided solely 33
for the operations of the Pioneer Square-International District 34
community preservation and development authority established in RCW 35
43.167.060.36

(44) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 37
year 2022 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department of commerce 39
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to contract with a nonprofit organization to establish and operate a 1
center for child care retention and expansion. The nonprofit 2
organization must be a Bellingham, Washington-based nonprofit 3
community action agency with fifty years of experience serving 4
homeless and low-income families and individuals.5

(a) Funding provided in this subsection may be used for, but is 6
not limited to, the following purposes:7

(i) Creating a rapid response team trained to help child care 8
businesses whose continuity of operations is threatened;9

(ii) Developing business model prototypes for new child care 10
settings; and11

(iii) Assisting existing or new child care businesses in 12
assessing readiness for expansion or acquisition.13

(b) Of the amounts provided in this subsection:14
(i) $120,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15

year 2022 and $120,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for staffing at the center for 17
child care; and18

(ii) $380,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2022 and $380,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 20
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the nonprofit organization 21
to distribute grants to third party child care providers and 22
nongovernmental organizations. Nonprofit entities applying for 23
funding as a statewide network must:24

(A) Have an existing infrastructure or network of academic, 25
innovation, and mentoring program grant-eligible entities;26

(B) Provide after-school and summer programs with youth 27
development services; and28

(C) Provide proven and tested recreational, educational, and 29
character-building programs for children ages six to eighteen years 30
of age.31

(45) $230,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 32
(CRRSA), $255,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 33
(ARPA), and $665,000,000 of the coronavirus state fiscal recovery 34
fund—federal appropriation are provided solely for the department to 35
administer an emergency rental assistance program. The department 36
shall distribute funding in the form of grants to local housing 37
providers. In making distributions, the department must consider the 38
number of unemployed persons and renters in each jurisdiction served 39
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by the provider as well as consider any funding that jurisdiction, 1
including cities within each county, received directly from the 2
federal government for emergency rental assistance. The amounts 3
provided in this subsection are subject to the following conditions 4
and limitations:5

(a) $230,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 6
(CRRSA) is provided solely for grants to provide emergency rental and 7
utility assistance pursuant to P.L. 116-260. A provider may use up to 8
9.5 percent of the grant award provided under this subsection for 9
administrative costs and the remainder must be used for financial 10
assistance as defined in P.L. 116-260. An eligible household may 11
receive up to 80 percent of the total rent, rental arrears, utility 12
assistance, and utility arrears that a provider determines they are 13
eligible to receive under this subsection.14

(b) $255,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (ARPA) 15
is provided solely for grants to provide emergency rental and utility 16
assistance pursuant to P.L. 117-2. A provider may use up to 14.5 17
percent of the grant award provided under this subsection for 18
administrative costs and the remainder must be used for financial 19
assistance as defined in P.L. 117-2. An eligible household may 20
receive up to 80 percent of the total rent, rental arrears, utility 21
assistance, and utility arrears that a provider determines they are 22
eligible to receive under this subsection.23

(c)(i) $665,000,000 of the coronavirus state fiscal recovery fund24
—federal appropriation is provided solely for grants to provide 25
emergency rental assistance, subject to (c)(ii) of this subsection. 26
Providers must make rental payments directly to landlords. To be 27
eligible for assistance under this subsection, households must, at a 28
minimum, have an income at or below 80 percent of the area median 29
income and must have a missed or partially paid rent payment. The 30
department may establish additional eligibility criteria to target 31
these resources to households most likely to become homeless if they 32
do not receive rental assistance. An eligible household may receive 33
up to 80 percent of the total rent and rental arrears a provider 34
determines they are eligible to receive under this subsection.35

(ii) From the amount provided in (c) of this subsection, each 36
local housing provider must subgrant with community organizations 37
that serve historically disadvantaged populations within their 38
jurisdiction. Subgrants may be used for program outreach and 39
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assisting community members in applying for assistance under (a), 1
(b), and (c) of this subsection. The amount of the subgrant must be 2
at least five percent of the total funding each provider received 3
under (a), (b), and (c) of this subsection.4

(d) The department may retain up to 0.5 percent of the amounts 5
provided in this subsection for administration of the program.6

(46) $7,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 7
fiscal year 2022 is provided solely for the department to provide 8
grants to entities that provide digital navigator services, devices, 9
and subscriptions. These services must include but are not limited to 10
one-on-one assistance for people with limited access to services, 11
including individuals seeking work, families supporting students, 12
English language learners, medicaid clients, people experiencing 13
poverty, and elders. Of the amounts provided in this subsection, the 14
department must prioritize allocating $1,500,000 as grants or 15
portions of grants that serve medicaid clients.16

(47) $240,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 17
year 2022 and $240,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the operations of the 19
Central district community preservation and development authority 20
established in RCW 43.167.070.21

(48) $607,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 22
year 2022, $607,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 23
fiscal year 2023, and $13,400,000 of the general fund—federal 24
appropriation (ARPA) are provided solely for the department to assist 25
homeowners at risk of foreclosure pursuant to chapter 61.24 RCW and 26
P.L. 117-2. Funding provided in this section may be used for 27
activities to prevent mortgage or tax lien foreclosure, housing 28
counselors, a foreclosure prevention hotline, legal services for low-29
income individuals, mediation, and other activities that promote 30
homeownership. The department may contract with other foreclosure 31
fairness program state partners to carry out this work.32

(49) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 33
year 2022 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 34
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to contract 35
with a nonprofit entity located in Seattle that focuses on poverty 36
reduction and racial equity to convene and staff a poverty reduction 37
workgroup steering committee comprised of individuals that have lived 38
experience with poverty. Funding provided in this section may be used 39
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to reimburse steering committee members for travel, child care, and 1
other costs associated with participation in the steering committee.2

(50)(a) $21,990,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 3
(CRF) is provided solely for the department to administer an eviction 4
rental assistance program. The department shall distribute funding in 5
the form of grants to local housing providers. In making 6
distributions, the department must consider the number of unemployed 7
persons and renters in each jurisdiction served by the provider. To 8
be eligible for the program, households must, at a minimum, have an 9
income at or below 80 percent of the area median income and must have 10
a missed or partially paid rent payment. Rental payments made through 11
the program will be provided directly to landlords. The department 12
may establish additional eligibility criteria to target these 13
resources to households most likely to become homeless if they do not 14
receive rental assistance.15

(b) Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $11,800,000 of 16
the general fund—federal appropriation (CRF) is provided solely for 17
local housing providers to subgrant with community organizations that 18
serve historically disadvantaged populations within their 19
jurisdiction. Subgrants may be used for program outreach and 20
assisting community members in applying for assistance under this 21
subsection and subsection (1) of this section.22

(51) $3,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRF) 23
is provided solely for the department to assist homeowners at risk of 24
foreclosure pursuant to chapter 61.24 RCW. Funding must be used for 25
activities to prevent mortgage or tax lien foreclosures, housing 26
counselors, foreclosure prevention hotlines, low-income legal 27
services, mediation, and other activities that promote homeownership. 28
The department may contract with other state agencies to carry out 29
these activities.30

(52) $1,140,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRF) 31
is provided solely for a contract with resolution Washington for 32
alternative dispute resolution centers and dispute resolution 33
programs to provide citizens with low-cost resolution as an 34
alternative to litigation. This funding must be prioritized for 35
resolution services relating to evictions.36

(53) $1,125,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRF) 37
is provided solely for the department to contract with the office of 38

civil legal aid to provide services relating to evictions, housing, 1
and utilities.2

(54) $750,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRF) is 3
provided solely for the department to contract with the office of the 4
attorney general for legal work relating to the eviction moratorium 5
extended in the governor's proclamation 20-19.5.6

(55)(a) $1,250,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 7
(CRF) is provided solely for a program to provide grants to eligible 8
landlords who have encountered a significant financial hardship due 9
to loss of rental income from elective nonpayor tenants during the 10
state's eviction moratorium pursuant to the governor's proclamation.11

(b) To be eligible for a grant under this subsection, a landlord 12
must:13

(i) Apply for a grant;14
(ii) Be the sole investor in the property from which they are 15

seeking rental arrears;16
(iii) Be the owner of no more than four dwelling units from which 17

they receive rental payments;18
(iv) Not contract with a property manager or property management 19

company for duties or activities related to the tenancy or dwelling 20
unit; and21

(v) Have an elective nonpayor tenant who is in arrears in rent or 22
utilities or both.23

(c) Eligible landlords may receive a grant of up to 80 percent of 24
the total amount of rent in arrears. The department must prioritize 25
landlords who have an income at or below 100 percent of the area 26
median income and who demonstrate a loss of rental income, to the 27
extent that funds are available.28

(d) The department may inspect the property and the landlord's 29
records related to an application under the program, including the 30
use of a third-party inspector as needed to investigate fraud, to 31
assist in making its application review, and to determine 32
eligibility.33

(e) A landlord who receives a grant under this section is 34
prohibited from:35

(i) Taking any legal action against the tenant for damages 36
attributable to the same tenancy; or37

(ii) Pursuing collection, or authorizing another entity to pursue 38
collection on the landlord's behalf, against the tenant for damages 39
attributable to the same tenancy.40
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(f) For the purposes of this subsection, the following 1
definitions apply:2

(i) "Dwelling unit," "landlord," "owner," "rent," and "tenant" 3
have the meanings defined in RCW 59.18.030.4

(ii) "Elective nonpayor" means a tenant who has been determined 5
to not be eligible for the federal or state emergency rental 6
assistance program or has not applied for the federal or state 7
emergency rental assistance program.8

(56) $1,602,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 9
fiscal year 2022 and $1,174,000 of the general fund—state 10
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the 11
statewide broadband office established in RCW 43.330.532.12

(57) $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2022 and $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 14
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 15
organization for an initiative to advance affordable housing projects 16
and education centers on public or tax-exempt land. The department 17
must award the grant to an organization with an office located in the 18
city of Seattle that has experience in catalyzing early learning and 19
affordable housing developments. The grant recipient must use the 20
funding to:21

(a) Implement strategies to accelerate development of affordable 22
housing projects with space for early learning centers or community 23
space on underutilized tax-exempt properties;24

(b) Analyze the suitability of properties for affordable housing, 25
early learning centers, or community space through completing due 26
diligence, conceptual design, and financial analysis activities;27

(c) Organize community partners and build capacity to develop 28
these sites, as well as coordinate negotiations among partners and 29
public owners;30

(d) Facilitate collaboration and co-development between 31
affordable housing, early learning centers, or community space; and32

(e) Catalyze the redevelopment of at least 10 sites to create 33
approximately 1,500 affordable homes.34

(58) $2,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 35
fiscal year 2022 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 36
organization located in King county to operate a hunger relief 37
response program serving individuals living in permanent supportive 38
housing.39
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(59) $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2022 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit organization 2
located in the city of Federal Way that conducts collaborative policy 3
development and provides access to resources and consultation to 4
historically disadvantaged communities. The grant funding must be 5
used for capacity-building activities to support community-based 6
organizations serving youth and young adults in the city of Federal 7
Way.8

(60) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2022 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 11
organization within the city of Tacoma for social services and 12
educational programming to assist Latino and indigenous communities 13
in honoring heritage and culture and becoming proficient in civic 14
education to overcoming barriers to social, political, racial, 15
economic, and cultural community development. The grant must be used 16
to provide civic education through a public policy fellowship program 17
that offers training in grassroots organizing, leadership 18
development, civic engagement, and policy engagement focused on 19
Latino and indigenous community members.20

 (61) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 21
year 2022 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 22
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 23
organization within the city of Tacoma that provides social services 24
and educational programming to Latino and indigenous communities. The 25
grant must be used for activities to build a statewide network of 26
farmworkers conducting peer-to-peer training on preventing workplace 27
sexual harassment and assault in the Washington agricultural 28
industry, including but not limited to developing and evaluating a 29
peer-to-peer sexual harassment prevention training curriculum and 30
providing training to farmworker leaders.31

(62) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 32
year 2022 and $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 33
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for capacity-building grants 34
through the Latino community fund for emergency response services, 35
educational programs, and human services support for children and 36
families in rural and underserved communities.37

(63) $10,000,000 of the coronavirus state fiscal recovery account38
—federal appropriation is provided solely for the department to 39
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contract with a statewide nonprofit organization existing on June 7, 1
2018, whose sole purpose is marketing Washington to tourists, for 2
tourism recovery and marketing services. The contract must be used to 3
assist the economic recovery of tourism-related businesses, generate 4
tourism demand for Washington communities and businesses, and sustain 5
the recovery of Washington's tourism market share with competing 6
Western states. The department and the nonprofit must report to the 7
legislature on the use of contract funds by June 30, 2022.8

(64) $354,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2022 and $354,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to the Port Gamble 11
S'Klallam tribe for a reentry program providing tailored support 12
services to moderate-needs and high-needs individuals leaving local 13
or tribal incarceration, with the goals of reducing criminal 14
recidivism and fostering community wellbeing. Services may be 15
provided to clients pre-release and post-release.16

(65) $347,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 17
year 2022 and $347,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 19
organization serving King and Snohomish counties for a program 20
conducted in partnership with King county serving criminal justice-21
involved individuals who have experienced domestic, sexual, or 22
gender-based violence. The grant recipient may use the funding for 23
costs including but not limited to legal advocacy, outreach, 24
connecting clients to housing and other resources, data analytics, 25
and staffing.26

(66) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 27
year 2022 is provided solely for the city of Kent to contract with 28
one or more nonprofit organizations to serve community immersion law 29
enforcement trainees through mentorship or community-based placement, 30
or both.31

(67) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 32
year 2022 and $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 33
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office of homeless youth 34
to administer a competitive grant process to award funding to 35
licensed youth shelters, HOPE centers, and crisis residential centers 36
to provide behavioral health support services for youth in crisis.37

(68) $950,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 38
year 2022 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit located in 39
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King county that develops training and support for low-income 1
individuals, with a focus on women and people of color, to move into 2
the construction industry for living wage jobs. The grant funding 3
must be used to develop a pre-apprenticeship program that, through 4
the construction of units, integrates housing and workforce 5
development in service of the following goals:6

(a) Creating a blueprint to integrating workforce development and 7
housing for local jurisdictions;8

(b) Providing construction training to underserved populations;9
(c) Creating a pathway for trainees to enter construction 10

careers; and11
(d) Addressing the systemic effects of sexism and racism in 12

housing, wealth, education, training, employment, and career 13
development.14

(69) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2022 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 17
organization operating an emergency shelter located in the Yakima 18
valley for case management, outreach, and other homeless services.19

(70) $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2022 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 21
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 22
organization for activities to advance affordable housing. The grant 23
recipient must be an organization that partners in equitable, 24
transit-oriented development. The grant recipient must use the 25
funding to:26

(a) Facilitate partnerships to enable equitable transit-oriented 27
development across the Puget Sound region that builds housing at 28
scale; and29

(b) Assist the cities of Tacoma, Renton, and Everett, as well as 30
other cities, in:31

(i) Creating or updating local subarea plans to be consistent 32
with the regional growth strategy for future population growth to be 33
near high capacity transit and to facilitate development within the 34
station area that will produce a mix of affordable housing;35

(ii) Ensuring equitable transit-oriented development processes 36
and outcomes that minimize displacement; and37
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(iii) Identifying strategies for land acquisition and assembly 1
around high capacity transit stations that will result in a mix of 2
housing.3

(71) $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 4
year 2022 and $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 5
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to assist people 6
with limited incomes start and sustain small businesses. The grant 7
recipient must be a nonprofit organization involving a network of 8
microenterprise organizations and professionals to support micro 9
entrepreneurship and access to economic development resources.10

(72) $1,175,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 11
fiscal year 2022 and $175,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 12
for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to 13
support implementation of the 2021 state energy strategy as it 14
pertains to emissions from energy use in new and existing buildings, 15
including measures to support local government emission reductions, 16
workforce measures, and utility electrification benefits.17

(73) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 18
year 2022 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 19
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to identify 20
and develop effective interventions and responses to primary and 21
secondary workplace trauma experienced by direct service staff who 22
work in homeless shelters, homeless outreach, and permanent 23
supportive housing. The department must collect data through methods 24
such as surveys, interviews, and small group conversations, and 25
engage interested parties, including but not limited to direct 26
service staff. The department may contract with a third party to 27
complete the work required in this subsection. By June 1, 2023, the 28
department shall submit a report identifying interventions and 29
providing recommendations to the appropriate committees of the 30
legislature.31

(74)(a) $340,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2022 and $85,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 33
for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to 34
contract with the University of Washington college of built 35
environments to create a database and reporting system for promoting 36
transparency on procurement of building materials that make up the 37
primary structure and enclosure used for state-funded construction 38
projects. The department and university may use publicly available 39
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information and data sources as well as consult with outside experts 1
to create the database. The database may include fields for 2
environmental product declarations, product quantity, manufacturer 3
location, global warming potential, health certifications, supplier 4
codes of conduct, and working conditions.5

(b) When developing the reporting system required under (a) of 6
this subsection, the department and the University of Washington must 7
conduct a case study analysis. In conducting the analysis, the 8
department and the university must identify up to 10 case studies of 9
publicly funded projects and analyze considerations including but not 10
limited to cost impacts, materials procured, embodied carbon 11
contribution to reducing greenhouse gas emissions, and supply chain 12
considerations. By January 1, 2022, the department and the university 13
shall submit a progress report on the case study analysis to the 14
legislature. By November 1, 2022, the department and the university 15
shall submit a final report to the legislature with findings from the 16
case study analysis and recommendations for the reporting system 17
based on lessons learned.18

(75) $175,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2022 and $175,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 20
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 21
organization to provide job readiness skills and training to 22
traditionally underrepresented populations to support the transition 23
to a registered apprenticeship, trade training, or employment. The 24
grant recipient must be a nonprofit organization serving 25
traditionally underrepresented populations in King and Pierce 26
counties, with a focus on youth development programs. The grant 27
funding must be used for activities including but not limited to 28
counseling and training in support of the goals of:29

(a) Minimizing barriers to transitioning to an apprenticeship, 30
trade training program, or employment for participants;31

(b) Increasing participants' workforce and life balance skills; 32
and33

(c) Increasing participants' specialized skills and knowledge in 34
targeted industries, including construction, urban agriculture, and 35
maritime trades.36

(76)(a) $51,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2022 and $51,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 38
for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the statewide broadband 39
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office to cofacilitate the Washington digital equity forum with the 1
Washington state office of equity. The purpose of the forum is to 2
develop recommendations to advance digital connectivity in Washington 3
state. In developing its recommendations, the forum must:4

(i) Develop goals that are consistent with the goals of the 5
governor's statewide broadband office, as provided in RCW 43.330.536;6

(ii) Strengthen public-private partnerships;7
(iii) Solicit public input through public hearings or 8

informational sessions;9
(iv) Work to increase collaboration and communication between 10

local, state, and federal governments and agencies; and11
(v) Recommend reforms to universal service mechanisms.12
(b) The directors of the governor's statewide broadband office 13

and the Washington state office of equity are responsible for 14
appointing participating members of the forum, and appointments 15
require the approval of both directors. In making appointments, the 16
directors must prioritize appointees representing:17

(i) Federally recognized tribes;18
(ii) State agencies involved in digital equity; and19
(iii) Underserved and unserved communities, including 20

historically disadvantaged communities.21
(c) The director of the governor's statewide broadband office, or 22

the director's designee, and the director of the Washington state 23
office of equity, or the director's designee, shall serve as 24
administrative cochairs of the forum.25

(d) In addition to members appointed by the directors, four 26
legislators may serve on the digital equity forum in an ex officio 27
capacity. Legislative participants must be appointed as follows:28

(i) The speaker of the house of representatives must appoint one 29
member from each of the two largest caucuses of the house of 30
representatives; and31

(ii) The president of the senate must appoint one member from 32
each of the two largest caucuses of the senate.33

(e) Each member of the digital equity forum shall serve without 34
compensation but may be reimbursed for travel expenses as authorized 35
in RCW 43.03.050 and 43.03.060. Legislative members of the forum are 36
reimbursed for travel expenses in accordance with RCW 44.04.120. (f) 37
The statewide broadband office must provide staff support for the 38
digital equity forum. By January 1, 2023, the statewide broadband 39
office must transmit the recommendations of the digital equity forum 40
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developed under (a) of this subsection to the legislature, consistent 1
with RCW 43.01.036.2

(77) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2022 is provided solely for grants to law enforcement agencies 4
to implement group violence intervention strategies in areas with 5
high rates of gun violence. Grant funding will be awarded to two 6
sites, with priority given to Yakima county and south King county. 7
The sites must be located in areas with high rates of gun violence, 8
include collaboration with the local leaders and community members, 9
use data to identify the individuals most at risk to perpetrate gun 10
violence for interventions, and include a component that connects 11
individuals to services. In selecting the sites, the department must 12
give priority to sites meeting these criteria that also can leverage 13
existing local or federal resources.14

(78) $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2022 is provided solely for a contract for a business recovery 16
program serving the city of Federal Way and surrounding area. The 17
contract recipient must be a nongovernmental organization located in 18
the city of Federal Way whose primary focus is the economic 19
development of the city of Federal Way and surrounding area. The 20
contract funding must be used for:21

(a) Business development training and education for small 22
businesses located in or serving the city of Federal Way and 23
surrounding area, with a focus on Black, indigenous, and people of 24
color-owned, women-owned, and veteran-owned businesses;25

(b) Workforce programming for skill set development, especially 26
as related to business retention and expansion; and27

(c) Research and collection of economic baseline data for the 28
city of Federal Way and surrounding area for the development of data-29
driven programming, with a focus on key economic recovery indicators.30

(79) $202,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 31
year 2022 and $89,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 33
organization to provide emergency housing, permanent supportive 34
housing, and wraparound services focusing on Black transgender and 35
nonbinary individuals who are currently experiencing or at risk of 36
homelessness. The grant recipient must be a nonprofit organization 37
with locations in the cities of Seattle and Tacoma that provides 38
legal and other services for LGBTQ individuals in Washington. The 39
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grant recipient may subgrant or subcontract with other organizations 1
to provide emergency housing, permanent supportive housing, and 2
wraparound services.3

(80) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 4
year 2022 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 5
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit for a 6
smart buildings education program to educate building owners and 7
operators on smart building practices and technologies, including the 8
development of onsite and digital trainings that detail how to 9
operate residential and commercial facilities in an energy efficient 10
manner. The grant recipient must be located in a city with a 11
population of more than 700,000 and must serve anyone within 12
Washington with an interest in better understanding energy efficiency 13
in commercial and institutional buildings.14

(81) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2022 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to establish 17
a sector lead position for the creative industries, including but not 18
limited to the performing arts, literary arts, music, and film. The 19
sector lead must work with interested parties to further the goals of 20
creating economic development opportunities, retaining and growing 21
jobs, and supporting small business development and expansion within 22
the creative industries.23

(82) $271,560,000 of the home security fund—state appropriation 24
and $14,600,000 of the affordable housing for all account—state 25
appropriation are provided solely for implementation of Substitute 26
House Bill No. 1277 (housing/revenue source). Of the amounts provided 27
in this subsection, $150,000,000 of the home security fund—state 28
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of the eviction 29
prevention rental assistance program created in the bill. If the bill 30
is not enacted by June 30, 2021, the amounts provided in this 31
subsection shall lapse.32

(83) $59,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 33
year 2022 and $696,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 34
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 35
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1086 (behavioral health consumers). 36
If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2021, the amounts provided in 37
this subsection shall lapse.38
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(84) $163,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state 1
appropriation for fiscal year 2022 and $159,000 of the dedicated 2
marijuana account—state appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are 3
provided solely for implementation of Engrossed Substitute House Bill 4
No. 1443 (cannabis industry/equity). If the bill is not enacted by 5
June 30, 2021, the amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.6

(85) $214,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 7
year 2022 and $206,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 9
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1015 (equitable access to credit). 10
If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2021, the amounts provided in 11
this subsection shall lapse.12

(86) $162,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2022 and $163,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 14
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 15
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1220 (emergency shelters & housing). 16
If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2021, the amounts provided in 17
this subsection shall lapse.18

(87) $1,415,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 19
fiscal year 2022 and $4,958,000 of the general fund—state 20
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for 21
implementation of Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 1099 22
(comprehensive planning). Amounts provided in this subsection include 23
funding sufficient for local governments that are subject to the 24
requirements of that bill to implement the bill. If the bill is not 25
enacted by June 30, 2021, the amounts provided in this subsection 26
shall lapse.27

(88) $276,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 28
year 2022 and $16,988,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 30
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1117 (comp. planning/salmon). 31
Amounts provided in this subsection include funding sufficient for 32
local governments that are subject to the requirements of that bill 33
to implement the bill. If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2021, 34
the amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.35

(89) $306,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36
year 2022 and $483,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 38
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1213 (child care & early dev. exp.). 39
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If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2021, the amounts provided in 1
this subsection shall lapse.2

(90) $21,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2022 and $42,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for Engrossed Third Substitute 5
House Bill No. 1091 (transportation fuel/carbon). If the bill is not 6
enacted by June 30, 2021, the amounts provided in this subsection 7
shall lapse.8

(91) $42,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2022 and $42,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for implementation of Second 11
Substitute House Bill No. 1168 (long-term forest health). If the bill 12
is not enacted by June 30, 2021, the amounts provided in this 13
subsection shall lapse.14

(92) $2,798,000 of the economic development strategic reserve 15
account—state/manufacturing cluster acceleration appropriation is 16
provided solely for implementation of Substitute House Bill No. 1170 17
(manufacturing). If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2021, the 18
amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.19

(93) $166,600,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 20
(ARPA) is provided solely for a homeowner assistance program to 21
provide mortgage, foreclosure, and other assistance to eligible 22
homeowners pursuant to P.L. 117-2. The department may subgrant or 23
contract with other entities to provide assistance under the program.24

(94) $9,864,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25
fiscal year 2022 and $9,864,000 of the general fund—state 26
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for long-term 27
rental subsidies for individuals with mental health or substance use 28
disorders. This funding may be used for individuals enrolled in the 29
foundational community support program while waiting for a longer 30
term resource for rental support or for individuals transitioning 31
from behavioral health treatment facilities or local jails. 32
Individuals who would otherwise be eligible for the foundational 33
community support program but are not eligible because of their 34
citizenship status may also be served. By December 1, 2021, and 35
December 1, 2022, the department must submit a report identifying the 36
expenditures and number of individuals receiving long-term rental 37
supports through the agency budget broken out by region, treatment 38
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need, and the demographics of those served during the prior fiscal 1
year.2

(95)(a) $4,800,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 3
(CRF) and $250,000,000 of the coronavirus state fiscal recovery fund—4
federal appropriation are provided solely for the department to 5
provide grants to small businesses through the working Washington 6
grant program.7

(b) Of the amount provided in this subsection, $3,000,000 of the 8
general fund—federal appropriation (CRF) and $150,000,000 of the 9
coronavirus state fiscal recovery fund—federal appropriation are 10
provided solely to assist businesses maintain their operations. To be 11
eligible for a grant under this subsection, the business must:12

(i) Apply for or have applied for the grant;13
(ii) Have reported annual gross receipts of $5,000,000 or less to 14

the department of revenue for calendar year 2019;15
(iii) Have expenses that are necessary to continue business 16

operations and the expense is not a federal, state, or local tax, 17
fee, license, or other government revenue;18

(iv) Self–attest that the expense is not funded by any other 19
government or private entity;20

(v) Have experienced a reduction in business income or activity 21
related to COVID-19 or state or local actions in response to 22
COVID-19; and23

(vi) Agree to operate in accordance with the requirements of 24
applicable federal, state, and local public health guidance and 25
directives.26

(c) Of the amount provided in this subsection, $1,800,000 of the 27
general fund—federal appropriation (CRF) and $100,000,000 of the 28
coronavirus state fiscal recovery fund—federal appropriation are 29
provided solely to assist the reopening of businesses that 30
temporarily totally closed their operations. To be eligible for a 31
grant under this subsection, the business must:32

(i) Apply for the grant;33
(ii) Have reported annual gross receipts of $5,000,000 or less to 34

the department of revenue for calendar year 2019;35
(iii) Demonstrate the business was actively engaged in business, 36

and as a result of the governor's proclamations 20-25.8, issued on 37
November 15, 2020, through 20-25.12 ("stay safe-stay healthy"), 38
temporarily totally closed operations. Demonstration of active 39
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engagement in business can be given through but is not limited to 1
taxable activity reported to the department of revenue. The 2
department may use other methods to determine if this criterion has 3
been met;4

(iv) Have expenses that are necessary to reopen business 5
operations and the expense is not a federal, state, or local tax, 6
fee, license, or other government revenue;7

(v) Self–attest that the expense is not funded by any other 8
government or private entity; and9

(vi) Agree to operate in accordance with the requirements of 10
applicable federal, state, and local public health guidance and 11
directives.12

(d) Grant awards are subject to the availability of amounts 13
appropriated in this subsection. The department must conduct outreach 14
to underrepresented and unserved communities observed from prior 15
rounds of awards. The department must ensure equitable distributions 16
of grant funding, including considerations for geographic location 17
and businesses owned by members of historically disadvantaged 18
communities.19

(e)(i) Eligible businesses may receive up to a $75,000 grant.20
(ii) If a business received one or more working Washington small 21

business grants before July 1, 2021, including grants provided 22
pursuant to chapter 3, Laws of 2021, the grant awarded under this 23
subsection must be reduced to reflect the amounts received from 24
previous working Washington small business grants.25

(f) For purposes of this subsection, reopening costs include, but 26
are not limited to:27

(i) Upgrading physical workplaces to adhere to new safety or 28
sanitation standards;29

(ii) Procuring required personal protective supplies for 30
employees and business patrons and clients;31

(iii) Updating business plans;32
(iv) Employee costs, including payroll, training, and onboarding;33
(v) Rent, lease, mortgage, insurance, and utility payments; and34
(vi) Securing inventory, supplies, and services for operations.35
(g) Nonprofit organizations are eligible to receive funding under 36

(b) or (c) of this subsection if they have a primary business 37
activity that has been impacted as described in (b)(v) or (c)(iii) of 38
this subsection.39
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(h) The department is authorized to shift funding among the 1
purposes in (b) and (c) of this subsection based on overutilization 2
or underutilization of the different types of grants.3

(i) Of the total amounts provided in this subsection, the 4
department must prioritize allocating $25,000,000 for grants under 5
(b) or (c) of this subsection to eligible businesses and nonprofit 6
organizations in the arts, heritage, and science sectors, including 7
those that operate live entertainment venues.8

(96) $138,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 9
(ARPA) is provided solely for the department to implement small 10
business capital access and other credit support programs under the 11
state small business credit initiative, pursuant to P.L. 117-2. The 12
department may contract with other entities to implement the capital 13
access program and other credit support programs. The department must 14
ensure businesses owned and controlled by socially and economically 15
disadvantaged individuals, as defined in P.L. 117-2, have equitable 16
access to program services.17

(97)(a) $6,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2022 is provided solely for the department to create a 19
grant program to reimburse local governments for eligible costs of 20
providing emergency noncongregate sheltering during the COVID-19 21
public health emergency.22

(b) A city or county is eligible to apply for grant funding if 23
it:24

(i) Applies to the federal emergency management agency public 25
assistance program for reimbursement of costs to provide emergency 26
non-congregate sheltering; and27

(ii) Incurs eligible costs.28
(c) Eligible costs are costs to provide emergency noncongregate 29

sheltering that:30
(i) Were deemed eligible for reimbursement in the federal 31

emergency management agency policy 104-009-18, version 3, titled FEMA 32
emergency non-congregate sheltering during the COVID-19 public health 33
emergency (interim) and dated January 29, 2021; and34

(ii) Are incurred by the applicant beginning January 21, 2021, 35
through September 30, 2021.36

(d) The department must give priority to applicants who 37
demonstrate use of funds received under P.L. 117-2 for the 38
acquisition, development, and operation of noncongregate sheltering.39
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(e) The department must coordinate with the military department 1
to confirm that grant recipients have applied to the federal 2
emergency management agency public assistance program for costs 3
identified in their grant application.4

(f) For the purposes of this subsection, "noncongregate 5
sheltering" means sheltering provided in locations where each 6
individual or household has living space that offers some level of 7
privacy such as hotels, motels, or dormitories.8

(98)(a) $187,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 9
fiscal year 2022 and $188,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 10
for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely to conduct a comprehensive 11
equity review of state capital grant programs administered by the 12
department. The department may, in consultation with interested 13
parties identified in subsection (d) of this section, contract with a 14
consultant to assist with the community engagement and review 15
necessary to complete this review process.16

(b) The purposes of this comprehensive equity review are: To 17
reduce barriers to historically underserved populations' 18
participation in the capital grant programs; to redress inequities in 19
existing capital grant policies and programs; and to improve the 20
equitable delivery of resources and benefits in these programs.21

(c) In completing the comprehensive equity review required under 22
this section, the department shall: (i) Identify changes to policy 23
and operational norms and practices in furtherance of the equity 24
review purposes identified in (b) of this subsection; (ii) identify 25
new investments and programs that prioritize populations and 26
communities that have been historically underserved by capital grant 27
policies and programs; and (iii) include consideration of historic 28
and systemic barriers that may arise due to any of the following 29
factors: (A) Race; (B) ethnicity; (C) religion; (D) income; (E) 30
geography; (F) disability; and (G) educational attainment.31

(d) The department must collaborate with the Washington state 32
commission on African American affairs; the Washington state 33
commission on Asian Pacific American affairs; the Washington state 34
commission on Hispanic affairs; the governor's office of Indian 35
affairs; the governor's committee on disability issues and 36
employment; the office of equity; the office of minority and women's 37
business enterprises; the environmental justice council if 38
established by passage of Engrossed Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 39
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5141; and other interested parties as appropriate to develop and 1
conduct a community engagement process to inform the review.2

(e) The department shall complete the comprehensive equity review 3
under this section and submit a final report, containing all of the 4
elements and considerations specified in this section, to the 5
legislature by June 30, 2022.6

(99) $23,280,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (ARPA) 7
is provided solely for the HOME investment partnerships program 8
pursuant to P.L. 117-2. Of the amount provided in this subsection, 9
$18,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (ARPA) is 10
provided solely for the department to issue competitive financial 11
assistance to eligible organizations under RCW 43.185A.040 for the 12
acquisition and development of noncongregate shelter units, subject 13
to the following conditions and limitations:14

(a) Grants provided under this subsection may be used to acquire 15
real property for quick conversion into noncongregate shelter units 16
or for renovation and building update costs associated with 17
establishment of the acquired facilities. Grants provided under this 18
subsection may not be used for operating or maintenance costs 19
associated with providing housing, supportive services, or debt 20
service. For the purposes of this subsection, "noncongregate" shelter 21
units means units provided in locations where each individual or 22
household has living space that offers some level of privacy, such as 23
hotels, motels, or dormitories.24

(b) Units acquired or developed under this subsection must serve 25
qualifying individuals or families as defined in P.L. 117-2.26

(c) The department must establish criteria for the issuance of 27
the grants, which must follow the guidelines and compliance 28
requirements of the housing trust fund program and the federal HOME 29
investment partnership program. The criteria must include:30

(i) The date upon which structural modifications or construction 31
would begin and the anticipated date of completion of the project;32

(ii) A detailed estimate of the costs associated with the 33
acquisition and any updates or improvements necessary to make the 34
property habitable for its intended use;35

(iii) A detailed estimate of the costs associated with opening 36
the units; and37

(iv) A financial plan demonstrating the ability to maintain and 38
operate the property and support its intended tenants throughout the 39
end of the grant contract.40
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(d) The department must provide a progress report on its website 1
by November 1, 2022. The report must include:2

(i) The total number of applications and amount of funding 3
requested; and4

(ii) A list and description of the projects approved for funding 5
including state funding, total project cost, number of units, and 6
anticipated completion date.7

(e) The funding in this subsection is not subject to the 90 day 8
application periods in RCW 43.185.070 or 43.185A.050.9

(100) $391,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 10
year 2022 and $391,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 11
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for Pacific county to operate or 12
participate in a drug task force to enhance coordination and 13
intelligence while facilitating multijurisdictional criminal 14
investigations.15

(101) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation is 16
provided for a grant to a nonprofit organization providing housing 17
services in western Washington to conduct a master planning process 18
for the development of a family-centered drug treatment and housing 19
program. The grant recipient must be a nonprofit organization that 20
has experience administering a comparable program in another region 21
of the state. The program must provide housing units for families 22
with members who have substance use disorders and who are involved in 23
the child welfare system, and services including but not limited to 24
case management, counseling, substance use disorder treatment, and 25
parenting skills classes. The program site must be located within or 26
in close proximity to King county, and include living quarters for 27
families, space for services, and childcare and play areas for 28
children. The nonprofit must include housing developers, service 29
providers, and other interested parties in the master planning 30
process. By December 31, 2021, the nonprofit must submit the plan to 31
the department, the senate ways and means committee, and the house 32
capital budget committee.33

(102) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 34
year 2022 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 35
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 36
organization to assist fathers transitioning from incarceration to 37
family reunification. The grant recipient must have experience 38
contracting with the department of corrections to support offender 39
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betterment projects and the department of social and health services 1
to provide access and visitation services.2

(103) $7,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 3
fiscal year 2022 and $2,500,000 of the general fund—state 4
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for grants to 5
community organizations that serve historically disadvantaged 6
populations to conduct outreach and assist community members in 7
applying for state and federal assistance programs, including but not 8
limited to those administered by the departments of social and health 9
services; commerce; and children, youth, and families.10

(104) $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 11
year 2022 and $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 12
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to accelerate 13
implementation of the low-income rural home rehabilitation program by 14
contracting with up to seven home rehabilitation agencies, as defined 15
under WAC 365-175-030, in a variety of regions of the state. Funding 16
provided in this subsection may be used by home rehabilitation 17
agencies for program support in order to increase the number of 18
households participating in the program. Home rehabilitation agencies 19
receiving funding under this subsection must provide the department 20
with a summary of their direct and indirect costs associated with 21
implementing the program.22

(105) $5,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 23
fiscal year 2022 and $5,000,000 of the general fund—state 24
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office 25
of homeless youth to administer a direct cash assistance program for 26
homeless and at-risk youth and young adults to help them meet 27
immediate housing and other basic needs. The office of homeless youth 28
may partner with community-based organizations to administer the 29
program.30

(106) $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 31
year 2022 is provided solely for pre-development activities for 32
state-operated or contracted residential or supportive housing 33
facilities at the Pacific hospital preservation and development 34
authority buildings three through ten in Seattle, to help carry out 35
Washington state's plans for new community-based residential 36
facilities, including supportive housing. The facilities may be used 37
for behavioral health, long-term care, developmentally disabled 38
community housing, recovery residences, state-operated living 39
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alternatives, group homes, or family-centered substance use disorder 1
recovery housing. The amounts provided in this subsection may be used 2
for concept development, planning, lease payments, and other related 3
expenses for pre-development of state- or nonprofit-operated 4
residential facilities identified by the health care authority or the 5
departments of social and health services, children, youth, and 6
families, and commerce. The department is authorized to enter into a 7
short-term lease, with an option to enter into a multiyear extension, 8
for the Pacific hospital preservation and development authority 9
quarters buildings three through ten.10

(107) $80,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 11
year 2022 and $80,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 12
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 13
organization dedicated to supporting forest health restoration 14
located in Okanogan county for work toward a biochar research and 15
demonstration project and initial efforts toward full-size operation 16
of an industrial-sized facility in the Methow valley.17

(108) $6,800,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2022 and $8,200,000 of the general fund—state 19
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for grants to 20
crime victim services providers for victim assistance programs. The 21
department must distribute the funds in accordance with the 22
methodologies used to distribute federal victims of crime act victim 23
assistance funding.24

(109)(a) $225,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25
fiscal year 2022 and $225,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 26
for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to 27
appoint and maintain an aviation and aerospace advisory committee to 28
generally advise the director of the department and the secretary of 29
the department of transportation on matters related to aviation and 30
aerospace in Washington state. The advisory committee must develop 31
recommendations regarding operating budget and capital budget 32
requests relating to aviation and aerospace needs, and strategies to 33
enhance the safe and effective use of public use airports and 34
aerospace facilities in Washington state. The aviation and aerospace 35
advisory committee must also advise the director and secretary, or 36
their designees, and make recommendations on the following matters:37

(i) Employment of emerging aviation and aerospace technologies to 38
include unmanned, autonomous, and alternative propulsion systems;39
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(ii) New, changed, or proposed federal regulations;1
(iii) Industry needs to remain nationally and internationally 2

competitive;3
(iv) Policy considerations;4
(v) Funding priorities and capital project needs;5
(vi) Methods to reduce greenhouse gas emissions;6
(vii) Workforce development needs and opportunities;7
(viii) Multimodal requirements; and8
(ix) Other matters pertaining to the aviation and aerospace 9

industries as the aviation and aerospace advisory committee deems 10
appropriate.11

(b) The director of the department of commerce, or the director's 12
designee, shall appoint members to the aviation and aerospace 13
advisory committee including, at a minimum:14

(i) Two county commissioners, one from east of the crest of the 15
Cascade mountains and one from west of the crest of the Cascade 16
mountains;17

(ii) An owner of an aviation company and an owner of an aerospace 18
company or their representatives;19

(iii) The director of the aviation division of the department of 20
transportation, or the director's designee;21

(iv) Two individuals who are top executive officials of a 22
commercial service airport, typically with the title of chief 23
executive officer, airport director, or executive director, one from 24
an airport located east of the crest of the Cascade mountains and one 25

(vi) The aerospace lead from the department of commerce or a 28

representative of the department;29
(vii) A representative of a statewide environmental organization;30

(x) Representatives from airport associations;34
(xi) Representatives from an aviation and aerospace educational 35

program; and36
(xii) Representatives from both aviation and aerospace 37

associations.38
(c) The director of the department and the secretary of the 39

department of transportation, or their designees, shall serve as the 40
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administrative cochairs of the aviation and aerospace advisory 1
committee.2

(d) The department must provide staff support for all aviation 3
and aerospace advisory committee meetings.4

(e) The aviation and aerospace advisory committee must meet at 5
the call of the administrative cochairs for any purpose that directly 6
relates to the duties set forth in (a) of this subsection, or as 7
otherwise requested by the director, secretary, or their designees as 8
the administrative cochairs.9

(f) In consultation with the aviation and aerospace advisory 10
committee, the department must develop a strategic plan for the 11
department's aerospace, aviation, and airport economic development 12
program. The strategic plan should identify: (i) Changing market 13
conditions in the aerospace industry; (ii) emerging opportunities to 14
diversify and grow Washington's aerospace sector; and (iii) 15
strategies and action steps to build on the state's core strengths in 16
aerospace infrastructure and workforce expertise to diversify and 17
grow employment in Washington's aerospace sector. The department must 18
submit the strategic plan to the appropriate committees of the 19

(g) The cochairs may seek recommendations and input from the 21
aviation and aerospace advisory committee to inform the legislature 22
on aviation and aerospace issues.23

(110)(a) $275,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2022 and $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 25
for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to 26
convene a work group on reducing racial disparities in Washington 27
state homeownership rates. The goals of the work group are to assess 28
perspectives on housing and lending laws, policies, and practices; 29
facilitate discussion among interested parties; and develop 30
budgetary, administrative policy, and legislative recommendations.31

(b) The director of the department, or the director's designee, 32
must chair the work group. The department must, in consultation with 33
the Washington state office of equity and the governor's office of 34
Indian affairs, appoint a minimum of twelve members to the work group 35
representing groups including but not limited to:36

(i) Organizations and state entities led by and serving Black, 37
indigenous, and people of color;38

(ii) State or local government agencies with expertise in housing 39
and lending laws;40
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(iii) Associations representing cities and housing authorities; 1
and2

(iv) Professionals from private-sector industries including but 3
not limited to banks, credit unions, mortgage brokers, and housing 4
developers.5

(c) The department must convene the first meeting of the work 6
group by August 1, 2021. The department must submit a final report to 7
the governor and appropriate committees of the legislature by August 8
1, 2022. The final report must:9

(i) Evaluate the distribution of state affordable housing funds 10
and its impact on the creation of homeownership units serving Black, 11
indigenous, and people of color;12

(ii) Evaluate the eligibility requirements, access, and use of 13
state-funded down payment assistance funds, and their impact on 14
homeownership rate disparities;15

(iii) Review barriers preventing Black, indigenous, and people of 16
color from accessing credit and loans through traditional banks for 17
residential loans; and18

(iv) Provide budgetary, administrative policy, and legislative 19
recommendations to increase ownership unit development and access to 20
credit.21

(12)(a) $381,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 21
fiscal year 2022 and $343,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 22
for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office of the chief 23
information officer to provide a common platform for hosting existing 24
state data on natural hazards risks into a comprehensive, 25
multihazard, statewide, geospatial data portal to assist with state 26
hazard risk and resilience mapping and analysis. In performing this 27
work, the office of the chief information officer will:28

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 201.  FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF SOCIAL AND HEALTH 3
SERVICES4

(1) The appropriations to the department of social and health 5
services in this act shall be expended for the programs and in the 6
amounts specified in this act. Appropriations made in this act to the 7
department of social and health services shall initially be allotted 8
as required by this act. Subsequent allotment modifications shall not 9
include transfers of moneys between sections of this act except as 10
expressly provided in this act, nor shall allotment modifications 11
permit moneys that are provided solely for a specified purpose to be 12
used for other than that purpose.13

(2) The department of social and health services shall not 14
initiate any services that require expenditure of state general fund 15
moneys unless expressly authorized in this act or other law. The 16
department may seek, receive, and spend, under RCW 43.79.260 through 17
43.79.282, federal moneys not anticipated in this act as long as the 18
federal funding does not require expenditure of state moneys for the 19
program in excess of amounts anticipated in this act. If the 20
department receives unanticipated unrestricted federal moneys, those 21
moneys shall be spent for services authorized in this act or in any 22
other legislation providing appropriation authority, and an equal 23
amount of appropriated state general fund moneys shall lapse. Upon 24
the lapsing of any moneys under this subsection, the office of 25
financial management shall notify the legislative fiscal committees. 26
As used in this subsection, "unrestricted federal moneys" includes 27
block grants and other funds that federal law does not require to be 28
spent on specifically defined projects or matched on a formula basis 29
by state funds.30

(3) The legislature finds that medicaid payment rates, as 31
calculated by the department pursuant to the appropriations in this 32
act, bear a reasonable relationship to the costs incurred by 33
efficiently and economically operated facilities for providing 34
quality services and will be sufficient to enlist enough providers so 35
that care and services are available to the extent that such care and 36
services are available to the general population in the geographic 37
area. The legislature finds that cost reports, payment data from the 38
federal government, historical utilization, economic data, and 39
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clinical input constitute reliable data upon which to determine the 1
payment rates.2

(4) The department shall to the maximum extent practicable use 3
the same system for delivery of spoken-language interpreter services 4
for social services appointments as the one established for medical 5
appointments in the health care authority. When contracting directly 6
with an individual to deliver spoken language interpreter services, 7
the department shall only contract with language access providers who 8
are working at a location in the state and who are state-certified or 9
state-authorized, except that when such a provider is not available, 10
the department may use a language access provider who meets other 11
certifications or standards deemed to meet state standards, including 12
interpreters in other states.13

(5) Information technology projects or investments and proposed 14

Prior to open 22
enrollment, the department shall coordinate with the health care 23
authority to provide referrals to the Washington health benefit 24
exchange for clients that will be ineligible for medicaid.25

(b) To facilitate a single point of entry across public and 26
medical assistance programs, and to maximize the use of federal 27
funding, the health care authority, the department of social and 28
health services, and the health benefit exchange will coordinate 29
efforts to expand HealthPlanfinder access to public assistance and 30
medical eligibility staff. The department shall complete medicaid 31
applications in the HealthPlanfinder for households receiving or 32
applying for public assistance benefits.33

(7) The health care authority, the health benefit exchange, the 34
department of social and health services, the department of health, 35
and the department of children, youth, and families shall work 36
together within existing resources to establish the health and human 37
services enterprise coalition (the coalition). The coalition, led by 38
the health care authority, must be a multi-organization collaborative 39
that provides strategic direction and federal funding guidance for 40

including information technology projects that affect organizations 2
within the coalition. The office of the chief information officer 3
shall maintain a statewide perspective when collaborating with the 4
coalition to ensure that projects are planned for in a manner that 5
ensures the efficient use of state resources and maximizes federal 6
financial participation.

(d) In developing bed capacity, the department shall consider the 29
complex needs of individuals waiting for discharge from the state 30
psychiatric hospitals.31

(16) No later than December 31, 2021, the department of social 32
and health services and the health care authority shall submit a 33
waiver request to the federal department of health and human services 34
to authorize presumptive medicaid eligibility determinations for 35
clients preparing for acute care hospital discharge who may need 36
long-term services and supports. The department and the authority 37
shall hold stakeholder discussions, including opportunities for 38
public review and comment, during development of the waiver request. 39
Upon submission of the waiver request, the department and the 40
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authority shall submit a report to the governor and the appropriate 1
legislative committees that describes the request and identifies any 2
statutory changes that may be necessary if the federal government 3
approves the request.4

The 24
department must provide COVID-19 rate add-on parity between adult 25
family homes and assisted living providers.26

(27) $11,609,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 27
fiscal year 2023 and $11,609,000 of the general fund—federal 28
appropriation are provided solely to increase the fixed rate paid for 29
skilled nursing facility medicaid direct care to one hundred and five 30
percent of statewide case mix neutral median costs.31

During the 2021-2023 fiscal biennium, the health care authority 33

shall provide support and data as required by the office of the state 34
actuary in providing the legislature with health care actuarial 35
analysis, including providing any information in the possession of 36
the health care authority or available to the health care authority 37
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through contracts with providers, plans, insurers, consultants, or 1
any other entities contracting with the health care authority.2

Information technology projects or investments and proposed 3
projects or investments impacting time capture, payroll and payment 4
processes and systems, eligibility, case management, and 5
authorization systems within the health care authority are subject to 6
technical oversight by the office of the chief information officer.7

The health care authority shall not initiate any services that 8
require expenditure of state general fund moneys unless expressly 9
authorized in this act or other law. The health care authority may 10
seek, receive, and spend, under RCW 43.79.260 through 43.79.282, 11
federal moneys not anticipated in this act as long as the federal 12
funding does not require expenditure of state moneys for the program 13
in excess of amounts anticipated in this act. If the health care 14
authority receives unanticipated unrestricted federal moneys, those 15
moneys shall be spent for services authorized in this act or in any 16
other legislation providing appropriation authority, and an equal 17
amount of appropriated state general fund moneys shall lapse. Upon 18
the lapsing of any moneys under this subsection, the office of 19
financial management shall notify the legislative fiscal committees. 20
As used in this subsection, "unrestricted federal moneys" includes 21
block grants and other funds that federal law does not require to be 22
spent on specifically defined projects or matched on a formula basis 23
by state funds.24

The health care authority, the health benefit exchange, the 25
department of social and health services, the department of health, 26
and the department of children, youth, and families shall work 27
together within existing resources to establish the health and human 28
services enterprise coalition (the coalition). The coalition, led by 29
the health care authority, must be a multi-organization collaborative 30
that provides strategic direction and federal funding guidance for 31
projects that have cross-organizational or enterprise impact, 32
including information technology projects that affect organizations 33
within the coalition. The office of the chief information officer 34
shall maintain a statewide perspective when collaborating with the 35
coalition to ensure that projects are planned for in a manner that 36
ensures the efficient use of state resources and maximizes federal 37
financial participation. The work of the coalition is subject to the 38
conditions, limitations, and review provided in section 701 of this 39
act.40

The appropriations in this section are subject to the following 22
conditions and limitations:23

(1) The authority shall not accept or expend any federal funds 24
received under a medicaid transformation waiver under healthier 25
Washington except as described in subsections (2) through (5) of this 26
section until specifically approved and appropriated by the 27
legislature. To ensure compliance with legislative directive budget 28
requirements and terms and conditions of the waiver, the authority 29
shall implement the waiver and reporting requirements with oversight 30
from the office of financial management. The legislature finds that 31
appropriate management of the innovation waiver requires better 32
analytic capability, transparency, consistency, timeliness, accuracy, 33
and lack of redundancy with other established measures and that the 34
patient must be considered first and foremost in the implementation 35
and execution of the demonstration waiver. In order to effectuate 36
these goals, the authority shall: (a) Require the Dr. Robert Bree 37
collaborative and the health technology assessment program to reduce 38
the administrative burden upon providers by only requiring 39
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performance measures that are nonduplicative of other nationally 1
established measures. The joint select committee on health care 2
oversight will evaluate the measures chosen by the collaborative and 3
the health technology assessment program for effectiveness and 4
appropriateness; (b) develop a patient satisfaction survey with the 5
goal to gather information about whether it was beneficial for the 6
patient to use the center of excellence location in exchange for 7
additional out-of-pocket savings; (c) ensure patients and health care 8
providers have significant input into the implementation of the 9
demonstration waiver, in order to ensure improved patient health 10
outcomes; and (d) in cooperation with the department of social and 11
health services, consult with and provide notification of work on 12
applications for federal waivers, including details on waiver 13
duration, financial implications, and potential future impacts on the 14
state budget, to the joint select committee on health care oversight 15
prior to submitting waivers for federal approval. The authority shall 16
submit an application to the centers for medicaid and medicare 17
services to extend the duration of the medicaid transformation waiver 18
under healthier Washington as described in subsections (3) through 19
(5) of this section by one year. If not extended, by federal 20
standard, the medicaid transformation demonstration waiver shall not 21
exceed the duration originally granted by the centers for medicare 22
and medicaid services and any programs created or funded by this 23
waiver do not create an entitlement.24

(2) No more than $243,047,000 of the general fund—federal 25
appropriation and no more than $99,274,000 of the general fund—local 26
appropriation may be expended for the medicaid quality improvement 27
program. Under federal regulations, the medicaid quality improvement 28
program is authorized and allows states to design quality improvement 29
programs for the medicaid population in ways that support the state's 30
quality goals. Medicaid quality improvement program payments will not 31
count against initiative 1 of the medicaid transformation 32
demonstration waiver spending limit and are excluded from the 33
waiver's budget neutrality calculation. Apple health managed care 34
organizations and their partnering providers will receive medicaid 35
quality improvement program payments as they meet designated 36
milestones. Partnering providers and apple health managed care 37
organizations will work together to achieve medicaid quality 38
improvement program goals according to the performance period 39
timelines and reporting deadlines as set forth by the authority. The 40
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authority shall only utilize the medicaid quality improvement program 1
to support the transformation waiver and shall not pursue its use for 2
other purposes. Any programs created or funded by the medicaid 3
quality improvement program do not create an entitlement. The 4
authority shall not increase general fund—state, federal, or local 5
expenditures under this program. The director shall report to the 6
joint select committee on health care oversight not less than 7
quarterly on financial and health outcomes. The director shall report 8
to the fiscal committees of the legislature all of the expenditures 9
under this subsection and shall provide such fiscal data in the time, 10
manner, and form requested by the legislative fiscal committees.11

(3) No more than $63,052,000 of the general fund—federal 12
appropriation and no more than $50,840,000 of the general fund—local 13
appropriation may be expended for transformation through accountable 14
communities of health described in initiative 1 of the medicaid 15
transformation demonstration wavier under healthier Washington, 16
including preventing youth drug use, opioid prevention and treatment, 17
and physical and behavioral health integration. Under this 18
initiative, the authority shall take into account local input 19
regarding community needs. In order to ensure transparency to the 20
appropriate fiscal committees of the legislature, the authority shall 21
provide fiscal staff of the legislature query ability into any 22
database of the fiscal intermediary that authority staff would be 23
authorized to access. The authority shall not increase general fund—24
state expenditures under this initiative. The director shall also 25
report to the fiscal committees of the legislature all of the 26
expenditures under this subsection and shall provide such fiscal data 27
in the time, manner, and form requested by the legislative fiscal 28
committees.29

(4) No more than $26,837,000 of the general fund—federal 30
appropriation and $26,839,000 of the general fund—local appropriation 31
may be expended for the medicaid quality improvement program for 32
tailored support for older adults and medicaid alternative care 33
described in initiative 2 of the medicaid transformation 34
demonstration waiver under healthier Washington. The authority shall 35
contract and provide funding to the department of social and health 36
services to administer initiative 2. The director in cooperation with 37
the secretary of the department of social and health services shall 38
report to the office of financial management all of the expenditures 39
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of this section and shall provide such fiscal data in the time, 1
manner, and form requested. The authority shall not increase general 2
fund—state expenditures on this initiative.3

(5) No more than $50,389,000 of the general fund—federal 4
appropriation and no more than $22,862,000 of the general fund—local 5
appropriation may be expended for the medicaid quality improvement 6
program for supported housing and employment services described in 7
initiative 3a and 3b of the medicaid transformation demonstration 8
waiver under healthier Washington. Under this initiative, the 9
authority and the department of social and health services shall 10
ensure that allowable and necessary services are provided to eligible 11
clients as identified by the department or its third party 12
administrator. The authority shall not increase general fund—state 13
expenditures under this initiative. The director shall report to the 14
joint select committee on health care oversight no less than 15
quarterly on financial and health outcomes. The director shall also 16
report to the fiscal committees of the legislature all of the 17
expenditures of this subsection and shall provide such fiscal data in 18
the time, manner, and form requested by the legislative fiscal 19
committees.20

(6) Annually, no later than November 1st, the authority shall 21
report to the governor and appropriate committees of the legislature 22
savings attributed to behavioral and physical health integration and 23
the level of savings achieved in areas that have integrated 24
behavioral and physical health.25

(7) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this subsection to 26
implement the medicaid expansion as defined in the social security 27
act, section 1902(a)(10)(A)(i)(VIII).28

(8) The legislature finds that medicaid payment rates, as 29
calculated by the health care authority pursuant to the 30
appropriations in this act, bear a reasonable relationship to the 31
costs incurred by efficiently and economically operated facilities 32
for providing quality services and will be sufficient to enlist 33
enough providers so that care and services are available to the 34
extent that such care and services are available to the general 35
population in the geographic area. The legislature finds that the 36
cost reports, payment data from the federal government, historical 37
utilization, economic data, and clinical input constitute reliable 38
data upon which to determine the payment rates.39
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(9) Based on quarterly expenditure reports and caseload 1
forecasts, if the health care authority estimates that expenditures 2
for the medical assistance program will exceed the appropriations, 3
the health care authority shall take steps including but not limited 4
to reduction of rates or elimination of optional services to reduce 5
expenditures so that total program costs do not exceed the annual 6
appropriation authority.7

(10) In determining financial eligibility for medicaid-funded 8
services, the health care authority is authorized to disregard 9
recoveries by Holocaust survivors of insurance proceeds or other 10
assets, as defined in RCW 48.104.030.11

(11) The legislature affirms that it is in the state's interest 12
for Harborview medical center to remain an economically viable 13
component of the state's health care system.14

(12) When a person is ineligible for medicaid solely by reason of 15
residence in an institution for mental diseases, the health care 16
authority shall provide the person with the same benefits as he or 17
she would receive if eligible for medicaid, using state-only funds to 18
the extent necessary.19

(13) $3,997,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 20
fiscal year 2022, $4,261,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 21
for fiscal year 2023, and $8,786,000 of the general fund—federal 22
appropriation are provided solely for low-income disproportionate 23
share hospital payments.24

(14) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the health 25
care authority shall provide disproportionate share hospital payments 26
to hospitals that provide services to children in the children's 27
health program who are not eligible for services under Title XIX or 28
XXI of the federal social security act due to their citizenship 29
status.30

(15) $7,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 31
provided solely for supplemental payments to nursing homes operated 32
by public hospital districts. The public hospital district shall be 33
responsible for providing the required nonfederal match for the 34
supplemental payment, and the payments shall not exceed the maximum 35
allowable under federal rules. It is the legislature's intent that 36
the payments shall be supplemental to and shall not in any way offset 37
or reduce the payments calculated and provided in accordance with 38
part E of chapter 74.46 RCW. It is the legislature's further intent 39
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that costs otherwise allowable for rate-setting and settlement 1
against payments under chapter 74.46 RCW shall not be disallowed 2
solely because such costs have been paid by revenues retained by the 3
nursing home from these supplemental payments. The supplemental 4
payments are subject to retrospective interim and final cost 5
settlements based on the nursing homes' as-filed and final medicare 6
cost reports. The timing of the interim and final cost settlements 7
shall be at the health care authority's discretion. During either the 8
interim cost settlement or the final cost settlement, the health care 9
authority shall recoup from the public hospital districts the 10
supplemental payments that exceed the medicaid cost limit and/or the 11
medicare upper payment limit. The health care authority shall apply 12
federal rules for identifying the eligible incurred medicaid costs 13
and the medicare upper payment limit.14

(16) The health care authority shall continue the inpatient 15
hospital certified public expenditures program for the 2021-2023 16
fiscal biennium. The program shall apply to all public hospitals, 17
including those owned or operated by the state, except those 18
classified as critical access hospitals or state psychiatric 19
institutions. The health care authority shall submit reports to the 20
governor and legislature by November 1, 2021, and by November 1, 21
2022, that evaluate whether savings continue to exceed costs for this 22
program. If the certified public expenditures (CPE) program in its 23
current form is no longer cost-effective to maintain, the health care 24
authority shall submit a report to the governor and legislature 25
detailing cost-effective alternative uses of local, state, and 26
federal resources as a replacement for this program. During fiscal 27
year 2022 and fiscal year 2023, hospitals in the program shall be 28
paid and shall retain one hundred percent of the federal portion of 29
the allowable hospital cost for each medicaid inpatient fee-for-30
service claim payable by medical assistance and one hundred percent 31
of the federal portion of the maximum disproportionate share hospital 32
payment allowable under federal regulations. Inpatient medicaid 33
payments shall be established using an allowable methodology that 34
approximates the cost of claims submitted by the hospitals. Payments 35
made to each hospital in the program in each fiscal year of the 36
biennium shall be compared to a baseline amount. The baseline amount 37
will be determined by the total of (a) the inpatient claim payment 38
amounts that would have been paid during the fiscal year had the 39
hospital not been in the CPE program based on the reimbursement rates 40
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developed, implemented, and consistent with policies approved in the 1
2021-2023 biennial operating appropriations act and in effect on July 2
1, 2015, (b) one-half of the indigent assistance disproportionate 3
share hospital payment amounts paid to and retained by each hospital 4
during fiscal year 2005, and (c) all of the other disproportionate 5
share hospital payment amounts paid to and retained by each hospital 6
during fiscal year 2005 to the extent the same disproportionate share 7
hospital programs exist in the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium. If payments 8
during the fiscal year exceed the hospital's baseline amount, no 9
additional payments will be made to the hospital except the federal 10
portion of allowable disproportionate share hospital payments for 11
which the hospital can certify allowable match. If payments during 12
the fiscal year are less than the baseline amount, the hospital will 13
be paid a state grant equal to the difference between payments during 14
the fiscal year and the applicable baseline amount. Payment of the 15
state grant shall be made in the applicable fiscal year and 16
distributed in monthly payments. The grants will be recalculated and 17
redistributed as the baseline is updated during the fiscal year. The 18
grant payments are subject to an interim settlement within eleven 19
months after the end of the fiscal year. A final settlement shall be 20
performed. To the extent that either settlement determines that a 21
hospital has received funds in excess of what it would have received 22
as described in this subsection, the hospital must repay the excess 23
amounts to the state when requested. $702,000 of the general fund—24
state appropriation for fiscal year 2022 and $649,000 of the general 25
fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for 26
state grants for the participating hospitals.27

(17) The health care authority shall seek public-private 28
partnerships and federal funds that are or may become available to 29
provide on-going support for outreach and education efforts under the 30
federal children's health insurance program reauthorization act of 31
2009.32

(18) The health care authority shall target funding for maternity 33
support services towards pregnant women with factors that lead to 34
higher rates of poor birth outcomes, including hypertension, a 35
preterm or low birth weight birth in the most recent previous birth, 36
a cognitive deficit or developmental disability, substance abuse, 37
severe mental illness, unhealthy weight or failure to gain weight, 38
tobacco use, or African American or Native American race. The health 39
care authority shall prioritize evidence-based practices for delivery 40
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of maternity support services. To the extent practicable, the health 1
care authority shall develop a mechanism to increase federal funding 2
for maternity support services by leveraging local public funding for 3
those services.4

(19) The authority shall submit reports to the governor and the 5
legislature by September 15, 2021, and no later than September 15, 6
2022, that delineate the number of individuals in medicaid managed 7
care, by carrier, age, gender, and eligibility category, receiving 8
preventative services and vaccinations. The reports should include 9
baseline and benchmark information from the previous two fiscal years 10
and should be inclusive of, but not limited to, services recommended 11
under the United States preventative services task force, advisory 12
committee on immunization practices, early and periodic screening, 13
diagnostic, and treatment (EPSDT) guidelines, and other relevant 14
preventative and vaccination medicaid guidelines and requirements.15

(20) Managed care contracts must incorporate accountability 16
measures that monitor patient health and improved health outcomes, 17
and shall include an expectation that each patient receive a wellness 18
examination that documents the baseline health status and allows for 19
monitoring of health improvements and outcome measures.20

(21) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section for the 21
authority to provide an adult dental benefit.22

(22) The health care authority shall coordinate with the 23
department of social and health services to provide referrals to the 24
Washington health benefit exchange for clients that will be 25
ineligible for medicaid.26

(23) To facilitate a single point of entry across public and 27
medical assistance programs, and to maximize the use of federal 28
funding, the health care authority, the department of social and 29
health services, and the health benefit exchange will coordinate 30
efforts to expand HealthPlanfinder access to public assistance and 31
medical eligibility staff. The health care authority shall complete 32
medicaid applications in the HealthPlanfinder for households 33
receiving or applying for medical assistance benefits.34

(24) $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 35
year 2022, $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36
year 2023, and $180,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are 37
provided solely to continue operation by a nonprofit organization of 38
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a toll-free hotline that assists families to learn about and enroll 1
in the apple health for kids program.2

(25) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the 3
authority shall reimburse for primary care services provided by 4
naturopathic physicians.5

(26) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the 6
authority shall continue to provide coverage for pregnant teens that 7
qualify under existing pregnancy medical programs, but whose 8
eligibility for pregnancy related services would otherwise end due to 9
the application of the new modified adjusted gross income eligibility 10
standard.11

(27) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section to 12
remove the mental health visit limit and to provide the shingles 13
vaccine and screening, brief intervention, and referral to treatment 14
benefits that are available in the medicaid alternative benefit plan 15
in the classic medicaid benefit plan.16

(28) The authority shall use revenue appropriated from the 17
dedicated marijuana fund for contracts with community health centers 18
under RCW 69.50.540 in lieu of general fund—state payments to 19
community health centers for services provided to medical assistance 20
clients, and it is the intent of the legislature that this policy 21
will be continued in subsequent fiscal biennia.22

(29) Beginning no later than January 1, 2018, for any service 23
eligible under the medicaid state plan for encounter payments, 24
managed care organizations at the request of a rural health clinic 25
shall pay the full published encounter rate directly to the clinic. 26
At no time will a managed care organization be at risk for or have 27
any right to the supplemental portion of the claim. Payments will be 28
reconciled on at least an annual basis between the managed care 29
organization and the authority, with final review and approval by the 30
authority.31

(30) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section for the 32
authority to provide a medicaid equivalent adult dental benefit to 33
clients enrolled in the medical care service program.34

(31) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the 35
authority shall reimburse for maternity services provided by doulas.36

(32) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the 37
authority shall include allergen control bed and pillow covers as 38
part of the durable medical equipment benefit for children with an 39
asthma diagnosis enrolled in medical assistance programs.40
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(33) The authority must claim the enhanced federal medical 1
assistance participation rate for home and community-based services 2
offered under section 9817 of the American rescue plan act of 2021 3
(ARPA). Appropriations made that constitute supplementation of home 4
and community-based services as defined in section 9817 of ARPA are 5
listed in the LEAP omnibus document HCBS-2021.6

(34) During the 2021-2023 fiscal biennium, sufficient amounts are 7
provided in this section for the authority to provide services 8
identical to those services covered by the Washington state family 9
planning waiver program as of August 2018 to individuals who:10

(a) Are over nineteen years of age;11
(b) Are at or below two hundred and sixty percent of the federal 12

poverty level as established in WAC 182-505-0100;13
(c) Are not covered by other public or private insurance; and14
(d) Need family planning services and are not currently covered 15

by or eligible for another medical assistance program for family 16
planning.17

(35) Sufficient amounts are appropriated within this section for 18
the authority to incorporate the expected outcomes and criteria to 19
measure the performance of service coordination organizations as 20
provided in chapter 70.320 RCW into contracts with managed care 21
organizations that provide services to clients. The authority is 22
directed to:23

(a) Contract with an external quality improvement organization to 24
annually analyze the performance of managed care organizations 25
providing services to clients under this chapter based on seven 26
performance measures. The analysis required under this subsection 27
must:28

(i) Measure managed care performance in four common measures 29
across each managed care organization, including:30

(A) At least one common measure must be weighted towards having 31
the potential to impact managed care costs; and32

(B) At least one common measure must be weighted towards 33
population health management, as defined by the measure; and34

(ii) Measure managed care performance in an additional three 35
quality focus performance measures specific to a managed care 36
organization. Quality focus performance measures chosen by the 37
authority must:38

(A) Be chosen from the statewide common measure set;39
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(B) Reflect specific measures where a managed care organization 1
has poor performance; and2

(C) Be substantive and clinically meaningful in promoting health 3
status.4

(b) The authority shall set the four common measures to be 5
analyzed across all managed care organizations.6

(c) The authority shall set three quality focus performance 7
measures specific to each managed care organization. The authority 8
must determine performance measures for each managed care 9
organization based on the criteria established in (a)(ii) of this 10
subsection.11

(d) By September 15, 2021, and annually thereafter, the authority 12
shall notify each managed care organization of the performance 13
measures for the organization for the subsequent plan year.14

(e) Two percent of the total plan year funding appropriated to 15
each managed care organization that provides services to clients 16
under chapter 70.320 RCW shall be withheld. At least seventy-five 17
percent of the withhold shall be held contingent on each managed care 18
organization's performance on the seven performance measures 19
identified in this section. Each managed care organization may earn 20
back the annual withhold if the external quality improvement 21
organization finds that the managed care organization:22

(i) Made statistically significant improvement in the seven 23
performance measures as compared to the preceding plan year; or24

(ii) Scored in the top national medicaid quartile of the 25
performance measures.26

(f) The amount of withhold annually paid to each managed care 27
organization shall be proportional to findings of statistically 28
significant improvement or top national medicaid quartile scoring by 29
a managed care organization.30

(g) For no more than two of the four quality focus performance 31
measures, the authority may use an alternate methodology to 32
approximate top national medicaid quartile performance where top 33
quartile performance data is unavailable.34

(h) For the purposes of this subsection, "external quality 35
improvement organization" means an organization that meets the 36
competence and independence requirements under 42 C.F.R. Sec. 37
438.354, as it existed on the effective date of this section.38

(36) Sufficient amounts are provided to the authority to 39
implement the recommendations of the centers for medicare and 40
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medicaid services center for program integrity as provided to the 1
authority in the January 2019 Washington focused program integrity 2
review final report. The authority is directed to:3

(a) Organize all program integrity activities into a centralized 4
unit or under a common protocol addressing provider enrollment, fraud 5
and abuse detection, investigations, and law enforcement referrals 6
that is more reflective of industry standards;7

(b) Ensure appropriate resources, including the 10 full-time 8
employees allocated to achieve this end, are dedicated to prevention, 9
detection, investigation, and suspected provider fraud at both the 10
authority and at contracted managed care organizations;11

(c) Ensure all required federal regulations are being followed 12
and are incorporated into managed care contracts;13

(d) Directly audit managed care encounter data to identify fraud, 14
waste, and abuse issues with managed care organization providers;15

(e) Initiate data mining activities in order to identify fraud, 16
waste, and abuse issues with manage care organization providers;17

(f) Implement proactive data mining and routine audits of 18
validated managed care encounter data;19

(1) The receipt and use of medicaid funds provided to the health 30

benefit exchange from the health care authority are subject to 31
compliance with state and federal regulations and policies governing 32
the Washington apple health programs, including timely and proper 33
application, eligibility, and enrollment procedures.34

(2)(a) By July 15th and January 15th of each year, the authority 35
shall make a payment of one-half the general fund—state appropriation 36
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and one-half the health benefit exchange account—state appropriation 1
to the exchange.2

(b) The exchange shall monitor actual to projected revenues and 3
make necessary adjustments in expenditures or carrier assessments to 4
ensure expenditures do not exceed actual revenues.5

(c) Payments made from general fund—state appropriation and 6
health benefit exchange account—state appropriation shall be 7
available for expenditure for no longer than the period of the 8
appropriation from which it was made. When the actual cost of 9
materials and services have been fully determined, and in no event 10
later than the lapsing of the appropriation, any unexpended balance 11
of the payment shall be returned to the authority for credit to the 12
fund or account from which it was made, and under no condition shall 13
expenditures exceed actual revenue.14

(3)(a) $146,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 15
fiscal year 2022 and $554,000 of the general fund—federal 16
appropriation are provided solely for the exchange to work with the 17
health and human services enterprise coalition to develop a report on 18
the next steps required for information technology solutions for an 19
integrated health and human services eligibility solution.20

(b) The exchange and coalition must develop a proposal that 21
includes, but is not limited to:22

(i) A technical approach and architecture; and23
(ii) A roadmap and implementation plan for modernizing and 24

integrating the information technology eligibility and enrollment 25
system for including, but not limited to, medicaid, basic food, child 26
care assistance, cash assistance, and other social program benefits.27

(c) The approach must outline system opportunities and 28
improvements for both clients and caseworkers including potential 29
long-term state strategies for an enterprise-wide eligibility 30
solution for health and human services that:31

(i) Complies with federal requirements;32

(iii) Supports accurate and secure client eligibility 34

(d) The exchange must submit the report to the governor and 37

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(4) $1,634,000 of the health benefit exchange account—state 1
appropriation and $592,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 2
are provided solely for healthplanfinder enhancement activities. 3
These amounts are subject to the conditions, limitations, and review 4
provided in section 701 of this act.5

(5) $1,324,000 of the health benefit exchange account—state 6
appropriation and $2,740,000 of the general fund—federal 7
appropriation are provided solely for the modernizing 8
healthplanfinder project. These amounts are subject to the 9
conditions, limitations, and review provided in section 701 of this 10
act.11

(6) $250,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRRSA) 12
and $150,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (ARPA) are 13
provided solely for pass-through funding to one or more lead 14
navigator organizations to promote access to health services through 15
outreach and insurance plan enrollment assistance for employees 16
working in a licensed child care facility.17

(7)(a) $25,171,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 18
(CRRSA) and $15,183,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 19
(ARPA) are provided solely for the exchange to implement a health 20
care insurance premium assistance program for employees who work in 21
licensed child care facilities. The general fund—federal 22
appropriation (CRRSA) must be expended by September 30, 2022.23

(b) An individual is eligible for the child care premium 24
assistance program for the remainder of the plan year if the 25
individual:26

(i) Is an employee working in a licensed child care facility;27
(ii) Enrolls in a silver standardized health plan under RCW 28

43.71.095;29
(iii) Prior to January 1, 2023, has income that is less than 300 30

percent of the federal poverty level;31
(iv) After January 1, 2023, has income less than 250 percent of 32

the federal poverty level;33
(v) Applies for and accepts all federal advance premium tax 34

credits for which he or she may be eligible before receiving any 35
state premium assistance;36

(vi) Is ineligible for minimum essential coverage through 37
medicare, a federal or state medical assistance program administered 38
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by the health care authority under chapter 74.09 RCW, or for premium 1
assistance under RCW 43.71A.020; and2

(vii) Meets other eligibility criteria as established by the 3
exchange.4

(c) Subject to the availability of amounts provided in this 5
subsection, the exchange shall pay the premium cost for a qualified 6
health plan for an individual who is eligible for the child care 7
premium assistance program under (b) of this subsection.8

(d) The exchange may disqualify a participant from the program if 9
the participant:10

(i) No longer meets the eligibility criteria in (b) of this 11
subsection;12

(ii) Fails, without good cause, to comply with procedural or 13
documentation requirements established by the exchange in accordance 14
with (e) of this subsection;15

(iii) Fails, without good cause, to notify the exchange of a 16
change of address in a timely manner;17

(iv) Voluntarily withdraws from the program; or18
(v) Performs an act, practice, or omission that constitutes 19

fraud, and, as a result, an insurer rescinds the participant's policy 20
for the qualified health plan.21

(e) The exchange shall establish:22
(i) Procedural requirements for eligibility and continued 23

participation in any premium assistance program under this section, 24
including participant documentation requirements that are necessary 25
to administer the program; and26

(ii) Procedural requirements for facilitating payments to and 27
from carriers.28

(f) The program must be implemented no later than November 1, 29
2021.30

(g) No later than October 1, 2022, the exchange shall submit a 31
report to the governor and appropriate committees of the legislature 32
on the implementation of the child care premium assistance program 33
including, but not limited to:34

(i) The number of individuals participating in the program to 35
date; and36

(ii) The actual costs of the program to date, including agency 37
administrative costs.38

(8) $136,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 39
year 2022, $136,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 40
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fiscal year 2023, $254,000 of the health benefit exchange account—1
state appropriation, and $274,000 of the general fund—federal 2
appropriation are provided solely for pass through funding in the 3
annual amount of $100,000 for the lead navigator organization in the 4
four regions with the highest concentration of COFA citizens to:5

(a) Support a staff position for someone from the COFA community 6
to provide enrollment assistance to the COFA community beyond the 7
scope of the current COFA program; and8

(b) Support COFA community led outreach and enrollment activities 9
that help COFA citizens obtain and access health and dental coverage.10

(9) By July 1, 2021, the authority shall make the payments of the 11
general fund—federal appropriation (CRRSA) and the general fund—12
federal appropriation (ARPA) to the exchange.13

(10) $142,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 14
year 2022 and $538,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are 15
provided solely for the implementation of Substitute Senate Bill No. 16
5068 (postpartum period/medicaid) and section 9812 of the American 17
rescue plan act of 2021.18

The appropriations in this section are subject to the following 37
conditions and limitations:38
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(1) For the purposes of this section, "behavioral health 1
entities" means managed care organizations and behavioral health 2
administrative services organizations.3

(2) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, funding is 4
provided for implementation of the settlement agreement under 5
Trueblood, et al. v. Department of Social and Health Services, et 6
al., United States District Court for the Western District of 7
Washington, Cause No. 14-cv-01178-MJP. In addition to amounts 8
provided solely for implementation of the settlement agreement, class 9
members must have access to supports and services funded throughout 10
this section for which they meet eligibility and medical necessity 11
requirements. The authority must include language in contracts that 12
requires regional behavioral health entities to develop and implement 13
plans for improving access to timely and appropriate treatment for 14
individuals with behavioral health needs and current or prior 15
criminal justice involvement who are eligible for services under 16
these contracts.17

(3) $22,643,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2022, $27,143,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 19
for fiscal year 2023, and $9,073,000 of the general fund—federal 20
appropriation are provided solely to continue the phase-in of the 21
settlement agreement under Trueblood, et al. v. Department of Social 22
and Health Services, et al., United States District Court for the 23
Western District of Washington, Cause No. 14-cv-01178-MJP. The 24
department, in collaboration with the health care authority and the 25
criminal justice training commission, must implement the provisions 26
of the settlement agreement pursuant to the timeline and 27
implementation plan provided for under the settlement agreement. This 28
includes implementing provisions related to competency evaluations, 29
competency restoration, crisis diversion and supports, education and 30
training, and workforce development.31

(4) $10,424,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2022, $10,424,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 33
for fiscal year 2023, and $23,444,000 of the general fund—federal 34
appropriation are provided solely for the authority and behavioral 35
health entities to continue to contract for implementation of high-36
intensity programs for assertive community treatment (PACT) teams. In 37
determining the proportion of medicaid and nonmedicaid funding 38
provided to behavioral health entities with PACT teams, the authority 39
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shall consider the differences between behavioral health entities in 1
the percentages of services and other costs associated with the teams 2
that are not reimbursable under medicaid. The authority may allow 3
behavioral health entities which have nonmedicaid reimbursable costs 4
that are higher than the nonmedicaid allocation they receive under 5
this section to supplement these funds with local dollars or funds 6
received under subsection (6) of this section. The authority and 7
behavioral health entities shall maintain consistency with all 8
essential elements of the PACT evidence-based practice model in 9
programs funded under this section.10

(5) $3,520,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 11
provided solely for the authority to maintain a pilot project to 12
incorporate peer bridging staff into behavioral health regional teams 13
that provide transitional services to individuals returning to their 14
communities.15

(6) $95,066,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2022 and $95,066,000 of the general fund—state 17
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for persons 18
and services not covered by the medicaid program. To the extent 19
possible, levels of behavioral health entity spending must be 20
maintained in the following priority order: Crisis and commitment 21
services; community inpatient services; and residential care 22
services, including personal care and emergency housing assistance. 23
These amounts must be distributed to behavioral health entities as 24
follows:25

(a) $72,275,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 26
fiscal year 2022 and $72,275,000 of the general fund—state 27
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the 28
authority to contract with behavioral health administrative service 29
organizations for behavioral health treatment services not covered 30
under the medicaid program. Within these amounts, behavioral health 31
administrative service organizations must provide a two percent rate 32
increase to providers receiving state funds for nonmedicaid services 33
under this section effective July 1, 2021.34

(b) $22,791,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 35
fiscal year 2022 and $22,791,000 of the general fund—state 36
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the 37
authority to contract with medicaid managed care organizations for 38
wraparound services to medicaid enrolled individuals that are not 39
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covered under the medicaid program and for the state share of costs 1
for exceptional medicaid behavioral health personal care services. 2
Within the amounts provided in this subsection:3

(i) Medicaid managed care organizations must provide a two 4
percent rate increase to providers receiving state funding for 5
nonmedicaid services under this section effective July 1, 2021.6

(ii) The authority shall assure that managed care organizations 7
reimburse the department of social and health services aging and long 8
term support administration for the general fund—state cost of 9
exceptional behavioral health personal care services for medicaid 10
enrolled individuals who require these because of a psychiatric 11
disability. Funding for the federal share of these services is 12
separately appropriated to the department of social and health 13
services.14

(c) The authority shall coordinate with the department of social 15
and health services to develop and submit to the centers for medicare 16
and medicaid services an application to provide a 1915(i) state plan 17
home and community-based services benefit. The application shall be 18
developed to allow for the delivery of wraparound supportive 19
behavioral health services for individuals with mental illnesses who 20
also have a personal care need. The waiver shall be developed to 21
standardize coverage and administration, improve the current benefit 22
design, and clarify roles in administration of the behavioral health 23
personal care services benefit. By December 1, 2021, the authority, 24
in coordination with the department of social and health services, 25
must submit a report to the office of financial management and the 26
appropriate committees of the legislature which provides the 27

(i) A description of the new benefit design developed for the 29
waiver, including a description of the services to be provided and 30
the responsibility for payment under the waiver;31

(ii) Estimates of the number of individuals to be served annually 32
under the new waiver and the estimated state and federal fiscal costs 33
for the managed care organizations and the department of social and 34
health services;35

(iii) A comparison estimate of the number of individuals to 36
receive behavioral health personal care services annually under the 37
current benefit structure and the estimated state and federal fiscal 38
costs for the managed care organizations and the department of social 39

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(iv) A status update on the development and submission of the 1
waiver with an estimated timeline for approval and implementation of 2
the new wraparound services benefit.3

(7) The authority is authorized to continue to contract directly, 4
rather than through contracts with behavioral health entities for 5
children's long-term inpatient facility services.6

(8) $1,204,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 7
year 2022 and $1,204,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely to reimburse Pierce and Spokane 9
counties for the cost of conducting one hundred eighty-day commitment 10
hearings at the state psychiatric hospitals.11

(9) Behavioral health entities may use local funds to earn 12
additional federal medicaid match, provided the locally matched rate 13
does not exceed the upper-bound of their federally allowable rate 14
range, and provided that the enhanced funding is used only to provide 15
medicaid state plan or waiver services to medicaid clients. 16
Additionally, behavioral health entities may use a portion of the 17
state funds allocated in accordance with subsection (6) of this 18
section to earn additional medicaid match, but only to the extent 19
that the application of such funds to medicaid services does not 20
diminish the level of crisis and commitment, community inpatient, 21
residential care, and outpatient services presently available to 22
persons not eligible for medicaid.23

(10) $2,291,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2022 and $2,291,000 of the general fund—state 25
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for mental 26
health services for mentally ill offenders while confined in a county 27
or city jail and for facilitating access to programs that offer 28
mental health services upon release from confinement. The authority 29
must collect information from the behavioral health entities on their 30
plan for using these funds, the numbers of individuals served, and 31
the types of services provided and submit a report to the office of 32
financial management and the appropriate fiscal committees of the 33
legislature by December 1st of each year of the biennium.34

(11) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, funding is 35
provided for the authority to develop and phase in intensive mental 36
health services for high needs youth consistent with the settlement 37
agreement in T.R. v. Dreyfus and Porter.38
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(12) The authority must establish minimum and maximum funding 1
levels for all reserves allowed under behavioral health 2
administrative service organization contracts and include contract 3
language that clearly states the requirements and limitations. The 4
authority must monitor and ensure that behavioral health 5
administrative service organization reserves do not exceed maximum 6
levels. The authority must monitor revenue and expenditure reports 7
and must require a behavioral health administrative service 8
organization to submit a corrective action plan on how it will spend 9
its excess reserves within a reasonable period of time, when its 10
reported reserves exceed maximum levels established under the 11
contract. The authority must review and approve such plans and 12
monitor to ensure compliance. If the authority determines that a 13
behavioral health administrative service organization has failed to 14
provide an adequate excess reserve corrective action plan or is not 15
complying with an approved plan, the authority must reduce payments 16
to the entity in accordance with remedial actions provisions included 17
in the contract. These reductions in payments must continue until the 18
authority determines that the entity has come into substantial 19
compliance with an approved excess reserve corrective action plan.20

(14) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the 25
authority may contract with the University of Washington and 26
community-based providers for the provision of the parent-child 27
assistance program or other specialized chemical dependency case 28
management providers for pregnant, post-partum, and parenting women. 29
For all contractors: (a) Service and other outcome data must be 30
provided to the authority by request; and (b) indirect charges for 31
administering the program must not exceed ten percent of the total 32
contract amount.33

(15) $3,500,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 34
provided solely for the continued funding of existing county drug and 35
alcohol use prevention programs.36

(16) Within the amounts provided in this section, behavioral 37
health entities must provide outpatient chemical dependency treatment 38
for offenders enrolled in the medicaid program who are supervised by 39
the department of corrections pursuant to a term of community 40
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supervision. Contracts with behavioral health entities must require 1
that behavioral health entities include in their provider network 2
specialized expertise in the provision of manualized, evidence-based 3
chemical dependency treatment services for offenders. The department 4
of corrections and the authority must develop a memorandum of 5
understanding for department of corrections offenders on active 6
supervision who are medicaid eligible and meet medical necessity for 7
outpatient substance use disorder treatment. The agreement will 8
ensure that treatment services provided are coordinated, do not 9
result in duplication of services, and maintain access and quality of 10
care for the individuals being served. The authority must provide all 11
necessary data, access, and reports to the department of corrections 12
for all department of corrections offenders that receive medicaid 13
paid services.14

(17) The criminal justice treatment account—state appropriation 15
is provided solely for treatment and treatment support services for 16
offenders with a substance use disorder pursuant to RCW 71.24.580. 17
The authority must offer counties the option to administer their 18
share of the distributions provided for under RCW 71.24.580(5)(a). If 19
a county is not interested in administering the funds, the authority 20
shall contract with behavioral health entities to administer these 21
funds consistent with the plans approved by local panels pursuant to 22
RCW 71.24.580(5)(b).23

(18) $6,858,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2022, $6,858,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 25
for fiscal year 2023, and $8,046,000 of the general fund—federal 26
appropriation are provided solely to maintain crisis triage or 27
stabilization centers that were originally funded in the 2017-2019 28
fiscal biennium. Services in these facilities may include crisis 29
stabilization and intervention, individual counseling, peer support, 30
medication management, education, and referral assistance. The 31
authority shall monitor each center's effectiveness at lowering the 32
rate of state psychiatric hospital admissions.33

(19) $9,795,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 34
fiscal year 2022, $10,015,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 35
for fiscal year 2023, and $15,025,000 of the general fund—federal 36
appropriation are provided solely for the operation of secure 37
withdrawal management and stabilization facilities. The authority may 38
not use any of these amounts for services in facilities that are 39
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subject to federal funding restrictions that apply to institutions 1
for mental diseases, unless they have received a waiver that allows 2
for full federal participation in these facilities. Within these 3
amounts, funding is provided to increase the fee for service rate for 4
these facilities up to $650 per day. The authority must require in 5
contracts with behavioral health entities that, beginning in calendar 6
year 2020, they pay no lower than the fee for service rate. The 7
authority must coordinate with regional behavioral health entities to 8
identify and implement purchasing strategies or regulatory changes 9
that increase access to services for individuals with complex 10
behavioral health needs at secure withdrawal management and 11
stabilization facilities.12

(20) $23,090,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 13
fiscal year 2022, $23,090,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 14
for fiscal year 2023, and $92,444,000 of the general fund—federal 15
appropriation are provided solely to maintain the enhancement of 16
community-based behavioral health services that was initially funded 17
in fiscal year 2019. Twenty percent of the general fund—state 18
appropriation amounts for each regional service area must be 19
contracted to the behavioral health administrative services 20
organizations and used to increase their nonmedicaid funding 21
allocations and the remainder must be provided to the medicaid 22
managed care organizations providing apple health integrated managed 23
care. The medicaid funding is intended to maintain increased rates 24
for behavioral health services provided by licensed and certified 25
community behavioral health agencies as defined by the department of 26
health. For the behavioral health administrative services 27
organizations, this funding must be allocated to each region based 28
upon the population of the region.

The 38
authority must submit a report to the legislature by December 1st of 39
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each year of the biennium, summarizing the information regarding the 1
distribution of the funding provided under this subsection.2

(21) $1,401,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 3
fiscal year 2022, $1,401,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 4
for fiscal year 2023, and $3,210,000 of the general fund—federal 5
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of intensive 6
behavioral health treatment facilities within the community 7
behavioral health service system pursuant to chapter 324, Laws of 8
2019 (2SHB 1394).9

(22)(a) $12,878,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state 10
appropriation for fiscal year 2022 and $12,878,000 of the dedicated 11
marijuana account—state appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are 12
provided for:13

(i) A memorandum of understanding with the department of 14
children, youth, and families to provide substance abuse treatment 15
programs;16

(ii) A contract with the Washington state institute for public 17
policy to conduct a cost-benefit evaluation of the implementations of 18
chapter 3, Laws of 2013 (Initiative Measure No. 502);19

(iii) Designing and administering the Washington state healthy 20
youth survey and the Washington state young adult behavioral health 21
survey;22

(iv) Maintaining increased services to pregnant and parenting 23
women provided through the parent child assistance program;24

(v) Grants to the office of the superintendent of public 25
instruction for life skills training to children and youth;26

(vi) Maintaining increased prevention and treatment service 27
provided by tribes and federally recognized American Indian 28
organization to children and youth;29

(vii) Maintaining increased residential treatment services for 30
children and youth;31

(viii) Training and technical assistance for the implementation 32
of evidence-based, research based, and promising programs which 33
prevent or reduce substance use disorder;34

(ix) Expenditures into the home visiting services account; and35
(x) Grants to community-based programs that provide prevention 36

services or activities to youth.37
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(b) The authority must allocate the amounts provided in (a) of 1
this subsection amongst the specific activities proportionate to the 2
fiscal year 2021 allocation.3

(23)(a) $1,125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2022 and $1,125,000 of the general fund—state 5
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 is provided solely for Spokane 6
behavioral health entities to implement services to reduce 7
utilization and the census at eastern state hospital. Such services 8
must include:9

(i) High intensity treatment team for persons who are high 10
utilizers of psychiatric inpatient services, including those with co-11
occurring disorders and other special needs;12

(ii) Crisis outreach and diversion services to stabilize in the 13
community individuals in crisis who are at risk of requiring 14
inpatient care or jail services;15

(iii) Mental health services provided in nursing facilities to 16
individuals with dementia, and consultation to facility staff 17
treating those individuals; and18

(iv) Services at the sixteen-bed evaluation and treatment 19
facility.20

(b) At least annually, the Spokane county behavioral health 21
entities shall assess the effectiveness of these services in reducing 22
utilization at eastern state hospital, identify services that are not 23
optimally effective, and modify those services to improve their 24
effectiveness.25

(24) $1,850,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 26
fiscal year 2022, $1,850,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 27
for fiscal year 2023, and $13,312,000 of the general fund—federal 28
appropriation are provided solely for substance use disorder peer 29
support services included in behavioral health capitation rates in 30
accordance with section 213(5)(ss), chapter 299, Laws of 2018. The 31
authority shall require managed care organizations to provide access 32
to peer support services for individuals with substance use disorders 33
transitioning from emergency departments, inpatient facilities, or 34
receiving treatment as part of hub and spoke networks.35

(25) $1,256,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 36
fiscal year 2022, $1,256,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 37
for fiscal year 2023, and $2,942,000 of the general fund—federal 38
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to maintain an 39
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increase in the number of residential beds for pregnant and parenting 1
women originally funded in the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium.2

(26) $1,423,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 3
fiscal year 2022, $1,423,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 4
for fiscal year 2023, and $5,908,000 of the general fund—federal 5
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to continue to 6
implement discharge wraparound services for individuals with complex 7
behavioral health conditions transitioning or being diverted from 8
admission to psychiatric inpatient programs. The authority must 9
coordinate with the department of social and health services in 10
establishing the standards for these programs.11

(27) $350,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 12
provided solely to contract with a nationally recognized recovery 13
residence organization and to provide technical assistance to 14
operators of recovery residences seeking certification in accordance 15
with chapter 264, Laws of 2019 (2SHB 1528).16

(28) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 17
year 2022, $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2023, and $1,000,000 of the general fund—federal 19
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to maintain a 20
memorandum of understanding with the criminal justice training 21
commission to provide funding for community grants pursuant to 22
chapter 378, Laws of 2019 (2SHB 1767).23

(29) $3,396,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2022, $3,396,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 25
for fiscal year 2023, and $16,200,000 of the general fund—federal 26
appropriation are provided solely for support of and to continue to 27
increase clubhouse facilities across the state. The authority shall 28
work with the centers for medicare and medicaid services to review 29
opportunities to include clubhouse services as an optional "in lieu 30
of" service in managed care organization contracts in order to 31
maximize federal participation. The authority must provide a report 32
to the office of financial management and the appropriate committees 33
of the legislature on the status of efforts to implement clubhouse 34
programs and receive federal approval for including these services in 35
managed care organization contracts as an optional "in lieu of" 36
service by December 1, 2022.37

(30) $947,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 38
year 2022, $947,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 39
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fiscal year 2023, and $1,896,000 of the general fund—federal 1
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to implement a 2
statewide plan to implement evidence-based coordinated specialty care 3
programs that provide early identification and intervention for 4
psychosis in behavioral health agencies in accordance with chapter 5
360, Laws of 2019 (2SSB 5903).6

(31) $708,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 7
year 2022, $708,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8
fiscal year 2023, and $1,598,000 of the general fund—federal 9
appropriation are provided solely for implementing mental health peer 10
respite centers and a pilot project to implement a mental health 11
drop-in center in accordance with chapter 324, Laws of 2019 (2SHB 12
1394).13

(32) $225,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 14
year 2022 and $225,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 15
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely to continue funding one pilot 16
project in Pierce county to promote increased utilization of assisted 17
outpatient treatment programs.18

(33) $800,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2022, $800,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 20
fiscal year 2023, and $1,452,000 of the general fund—federal 21
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to implement the 22
recommendations of the state action alliance for suicide prevention, 23
to include suicide assessments, treatment, and grant management.24

(34) $446,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 25
year 2022, $446,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 26
fiscal year 2023, and $178,000 of the general fund—federal 27
appropriation are provided solely for the University of Washington's 28
evidence-based practice institute which supports the identification, 29
evaluation, and implementation of evidence-based or promising 30
practices. The institute must work with the authority to develop a 31
plan to seek private, federal, or other grant funding in order to 32
reduce the need for state general funds. The authority must collect 33
information from the institute on the use of these funds and submit a 34
report to the office of financial management and the appropriate 35
fiscal committees of the legislature by December 1st of each year of 36
the biennium.37

 (35) As an element of contractual network adequacy requirements 38
and reporting, the authority shall direct managed care organizations 39
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to make all reasonable efforts to develop or maintain contracts with 1
provider networks that leverage local, federal, or philanthropic 2
funding to enhance effectiveness of medicaid-funded integrated care 3
services. These networks must promote medicaid clients' access to a 4
system of services that addresses additional social support services 5
and social determinants of health as defined in RCW 43.20.025 in a 6
manner that is integrated with the delivery of behavioral health and 7
medical treatment services.8

 (36) $500,000 of the problem gambling account—state 9
appropriation is provided solely for the authority to contract for a 10
problem gambling adult prevalence study. The prevalence study must 11
review both statewide and regional results about beliefs and 12
attitudes toward gambling, gambling behavior and preferences, and 13
awareness of treatment services. The study should also estimate the 14
level of risk for problem gambling and examine correlations with 15
broader behavioral and mental health measures. The health care 16
authority shall submit results of the prevalence study to the problem 17
gambling task force and the legislature by June 30, 2022.18

 (37) $9,000,000 of the criminal justice treatment account—state 19
appropriation is provided solely for the authority to maintain 20
funding for new therapeutic courts established during fiscal year 21
2021, or to maintain the fiscal year 2021 expansion of services being 22
provided to an already existing therapeutic court that engages in 23
evidence-based practices, to include medication assisted treatment in 24
jail settings pursuant to RCW 71.24.580. Funding provided under this 25
subsection shall not supplant existing funds utilized for this 26
purpose.27

 (38) In establishing, re-basing, enhancing, or otherwise 28
updating medicaid rates for behavioral health services, the authority 29
and contracted actuaries shall use a transparent process that 30
provides an opportunity for medicaid managed care organizations, 31
behavioral health administrative service organizations, and 32
behavioral health provider agencies, and their representatives, to 33
review and provide data and feedback on proposed rate changes within 34
their region or regions of service operation. The authority and 35
contracted actuaries shall consider the information gained from this 36
process and make adjustments allowable under federal law when 37
appropriate.38

(39) The authority shall seek input from representatives of the 39
managed care organizations (MCOs), licensed community behavioral 40
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health agencies, and behavioral health administrative service 1
organizations to develop the format of a report which addresses 2
revenues and expenditures for the community behavioral health 3
programs. The report shall include, but not be limited to (i) 4
revenues and expenditures for community behavioral health programs, 5
including medicaid and nonmedicaid funding; (ii) access to services, 6
service denials, and utilization by state plan modality; (iii) claims 7
denials and record of timely payment to providers; (iv) client 8
demographics; and (v) social and recovery measures and managed care 9
organization performance measures. The authority shall submit the 10
report for the preceding calendar year to the governor and 11
appropriate committees of the legislature on or before July 1st of 12
each year.13

(40) $3,377,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 14
fiscal year 2022 and $3,377,000 of the general fund—state 15
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the 16
authority to implement two pilot programs for intensive outpatient 17
services and partial hospitalization services for certain children 18
and adolescents.19

(a) The effective date of the pilot sites is January 1, 2021.20
(b) The two pilots must be contracted with a hospital that 21

provides psychiatric inpatient services to children and adolescents 22
in a city with the largest population east of the crest of the 23
Cascade mountains and a hospital that provides psychiatric inpatient 24
services to children and adolescents in a city with the largest 25
population west of the crest of the Cascade mountains.26

(c) The authority must establish minimum standards, eligibility 27
criteria, authorization and utilization review processes, and payment 28
methodologies for the pilot programs in contract.29

(d) Eligibility for the pilot sites is limited pursuant to the 30
following:31

(i) Children and adolescents discharged from an inpatient 32
hospital treatment program who require the level of services offered 33
by the pilot programs in lieu of continued inpatient treatment;34

(ii) Children and adolescents who require the level of services 35
offered by the pilot programs in order to avoid inpatient 36
hospitalization; and37

(iii) Services may not be offered if there are less costly 38
alternative community based services that can effectively meet the 39
needs of an individual referred to the program.40
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(e) The authority must collect data on the pilot sites and work 1
with the actuaries responsible for establishing managed care rates 2
for medicaid enrollees to develop and submit a report to the office 3
of financial management and the appropriate committees of the 4
legislature. A preliminary report must be submitted by December 1, 5
2021, and a final report must be submitted by December 1, 2022. The 6
reports must include the following information:7

(i) A narrative description of the services provided at each 8
pilot site and identification of any specific gaps the sites were 9
able to fill in the current continuum of care;10

(ii) Clinical outcomes and estimated reductions in psychiatric 11
inpatient costs associated with each of the pilot sites;12

(iii) Recommendations for whether either or both of the pilot 13
models should be expanded statewide; whether modifications should be 14
made to the models to better address gaps in the continuum identified 15
through the pilot sites, and whether statewide implementation should 16
be achieved through a state plan amendment or some other mechanism 17
for leveraging federal medicaid match; and18

(iv) Actuarial projections on the statewide need for services 19
related to the pilot sites and estimated costs of adding each of the 20
services to the medicaid behavioral health benefit for children and 21
adolescents and adults.22

(41)(a) $100,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 23
provided for the authority to convene a task force to examine impacts 24
and changes proposed to the use of criminal background checks in 25
employment in behavioral health settings, with the goal of reducing 26
barriers to developing and retaining a robust behavioral health 27
workforce, while maintaining patient safety measures. The task force 28
membership must include representatives from:29

(i) The office of the attorney general;30
(ii) The department of health;31
(iii) The department of social and health services;32
(iv) The office of the governor; and33
(v) Others appointed by the authority, including behavioral 34

health employers and those with lived experience.35
(b) The task force shall consider any relevant information and 36

recommendations made available by the work group created under 37
Substitute House Bill No. 1411 (health care workforce).38
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(c) By December 1, 2021, the authority must submit a report of 1
the task force's recommendations to the governor and the appropriate 2
committees of the legislature.3

(42) $11,042,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2022, $5,561,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 5
for fiscal year 2023, and $35,415,000 of the general fund—federal 6
appropriation (CRSSA) are provided solely to promote the recovery of 7
individuals with substance use disorders through expansion of 8
substance use disorder services. The authority shall implement this 9
funding to promote integrated, whole-person care to individuals with 10
opioid use disorders, stimulant use disorders, and other substance 11
use disorders. The authority shall use this funding to support 12
evidence-based and promising practices as follows:13

(a) $11,170,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRSSA) 14
is provided solely for treatment services to low-income individuals 15
with substance use disorders who are not eligible for services under 16
the medicaid program and for treatment services that are not covered 17
under the medicaid program. A minimum of $9,070,000 of this amount 18
must be contracted through behavioral health administrative services 19
organizations. The amounts in this subsection may be used for 20
services including, but not limited to, outpatient treatment, 21
residential treatment, mobile opioid use disorder treatment programs, 22
law enforcement assisted diversion programs, contingency management 23
interventions, modified assertive community treatment, trauma 24
informed care, crisis respite, and for reimbursement of one-time 25
start-up operating costs for opening new beds in withdrawal 26
management treatment programs.27

(b) $2,407,000 of the general fund state—appropriation for fiscal 28
year 2022, $561,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2023, and $3,245,000 of the general fund—federal 30
appropriation (CRSSA) are provided solely for outreach programs that 31
link individuals with substance use disorders to treatment options to 32
include medication for opioid use disorder. The authority must 33
contract for these services with programs that use interdisciplinary 34
teams, which include peer specialists, to engage and facilitate 35
linkage to treatment for individuals in community settings such as 36
homeless encampments, shelters, emergency rooms, harm reduction 37
programs, churches, community service offices, food banks, libraries, 38
legal offices, and other settings where individuals with substance 39
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use disorders may be engaged. The services must be coordinated with 1
emergency housing assistance and other services administered by the 2
authority to promote access to a full continuum of treatment and 3
recovery support options.4

(c) $1,535,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 5
year 2022 and $10,417,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 6
(CRSSA) are provided solely for substance use disorder recovery 7
support services not covered by the medicaid program including, but 8
not limited to, emergency housing, recovery housing vouchers, 9
supported employment, skills training, peer support, peer drop-in 10
centers, and other community supports.11

(d) $1,100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 12
year 2022 and $1,750,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 13
(CRSSA) are provided solely for efforts to support the recovery of 14
American Indians and Alaska natives with substance use disorders. 15
This funding may be used for grants to urban Indian organizations, 16
tribal opioid prevention media campaigns, and support for government 17
to government communication, planning, and implementation of opioid 18
use disorder related projects.19

(e) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2022 is provided solely for a public awareness campaign to 21
educate youth and young adults with opioid use disorders about harm 22
reduction, secondary prevention, overdose awareness, fentanyl, and 23
naloxone.24

(f) $7,083,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRSSA) 25
is provided solely for community services grants that support the 26
implementation and evaluation of substance use disorder prevention 27
services.28

(g) Up to $1,750,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 29
(CRSSA) may be used for the authority's administrative costs 30
associated with services funded in this subsection (42).31

(h) $5,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 32
year 2022 and $5,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 33
fiscal year 2023 may be used to increase the funding available for 34
(a) through (c) of this subsection. The authority shall consider 35
other state and federal funding streams available for these purposes 36
and prioritize the amount in this subsection to address gaps in the 37
array of outreach, treatment, and recovery support services.38
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(43) $3,109,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 1
fiscal year 2022 and $3,109,000 of the general fund—state 2
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for short-term 3
rental subsidies for individuals with mental health or substance use 4
disorders. This funding may be used for individuals enrolled in the 5
foundational community support program while waiting for a longer 6
term resource for rental support or for individuals transitioning 7
from behavioral health treatment facilities or local jails. 8
Individuals who would otherwise be eligible for the foundational 9
community support program but are not eligible because of their 10
citizenship status may also be served. By December 1, 2021, and 11
December 1, 2022, the authority must submit a report identifying the 12
expenditures and number of individuals receiving short-term rental 13
supports through the agency budget broken out by region, treatment 14
need, and the demographics of those served during the prior fiscal 15
year.16

(44) Within the amounts provided in this section, sufficient 17
funding is provided for the authority to implement Second Substitute 18
House Bill No. 1325 (behavioral health/youth).19

(45) $19,222,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 20
(CRSSA) is provided solely to promote the recovery of individuals 21
with mental health disorders through expansion of mental health 22
services. The authority shall implement this funding to promote 23
integrated, whole-person care through evidence based and promising 24
practices as follows:25

(a) $7,303,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRSSA) 26
is provided solely for treatment services to low-income individuals 27
with mental health disorders who are not eligible for services under 28
the medicaid program and for treatment services that are not covered 29
under the medicaid program. A minimum of $6,150,000 of this amount 30
must be contracted through behavioral health administrative services 31
organizations. The amounts in this subsection may be used for 32
services including, but not limited to, outpatient treatment, 33
residential treatment, law enforcement assisted diversion programs, 34
modified assertive community treatment, and trauma informed care.35

(b) $6,344,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRSSA) 36
is provided solely for mental health recovery support services not 37
covered by the medicaid program including, but not limited to, 38
supportive housing, emergency housing vouchers, supported employment, 39
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skills training, peer support, peer drop-in centers, and other 1
community supports.2

(c) $961,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRSSA) is 3
provided solely for efforts to support the recovery of American 4
Indians and Alaska natives with mental health disorders.5

(d) $1,346,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRSSA) 6
is provided solely to enhance crisis services and may be used for 7
crisis respite care.8

(e) $2,307,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRSSA) 9
is provided solely for the expansion of first episode psychosis 10
programs.11

(f) Up to $961,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 12
(CRSSA) may be used for the authority's administrative costs 13
associated with services funded in this subsection.14

(46) The authority must pursue opportunities for shifting state 15
costs to the state's unused allocation of federal institutions for 16
mental disease disproportionate share hospital funding. The authority 17
must submit a report to the office of financial management and the 18
appropriate committees of the legislature by December 1, 2021, which 19
identifies any activities the authority has implemented or identified 20
to shift state costs to the unused federal funds and an analysis of 21
the fiscal impacts for these activities and options.22

(47) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 23
year 2022 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the authority to implement 25
one-time behavioral health workforce pilot programs and training 26
support grants pursuant to Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 27
1504 (workforce education development act). Of these amounts, 28
$440,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2022 29
and $440,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 30
2023 are provided solely for the three behavioral health workforce 31
pilot programs and $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 32
for fiscal year 2022 and $60,000 of the general fund—state 33
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for training 34
support grants. If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2021, the 35
amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.36

(48) $2,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2022 and $2,500,000 of the general fund—state 38
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the 39
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authority to expand efforts to provide opioid use disorder medication 1
in city, county, regional, and tribal jails. The authority must 2
submit a report to the office of financial management and the 3
appropriate committees of the legislature by December 1, 2021, on the 4
allocation of the fiscal year 2021 funding within this subsection. 5
The authority must provide a report to the office of financial 6
management and the appropriate committees of the legislature by 7
December 1, 2022, on the allocation of the fiscal year 2022 funding 8
and the expenditures and number of individuals served in fiscal year 9
2021 by location.10

(49) $500,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 11
provided solely to establish an emotional support network program for 12
individuals employed as peer specialists. The authority must contract 13
for these services which shall include, but not be limited to, 14
facilitating support groups for peer specialists, support for the 15
recovery journeys of the peer specialists themselves, and targeted 16
support for the secondary trauma inherent in peer work.17

(50) $1,800,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 18
provided solely for the authority to contract on a one-time basis 19
with the University of Washington behavioral health institute to 20
continue and enhance its efforts related to training and workforce 21
development. The behavioral health institute shall develop and 22
disseminate model programs and curricula to address the treatment 23
needs of individuals with substance use disorders and cooccurring 24
disorders. The behavioral health institute shall provide consultation 25
and training to behavioral health agencies in order to improve the 26
delivery of evidence-based and promising practices and overall 27
quality of care. Training for providers may include technical 28
assistance related to payment models, integration of peers, team-29
based care, utilization reviews, care transitions, and the infusion 30
of recovery and resiliency into programming and culture. 31
Additionally, the behavioral health institute shall provide continued 32
access to telehealth training and support, including innovative 33
digital health content. The behavioral health institute shall 34
evaluate behavioral health inequities in Washington and create a 35
center of excellence to address behavioral health inequity, including 36
the need for a more diverse workforce. The behavioral health 37
institute shall offer an annual conference on race, equity, and 38
social justice and create a learning management system to provide 39
access to training for publicly funded behavioral health providers 40
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across a range of topics. Specific curricula to be developed within 1
the amounts provided in this subsection must include:2

(a) A training for law enforcement officers focused on 3
understanding substance use disorder and the recovery process and 4
options and procedures for diversion from the criminal legal system 5
for individuals with substance use disorder, to be developed in 6
consultation with the criminal justice training commission; and7

(b) A curriculum for correctional officers and community 8
corrections officers focused on motivational interviewing, recovery 9
coaching, and trauma informed care, developed in consultation with 10
the department of corrections.11

(51) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 12
year 2022 and $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 13
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant to the north sound 14
behavioral health administrative services organization to provide 15
trauma-informed counseling services to children and youth in Whatcom 16
county schools. The services must be provided by licensed behavioral 17
health professionals who have training in the provision of trauma-18
informed care. The behavioral health administrative services 19
organization must request, from the office of the superintendent of 20
public instruction, a listing of the Whatcom county schools that are 21
eligible for high-poverty allocations from the learning assistance 22
program and prioritize services in these schools.23

(52) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2022 and $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25
fiscal year 2023 are provided on a one-time basis solely for the 26
authority to contract with the north sound behavioral health 27
administrative services organization to establish the Whatcom county 28
crisis stabilization center as a pilot project for diversion from the 29
criminal justice system to appropriate community based treatment. The 30
pilot shall allow for police officers to place involuntary holds for 31
up to 12 hours for persons placed at the facility in accordance with 32
RCW 10.31.110. The amounts provided must be used to pay for the cost 33
of services at the site not covered under the medicaid program. The 34
authority must submit a report to the office of financial management 35
and the appropriate committees of the legislature by December 1, 36
2022, including the following information:37

(a) The total number of individuals served in the crisis 38
stabilization center broken out by those served on a voluntary basis 39
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versus those served under involuntary treatment holds placed pursuant 1
to RCW 10.31.110;2

(b) A summary of the outcomes for each of the groups identified 3
in (a) of this subsection; and4

(c) Identification of methods to incentivize or require managed 5
care organizations to implement payment models for crisis 6
stabilization providers that recognize the need for the facilities to 7
operate at full staffing regardless of fluctuations in daily census.8

(53) $1,125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 9
fiscal year 2022 and $1,125,000 of the general fund—state 10
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the 11
authority to contract with the King county behavioral health 12
administrative services organization to maintain children's crisis 13
outreach response system services that were previously funded through 14
the department of children, youth, and families. The authority, in 15
consultation with the behavioral health administrative services 16
organization, medicaid managed care organizations, and the actuaries 17
responsible for developing medicaid managed care rates, must work to 18
maximize federal funding provided for the children's crisis outreach 19
response system program and submit a report to the office of 20
financial management and the appropriate committees of the 21
legislature by December 1, 2021, on the status of these efforts and 22
the associated savings in state funds.23

(54) $200,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 24
provided solely for the authority to contract with an organization to 25
assist with the recruitment of individuals to work as behavioral 26
health peers with a specific focus on black, indigenous, and people 27
of color communities. The authority must submit a preliminary report 28
to the office of financial management and the appropriate committees 29
of the legislature on the status of these efforts by December 1, 30
2021, and a final report including identification of the number and 31
demographics of individuals recruited into behavioral health peer 32
positions by December 1, 2022.33

(55) $250,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 34
provided solely for the authority to provide crisis response training 35
to behavioral health peer specialists. The authority must use these 36
amounts to contract for the development of a specialized 40 hour 37
crisis response training curriculum for behavioral health peer 38
specialists and to conduct a minimum of one statewide training 39
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session during fiscal year 2022 and one statewide training session 1
during fiscal year 2023. The training shall focus on preparing 2
behavioral health peer specialists to work with individuals in 3
crisis, including providing peer services in emergency departments, 4
as coresponders with law enforcement, and as part of mobile crisis 5
teams. The training sessions must be offered free of charge to the 6
participants and may be offered either virtually or in person as 7
determined by the authority. By December 1, 2022, the authority must 8
submit a report to the office of financial management and the 9
appropriate committees of the legislature on the peer crisis response 10
curriculum and the number of individuals that received training.11

(56) $500,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 12
provided solely for the authority to contract on a one-time basis 13
with the University of Washington alcohol and drug abuse institute to 14
develop policy solutions in response to the public health challenges 15
of high tetrahydrocannabinol potency cannabis. The institute must use 16
this funding to: Conduct individual interviews with stakeholders and 17
experts representing different perspectives, facilitate joint 18
meetings with stakeholders to identify areas of common ground and 19
consensus, and develop recommendations for state policies related to 20
cannabis potency and mitigating detrimental health impacts. The 21
authority must submit the following reports to the office of 22
financial management and the appropriate committees of the 23
legislature:24

(a) An initial report must be submitted by December 31, 2021, and 25
shall summarize progress made to date, preliminary policy 26
recommendations, and next steps; and27

(b) A final report must be submitted by December 31, 2022, and 28
shall summarize the analysis conducted by the institute, the process 29
and stakeholders involved, an inventory of relevant cannabis policies 30
in other states, and recommendations for policy changes to reduce the 31
negative impacts of high potency cannabis in Washington state.32

(57) $8,197,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 33
fiscal year 2022, $8,819,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 34
for fiscal year 2023, and $38,025,000 of the general fund—federal 35
appropriation are provided solely to continue in the 2021-2023 fiscal 36
biennium the two percent increase to medicaid reimbursement for 37
community behavioral health providers contracted through managed care 38
organizations that was provided in April 2021. The authority must 39
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employ mechanisms such as directed payment or other options allowable 1
under federal medicaid law to assure the funding is used by the 2
managed care organizations for a two percent provider rate increase 3
as intended and verify this pursuant to the process established in 4
chapter 285, Laws of 2020 (EHB 2584). The rate increase shall be 5
implemented to all behavioral health inpatient, residential, and 6
outpatient providers receiving payment for services under this 7
section contracted through the medicaid managed care organizations.8

(58) $114,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2022, $114,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2023, and $228,000 of the general fund—federal 11
appropriation are provided solely to increase rates for community 12
children's long-term inpatient program providers by two percent 13
effective July 1, 2021.14

(59) $117,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2022, $117,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2023, and $168,000 of the general fund—federal 17
appropriation are provided solely to increase rates for parent child 18
assistance program providers by two percent effective July 1, 2021.19

(60) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2022 and $200,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are 21
provided solely to support actuarial work required for the authority 22
to develop behavioral health comparison rates.23

(61) $205,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2022 and $205,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the authority to contract 26
with the Washington state behavioral health institute to engage 27
consumers, the University of Washington evidence based practice 28
institute, and other stakeholders to review current and emerging data 29
and research and make recommendations regarding best practices for 30
virtual behavioral health services to children from prenatal stages 31
through age 25. This work shall focus on the development of services 32
and supports that deliver clinically-effective outcomes for children 33
and families and identify safeguards for "in-person," "audio-video," 34
and "audio only" modes. The review conducted by the institute shall 35
include the collection and analysis of data about clinical efficacy 36
of behavioral health services and supports through virtual modes and 37
methods for determining and maximizing the health benefits of the 38
different modes. The authority shall submit data required for this 39
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research to the behavioral health institute in accordance with 1
federal and state laws regarding client protected information. The 2
department shall submit the following reports to the office of 3
financial management and the appropriate committees of the 4
legislature:5

(a) A preliminary report on the 2022 workplan by December 31, 6
2021;7

(b) An initial report with recommendations for standards of care 8
and best practices for behavioral health services by June 30, 2022; 9
and10

(c) A final report with additional refined recommendations and a 11
research agenda and proposed budget for fiscal year 2024 and beyond 12
by December 31, 2022.13

(62) The authority must claim the enhanced federal medical 14
assistance participation rate for home and community-based services 15
offered under section 9817 of the American rescue plan act of 2021 16
(ARPA). Appropriations made that constitute supplementation of home 17
and community-based services as defined in section 9817 of ARPA are 18
listed in LEAP omnibus document HCBS-2021.19

(63) $150,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 20
provided solely for training of behavioral health consumer advocates. 21
Beginning in July 2022, the authority must enter into a memorandum of 22
understanding with the department of commerce to provide support for 23
training of behavioral health consumer advocates pursuant to 24
Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 1086 (behavioral health 25
consumers).26

(64) $5,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 27
provided solely for the authority to maintain funding for grants to 28
law enforcement assisted diversion programs outside of King county 29
established pursuant to chapter 314, Laws of 2019 (SSB 5380). By 30
December 1, 2023, the authority, in coordination with the law 31
enforcement assisted diversion national support bureau, must collect 32
information and submit a report to the office of financial management 33
and the appropriate committees of the legislature on the grant 34
program including a description of the program model or models used 35
and the number, demographic information, and measurable outcomes of 36
the individuals served with the funding provided under this 37
subsection.38
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(65) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2022 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the authority to contract 3
with a statewide mental health nonprofit organization that provides 4
free community and school-based mental health education and support 5
programs for consumers and families. The contractor must use this 6
funding to provide access to programs tailored to peers living with 7
mental illness as well as family members of people with mental 8
illness and the community at large. Services provided by the 9
contracted program shall include education, support, and assistance 10
to reduce isolation and help consumers and families understand the 11
services available in their communities.12

(66) $12,503,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 13
(medicaid), $300,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation, 14
(ARPA/CSRF) and $62,805,000 of the statewide 988 behavioral health 15
crisis response line account—state appropriation are provided solely 16
for implementation of Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 1477 17
(national 988 system). The authority must coordinate with the 18
department of health in the implementation of this funding. If the 19
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2021, the amounts provided in this 20
subsection shall lapse. These amounts must be used in accordance with 21
the following requirements:22

(a) $11,000,000 of the statewide 988 behavioral health crisis 23
response line account—state appropriation is provided solely for the 24
authority to develop a new technologically advanced behavioral health 25
crisis call center system.26

(b) $22,087,000 of the statewide 988 behavioral health crisis 27
response line account—state appropriation and $2,897,000 of the 28
general fund—federal appropriation is provided solely for the 29
authority to assist providers to develop the capacity to submit data 30
to and receive data from the new technologically advanced behavioral 31
health crisis call center system.32

(c) $899,000 of the statewide 988 behavioral health crisis 33
response line account—state appropriation is provided solely for the 34
increased costs of routing calls to Washington state call centers.35

(d) $28,819,000 of the statewide 988 behavioral health crisis 36
response line account—state appropriation and $9,606,000 of the 37
general fund—federal appropriation (medicaid) is provided solely for 38
increasing local behavioral health mobile crisis response team 39
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capacity and ensuring each region has at least one adult and one 1
children and youth mobile crisis team that is able to respond to 2
calls coming into the 988 crisis hotline.3

(i) In prioritizing this funding, the health care authority shall 4
assure that a minimum of six new children and youth mobile crisis 5
teams are created and that there is one children and youth mobile 6
crisis team in each region by the end of fiscal year 2022.7

(ii) In implementing funding for adult and youth mobile crisis 8
response teams, the authority must establish standards in contracts 9
with managed care organizations and behavioral health administrative 10
services organizations for the services provided by these teams.11

(e) $300,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (ARPA/12
CSRF) is provided solely for the authority to develop a state plan 13
amendment or section 1115, 1915(b), or 1915(c) waiver request (or an 14
amendment to such a waiver), to provide qualifying community-based 15
mobile crisis intervention services as defined in section 1947 of the 16
American rescue plan act of 2021.17

(67) $42,987,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2022, $57,253,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 19
for fiscal year 2023, and $80,040,000 of the general fund—federal 20
appropriation are provided solely for the department to contract with 21
community hospitals or freestanding evaluation and treatment centers 22
to provide long-term inpatient care beds as defined in RCW 71.24.025. 23
Within these amounts, the authority must meet the requirements for 24
reimbursing counties for the judicial services for patients being 25
served in these settings in accordance with RCW 71.05.730. The 26
authority must coordinate with the department of social and health 27
services in developing the contract requirements, selecting 28
contractors, and establishing processes for identifying patients that 29
will be admitted to these facilities. Of the amounts in this 30
subsection, sufficient amounts are provided in fiscal year 2022 and 31
fiscal year 2023 for the authority to reimburse community hospitals 32
and nonhospital residential treatment centers serving clients in 33
long-term inpatient care beds as defined in RCW 71.24.025 as follows:34

(a) For a hospital licensed under chapter 70.41 RCW that requires 35
a hospital specific medicaid inpatient psychiatric per diem payment 36
rate for long-term civil commitment patients because the hospital has 37
completed a medicare cost report, the authority shall analyze the 38
most recent medicare cost report of the hospital after a minimum of 39
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200 medicaid inpatient psychiatric days. The authority shall 1
establish the inpatient psychiatric per diem payment rate for long-2
term civil commitment patients for the hospital at 100 percent of the 3
allowable cost of care, based on the most recent medicare cost report 4
of the hospital.5

(b) For a hospital licensed under chapter 70.41 RCW that has not 6
completed a medicare cost report with more than 200 medicaid 7
inpatient psychiatric days, the authority shall establish the 8
medicaid inpatient psychiatric per diem payment rate for long-term 9
civil commitment patients for the hospital at the higher of the 10
hospital's current medicaid inpatient psychiatric rate; or the 11
annually updated statewide average of the medicaid inpatient 12
psychiatric per diem payment rate of all acute care hospitals 13
licensed under chapter 70.41 RCW providing long-term civil commitment 14
services.15

(c) For a hospital licensed under chapter 71.12 RCW and currently 16
providing long-term civil commitment services, the authority shall 17
establish the medicaid inpatient psychiatric per diem payment rate at 18
$940 plus adjustments that may be needed to capture costs associated 19
with long-term psychiatric patients that are not allowable on the 20
medicare cost report or reimbursed separately. The hospital may 21
provide the authority with supplemental data to be considered and 22
used to make appropriate adjustments to the medicaid inpatient 23
psychiatric per diem payment rate of the hospital. Adjustment of 24
costs may include:25

(i) Costs associated with professional services and fees not 26
accounted for in the hospital's medicare cost report or reimbursed 27
separately;28

(ii) Costs associated with the hospital providing the long-term 29
psychiatric patient access to involuntary treatment court services 30
that are not reimbursed separately; and31

(iii) Other costs associated with caring for long-term 32
psychiatric patients that are not reimbursed separately.33

(d) For a hospital licensed under chapter 71.12 RCW that requires 34
an initial medicaid inpatient psychiatric per diem payment rate for 35
long-term civil commitment services because it has not yet completed 36
a medicare cost report, the authority shall establish the medicaid 37
inpatient psychiatric per diem payment rate at the higher of:38

(i) The hospital's current medicaid inpatient psychiatric rate; 39
or40
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(ii) The annually updated statewide average of the medicaid 1
inpatient psychiatric per diem payment rate of all freestanding 2
psychiatric hospitals licensed under chapter 71.12 RCW providing 3
long-term civil commitment services.4

(e) For nonhospital residential treatment centers certified to 5
provide long-term inpatient care beds as defined in RCW 71.24.025, 6
the authority shall increase the fiscal year 2021 rate by three 7
percent each year of the biennium.8

(f) The legislature intends to recognize the additional costs 9
associated with student teaching related to long-term civil 10
commitment patients to be provided in a new teaching hospital 11
expected to open during the 2023-2025 fiscal biennium.12

(g) The authority, in coordination with the department of social 13
and health services, the office of the governor, the office of 14
financial management, and representatives from medicaid managed care 15
organizations, behavioral health administrative service 16
organizations, and community providers, must develop and implement a 17
plan to continue the expansion of civil community long-term inpatient 18
capacity. The plan shall identify gaps and barriers in the current 19
array of community long-term inpatient beds in serving higher need 20
individuals including those committed to a state hospital pursuant to 21
the dismissal of criminal charges and a civil evaluation ordered 22
under RCW 10.77.086 or 10.77.088. The plan shall identify strategies 23
to overcome these barriers including, but not limited to, potential 24
rate enhancements for high needs clients. The authority must submit 25
its implementation plan to the office of financial management and the 26
appropriate fiscal committees of the legislature by December 1, 2021, 27
and submit a status update on the implementation plan by October 15, 28
2022.29

(68)(a) $31,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 30
(CSFRF) is provided on a one-time basis solely for the authority to 31
provide assistance payments to behavioral health providers serving 32
medicaid and state-funded clients. In prioritizing the allocation of 33
this funding, the authority must take the following into account:34

(i) The differential impact the pandemic has had on different 35
types of providers;36

(ii) Other state and federal relief funds providers have received 37
or are eligible to apply for; and38
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(iii) Equitable distribution of assistance including 1
consideration of geographic location and providers serving members of 2
historically disadvantaged communities.3

(b) To be eligible for assistance, the behavioral health 4
providers must:5

(i) Have experienced lost revenue or increased expenses that are 6
a result of the COVID-19 public health emergency;7

(ii) Self–attest that the lost revenue or expenses are not funded 8
by any other government or private entity;9

(iii) Agree to operate in accordance with the requirements of 10
applicable federal, state, and local public health guidance and 11
directives; and12

(iv) Agree to comply with federal guidance on the use of 13
coronavirus state and local fiscal recovery funds.14

(c) Provider assistance is subject to the availability of amounts 15
provided in this subsection.16

(69)(a) $375,000  of the general fund—state appropriation for 17
fiscal year 2021 and $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 18
for fiscal year 2022 are provided solely for a one-time grant to 19
Island county to fund a pilot program to improve behavioral health 20
outcomes for young people in rural communities. In administering the 21
pilot program, Island county shall coordinate with school districts, 22
community groups, and health care providers to increase access to 23
behavioral health programs for children and youth aged birth to 24 24
years of age. The grant funds shall be used to coordinate and expand 25
behavioral health services. The grant funding must not be used to 26
supplant funding from existing programs. No more than 10 percent of 27
the funds may be used for administrative costs incurred by Island 28
county in administering the program. Services that may be provided 29
with the grant funding include, but are not limited to:30

(i) Support for children and youth with significant behavioral 31
health needs to address learning loss caused by COVID-19 and remote 32
learning;33

(ii) School based behavioral health education, assessment, and 34
brief treatment;35

(iii) Screening and referral of children and youth to long-term 36
treatment services;37

(iv) Behavioral health supports provided by community agencies 38
serving youth year-round;39
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(v) Expansion of mental health first aid, a program designed to 1
prepare adults who regularly interact with youth for how to help 2
people in both crisis and noncrisis mental health situations;3

(vi) Peer support services; and4
(vii) Compensation for the incurred costs of clinical supervisors 5

and internships.6
(b) The authority, in coordination with Island county, must 7

submit the following reports to the legislature:8
(i) By December 1, 2022, a report summarizing how the funding was 9

used and providing the number of children and youth served by the 10
pilot during fiscal year 2022; and11

(ii) By December 1, 2023, a report summarizing how the funding 12
was used and providing the number of children and youth served by the 13
pilot during fiscal year 2023.14

(70) State general fund appropriations in this section and in 15
sections 219 and 221 of this act are made to address the harms caused 16
to the state and its citizens by the opioid epidemic, and these 17
include appropriations of $13,466,000 attributable to the settlement 18
in State v. McKinsey & Co., Inc.19

(d) A history of staffing levels by line of business or activity, 23
identifying sources of state or federal funding, for the most recent 24
five fiscal years; and25

(e) A projected spending plan for the employment services 26
administrative account and the administrative contingency account. 27
The spending plan must include forecasted revenues and estimated 28
expenditures under various economic scenarios.29

(7) $3,264,000 of the employment services administrative account—30
state appropriation is provided solely for the continuation of the 31
office of agricultural and seasonal workforce services.32

(8) $476,000 of the unemployment compensation administration 33
account—federal appropriation is provided for the department to 34
implement chapter 2, Laws of 2021 (unemployment insurance). If the 35
department does not receive adequate funding from the United States 36
department of labor to cover these costs, the department may use 37
funding made available to the state through section 903 (d), (f), and 38
(g) of the social security act (Reed act) in an amount not to exceed 39
the amount provided in this subsection.40
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(9) $875,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2022, $875,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2023, and $7,885,000 of the workforce education 3
investment account—state appropriation are provided solely for career 4
connected learning grants as provided in RCW 28C.30.050.5

(10) $1,222,000 of the employment services administrative account6
—state appropriation and $1,500,000 of the family and medical leave 7
insurance account—state appropriation is provided solely for the 8
maintenance and operation of the disaster recovery continuity of 9
operations information technology project.10

(11)(a) $80,000 of the employment services administrative account11
—state appropriation is provided solely for the department to conduct 12
a study, jointly with the department of social and health services, 13
the department of labor and industries, the department of commerce, 14
and the office of the governor, on the feasibility of replicating the 15
unemployment insurance program for and expanding other social net 16
programs to individuals regardless of their citizenship status.17

(b) In conducting the study required under this section, the 18
department shall meet at least three times with a group of no more 19
than 10 stakeholders comprised of representatives from geographically 20
diverse immigrant advocacy groups, labor organizations with a 21
statewide presence, workers' rights groups, and legal and policy 22
advocacy groups focused on immigration and employment law. The 23
department must hold at least one listening session with community 24
members. The study shall analyze existing programs to assess the 25
legality of expansion to serve undocumented individuals and families, 26
identify programmatic changes that would mitigate barriers to access 27
and reduce fear of participation, and identify the operational and 28
caseload costs associated with replication or expansion.

(15) $204,722,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (SFR) 12
is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed Second Substitute 13
House Bill No. 1073 (paid leave coverage). If the bill is not enacted 14
by June 30, 2021, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.15

(16) $600,000,000 of the unemployment insurance relief fund—state 16
appropriation is provided solely for the department to provide 17
unemployment insurance tax relief in calendar year 2022 for 18
businesses most heavily impacted by unemployment related to the 19
COVID-19 public health emergency. Within amounts provided in this 20
subsection, the department must implement House Bill No. . . . . 21
(unemployment insurance tax relief). If the bill is not enacted by 22
June 30, 2021, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.23

(17) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2022 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the North Central 26
educational service district 171 to support the development of 27
industry and education partnerships and expand career awareness, 28
exploration and preparation activities for youth in Grant county.29

(18) $65,000 of the accident account—state appropriation and 30
$66,000 of the medical aid account—state appropriation are provided 31
solely for the implementation of Substitute House Bill No. 1455 32
(social security/L&I & ESD). If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 33
2021, the amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.34

services enterprise coalition (the coalition). The coalition, led by 12
the health care authority, must be a multi-organization collaborative 13
that provides strategic direction and federal funding guidance for 14
projects that have cross-organizational or enterprise impact, 15
including information technology projects that affect organizations 16
within the coalition. The office of the chief information officer 17
shall maintain a statewide perspective when collaborating with the 18
coalition to ensure that projects are planned for in a manner that 19
ensures the efficient use of state resources and maximizes federal 20
financial participation. The work of the coalition is subject to the 21
conditions, limitations, and review provided in section 701 of this 22
act.23

(3) Information technology projects or investments and proposed 24
projects or investments impacting time capture, payroll and payment 25
processes and systems, eligibility, case management, and 26
authorization systems within the department are subject to technical 27
oversight by the office of the chief information officer.28

(1) $748,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2022 and $748,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely to contract for the operation of 5
one pediatric interim care center. The center shall provide 6
residential care for up to thirteen children through two years of 7
age. Seventy-five percent of the children served by the center must 8
be in need of special care as a result of substance abuse by their 9
mothers. The center shall also provide on-site training to 10
biological, adoptive, or foster parents. The center shall provide at 11
least three months of consultation and support to the parents 12
accepting placement of children from the center.

County juvenile 36
courts shall apply to the department of children, youth, and families 37
for funding for program-specific participation and the department 38
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shall provide grants to the courts consistent with the per-1
participant treatment costs identified by the institute.2

(3) $1,537,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2022 and $1,537,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for expansion of the juvenile 5
justice treatments and therapies in department of children, youth, 6
and families programs identified by the Washington state institute 7
for public policy in its report: "Inventory of Evidence-based, 8
Research-based, and Promising Practices for Prevention and 9
Intervention Services for Children and Juveniles in the Child 10
Welfare, Juvenile Justice, and Mental Health Systems." The department 11
may concentrate delivery of these treatments and therapies at a 12
limited number of programs to deliver the treatments in a cost-13
effective manner.14

(4)(a) $6,198,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 15
fiscal year 2022 and $6,198,000 of the general fund—state 16
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely to implement 17
evidence- and research-based programs through community juvenile 18
accountability grants, administration of the grants, and evaluations 19
of programs funded by the grants. In addition to funding provided in 20
this subsection, funding to implement alcohol and substance abuse 21
treatment programs for locally committed offenders is provided 22
through an interagency agreement with the health care authority.23

(b) The department of children, youth, and families shall 24
administer a block grant to county juvenile courts for the purpose of 25
serving youth as defined in RCW 13.40.510(4)(a) in the county 26
juvenile justice system. Funds dedicated to the block grant include: 27
Consolidated juvenile service (CJS) funds, community juvenile 28
accountability act (CJAA) grants, chemical dependency/mental health 29
disposition alternative (CDDA), and suspended disposition alternative 30
(SDA). The department of children, youth, and families shall follow 31
the following formula and must prioritize evidence-based programs and 32
disposition alternatives and take into account juvenile courts 33
program-eligible youth in conjunction with the number of youth served 34
in each approved evidence-based program or disposition alternative: 35
(i) Thirty-seven and one-half percent for the at-risk population of 36
youth ten to seventeen years old; (ii) fifteen percent for the 37
assessment of low, moderate, and high-risk youth; (iii) twenty-five 38
percent for evidence-based program participation; (iv) seventeen and 39
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one-half percent for minority populations; (v) three percent for the 1
chemical dependency and mental health disposition alternative; and 2
(vi) two percent for the suspended dispositional alternatives. 3
Funding for the special sex offender disposition alternative (SSODA) 4
shall not be included in the block grant, but allocated on the 5
average daily population in juvenile courts. Funding for the 6
evidence-based expansion grants shall be excluded from the block 7
grant formula. Funds may be used for promising practices when 8
approved by the department of children, youth, and families and 9
juvenile courts, through the community juvenile accountability act 10
committee, based on the criteria established in consultation with 11
Washington state institute for public policy and the juvenile courts.12

(c) The department of children, youth, and families and the 13
juvenile courts shall establish a block grant funding formula 14
oversight committee with equal representation from the department of 15
children, youth, and families and the juvenile courts. The purpose of 16
this committee is to assess the ongoing implementation of the block 17
grant funding formula, utilizing data-driven decision making and the 18
most current available information. The committee will be co-chaired 19
by the department of children, youth, and families and the juvenile 20
courts, who will also have the ability to change members of the 21
committee as needed to achieve its purpose.

The department of children, youth, and families and 35
the juvenile courts must work collaboratively to develop program 36
outcomes that reinforce the greatest cost/benefit to the state in the 37
implementation of evidence-based practices and disposition 38
alternatives.39
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(5) $1,352,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2022 and $1,352,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for funding of the teamchild 3
project.4

(6) $283,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 5
year 2022 and $283,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 6
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the juvenile detention 7
alternatives initiative.8

(7) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2022 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a grant program focused on 11
criminal street gang prevention and intervention. The department of 12
children, youth, and families may award grants under this subsection. 13
The department of children, youth, and families shall give priority 14
to applicants who have demonstrated the greatest problems with 15
criminal street gangs. Applicants composed of, at a minimum, one or 16
more local governmental entities and one or more nonprofit, 17
nongovernmental organizations that have a documented history of 18
creating and administering effective criminal street gang prevention 19
and intervention programs may apply for funding under this 20
subsection. Each entity receiving funds must report to the department 21
of children, youth, and families on the number and types of youth 22
served, the services provided, and the impact of those services on 23
the youth and the community.24

(8) The juvenile rehabilitation institutions may use funding 25
appropriated in this subsection to purchase goods, supplies, and 26
services through hospital group purchasing organizations when it is 27
cost-effective to do so.28

(9) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 29
year 2022 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 30
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for grants to county juvenile 31
courts to establish alternative detention facilities similar to the 32
proctor house model in Jefferson county, Washington, that will 33
provide less restrictive confinement alternatives to youth in their 34
local communities. County juvenile courts shall apply to the 35
department of children, youth, and families for funding and each 36
entity receiving funds must report to the department on the number 37
and types of youth serviced, the services provided, and the impact of 38
those services on the youth and the community.39
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(10) $432,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2022 and $432,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to provide 3
housing services to clients releasing from incarceration into the 4
community.5

(11) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 6
year 2022 is provided solely to assess the juvenile court assessment 7
tool. The juvenile rehabilitation program shall contract with the 8
Washington state institute for public policy to review the 9
standardized juvenile court assessment tool to access whether it 10
accurately determines eligibility criteria and properly assigns youth 11
to programs that meet their needs. The institute must work in 12
collaboration with the juvenile block grant proviso committee.13

(12) $773,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 14
year 2022 and $986,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 15
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a community transition 16
services program expanding community-based, less restrictive 17
alternatives to total confinement through use of electronic home 18
monitoring as established in Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill 19
No. 1186 (concerning juvenile rehabilitation community transition 20
services). If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2021, the amounts 21
provided in this subsection shall lapse.22

(13) $126,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 23
year 2022 is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed Second 24
Substitute House Bill No. 1295 (institutional ed./release). If the 25
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2021, the amount provided in this 26
subsection shall lapse.27

account—state appropriation, $80,000,000 of the opportunity pathways 9
account appropriation, and $23,300,000 of the general fund—federal 10
appropriation (GEER) are provided solely for the early childhood 11
education and assistance program. These amounts shall support at 12
least 16,762 slots in fiscal year 2022 and 17,412 slots in fiscal 13
year 2023.

The purpose of 14
the additional federal funding was to ensure access to affordable 15
child care and to stabilize and support child care providers from the 16
effects of the COVID-19 pandemic.

(b) For specified enrollments in districts enrolling more than 35
twenty-five but not more than one hundred average annual full-time 36
equivalent students in grades K-8, and for small school plants within 37
any school district which enroll more than twenty-five average annual 38
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full-time equivalent students in grades K-8 and have been judged to 1
be remote and necessary by the superintendent of public instruction:2

(i) For enrollment of up to sixty annual average full-time 3
equivalent students in grades K-6, 2.76 certificated instructional 4
staff units and 0.24 certificated administrative staff units; and5

(ii) For enrollment of up to twenty annual average full-time 6
equivalent students in grades 7 and 8, 0.92 certificated 7
instructional staff units and 0.08 certificated administrative staff 8
units;9

(c) For districts operating no more than two high schools with 10
enrollments of less than three hundred average annual full-time 11
equivalent students, for enrollment in grades 9-12 in each such 12
school, other than alternative schools, except as noted in this 13
subsection:14

(i) For remote and necessary schools enrolling students in any 15
grades 9-12 but no more than twenty-five average annual full-time 16
equivalent students in grades K-12, four and one-half certificated 17
instructional staff units and one-quarter of a certificated 18
administrative staff unit;19

(ii) For each nonhigh school district with an enrollment of more 7
than fifty annual average full-time equivalent students and less than 8
one hundred eighty students, an additional one-half of a classified 9
staff unit; and10

(g) School districts receiving additional staff units to support 11
small student enrollments and remote and necessary plants under this 12
subsection (13) shall generate additional MSOC allocations consistent 13
with the nonemployee related costs (NERC) allocation formula in place 14
for the 2010-11 school year as provided section 502, chapter 37, Laws 15
of 2010 1st sp. sess. (2010 supplemental budget), adjusted annually 16
for inflation.17

(14) Any school district board of directors may petition the 18
superintendent of public instruction by submission of a resolution 19
adopted in a public meeting to reduce or delay any portion of its 20
basic education allocation for any school year. The superintendent of 21
public instruction shall approve such reduction or delay if it does 22
not impair the district's financial condition. Any delay shall not be 23
for more than two school years. Any reduction or delay shall have no 24
impact on levy authority pursuant to RCW 84.52.0531 and local effort 25
assistance pursuant to chapter 28A.500 RCW.26

(15) The superintendent may distribute funding for the following 27
programs outside the basic education formula during fiscal years 2022 28
and 2023 as follows:29

28A.700.130. Expenditures for this purpose must come first from the 8
appropriations provided in section 501(5) of this act; funding for 9
career launch enrollment exceeding those appropriations is provided 10
in this section. The office of the superintendent of public 11
instruction shall provide a summary report to the office of the 12
governor and the appropriate committees of the legislature by January 13
1, 2022. The report must include the total FTE enrollment for career 14
launch students, the FTE enrollment for career launch students that 15
exceeded the appropriations provided in section 501(5) of this act, 16
and the amount expended from this section for those students.17

ESSER) from funds attributable to subsection 313(e), the coronavirus 19
response and relief supplemental appropriations act, P.L. 116-260, 20
division M is provided solely to administer a grant program for 21
community-based organizations to collaborate with school districts to 22
support learning recovery and acceleration.23

(c) $10,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRRSA/24
ESSER) from funds attributable to subsection 313(e), the coronavirus 25
response and relief supplemental appropriations act, P.L. 116-260, 26
division M is provided solely for grants to support planning and 27
start-up costs for school districts adopting balanced school 28
calendars.29

(d) $742,367,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 30
(CRRSA/ESSER) from funds attributable to subsection 313(c), the 31
coronavirus response and relief supplemental appropriations act, P.L. 32
116-260, division M is provided solely for subgrants to local 33
education agencies. Total subgrants awarded under this subsection 34
(24)(d) and section 12, chapter 3, Laws of 2021 may not exceed the 35
federal amounts provided under subsection 313(c), the coronavirus 36
response and relief supplemental appropriations act, P.L. 116-260, 37
division M.38
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(e)(i) $46,263,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation 1
(CRRSA/GEER) is provided solely to provide emergency assistance to 2
nonpublic schools, as authorized in section 312(d), the coronavirus 3
response and relief supplemental appropriations act, P.L. 116-260, 4
division M. Total funds provided under this subsection (24)(e)(i) and 5
section 13, chapter 3, Laws of 2021 may not exceed the federal 6
amounts provided in section 312(d), the coronavirus response and 7
relief supplemental appropriations act, P.L. 116-260, division M.8

(ii) $43,708,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (ARPA) 9
is provided solely to provide emergency assistance to nonpublic 10
schools, as authorized in section 2002, the American rescue plan act 11
of 2021, P.L. 117-2.12

(f) $1,885,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (CRRSA/13
ESSER) from funds attributable to subsection 313(e), the coronavirus 14
response and relief supplemental appropriations act, P.L. 116-260, 15
division M and $5,000,000 of the elementary and secondary school 16
emergency relief III account—federal appropriation from funds 17
attributable to subsection 2001(f)(4), the American rescue plan act 18
of 2021, P.L. 117-2 are provided solely for grants to small school 19
districts located in urban and suburban areas. For purposes of this 20
subsection (24)(f) only, "school district" includes public schools 21
receiving allocations under chapter 28A.710 RCW.22

(g) $1,333,801,000 of the elementary and secondary school 23
emergency relief III account—federal appropriation is provided solely 24
for allocations from funds attributable to subsection 2001(e)(2) the 25

education agencies.27

(h) $333,450,000 of the elementary and secondary school emergency 28
relief III account—federal appropriation is provided solely for 29
allocations from funds attributable to subsection 2001(e)(1), the 30
American rescue plan act of 2021, P.L. 117-2 for subgrants to local 31
education agencies to address learning loss. Total funds provided 32
under this subsection (24)(h) and the 2021 supplemental operating 33
budget for the same purpose may not exceed the funding authorized in 34
this subsection (24)(h).35

(i) $105,878,000 of the elementary and secondary school emergency 36
relief III account—federal appropriation from funds attributable to 37
subsections 2001(f)(1) and 2001(f)(4), the American rescue plan act 38
of 2021, P.L. 117-2 is provided solely to address learning loss.39

chapter 238, Laws of 2010.9

(c) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 10
year 2022 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 11
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for advanced project lead the 12
way courses at ten high schools. To be eligible for funding in 2022, 13
a high school must have offered a foundational project lead the way 14
course during the 2020-21 school year. The 2022 funding must be used 15
for one-time start-up course costs for an advanced project lead the 16
way course, to be offered to students beginning in the 2021-22 school 17
year. To be eligible for funding in 2023, a high school must have 18
offered a foundational project lead the way course during the 2021-22 19
school year. The 2023 funding must be used for one-time start-up 20
course costs for an advanced project lead the way course, to be 21
offered to students beginning in the 2022-23 school year. The office 22
of the superintendent of public instruction and the education 23
research and data center at the office of financial management shall 24
track student participation and long-term outcome data. The office 25
may require the recipient of these funds to report the impacts of the 26
recipient's efforts in alignment with the measures of the Washington 27
school improvement framework.28

(d) $2,127,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 29
year 2022 and $2,127,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 30
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for annual startup, expansion, 31
or maintenance of core plus programs in maritime, construction, and 32
aerospace and advanced manufacturing programs. To be eligible for 33
funding to start up, maintain, or expand programs under (i) through 34
(iii) of this subsection (d), the skills center and high schools must 35
be selected through a competitive grant process administered by the 36
office of the superintendent of public instruction in consultation 37
with the advisory committee established in (vi) of this subsection 38
(d). The office and the education research and data center shall 39
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report annually student participation and long-term outcome data. 1
Within the amounts provided in this subsection:2

(i) $900,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2022 and $900,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for grants for the annual 5
startup, expansion, or maintenance of core plus programs in aerospace 6
and advanced manufacturing programs.7

(ii) $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 8
year 2022 and $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 9
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for grants for the annual 10
startup, expansion, or maintenance of core plus programs in 11
construction programs.12

contracts with sector-specific entities to expand sector-specific 27
employer engagement programs, increase work placement opportunities, 28
validate credentials necessary for direct employment, and provide 29
professional development to support schools, teachers, and students.

national conference of state legislatures and the center for civic 9
education to promote participation in government by middle and high 10
school students. Of the amounts provided, $15,000 of the general fund11
—state appropriation for fiscal year 2022 and $15,000 of the general 12
fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for 13
awarding a travel grant to the winner of the we the people: The 14
citizen and the constitution state competition.15

(b) $373,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 16
year 2022 and $373,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 17
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for implementation of chapter 18
127, Laws of 2018 (civics education). Of the amounts provided in this 19
subsection (3)(b), $10,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 20
for fiscal year 2022 and $10,000 of the general fund—state 21
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for grant 22
programs to school districts to help cover travel costs associated 23
with civics education competitions.24

(4)(a) $55,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 25
year 2022 and $55,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 26
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office of the 27
superintendent of public instruction for statewide implementation of 28
career and technical education course equivalency frameworks 29
authorized under RCW 28A.700.070 for math and science. This may 30
include development of additional equivalency course frameworks, 31
course performance assessments, and professional development for 32
districts implementing the new frameworks.33

(b) Within the amounts appropriated in this section the office of 34
the superintendent of public instruction shall ensure career and 35
technical education courses are aligned with high-demand, high-wage 36
jobs. The superintendent shall verify that the current list of career 37
and technical education courses meets the criteria established in RCW 38
28A.700.020(2). The superintendent shall remove from the list any 39
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career and technical education course that no longer meets such 1
criteria.2

(6) $4,450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 21
year 2022 and $4,700,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 22
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a contract with a 23
nongovernmental entity or entities for demonstration sites to improve 24
the educational outcomes of students who are dependent pursuant to 25
chapter 13.34 RCW pursuant to chapter 71, Laws of 2016 (foster youth 26
edu. outcomes). The office may require the recipient of these funds 27
to report the impacts of the recipient's efforts in alignment with 28
the measures of the Washington school improvement framework.29

(a) Of the amount provided in this subsection (6), $446,000 of 30
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2022 and 31
$446,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2023 32
are provided solely for the demonstration site established pursuant 33
to the 2013-2015 omnibus appropriations act, section 202(10), chapter 34
4, Laws of 2013, 2nd sp. sess.35

(b) Of the amount provided in this subsection (6), $1,015,000 of 36
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2022 and 37
$1,015,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 38
2023 are provided solely for the demonstration site established 39
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pursuant to the 2015-2017 omnibus appropriations act, section 1
501(43)(b), chapter 4, Laws of 2015, 3rd sp. sess., as amended.2

(c) Of the amounts provided in this subsection (6), $684,000 of 3
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2022 and 4
$684,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2023 5
are provided solely for the demonstration site established with 6
funding provided in the 2017-2019 omnibus appropriations act, chapter 7
1, Laws of 2017, 3rd sp. sess., as amended.8

(d) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2022 and $1,250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the demonstration site 11
established with funding provided in this act.12

(e) $55,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2022 and $55,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 14
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for maintaining and implementing 15
the data sharing agreement between the office, the department of 16
children, youth, and families, and the contractors to support 17
targeted service delivery, program evaluation, and statewide 18
education outcomes measurement for students served under this 19
section.20

(7)(a) $1,200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 21
fiscal year 2022 and $1,200,000 of the general fund—state 22
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for 23
implementation of chapter 157, Laws of 2016 (homeless students).24

(b) $36,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 25
year 2022 and $36,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 26
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for chapter 212, Laws of 2014 27
(homeless student educational outcomes).28

(8) $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 29
year 2022 and $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 30
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a nonviolence and ethical 31
leadership training and professional development program provided by 32
the institute for community leadership.33

(9) $1,425,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 34
year 2022 and $1,425,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 35
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for dual language grants to grow 36
capacity for high quality dual language learning. Grant funding may 37
be used for new and existing dual language programs, heritage 38
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language programs for immigrant and refugee students, and indigenous 1
language programs for native students.2

(10)(a) $4,940,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 3
fiscal year 2022 and $4,940,000 of the general fund—state 4
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the 5
Washington state achievers scholarship and Washington higher 6
education readiness program. The funds shall be used to: Support 7
community involvement officers that recruit, train, and match 8
community volunteer mentors with students selected as achievers 9
scholars; and to identify and reduce barriers to college for low-10
income and underserved middle and high school students. Of the 11
amounts provided: $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 12
for fiscal year 2022 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state 13
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the 14
college success foundation to establish programming in new regions 15
throughout the state. The office may require the recipient of these 16
funds to report the impacts of the recipient's efforts in alignment 17
with the measures of the Washington school improvement framework.18

(b) $1,454,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2022 and $1,454,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 20
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for contracting with a college 21
scholarship organization with expertise in conducting outreach to 22
students concerning eligibility for the Washington college bound 23
scholarship consistent with chapter 405, Laws of 2007. The office may 24
require the recipient of these funds to report the impacts of the 25
recipient's efforts in alignment with the measures of the Washington 26
school improvement framework.27

(c) $362,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 28
year 2022 and $362,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for implementation of chapter 30
180, Laws of 2017 (Washington Aim program).31

(11)(a) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2022 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 33
for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the Washington state 34
leadership and assistance for science education reform (LASER) 35
regional partnership activities, including instructional material 36
purchases, teacher and principal professional development, and school 37
and community engagement events. The office may require the recipient 38
of these funds to report the impacts of the recipient's efforts in 39
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alignment with the measures of the Washington school improvement 1
framework.2

(b) $3,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2022 and $3,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for a statewide information 5
technology academy program. This public-private partnership will 6
provide educational software, as well as information technology 7
certification and software training opportunities for students and 8
staff in public schools. The office must require the recipient of 9
these funds to report the impacts of the recipient's efforts in 10
alignment with the measures of the Washington school improvement 11
framework. The report must include the number of students served 12
disaggregated by gender, race, ethnicity, and free-and-reduced lunch 13
eligibility as well as the number of industry certificates attained 14
by type of certificate.15

(c) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 16
year 2022 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 17
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for grants of $2,500 to provide 18
twenty middle and high school teachers each year with professional 19
development training for implementing integrated math, science, 20
technology, and engineering programs in their schools.21

(d) $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 22
year 2022 and $1,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 23
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the computer science and 24
education grant program to support the following three purposes: 25
Train and credential teachers in computer sciences; provide and 26
upgrade technology needed to learn computer science; and, for 27
computer science frontiers grants to introduce students to and engage 28
them in computer science. The office of the superintendent of public 29
instruction must use the computer science learning standards adopted 30
pursuant to chapter 3, Laws of 2015 (computer science) in 31
implementing the grant, to the extent possible. Additionally, grants 32
provided for the purpose of introducing students to computer science 33
are intended to support innovative ways to introduce and engage 34
students from historically underrepresented groups, including girls, 35
low-income students, and minority students, to computer science and 36
to inspire them to enter computer science careers. The office of the 37
superintendent of public instruction may award up to $500,000 each 38
year, without a matching requirement, to districts with greater than 39
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fifty percent of students eligible for free and reduced-price meals. 1
All other awards must be equally matched by private sources for the 2
program, including gifts, grants, or endowments.3

(e) $750,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 4
year 2022 and $750,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 5
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office of the 6
superintendent of public instruction to contract with a qualified 7
501(c)(3) nonprofit community-based organization physically located 8
in Washington state that has at least 18 years of experience 9
collaborating with the office and school districts statewide to 10
integrate the state learning standards in English language arts, 11
mathematics, and science with FieldSTEM outdoor field studies and 12
project-based and work-based learning opportunities aligned with the 13
environmental, natural resource, and agricultural sectors. The office 14
may require the recipient of these funds to report the impacts of the 15
recipient's efforts in alignment with the measures of the Washington 16
school improvement framework.17

(f) $62,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 18
year 2022 and $62,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 19
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for competitive grants to school 20
districts to increase the capacity of high schools to offer AP 21
computer science courses. In making grant allocations, the office of 22
the superintendent of public instruction must give priority to 23
schools and districts in rural areas, with substantial enrollment of 24
low-income students, and that do not offer AP computer science. 25
School districts may apply to receive either or both of the following 26
grants:27

(i) A grant to establish partnerships to support computer science 28
professionals from private industry serving on a voluntary basis as 29

Worden state park.6

(13) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 7
year 2022 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for contracts with Washington 9
state based nonprofit organizations that provide a career-integrated 10
one-to-one mentoring program for disadvantaged high school students 11
facing academic and personal challenges with the goal of keeping them 12
on track for graduation and post-high school success. The mentoring 13
must include a focus on college readiness, career exploration and 14
social-emotional learning. An applicant requesting funding for these 15
dollars must successfully demonstrate to the department that it 16
currently provides a career-integrated one-to-one volunteer mentoring 17
program and has been mentoring high school youth for at least twenty 18
years in the state prior to application.19

(14) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2022 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 21
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office to contract with 22
an organization to create an after-school and summer learning program 23
in the city of Federal Way. The program shall provide comprehensive, 24
culturally competent academic support and cultural enrichment for 25
primarily latinx, spanish-speaking, low-income sixth, seventh, and 26
eighth grade students. The department must contract with an 27
organization with over forty years of experience that serves the 28
latino community in Seattle and King county and has previously 29
established an after-school and summer learning program.30

(15) $850,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 31
year 2022 and $850,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office of the 33
superintendent of public instruction to create and administer a grant 34
program for districts to reduce associated student body fees or 35
participation fees for students who are eligible to participate in 36
the federal free and reduced-price meals program. The office must 37
distribute grants for the 2021-22 school year to school districts by 38
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August 10, 2021, and grants for the 2022-23 school year by August 1, 1
2022.2

(a) Grant awards must be prioritized in the following order:3
(i) High schools implementing the United States department of 4

agriculture community eligibility provision;5
(ii) High schools with the highest percentage of students in 6

grades nine through twelve eligible to participate in the federal 7
free and reduced-price meals program; and8

(iii) High schools located in school districts enrolling 5,000 or 9
fewer students.10

(b) High schools that do not comply with the data collection and 11
reporting requirements in RCW 28A.320.540 are not eligible for grant 12
funding.13

year 2022 is provided solely for the south Kitsap school district to 26
codevelop a pilot strategy to increase completion rates for the free 27

(17) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 29
year 2022 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 30
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office of the 31
superintendent of public instruction to contract with a Washington-32
based nonprofit organization to promote equitable access in science, 33
technology, engineering, and math education for historically 34
underserved students and communities. The nonprofit shall provide a 35
system of science educational programming specifically for migrant 36
and bilingual students, including teacher professional development, 37
culturally responsive classroom resources that are aligned with 38
Washington state science and environmental and sustainability 39
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learning standards, and implementation support. At least 50 percent 1
of the funding provided in this subsection must serve schools and 2
school districts in eastern Washington. The nonprofit organization 3
must have experience developing and implementing science and 4
environmental science programming and resources for migrant and 5
bilingual students.6

(18) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 7
year 2022 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office of the 9
superintendent of public instruction to contract with a nonprofit 10
organization serving opportunity youth in Pierce, King and Snohomish 11
counties. The organization must assist traditionally underrepresented 12
students on nontraditional educational pathways by providing 13
mentorship and technical assistance in navigating higher education 14
and financial aid. The office may require the recipient of these 15
funds to report the impacts of the efforts in alignment with the 16
measures of the Washington school improvement framework.17

(19) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 18
year 2022 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 19
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office of the 20
superintendent of public instruction to administer a grants program 21
for school districts to acquire and use research-based, social 22
emotional learning curricula in accordance with the state social 23
emotional learning standards. The office must prioritize school 24
districts that do not have existing research based social emotional 25
learning programs and that are also eligible for high-poverty 26
allocations from the learning assistance program.27

(20) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 28
year 2022 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the office to contract with 30
a career and technical student organization that specializes in using 31
e-sports to engage students in seven career clusters to bring team-32
based, career and technical education (CTE) e-sports programs to each 33
high school in the Battle Ground, Evergreen, and Vancouver school 34
districts. Any funding remaining may be used for e-sports programs in 35
the middle schools of the three school districts.36

(21) $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 37
year 2022 and $375,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for the department to contract 39
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with a nonprofit organization to facilitate one-to-one mentoring of 1
students by blending technology with a focus on college readiness, 2
workforce development, career exploration, and social emotional 3
learning. Funding for the program may support expansion of programs 4
with current school partners or provide start-up funding to expand 5
across the state. To be eligible for the contract, the organization 6
must provide screened and trained volunteer mentors for students 7
facing academic and personal challenges.8

(22) $10,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 9
fiscal year 2022 is provided solely for the office of the 10
superintendent of public instruction to contract with the Washington 11
school principals' education foundation to support pandemic related 12
learning loss through outdoor learning and overnight camp 13
experiences. The association, in consultation with the office, must 14
provide grants to school districts that partner with an accredited 15
residential outdoor school to provide up to 20,000 fifth and sixth 16
grade students with up to five days of outdoor learning at an 17
overnight camp. Prioritization must be given to schools that have 18
been identified for improvement and students who are most impacted by 19
opportunity gaps as determined by measures of the Washington school 20
improvement framework. Outdoor schools must provide curriculum that 21
is aligned to state learning standards and provide opportunities for 22
accelerated learning, including career connected learning in field 23
based environmental science, technology, engineering, and math. Funds 24
may be used by residential outdoor schools for operational activities 25
necessary for reopening.26

(23) $1,399,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 27
fiscal year 2022 and $1,399,000 of the general fund—state 28
appropriation for fiscal year 2023 are provided solely for school 29
districts to support youth who are truant under chapter 28A.225 RCW 30
or at risk of becoming truant, and for costs associated with filing 31
or serving petitions under RCW 28A.225.030.32

(24) $12,000,000 of the elementary and secondary school emergency 33
relief III account—federal appropriation from funds attributable to 34
subsection 2001(b), the American rescue plan act of 2021, P.L. 117-2, 35
is provided solely for the purposes of identifying children and youth 36
experiencing homelessness and providing children and youth 37
experiencing homelessness with:38
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(a) Wrap-around services due to the challenges of the COVID-19 1
public health emergency; and2

(b) Assistance needed to enable children and youth experiencing 3
homelessness to attend school and participate fully in school 4
activities.5

(25) The general fund—state appropriations in this section for 6
fiscal year 2022 have been reduced by $16,000 and the general fund—7
state appropriations in this section for fiscal year 2023 have been 8
reduced by $16,000 to reflect global compensation savings. The office 9
of financial management, in consultation with the office of the 10
superintendent of public instruction, shall adjust allotments from 11
the appropriations in this section, including allotments of amounts 12
provided solely for a specific purpose, to reflect the reduction to 13
the overall appropriation.14

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 601.  The appropriations in sections 605 3
through 611 of this act are subject to the following conditions and 4
limitations:5

(1) "Institutions" means the institutions of higher education 6
receiving appropriations under sections 605 through 611 of this act.7

(2) The legislature, the office of financial management, and 8
other state agencies need consistent and accurate personnel data from 9
institutions of higher education for policy planning purposes. 10
Institutions of higher education shall report personnel data to the 11
office of financial management for inclusion in the agency's data 12
warehouse. Uniform reporting procedures shall be established by the 13
office of financial management's office of the state human resources 14
director for use by the reporting institutions, including provisions 15
for common job classifications and common definitions of full-time 16
equivalent staff. Annual contract amounts, number of contract months, 17
and funding sources shall be consistently reported for employees 18
under contract.19

(3) In addition to waivers granted under the authority of RCW 20
28B.15.910, the governing boards and the state board may waive all or 21
a portion of operating fees for any student. State general fund 22
appropriations shall not be provided to replace tuition and fee 23
revenue foregone as a result of waivers granted under this 24
subsection.25

(4)(a) For employees under the jurisdiction of chapter 41.56 or 26
41.80 RCW, salary increases will be in accordance with the applicable 27
collective bargaining agreement.

Whenever allocations are made from the governor's emergency fund 13

appropriation to an agency that is financed in whole or in part by 14
other than general fund moneys, the director of financial management 15
may direct the repayment of such allocated amount to the general fund 16
from any balance in the fund or funds which finance the agency. An 17
appropriation is not necessary to effect such repayment.18

In addition to the amounts appropriated in this act for revenues 20

for distribution, state contributions to the law enforcement 21
officers' and firefighters' retirement system plan 2 and bond 22
retirement and interest, including ongoing bond registration and 23
transfer charges, transfers, interest on registered warrants, and 24
certificates of indebtedness, there is also appropriated such further 25
amounts as may be required or available for these purposes under any 26
statutory formula or under chapters 39.94, 39.96, and 39.98 RCW or 27
any proper bond covenant made under law.28

In addition to such other appropriations as are made by this act, 30

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(1) As a management tool to reduce costs and make more effective 1
use of resources, while improving employee productivity and morale, 2
agencies may implement either a voluntary retirement or separation 3
program, or both, that is cost neutral or results in cost savings, 4
including costs to the state pension systems, over a two-year period 5
following the commencement of the program, provided that such a 6
program is approved by the director of financial management. Agencies 7
participating in this authorization may offer voluntary retirement 8
and/or separation incentives and options according to procedures and 9
guidelines established by the office of financial management in 10
consultation with the department of retirement systems. The options 11
may include, but are not limited to, financial incentives for 12
voluntary separation or retirement. An employee does not have a 13
contractual right to a financial incentive offered under this 14
section. The office of financial management and the department of 15
retirement systems may review and monitor incentive offers. Agencies 16
are required to submit a report by the date established by the office 17
of financial management in the guidelines required in this section to 18
the legislature and the office of financial management on the outcome 19
of their approved incentive program. The report should include 20
information on the details of the program, including the incentive 21
payment amount for each participant, the total cost to the state, and 22
the projected or actual net dollar savings over the two-year period.23

(2) The department of retirement systems may collect from 24
employers the actuarial cost of any incentive provided under this 25
program, or any other incentive to retire provided by employers to 26
members of the state's pension systems, for deposit in the 27
appropriate pension account.28

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 906.  COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENTS NOT 29
IMPAIRED30

Nothing in this act prohibits the expenditure of any funds by an 31
agency or institution of the state for benefits guaranteed by any 32
collective bargaining agreement in effect on the effective date of 33
this section.34

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 907.  COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENTS35
The following sections represent the results of the 2021-2023 36

collective bargaining process required under the provisions of 37
chapters 41.80, 41.56, and 74.39A RCW. Provisions of the collective 38
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bargaining agreements contained in sections 908 through 939 and 943 1
through 946 of this act are described in general terms. Only major 2
economic terms are included in the descriptions. These descriptions 3
do not contain the complete contents of the agreements.

Appropriations for state agencies in this act are sufficient for 8
represented employees outside the coalition for health benefits, and 9
are subject to the following conditions and limitations: The monthly 10
employer funding rate for insurance benefit premiums, public 11
employees' benefits board administration, and the uniform medical 12
plan, may not exceed $936 per eligible employee for fiscal year 2022. 13
For fiscal year 2023, the monthly employer funding rate may not 14
exceed $1,091 per eligible employee.15

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 942.  COMPENSATION—SCHOOL EMPLOYEES—INSURANCE 16
BENEFITS17

An agreement was reached for the 2021-2023 biennium between the 18
governor and the school employee coalition under the provisions of 19
chapters 41.56 and 41.59 RCW. Appropriations in this act for 20
allocations to school districts are sufficient to implement the 21
provisions of the 2021-2023 collective bargaining agreement, which 22
maintains the provisions of the prior agreement, and are subject to 23
the following conditions and limitations:24

(1) The monthly employer funding rate for insurance benefit 25
premiums, school employees' benefits board administration, retiree 26
remittance, and the uniform medical plan, shall not exceed $968 per 27
eligible employee in the 2021-22 school year. For the 2022-23 school 28
year, the monthly employer funding rate shall not exceed $1,032 per 29
eligible employee. Employers will contribute one hundred percent of 30
the retiree remittance defined in section 943 of this act, which is 31
included as part of the above monthly employer funding rate.32

(2) For the purposes of distributing insurance benefits, 33
certificated staff units as determined in section 504 of this act 34
will be multiplied by 1.02 and classified staff units as determined 35
in section 504 of this act will be multiplied by 1.43.36
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(3) Except as provided by the parties' health care agreement, in 1
order to achieve the level of funding provided for health benefits, 2
the school employees' benefits board shall require any or all of the 3
following: Employee premium copayments, increases in point-of-service 4
cost sharing, the implementation of managed competition, or other 5
changes to benefits consistent with RCW 41.05.740. The board shall 6
collect a twenty-five dollar per month surcharge payment from members 7
who use tobacco products and a surcharge payment of not less than 8
fifty dollars per month from members who cover a spouse or domestic 9
partner where the spouse or domestic partner has chosen not to enroll 10
in another employer-based group health insurance that has benefits 11
and premiums with an actuarial value of not less than ninety-five 12
percent of the actuarial value of the public employees' benefits 13
board plan with the largest enrollment. The surcharge payments shall 14
be collected in addition to the member premium payment if directed by 15
the legislature.16

(4) The health care authority shall deposit any moneys received 17
on behalf of the school employees' medical plan as a result of 18
rebates on prescription drugs, audits of hospitals, subrogation 19
payments, or any other moneys recovered as a result of prior uniform 20
medical plan claims payments, into the school employees' and 21
retirees' insurance account to be used for insurance benefits. Such 22
receipts may not be used for administrative expenditures.23

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 943.  COMPENSATION—NONREPRESENTED EMPLOYEES—24
INSURANCE BENEFITS25

Appropriations for state agencies in this act are sufficient for 26
nonrepresented state employee health benefits for state agencies, 27
including institutions of higher education, and are subject to the 28
following conditions and limitations:29

(1) The employer monthly funding rate for insurance benefit 30
premiums, public employees' benefits board administration, and the 31
uniform medical plan, shall not exceed $936 per eligible employee for 32
fiscal year 2022. For fiscal year 2023, the monthly employer funding 33
rate shall not exceed $1,091 per eligible employee. These rates 34
assume the use of plan surplus from the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium in 35
fiscal year 2022.36

(2) The health care authority, subject to the approval of the 37
public employees' benefits board, shall provide subsidies for health 38
benefit premiums to eligible retired or disabled public employees and 39
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school district employees who are eligible for medicare, pursuant to 1
RCW 41.05.085. For calendar years 2022 and 2023, the subsidy shall be 2
up to $183 per month. Funds from reserves accumulated for future 3
adverse claims experience, from past favorable claims experience, or 4
otherwise, may not be used to increase this retiree subsidy beyond 5
what is authorized by the legislature in this subsection.6

(3) School districts and educational service districts shall 7
remit to the health care authority for deposit into the public 8
employees' and retirees' insurance account established in RCW 9
41.05.120 the following amounts:10

(a) For each full-time employee, $72.08 per month beginning 11
September 1, 2021, and $80.04 beginning September 1, 2022;12

(b) For each part-time employee, who at the time of the 13
remittance is employed in an eligible position as defined in RCW 14
41.32.010 or 41.40.010 and is eligible for employer fringe benefit 15
contributions for basic benefits, $72.08 each month beginning 16
September 1, 2021, and $80.04 beginning September 1, 2022, prorated 17
by the proportion of employer fringe benefit contributions for a 18
full-time employee that the part-time employee receives. The 19
remittance requirements specified in this subsection do not apply to 20
employees of a technical college, school district, or educational 21
service district who purchase insurance benefits through contracts 22
with the health care authority.23

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 944.  COMPENSATION—NONREPRESENTED EMPLOYEES—24
FOREGONE GENERAL WAGE INCREASES25

Appropriations in this act for state agencies, including 26
institutions of higher education, are sufficient to provide a three 27
percent or two percent general wage increase, effective July 1, 2021, 28
for employees that were scheduled to receive a general wage increase 29
of either of those amounts on July 1, 2020, that was forgone due to 30
COVID-19 emergency.31

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 945.  COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT FOR 32
NONSTATE EMPLOYEES—WFSE LANGUAGE ACCESS PROVIDERS33

An agreement has been reached between the governor and the 34
Washington federation of state employees for the language access 35
providers under the provisions of chapter 41.56 RCW for the 2021-2023 36
fiscal biennium. Funding is provided for an in-person interpreting 37
rate increase of $0.12 per hour for each of fiscal year 2022 and 38
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fiscal year 2023. In addition, other terms of the agreement that are 1
funded include a continuation of the social service mileage premium.2

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 946.  COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT FOR 3
NONSTATE EMPLOYEES—SEIU LOCAL 775 HOME CARE WORKERS4

An agreement has been reached between the governor and the 5
service employees international union local 775 through an interest 6
arbitration award under the provisions of chapter 74.39A RCW and 7
41.56 RCW for the 2021-2023 fiscal biennium. Funding is provided for 8
the arbitration award that includes increases to wages and benefits 9
and certain improvements in the second year of the agreement. Wages 10
are increased approximately 3 percent over the biennium. Health care 11
contributions are increased 5 percent each year of the agreement. 12
Beginning July 1, 2022, individual providers will receive credit on 13
the wage scale for verifiable hours worked for a related home care 14
agency and time and one-half pay for hours worked on two holidays 15
(Independence Day and New Year's Eve).16

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 947.  COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT FOR 17
NONSTATE EMPLOYEES—SEIU LOCAL 925 CHILDCARE WORKERS18

An agreement has been reached between the governor and the 19
service employees international union local 925 under the provisions 20
of chapter 41.56 RCW for the 2021-2023 fiscal biennium. Funding is 21
provided for an increase in the hourly rate of care provided by 22
family, friends, and neighbor providers (FFNs) in fiscal year 2023 23
from $2.65 to $3.00. The agreement maintains the current subsidy 24
rates for licensed providers for fiscal year 2022 and includes an 25
agreement to bargain over possible adjustments to rates for fiscal 26
year 2023. In addition, the agreement includes and funding is 27
provided to increase the rate paid to providers who reach level 3.5 28
of the state's early achievers quality rating system by 2 percent, 29
bringing the rate to 15 percent above the base subsidy rate. Lastly, 30
the agreement includes and funding is provided to increase the 31
nonstandard hour care rate from $80.00 to $90.00 per child per month.32

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 948.  COLLECTIVE BARGAINING AGREEMENT FOR 33
NONSTATE EMPLOYEES—ADULT FAMILY HOME COUNCIL34

An agreement has been reached between the governor and the adult 35
family home council under the provisions of chapter 41.56 RCW for the 36
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2021-2023 fiscal biennium. Funding is provided for a 3 percent 1
increase to the wages and administrative component of the base daily 2
rate adult family home providers receive for CARE classifications A 3
through D beginning July 1, 2021, and a 3 percent increase in E 4
classifications beginning July 1, 2022. The agreement also includes 5
and funds are provided for a one-time, 3 percent increase to the 6
health care and mandatory training components of the rates beginning 7
July 1, 2021.8

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 949.  COMPENSATION—REVISE PENSION CONTRIBUTION 9
RATES10

The appropriations in this act for school districts and state 11
agencies, including institutions of higher education, are subject to 12
the following conditions and limitations: Appropriations are adjusted 13
to reflect changes to agency appropriations to reflect pension 14
contribution rates adopted by the pension funding council and the law 15
enforcement officers' and firefighters' retirement system plan 2 16
board.17

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 950.  JUNETEENTH HOLIDAY18
Funding is provided for the cost to agencies of additional staff 19

necessary to provide coverage in positions that require continual 20
presence, as a result of implementing House Bill No. 1016 (making 21
Juneteenth a legal holiday).22

Sec. 951.  RCW 10.99.800 and 2019 c 263 s 803 are each amended to 23
read as follows:24

(1) The Washington domestic violence risk assessment work group 25
is established to study how and when risk assessment can best be used 26

research, review, and make recommendations on the following:22

(b) The work group shall compile its findings and recommendations 7

mandating arrest in cases of domestic violence should be amended and 12

mutually agreed upon modification of the agreement.33

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(7)(a) For the ((2019-2021)) 2021-2023 fiscal biennium, the 1
legislature may approve funding for a collective bargaining agreement 2
negotiated ((by a higher education institution and the Washington 3
federation of state employees)) with the Washington public employees' 4
association—general government and Highline Community College and 5
ratified by the employees' exclusive bargaining representative before 6
final legislative action on the omnibus appropriations act by the 7
sitting legislature.8

(b) Subsection (3)(a) and (b) of this section do not apply to 9
requests for funding made pursuant to this subsection.10

Sec. 958.  RCW 43.08.190 and 2019 c 415 s 962 are each amended to 11
read as follows:12

There is hereby created a fund within the state treasury to be 13
known as the "state treasurer's service fund." Such fund shall be 14
used solely for the payment of costs and expenses incurred in the 15
operation and administration of the state treasurer's office.16

Moneys shall be allocated monthly and placed in the state 17
treasurer's service fund equivalent to a maximum of one percent of 18
the trust and treasury average daily cash balances from the earnings 19
generated under the authority of RCW 43.79A.040 and 43.84.080 other 20
than earnings generated from investment of balances in funds and 21
accounts specified in RCW 43.79A.040(4)(c).

During the ((2017-2019 and)) 2019-2021 and 36
2021-2023 fiscal biennia, the legislature may direct the state 37
treasurer to make transfers of money in the state treasurer's service 38
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fund to the state general fund. It is the intent of the legislature 1
that this policy will be continued in subsequent biennia.2

RCW 43.09.475 and 2019 c 415 s 963 are each amended to 3
read as follows:4

The performance audits of government account is hereby created in 5
the custody of the state treasurer. Revenue identified in RCW 6
82.08.020(5) and 82.12.0201 shall be deposited in the account. Money 7
in the account shall be used to fund the performance audits and 8
follow-up performance audits under RCW 43.09.470 and shall be 9
expended by the state auditor in accordance with chapter 1, Laws of 10

(1) The workforce education investment account is created in the 27
state treasury. All revenues from the workforce investment surcharge 28
created in RCW 82.04.299 and those revenues as specified under RCW 29
82.04.290(2)(c) must be deposited directly into the account. Moneys 30
in the account may be spent only after appropriation. Expenditures 31
from the account may be used only for higher education programs, 32
higher education operations, higher education compensation, and 33
state-funded student aid programs.

(a)(i) Up to fifteen percent to the health care authority for the 21
development, implementation, maintenance, and evaluation of programs 22

(b)(i) Up to ten percent to the department of health for the 9
following, subject to (b)(ii) of this subsection (2):10

(A) Creation, implementation, operation, and management of a 11
marijuana education and public health program that contains the 12
following:13

(I) A marijuana use public health hotline that provides referrals 14
to substance abuse treatment providers, utilizes evidence-based or 15
research-based public health approaches to minimizing the harms 16
associated with marijuana use, and does not solely advocate an 17
abstinence-only approach;18

(II) A grants program for local health departments or other local 19
community agencies that supports development and implementation of 20
coordinated intervention strategies for the prevention and reduction 21
of marijuana use by youth; and22

(III) Media-based education campaigns across television, 23
internet, radio, print, and out-of-home advertising, separately 24
targeting youth and adults, that provide medically and scientifically 25
accurate information about the health and safety risks posed by 26
marijuana use; and27

(B) The Washington poison control center.28
(ii) For each fiscal year, the legislature must appropriate a 29

minimum of nine million seven hundred fifty thousand dollars under 30
this subsection (2)(b);31

(c)(i) Up to six-tenths of one percent to the University of 32
Washington and four-tenths of one percent to Washington State 33
University for research on the short and long-term effects of 34
marijuana use, to include but not be limited to formal and informal 35
methods for estimating and measuring intoxication and impairment, and 36
for the dissemination of such research.37

(ii) For each fiscal year, except for the ((2017-2019 and)) 38
2019-2021 and 2021-2023 fiscal biennia, the legislature must 39
appropriate a minimum of one million twenty-one thousand dollars to 40
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the University of Washington. For each fiscal year, except for the 1
((2017-2019 and)) 2019-2021 and 2021-2023 fiscal biennia, the 2
legislature must appropriate a minimum of six hundred eighty-one 3
thousand dollars to Washington State University under this subsection 4
(2)(c). It is the intent of the legislature that this policy will be 5
continued in the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium;6

(d) Fifty percent to the state basic health plan trust account to 7
be administered by the Washington basic health plan administrator and 8
used as provided under chapter 70.47 RCW;9

(e) Five percent to the Washington state health care authority to 10
be expended exclusively through contracts with community health 11
centers to provide primary health and dental care services, migrant 12
health services, and maternity health care services as provided under 13
RCW 41.05.220;14

(f)(i) Up to three-tenths of one percent to the office of the 15
superintendent of public instruction to fund grants to building 16
bridges programs under chapter 28A.175 RCW.17

(ii) For each fiscal year, the legislature must appropriate a 18
minimum of five hundred eleven thousand dollars to the office of the 19
superintendent of public instruction under this subsection (2)(f); 20
and21

(g) At the end of each fiscal year, the treasurer must transfer 22
any amounts in the dedicated marijuana account that are not 23
appropriated pursuant to subsection (1) of this section and this 24
subsection (2) into the general fund, except as provided in (g)(i) of 25
this subsection (2).26

(i) Beginning in fiscal year 2018, if marijuana excise tax 27
collections deposited into the general fund in the prior fiscal year 28
exceed twenty-five million dollars, then each fiscal year the 29
legislature must appropriate an amount equal to thirty percent of all 30
marijuana excise taxes deposited into the general fund the prior 31
fiscal year to the treasurer for distribution to counties, cities, 32

(2) The external organization or organizations contracted to 19
implement and operate the family connections program shall implement 20
and operate the family connections program in one location west of 21
the crest of the Cascade mountains, and one location east of the 22
crest of the Cascade mountains.23

(a) Employ the resource utilization group IV case mix 16
classification methodology. The department shall use the fifty-seven 17
group index maximizing model for the resource utilization group IV 18
grouper version MDS 3.05, but in the 2021-2023 biennium the 19
department may revise or update the ((classification)) methodology 20
used to establish case mix classifications to reflect advances or 21
refinements in resident assessment or classification, ((subject to 22
federal requirements)) as made available by the federal government.

(2)(a) In calculating a facility's two average case mix indexes 21
for each quarter, the department shall include all residents or 22

(5) The cutoff date for the department to use resident assessment 3
data, for the purposes of calculating both the facility average and 4
the medicaid average case mix indexes, and for establishing and 5
updating a facility's direct care component rate, shall be one month 6
and one day after the end of the quarter for which the resident 7
assessment data applies.8

(6)(a) Although the facility average and the medicaid average 9
case mix indexes shall both be calculated quarterly, the cost-10
rebasing period facility average case mix index will be used 11
throughout the applicable cost-rebasing period in combination with 12
cost report data as specified by RCW 74.46.561, to establish a 13
facility's allowable cost per case mix unit.

(1) The legislature adopts a new system for establishing nursing 8
home payment rates beginning July 1, 2016. Any payments to nursing 9
homes for services provided after June 30, 2016, must be based on the 10
new system. The new system must be designed in such a manner as to 11
decrease administrative complexity associated with the payment 12
methodology, reward nursing homes providing care for high acuity 13
residents, incentivize quality care for residents of nursing homes, 14
and establish minimum staffing standards for direct care.15

(2) The new system must be based primarily on industry-wide 16
costs, and have three main components: Direct care, indirect care, 17
and capital.18

(3) The direct care component must include the direct care and 19
therapy care components of the previous system, along with food, 20
laundry, and dietary services. Direct care must be paid at a fixed 21
rate, based on one hundred percent or greater of statewide case mix 22
neutral median costs, but for fiscal year 2023 shall be ((set)) 23
capped so that a nursing home provider's direct care rate does not 24
exceed one hundred ((eighteen)) thirty percent of its base year's 25
direct care allowable costs except if the provider is below the 26
minimum staffing standard established in RCW 74.42.360(2). The 27
legislature intends to remove the cap on direct care rates by June 28
30, 2027. Direct care must be performance-adjusted for acuity every 29
six months, using case mix principles. Direct care must be regionally 30
adjusted using countywide wage index information available through 31
the United States department of labor's bureau of labor statistics. 32
There is no minimum occupancy for direct care. The direct care 33
component rate allocations calculated in accordance with this section 34
must be adjusted to the extent necessary to comply with RCW 35
74.46.421.36

(4) The indirect care component must include the elements of 37
administrative expenses, maintenance costs, and housekeeping services 38
from the previous system. A minimum occupancy assumption of ninety 39
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percent must be applied to indirect care. Indirect care must be paid 1
at a fixed rate, based on ninety percent or greater of statewide 2
median costs. The indirect care component rate allocations calculated 3
in accordance with this section must be adjusted to the extent 4
necessary to comply with RCW 74.46.421.5

(5) The capital component must use a fair market rental system to 6
set a price per bed. The capital component must be adjusted for the 7
age of the facility, and must use a minimum occupancy assumption of 8
ninety percent.9

(a) Beginning July 1, 2016, the fair rental rate allocation for 10
each facility must be determined by multiplying the allowable nursing 11
home square footage in (c) of this subsection by the RSMeans rental 12
rate in (d) of this subsection and by the number of licensed beds 13
yielding the gross unadjusted building value. An equipment allowance 14
of ten percent must be added to the unadjusted building value. The 15
sum of the unadjusted building value and equipment allowance must 16
then be reduced by the average age of the facility as determined by 17
(e) of this subsection using a depreciation rate of one and one-half 18
percent. The depreciated building and equipment plus land valued at 19
ten percent of the gross unadjusted building value before 20
depreciation must then be multiplied by the rental rate at seven and 21
one-half percent to yield an allowable fair rental value for the 22
land, building, and equipment.23

(b) The fair rental value determined in (a) of this subsection 24
must be divided by the greater of the actual total facility census 25
from the prior full calendar year or imputed census based on the 26
number of licensed beds at ninety percent occupancy.27

(c) For the rate year beginning July 1, 2016, all facilities must 28
be reimbursed using four hundred square feet. For the rate year 29
beginning July 1, 2017, allowable nursing facility square footage 30
must be determined using the total nursing facility square footage as 31
reported on the medicaid cost reports submitted to the department in 32
compliance with this chapter. The maximum allowable square feet per 33
bed may not exceed four hundred fifty.34

(d) Each facility must be paid at eighty-three percent or greater 35
of the median nursing facility RSMeans construction index value per 36
square foot. The department may use updated RSMeans construction 37
index information when more recent square footage data becomes 38
available. The statewide value per square foot must be indexed based 39
on facility zip code by multiplying the statewide value per square 40
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foot times the appropriate zip code based index. For the purpose of 1
implementing this section, the value per square foot effective July 2
1, 2016, must be set so that the weighted average fair rental value 3
rate is not less than ten dollars and eighty cents per patient day. 4
The capital component rate allocations calculated in accordance with 5
this section must be adjusted to the extent necessary to comply with 6
RCW 74.46.421.7

(e) The average age is the actual facility age reduced for 8
significant renovations. Significant renovations are defined as those 9
renovations that exceed two thousand dollars per bed in a calendar 10
year as reported on the annual cost report submitted in accordance 11
with this chapter. For the rate beginning July 1, 2016, the 12
department shall use renovation data back to 1994 as submitted on 13
facility cost reports. Beginning July 1, 2016, facility ages must be 14
reduced in future years if the value of the renovation completed in 15
any year exceeds two thousand dollars times the number of licensed 16
beds. The cost of the renovation must be divided by the accumulated 17
depreciation per bed in the year of the renovation to determine the 18
equivalent number of new replacement beds. The new age for the 19
facility is a weighted average with the replacement bed equivalents 20
reflecting an age of zero and the existing licensed beds, minus the 21
new bed equivalents, reflecting their age in the year of the 22
renovation. At no time may the depreciated age be less than zero or 23
greater than forty-four years.24

(f) A nursing facility's capital component rate allocation must 25
be rebased annually, effective July 1, 2016, in accordance with this 26
section and this chapter.27

(g) For the purposes of this subsection (5), "RSMeans" means 28
building construction costs data as published by Gordian.29

(6) A quality incentive must be offered as a rate enhancement 30
beginning July 1, 2016.31

(a) An enhancement no larger than five percent and no less than 32
one percent of the statewide average daily rate must be paid to 33
facilities that meet or exceed the standard established for the 34
quality incentive. All providers must have the opportunity to earn 35
the full quality incentive payment.36

(b) The quality incentive component must be determined by 37
calculating an overall facility quality score composed of four to six 38
quality measures. For fiscal year 2017 there shall be four quality 39
measures, and for fiscal year 2018 there shall be six quality 40
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measures. Initially, the quality incentive component must be based on 1
minimum data set quality measures for the percentage of long-stay 2
residents who self-report moderate to severe pain, the percentage of 3
high-risk long-stay residents with pressure ulcers, the percentage of 4
long-stay residents experiencing one or more falls with major injury, 5
and the percentage of long-stay residents with a urinary tract 6
infection. Quality measures must be reviewed on an annual basis by a 7
stakeholder work group established by the department. Upon review, 8
quality measures may be added or changed. The department may risk 9
adjust individual quality measures as it deems appropriate.10

(c) The facility quality score must be point based, using at a 11
minimum the facility's most recent available three-quarter average 12
centers for medicare and medicaid services quality data. Point 13
thresholds for each quality measure must be established using the 14
corresponding statistical values for the quality measure point 15
determinants of eighty quality measure points, sixty quality measure 16
points, forty quality measure points, and twenty quality measure 17
points, identified in the most recent available five-star quality 18
rating system technical user's guide published by the center[s] for 19
medicare and medicaid services.20

(d) Facilities meeting or exceeding the highest performance 21
threshold (top level) for a quality measure receive twenty-five 22
points. Facilities meeting the second highest performance threshold 23
receive twenty points. Facilities meeting the third level of 24
performance threshold receive fifteen points. Facilities in the 25
bottom performance threshold level receive no points. Points from all 26
quality measures must then be summed into a single aggregate quality 27
score for each facility.28

(e) Facilities receiving an aggregate quality score of eighty 29
percent of the overall available total score or higher must be placed 30
in the highest tier (tier V), facilities receiving an aggregate score 31
of between seventy and seventy-nine percent of the overall available 32
total score must be placed in the second highest tier (tier IV), 33
facilities receiving an aggregate score of between sixty and sixty-34
nine percent of the overall available total score must be placed in 35
the third highest tier (tier III), facilities receiving an aggregate 36
score of between fifty and fifty-nine percent of the overall 37
available total score must be placed in the fourth highest tier (tier 38
II), and facilities receiving less than fifty percent of the overall 39
available total score must be placed in the lowest tier (tier I).40
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(f) The tier system must be used to determine the amount of each 1
facility's per patient day quality incentive component. The per 2
patient day quality incentive component for tier IV is seventy-five 3
percent of the per patient day quality incentive component for tier 4
V, the per patient day quality incentive component for tier III is 5
fifty percent of the per patient day quality incentive component for 6
tier V, and the per patient day quality incentive component for tier 7
II is twenty-five percent of the per patient day quality incentive 8
component for tier V. Facilities in tier I receive no quality 9
incentive component.10

(g) Tier system payments must be set in a manner that ensures 11
that the entire biennial appropriation for the quality incentive 12
program is allocated.13

(h) Facilities with insufficient three-quarter average centers 14
for medicare and medicaid services quality data must be assigned to 15
the tier corresponding to their five-star quality rating. Facilities 16
with a five-star quality rating must be assigned to the highest tier 17
(tier V) and facilities with a one-star quality rating must be 18
assigned to the lowest tier (tier I). The use of a facility's five-19
star quality rating shall only occur in the case of insufficient 20
centers for medicare and medicaid services minimum data set 21
information.22

(i) The quality incentive rates must be adjusted semiannually on 23
July 1 and January 1 of each year using, at a minimum, the most 24
recent available three-quarter average centers for medicare and 25
medicaid services quality data.26

(j) Beginning July 1, 2017, the percentage of short-stay 27
residents who newly received an antipsychotic medication must be 28
added as a quality measure. The department must determine the quality 29
incentive thresholds for this quality measure in a manner consistent 30
with those outlined in (b) through (h) of this subsection using the 31
centers for medicare and medicaid services quality data.32

(k) Beginning July 1, 2017, the percentage of direct care staff 33
turnover must be added as a quality measure using the centers for 34
medicare and medicaid services' payroll-based journal and nursing 35
home facility payroll data. Turnover is defined as an employee 36
departure. The department must determine the quality incentive 37
thresholds for this quality measure using data from the centers for 38
medicare and medicaid services' payroll-based journal, unless such 39
data is not available, in which case the department shall use direct 40
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care staffing turnover data from the most recent medicaid cost 1
report.2

(7) Reimbursement of the safety net assessment imposed by chapter 3
74.48 RCW and paid in relation to medicaid residents must be 4
continued.5

(8)(a) The direct care and indirect care components must be 6
rebased in even-numbered years, beginning with rates paid on July 1, 7
2016. Rates paid on July 1, 2016, must be based on the 2014 calendar 8
year cost report. On a percentage basis, after rebasing, the 9
department must confirm that the statewide average daily rate has 10
increased at least as much as the average rate of inflation, as 11
determined by the skilled nursing facility market basket index 12
published by the centers for medicare and medicaid services, or a 13
comparable index. If after rebasing, the percentage increase to the 14
statewide average daily rate is less than the average rate of 15
inflation for the same time period, the department is authorized to 16
increase rates by the difference between the percentage increase 17
after rebasing and the average rate of inflation.18

(b) It is the intention of the legislature that direct and 19
indirect care rates paid in fiscal year 2022 will be rebased using 20
the calendar year 2019 cost reports. For fiscal year 2021, in 21
addition to the rates generated by (a) of this subsection, an 22
additional adjustment is provided as established in this subsection 23
(8)(b). Beginning May 1, 2020, and through June 30, 2021, the 24
calendar year costs must be adjusted for inflation by a twenty-four 25
month consumer price index, based on the most recently available 26
monthly index for all urban consumers, as published by the bureau of 27
labor statistics. It is also the intent of the legislature that, 28
starting in fiscal year 2022, a facility-specific rate add-on equal 29
to the inflation adjustment that facilities received solely in fiscal 30
year 2021, must be added to the rate.31

(c) To determine the necessity of regular inflationary 32
adjustments to the nursing facility rates, by December 1, 2020, the 33
department shall provide the appropriate policy and fiscal committees 34
of the legislature with a report that provides a review of rates paid 35
in 2017, 2018, and 2019 in comparison to costs incurred by nursing 36
facilities.37

(9) The direct care component provided in subsection (3) of this 38
section is subject to the reconciliation and settlement process 39
provided in RCW 74.46.022(6). Beginning July 1, 2016, pursuant to 40
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rules established by the department, funds that are received through 1
the reconciliation and settlement process provided in RCW 2
74.46.022(6) must be used for technical assistance, specialized 3
training, or an increase to the quality enhancement established in 4
subsection (6) of this section. The legislature intends to review the 5
utility of maintaining the reconciliation and settlement process 6
under a price-based payment methodology, and may discontinue the 7
reconciliation and settlement process after the 2017-2019 fiscal 8
biennium.9

(10) Compared to the rate in effect June 30, 2016, including all 10
cost components and rate add-ons, no facility may receive a rate 11
reduction of more than one percent on July 1, 2016, more than two 12
percent on July 1, 2017, or more than five percent on July 1, 2018. 13
To ensure that the appropriation for nursing homes remains cost 14
neutral, the department is authorized to cap the rate increase for 15
facilities in fiscal years 2017, 2018, and 2019.16

Sec. 975.  RCW 79.64.040 and 2019 c 415 s 984 are each amended to 17
read as follows:18

(1) The board shall determine the amount deemed necessary in 19
order to achieve the purposes of this chapter and shall provide by 20
rule for the deduction of this amount from the moneys received from 21
all leases, sales, contracts, licenses, permits, easements, and 22
rights-of-way issued by the department and affecting state lands and 23
aquatic lands, except as provided in RCW 79.64.130, provided that no 24
deduction shall be made from the proceeds from agricultural college 25
lands.26

(5) During the 2015-2017, 2017-2019, ((and)) 2019-2021, and 5
2021-2023 fiscal biennia, the board may increase the twenty-five 6
percent limitation up to thirty-two percent.7

Sec. 976.  RCW 79.64.110 and 2019 c 415 s 985 and 2019 c 309 s 1 8
are each reenacted and amended to read as follows:9

(1) Any moneys derived from the lease of state forestlands or 10
from the sale of valuable materials, oils, gases, coal, minerals, or 11
fossils from those lands, except as provided in RCW 79.64.130, or the 12
appraised value of these resources when transferred to a public 13
agency under RCW 79.22.060, except as provided in RCW 79.22.060(4), 14
must be distributed as follows:15

(a) For state forestlands acquired through RCW 79.22.040 or by 16
exchange for lands acquired through RCW 79.22.040:17

(i) The expense incurred by the state for administration, 18
reforestation, and protection, not to exceed twenty-five percent, 19
which rate of percentage shall be determined by the board, must be 20
returned to the forest development account created in RCW 79.64.100.

determined by the board. Payments made under this subsection are to 29
be paid, distributed, and prorated, except as otherwise provided in 30
this section, to the various funds in the same manner as general 31
taxes are paid and distributed during the year of payment. However, 32
in order to test county flexibility in distributing state forestland 33
revenue, a county may in its discretion pay, distribute, and prorate 34
payments made under this subsection of moneys derived from state 35

(4) The department shall consult with affected interest groups in 10
implementing this section.11

(5) Any project designed to address the restoration of Puget 12
Sound may be funded under this chapter only if the project is not in 13
conflict with the action agenda developed by the Puget Sound 14
partnership under RCW 90.71.310.15

Sec. 978.  RCW 79A.25.210 and 2019 c 415 s 987 are each amended 16
to read as follows:17

The firearms range account is hereby created in the state general 18
fund. Moneys in the account shall be subject to legislative 19
appropriation and shall be used for purchase and development of land, 20
construction or improvement of range facilities, including fixed 21
structure construction or remodeling, equipment purchase, safety or 22
environmental improvements, noise abatement, and liability protection 23
for public and nonprofit firearm range training and practice 24
facilities.25

Grant funds shall not be used for expendable shooting supplies, 26
or normal operating expenses. In making grants, the board shall give 27
priority to projects for noise abatement or safety improvement. Grant 28
funds shall not supplant funds for other organization programs.29

The funds will be available to nonprofit shooting organizations, 30
school districts, and state, county, or local governments on a match 31
basis. All entities receiving matching funds must be open on a 32
regular basis and usable by law enforcement personnel or the general 33
public who possess Washington concealed pistol licenses or Washington 34
hunting licenses or who are enrolled in a firearm safety class.35

Applicants for a grant from the firearms range account shall 36
provide matching funds in either cash or in-kind contributions. The 37
match must represent one dollar in value for each one dollar of the 38
grant except that in the case of a grant for noise abatement or 39
Code Rev/KS:ks 488 H-1459.2/21 2nd draft



safety improvements the match must represent one dollar in value for 1
each two dollars of the grant. In-kind contributions include but are 2
not limited to labor, materials, and new property. Existing assets 3
and existing development may not apply to the match.4

Applicants other than school districts or local or state 5
government must be registered as a nonprofit or not-for-profit 6
organization with the Washington secretary of state. The 7
organization's articles of incorporation must contain provisions for 8
the organization's structure, officers, legal address, and registered 9
agent.10

Organizations requesting grants must provide the hours of range 11
availability for public and law enforcement use. The fee structure 12
will be submitted with the grant application.13

Any nonprofit organization or agency accepting a grant under this 14
program will be required to pay back the entire grant amount to the 15
firearms range account if the use of the range facility is 16
discontinued less than ten years after the grant is accepted.17

Entities receiving grants must make the facilities for which 18
grant funding is received open for hunter safety education classes 19
and firearm safety classes on a regular basis for no fee.20

Government units or school districts applying for grants must 21
open their range facility on a regular basis for hunter safety 22
education classes and firearm safety classes.23

The board shall adopt rules to implement chapter 195, Laws of 24
1990, pursuant to chapter 34.05 RCW. During the 2017-2019 and 25
2019-2021 fiscal biennia, expenditures from the firearms range 26
account may be used to implement chapter 74, Laws of 2017 (SHB 1100) 27
(concealed pistol licenses) and chapter 282, Laws of 2017 (SB 5268) 28
(concealed pistol license notices). During the 2021-2023 fiscal 29
biennium, expenditures from the firearms range account may be used to 30
implement chapter 74, Laws of 2017 (SHB 1100) (concealed pistol 31
licenses).32

Sec. 979.  RCW 90.50A.090 and 2019 c 415 s 992 are each amended 33
to read as follows:34

(1) The water pollution control revolving administration account 35
is created in the state treasury. All receipts from charges 36
authorized in this section must be deposited in the account. Moneys 37
in the account may be spent only after appropriation. Expenditures 38
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from the account may be used only in a manner consistent with this 1
section.2

(2) The department is authorized to assess administration charges 3
as a portion of the debt service for loans issued under the water 4
pollution control revolving fund created in RCW 90.50A.020. The sole 5
purpose of assessing administration charges is to predictably and 6
adequately fund the department's costs of administering the water 7
pollution control revolving fund loan program, as identified in 8
subsection (5) of this section.

(4) The state treasurer may invest and reinvest moneys in the 23
water pollution control revolving administration account in the 24
manner provided by law. All earnings from such investment and 25
reinvestment must be credited to the water pollution control 26
revolving administration account.27

(5) Moneys in the water pollution control revolving 28
administration account are to be used for the following water 29
pollution control revolving fund loan program costs:30

(a) Administration costs associated with conducting application 31
processes, managing contracts, collecting loan repayments, managing 32
the revolving fund, providing technical assistance, and meeting state 33
and federal reporting requirements; and34

(b) Information and data system costs associated with loan 35
tracking and fund management.36

(6) Each biennium, the department may spend from the water 37
pollution control revolving administration account an amount no 38
greater than four percent of the water pollution control revolving 39
fund new capital appropriation.40

(a) Find that the projected administration charge income is 8
inadequate to fund the cost of administering the program, and that 9
the rate of the charge must be increased.

(d) Find that there is no need for any rate adjustments or 19
balance transfers.20

tribal reservation land and urban areas that impact gender-based 6
violence against American Indian and Alaska native people;7

(d) Reviewing prosecutorial trends and practices relating to 8

(e) Identifying barriers to providing more state resources in 11
tracking gender-based violence against American Indian and Alaska 12

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(41) $172,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2020 and $165,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Washington statewide 3
reentry council for operational staff support, travel, and 4
administrative costs.5

(42) $964,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 6
year 2020 and $1,045,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 7
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 8
Third Substitute House Bill No. 1257 (energy efficiency).9

(43) $1,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2020 and $1,500,000 of the general fund—state 11
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for 12
implementation of chapter 16, Laws of 2017 3rd sp. sess. (E2SSB 13
5254).14

(44) General fund—federal appropriations provided in this section 15
assume continued receipt of the federal Byrne justice assistance 16
grant for state and local government drug and gang task forces.17

(45) $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 18
year 2020 and $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 19
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 20
organization for an initiative to advance affordable housing projects 21
and education centers on public or tax-exempt land in Washington 22
state. The department must award the grant to an organization with an 23
office located in a city with a population of more than six hundred 24
thousand that partners in equitable, transit-oriented development. 25
The grant must be used to:26

(a) Produce an inventory of potentially developable public or 27
tax-exempt properties;28

(b) Analyze the suitability of properties for affordable housing, 29
early learning centers, or community space;30

(c) Organize community partners and build capacity to develop 31
sites, as well as coordinate negotiations among partners and public 32

To the extent practicable, the chosen 7
location must be colocated with other programs supporting the needs 8
of children, the elderly, or persons with disabilities.9

(47) $800,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 10
year 2020 and $800,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 11
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to provide a 12
grant for a criminal justice diversion center pilot program in 13

(a) Spokane county must report collected data from the pilot 15
program to the department. The report must contain, at a minimum:16

(i) An analysis of the arrests and bookings for individuals 17
served in the pilot program;18

(ii) An analysis of the connections to behavioral health services 19
made for individuals who were served by the pilot program;20

(iii) An analysis of the impacts on housing stability for 21
individuals served by the pilot program; and22

(iv) The number of individuals served by the pilot program who 23
were connected to a detoxification program, completed a 24
detoxification program, completed a chemical dependency assessment, 25
completed chemical dependency treatment, or were connected to 26
housing.27

(b) No more than fifty percent of the funding provided in this 28
subsection may be used for planning and predevelopment activities 29
related to site readiness and other startup expenses incurred before 30
the pilot program becomes operational.31

(48)(a) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2020 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 33
for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for one or more better 34
health through housing pilot project. The department must contract 35
with one or more accountable communities of health to work with 36
hospitals and permanent supportive housing providers in their 37
respective accountable community of health regions to plan for and 38
implement the better health through housing pilot project. The 39
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accountable communities of health must have established partnerships 1
with permanent supportive housing providers, hospitals, and community 2
health centers.3

(b) The pilot project must prioritize providing permanent 4
supportive housing assistance to people who:5

(i) Are homeless or are at imminent risk of homelessness;6
(ii) Have complex physical health or behavioral health 7

conditions; and8
(iii) Have a medically necessary condition, risk of death, 9

negative health outcomes, avoidable emergency department utilization, 10
or avoidable hospitalization without the provision of permanent 11
supportive housing, as determined by a vulnerability assessment tool.12

(49) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2020 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to contract 17
for the promotion of leadership development, community building, and 18
other services for the Native American community in south King 19
county.20

(50)(a) $12,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 21
fiscal year 2020 and $38,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 22
for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to 23
provide to Chelan county to collaborate with the department of fish 24
and wildlife and the Stemilt partnership on the following activities:25

(i) Identifying and evaluating possible land exchanges in the 26
Stemilt basin that provide mutual benefits to outdoor recreation and 27
the mission of a public agency; and28

(ii) Completing independent appraisals of all properties that may 29
be included in a possible land exchange by January 1, 2021.30

(b) $20,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 31
year 2021 is provided solely for the department to provide to the 32

(54) $81,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 31
year 2020 and $76,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Substitute 33
Senate Bill No. 5324 (homeless student support).34

(55) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 35
year 2020 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 36
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 37
Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 5497 (immigrants in the workplace).38
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(56) $264,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2020 and $676,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Second 3
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5511 (broadband service). Within the 4
amounts provided in this subsection, the department must translate 5
survey materials used to gather information on broadband access into 6
a minimum of three languages and include demographic data in the 7
report associated with the bill.8

(57) $272,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2020 and $272,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the lead based paint 11
enforcement activities within the department.12

(58) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2020 is provided solely for a one-time grant to the port of Port 14
Angeles for a stormwater management project to protect ancient tribal 15
burial sites and to maintain water quality.16

(59) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 17
year 2020 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 18
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a grant to municipalities 19
using a labor program model designed for providing jobs to 20
individuals experiencing homelessness to lead to full-time employment 21
and stable housing.22

(60) $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 23
year 2020 and $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of the 25
recommendations by the joint transportation committee's Washington 26
state air cargo movement study to support an air cargo marketing 27
program and assistance program. The department must coordinate 28
promotion activities at domestic and international trade shows, air 29
cargo events, and other activities that support the promotion, 30
marketing, and sales efforts of the air cargo industry.31

(61) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 32
year 2020 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 33
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit for a 34
smart buildings education program to educate building owners and 35
operators on smart building practices and technologies, including the 36
development of onsite and digital trainings that detail how to 37
operate residential and commercial facilities in an energy efficient 38
manner. The grant recipient must be located in a city with a 39
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population of more than seven hundred thousand and serve anyone 1
within Washington with an interest in better understanding energy 2
efficiency in commercial and institutional buildings.3

(62) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 4
year 2020 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 5
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to provide a 6
grant to a nonprofit organization to assist fathers transitioning 7
from incarceration to family reunification. The grant recipient must 8
have experience contracting with:9

(a) The department of corrections to support offender betterment 10
projects; and11

(b) The department of social and health services to provide 12
access and visitation services.13

(63) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 14
year 2020 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 15
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 16
organization to promote public education around wildfires to public 17
school students of all ages and to expand outreach on issues related 18
to forest health and fire suppression. The grant recipient shall 19
sponsor projects including, but not limited to, a multi-media 20
traveling presentation.21

(64) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 22
year 2020 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 23
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 24
organization to help reduce crime and violence in neighborhoods and 25
school communities. The grant recipient must promote safe streets and 26
community engagement in the city of Tacoma through neighborhood 27
organizing, law enforcement-community partnerships, neighborhood 28
watch programs, youth mobilization, and business engagement.29

(65) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 30
year 2020 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 31
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a grant to increase the 32
financial stability of low income Washingtonians through 33
participation in children's education savings accounts, earned income 34
tax credits, and the Washington retirement marketplace. The grant 35
recipient must be a statewide association of local asset building 36
coalitions that promotes policies and programs in Washington to 37
assist low-and-moderate income residents build, maintain, and 38
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preserve assets through investments in education, homeownership, 1
personal savings and entrepreneurship.2

(66) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2020 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 5
organization to catalyze a market for mass timber and promote forest 6
health, workforce development, and updates to building codes. The 7
grant recipient must have at least twenty-five years of experience in 8
land acquisition and program management to conserve farmland, create 9
jobs, revitalize small towns, reduce wildfires, and reduce greenhouse 10
emissions.11

(67) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 12
year 2020 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 13
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a grant to assist people 14
with limited incomes in nonmetro areas of the state start and sustain 15
small businesses. The grant recipient must be a nonprofit 16
organization involving a network of microenterprise organizations and 17
professionals to support micro entrepreneurship and access to 18
economic development resources.19

(68) $270,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2020 and $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 21
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit 22
organization within the city of Tacoma for social services and 23
educational programming to assist Latino and indigenous communities 24
in honoring heritage and culture through the arts, and overcoming 25
barriers to social, political, economic, and cultural community 26
development. Of the amounts provided in this subsection, $250,000 of 27
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2021 is provided 28
solely for a grant to provide a public policy fellowship program that 29
offers training in grassroots organizing, leadership development, 30
civic engagement, and policy engagement focused on Latino and 31
indigenous community members.32

(69) $5,800,000 of the growth management planning and 33
environmental review fund—state appropriation is provided solely for 34
implementation of Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 1923 35
(urban residential building). Of the amounts provided in this 36
subsection:37

(a) $5,000,000 is provided solely for grants to cities for costs 38
associated with the bill;39
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(b) $500,000 is provided solely for administration costs to the 1
department; and2

(c) $300,000 is provided solely for a grant to the Washington 3
real estate research center.4

(70) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 5
year 2020 is provided solely for the department to produce a proposal 6
and recommendations for establishing an industrial waste coordination 7
program by December 1, 2019.8

(71) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2020 and $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to develop a 11
comprehensive analysis of statewide emissions reduction strategies. 12
This technical analysis must: (a) Identify specific strategies that 13
are likely to be most effective in achieving necessary emissions 14
reductions for key energy uses and customer segments; and (b) be 15
performed by one or more expert consultants, with administrative and 16
policy support provided by the department.17

appropriation for fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for grants to 24
law enforcement agencies to implement group violence intervention 25
strategies in areas with high rates of gun violence. Grant funding 26
will be awarded to two sites, with priority given to Yakima county 27
and south King county. The sites must be located in areas with high 28
rates of gun violence, include collaboration with the local leaders 29
and community members, use data to identify the individuals most at 30
risk to perpetrate gun violence for interventions, and include a 31
component that connects individuals to services.

(76) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 11
year 2020 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 12
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the operations of the long-13
term care ombudsman program.14

(77) $607,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2021 is provided solely to a statewide nonprofit resource center 16
to assist current and prospective homeowners, and homeowners at risk 17
of foreclosure. Funding must be used for activities to prevent 18
mortgage or tax lien foreclosure, housing counselors, foreclosure 19
prevention hotlines, low-income legal services, mediation, and other 20
activities that promote homeownership.21

(78) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 22
year 2021 is provided solely for grants to nonprofit organizations 23
that primarily serve communities of color and poor rural communities 24
in community planning, technical assistance, and predevelopment as 25
part of the development of capital assets and programs that help 26
reduce poverty and build stronger and more sustainable communities. 27
The funds will be used to further the goal of equitable development 28
of all Washington communities.29

(((80))) (79) $391,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 30
for fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for Pacific county to operate 31
or participate in a drug task force to enhance coordination and 32
intelligence while facilitating multijurisdictional criminal 33
investigations.34

(((82))) (80) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 35
for fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for the department to produce 36
the biennial report identifying a list of projects to address 37
incompatible developments near military installations as provided in 38
RCW 43.330.520.39
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(((83))) (81) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 1
for fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for the formation of a 2
healthy energy workers board. The board must conduct an unmet health 3
care needs assessment for Hanford workers and develop recommendations 4
on how these health care needs can be met. The board must also review 5
studies on how to prevent worker exposure, summarize existing results 6
and recommendations, develop key indicators of progress in meeting 7
unmet health care needs, and catalogue the health surveillance 8
systems in use at the Hanford site. The workers board must submit a 9
report to the legislature by June 1, 2021, documenting 10
recommendations on meeting health care needs, progress on meeting key 11
indicators, and, if necessary, recommendations for the establishment 12
of new health surveillance systems at Hanford.13

(((84))) (82) $23,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 14
fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for curriculum development and 15
training sessions for a veteran's certified peer counseling pilot 16
program in Lewis county delivered in partnership with a Lewis county 17
veterans museum.18

(((85) $60,000,000)) (83) $25,000,000 of the home security fund—19
state appropriation is provided solely for increasing local temporary 20
shelter capacity. The amount provided in this subsection is subject 21
to the following conditions and limitations:22

(a) A city or county applying for grant funding shall submit a 23
sheltering proposal that aligns with its local homeless housing plan 24
under RCW 43.185C.050. This proposal must include at a minimum:25

(i) A strategy for outreach to bring currently unsheltered 26
individuals into shelter;27

(ii) Strategies for connecting sheltered individuals to services 28
including but not limited to: Behavioral health, chemical dependency, 29
education or workforce training, employment services, and permanent 30
supportive housing services;31

(iii) An estimate on average length of stay;32
(iv) An estimate of the percentage of persons sheltered who will 33

(b) In evaluating projects in this subsection, the department 28
must give preference for applications based on some or all of the 29
criteria in RCW 43.185.070(5).30

(c) The appropriations in this subsection are subject to the 31
reporting requirements in section 1029 (3) and (4), chapter 413, Laws 32
of 2019.33

(((118)))(109)(a) (($10,000,000)) $210,000 of the Washington 34
housing trust account—state appropriation is provided solely for the 35
preservation of affordable multifamily housing at risk of losing 36
affordability due to expiration of use restrictions that otherwise 37
require affordability including, but not limited to, United States 38
department of agriculture funded multifamily housing.39

Subsequent allotment modifications shall not 11
include transfers of moneys between sections of this act except as 12
expressly provided in this act, nor shall allotment modifications 13
permit moneys that are provided solely for a specified purpose to be 14
used for other than that purpose.15

(2) The department of social and health services shall not 16
initiate any services that require expenditure of state general fund 17
moneys unless expressly authorized in this act or other law. The 18
department may seek, receive, and spend, under RCW 43.79.260 through 19
43.79.282, federal moneys not anticipated in this act as long as the 20
federal funding does not require expenditure of state moneys for the 21
program in excess of amounts anticipated in this act. If the 22
department receives unanticipated unrestricted federal moneys, those 23
moneys shall be spent for services authorized in this act or in any 24
other legislation providing appropriation authority, and an equal 25
amount of appropriated state general fund moneys shall lapse.

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(b) $311,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2020 and $310,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a community partnership 3
between western state hospital and the city of Lakewood to support 4
community policing efforts in the Lakewood community surrounding 5
western state hospital. The amounts provided in this subsection 6
(1)(b) are for the salaries, benefits, supplies, and equipment for 7
one full-time investigator, one full-time police officer, and one 8
full-time community service officer at the city of Lakewood.

income (SSI) state supplemental payments may not become eligible for 15
medical assistance under RCW 74.09.510 due solely to the receipt of 16
SSI state supplemental payments.17

An initial evaluation of each placement, 5
including any documented safety concerns, must occur within thirty 6
days of a client leaving one of the state psychiatric hospitals and 7
entering one of the community placement options described in (i)(i) 8
of this subsection. At a minimum, the department must perform two 9
additional evaluations of each placement during the first year that a 10
client has lived in the facility.11

(iv) In developing bed capacity, the department shall consider 12
the complex needs of individuals waiting for discharge from the state 13
psychiatric hospitals.14

(j) $1,029,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2021 is provided solely for state-operated behavioral health 16
group training homes for clients with developmental disabilities who 17
require a short-term placement for crisis stabilization following a 18
hospital stay. The developmental disabilities administration shall 19
research and assess options to claim federal medicaid funds for 20
state-operated behavioral health group training homes and report its 21
findings to the governor and appropriate legislative committees by 22
December 1, 2019.23

(k) $605,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2020, $1,627,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25
fiscal year 2021, and $1,797,000 of the general fund—federal 26
appropriation are provided solely for expanding the number of clients 27
receiving services under the basic plus medicaid waiver. 28
Approximately three hundred fifty additional clients are anticipated 29
to graduate from high school during the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium and 30
will receive employment services under this expansion.31

(l) $20,243,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32

(q) $13,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 32
year 2020, $20,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 33
year 2021, and $23,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are 34

(r) $153,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36

(w) $4,886,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 30
year 2020, $7,150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 31
fiscal year 2021, and $11,894,000 of the general fund—federal 32
appropriation are provided solely to complete the three-year phase in 33
of forty-seven clients from residential habilitation centers to state 34
operated living alternatives.35

(x) $2,279,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36
year 2020, $2,279,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2021, and $4,558,000 of the general fund—federal 38
appropriation are provided solely for additional staffing resources 39
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for the transition of clients living in the intermediate care 1
facilities at Rainier school, Fircrest school, and Lakeland village 2
to state operated living alternatives to address deficiencies 3
identified by the centers for medicare and medicaid services.4

(y) $51,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 5
year 2020, $108,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 6
fiscal year 2021, and $203,000 of the general fund—federal 7
appropriation are provided solely to increase the administrative rate 8
for home care agencies by five cents per hour effective July 1, 2019, 9
and by an additional five cents per hour effective July 1, 2020.10

The secretary 20
in cooperation with the director shall report to the joint select 21
committee on health care oversight no less than quarterly on 22
financial and health outcomes.23

The secretary in cooperation with the director shall also report 24
to the fiscal committees of the legislature all of the expenditures 25
of this subsection and shall provide such fiscal data in the time, 26
manner, and form requested by the legislative fiscal committees.27

(16) $13,303,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 28
fiscal year 2020, $15,891,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 29
for fiscal year 2021, and $36,390,000 of the general fund—federal 30
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of an 31
agreement reached between the governor and the adult family home 32
council under the provisions of chapter 41.56 RCW for the 2019-2021 33
fiscal biennium.34

(17) $40,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 35
year 2020, $40,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36
year 2021, and $80,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are 37
provided solely for the department, in partnership with the 38
department of health and the health care authority, to assist a 39
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collaborative public-private entity with implementation of 1
recommendations in the state plan to address alzheimer's disease and 2
other dementias.3

(18) $428,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 4
year 2020, $1,761,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 5
fiscal year 2021, and $2,520,000 of the general fund—federal 6
appropriation are provided solely for case managers at the area 7
agencies on aging to coordinate care for medicaid clients with mental 8
illness who are living in their own homes. Work shall be accomplished 9
within existing standards for case management and no requirements 10
will be added or modified unless by mutual agreement between the 11
department of social and health services and area agencies on aging.12

(19) $117,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2020 and $116,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 14
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to contract 15
with an organization to provide educational materials, legal 16
services, and attorney training to support persons with dementia.

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(c) Continuing legal education programs for attorneys to advise 1
and assist persons with dementia. The continuing education programs 2
must be offered at no cost to attorneys who make a commitment to 3
participate in the pro bono program.4

(d) Administrative support costs to develop intake forms and 5
protocols, perform client intake, match participating attorneys with 6
eligible clients statewide, maintain records and data, and produce 7
reports as needed.8

(21) $543,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 12
year 2020, $495,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 13
fiscal year 2021, and $1,038,000 of the general fund—federal 14
appropriation are provided solely to begin implementing an asset 15
verification system that is compliant with the federal medicaid 16
extenders act by January 1, 2021 and is subject to the conditions, 17
limitation, and review provided in section 701 of this act. Of the 18
amounts provided in this subsection, $75,000 of the general fund—19
state appropriation in fiscal year 2020 and $75,000 of the general 20
fund—federal appropriation are provided solely for a feasibility 21
study of information technology solutions for an asset verification 22
system. The feasibility study shall consider the department's 23
existing case management systems that may be required to interface 24
with the asset verification system. The department shall work with 25
the health care authority to develop a long-term strategy for an 26
asset verification system that complies with federal requirements, 27
maximizes efficient use of staff time, supports accurate client 28
financial eligibility determinations, and incorporates relevant 29
findings from the feasibility study, and shall report its findings 30
and recommendation to the governor and appropriate legislative 31
committees no later than December 1, 2019.32

(22) $2,937,000 of the long-term services and supports trust 33
account—state appropriation is provided solely to implement Second 34
Substitute House Bill No. 1087 (long-term services and support). Of 35
the amounts provided in this subsection, $717,000 is provided solely 36
for a contract with the state actuary.37

(23) $2,373,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
fiscal year 2020, $2,459,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 39
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for fiscal year 2021, and $6,215,000 of the general fund—federal 1
appropriation are provided solely to assist home care agencies with 2
implementing electronic visit verification systems that are compliant 3
with the federal 21st century cures act no later than January 1, 4
2020.5

(24) $727,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 6
year 2020, $1,455,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 7
fiscal year 2021, and $2,469,000 of the general fund—federal 8
appropriation are provided solely for a ten percent rate increase, 9
effective January 1, 2020, for in-home skilled nursing services, 10
nurse delegation, in-home private duty nursing, and adult family home 11
private duty nursing.12

(25) $3,353,000 of the general fund—local appropriation and 13
$1,055,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are provided 14
solely to implement Senate Bill No. 5359 (residential services and 15
supports). The annual certification renewal fee for community 16
residential service businesses is $847 per client in fiscal year 2020 17
and $859 per client in fiscal year 2021. The annual certification 18
renewal fee may not exceed the department's annual licensing and 19
oversight activity costs.20

(36))) (35) The appropriations in this section include sufficient 38
funding to implement Engrossed Substitute House Bill No. 1023 (adult 39
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family homes/8 beds). A nonrefundable fee of $455 shall be charged 1
for each application to increase bed capacity at an adult family home 2
to seven or eight beds.3

(((39))) (36) $77,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2021 and $76,000 of the general fund—federal 5
appropriation are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 6
Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 6205 (long-term care workers). If 7
the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2020, the amounts provided in 8
this subsection shall lapse.9

(((40))) (37) $17,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2021 and $12,000 of the general fund—federal 11
appropriation is provided solely for a cost of living adjustment to 12
the personal needs allowance pursuant to RCW 74.09.340.13

(38) The department of social and health services must claim the 14
enhanced federal medical assistance participation rate for home and 15
community-based services offered under section 9817 of the American 16
rescue plan act of 2021 (ARPA). Appropriations made that constitute 17
supplementation of home and community-based services as defined in 18
section 9817 of ARPA are listed in LEAP omnibus document HCBS-2021.19

(39) $21,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2021 is provided solely for the department to begin phasing in 21
personal care services for up to 20 clients who are not United States 22
citizens and who are ineligible for medicaid upon their discharge 23
from an acute care hospital. The department must prioritize the 24
funding provided in this subsection for such clients in acute care 25
hospitals who are also on the department's wait list for services.26

This grant is provided as a one-8
time offset to address the impact of the recoupment requirements of 9
this subsection (13).10

(14) The health care authority shall continue the inpatient 11
hospital certified public expenditures program for the 2019-2021 12
fiscal biennium. The program shall apply to all public hospitals, 13
including those owned or operated by the state, except those 14
classified as critical access hospitals or state psychiatric 15
institutions. The health care authority shall submit reports to the 16
governor and legislature by November 1, 2020, and by November 1, 17
2021, that evaluate whether savings continue to exceed costs for this 18
program. If the certified public expenditures (CPE) program in its 19
current form is no longer cost-effective to maintain, the health care 20
authority shall submit a report to the governor and legislature 21
detailing cost-effective alternative uses of local, state, and 22
federal resources as a replacement for this program. During fiscal 23
year 2020 and fiscal year 2021, hospitals in the program shall be 24
paid and shall retain one hundred percent of the federal portion of 25
the allowable hospital cost for each medicaid inpatient fee-for-26
service claim payable by medical assistance and one hundred percent 27
of the federal portion of the maximum disproportionate share hospital 28
payment allowable under federal regulations. Inpatient medicaid 29
payments shall be established using an allowable methodology that 30
approximates the cost of claims submitted by the hospitals. Payments 31
made to each hospital in the program in each fiscal year of the 32
biennium shall be compared to a baseline amount. The baseline amount 33
will be determined by the total of (a) the inpatient claim payment 34
amounts that would have been paid during the fiscal year had the 35
hospital not been in the CPE program based on the reimbursement rates 36
developed, implemented, and consistent with policies approved in the 37
2019-2021 biennial operating appropriations act and in effect on July 38
1, 2015, (b) one-half of the indigent assistance disproportionate 39
share hospital payment amounts paid to and retained by each hospital 40
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during fiscal year 2005, and (c) all of the other disproportionate 1
share hospital payment amounts paid to and retained by each hospital 2
during fiscal year 2005 to the extent the same disproportionate share 3
hospital programs exist in the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium. If payments 4
during the fiscal year exceed the hospital's baseline amount, no 5
additional payments will be made to the hospital except the federal 6
portion of allowable disproportionate share hospital payments for 7
which the hospital can certify allowable match. If payments during 8
the fiscal year are less than the baseline amount, the hospital will 9
be paid a state grant equal to the difference between payments during 10
the fiscal year and the applicable baseline amount. Payment of the 11
state grant shall be made in the applicable fiscal year and 12
distributed in monthly payments. The grants will be recalculated and 13
redistributed as the baseline is updated during the fiscal year. The 14
grant payments are subject to an interim settlement within eleven 15
months after the end of the fiscal year. A final settlement shall be 16
performed. To the extent that either settlement determines that a 17
hospital has received funds in excess of what it would have received 18
as described in this subsection, the hospital must repay the excess 19
amounts to the state when requested. $759,000 of the general fund—20
state appropriation for fiscal year 2020 and (($740,000)) $698,000 of 21
the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are 22
provided solely for state grants for the participating hospitals.23

(16) The health care authority shall target funding for maternity 29
support services towards pregnant women with factors that lead to 30
higher rates of poor birth outcomes, including hypertension, a 31
preterm or low birth weight birth in the most recent previous birth, 32
a cognitive deficit or developmental disability, substance abuse, 33
severe mental illness, unhealthy weight or failure to gain weight, 34
tobacco use, or African American or Native American race. The health 35
care authority shall prioritize evidence-based practices for delivery 36
of maternity support services. To the extent practicable, the health 37
care authority shall develop a mechanism to increase federal funding 38
for maternity support services by leveraging local public funding for 39
those services.40
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(17) The authority shall submit reports to the governor and the 1
legislature by September 15, 2020, and no later than September 15, 2
2021, that delineate the number of individuals in medicaid managed 3
care, by carrier, age, gender, and eligibility category, receiving 4
preventative services and vaccinations. The reports should include 5
baseline and benchmark information from the previous two fiscal years 6
and should be inclusive of, but not limited to, services recommended 7
under the United States preventative services task force, advisory 8
committee on immunization practices, early and periodic screening, 9
diagnostic, and treatment (EPSDT) guidelines, and other relevant 10
preventative and vaccination medicaid guidelines and requirements.11

(18) Managed care contracts must incorporate accountability 12
measures that monitor patient health and improved health outcomes, 13
and shall include an expectation that each patient receive a wellness 14
examination that documents the baseline health status and allows for 15
monitoring of health improvements and outcome measures.16

(19) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section for the 17
authority to provide an adult dental benefit.18

(20) The health care authority shall coordinate with the 19
department of social and health services to provide referrals to the 20

(21) To facilitate a single point of entry across public and 23
medical assistance programs, and to maximize the use of federal 24
funding, the health care authority, the department of social and 25
health services, and the health benefit exchange will coordinate 26
efforts to expand HealthPlanfinder access to public assistance and 27
medical eligibility staff. The health care authority shall complete 28
medicaid applications in the HealthPlanfinder for households 29
receiving or applying for medical assistance benefits.30

(22) $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 31
year 2020, $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 32
year 2021, and $180,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are 33
provided solely to continue operation by a nonprofit organization of 34
a toll-free hotline that assists families to learn about and enroll 35
in the apple health for kids program.36

(23) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the 37
authority shall reimburse for primary care services provided by 38
naturopathic physicians.39
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(24) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the 1
authority shall continue to provide coverage for pregnant teens that 2
qualify under existing pregnancy medical programs, but whose 3
eligibility for pregnancy related services would otherwise end due to 4
the application of the new modified adjusted gross income eligibility 5
standard.6

(25) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section to 7
remove the mental health visit limit and to provide the shingles 8
vaccine and screening, brief intervention, and referral to treatment 9
benefits that are available in the medicaid alternative benefit plan 10
in the classic medicaid benefit plan.11

(26) The authority shall use revenue appropriated from the 12
dedicated marijuana fund for contracts with community health centers 13
under RCW 69.50.540 in lieu of general fund—state payments to 14
community health centers for services provided to medical assistance 15
clients, and it is the intent of the legislature that this policy 16
will be continued in subsequent fiscal biennia.17

(27) Beginning no later than January 1, 2018, for any service 18
eligible under the medicaid state plan for encounter payments, 19
managed care organizations at the request of a rural health clinic 20
shall pay the full published encounter rate directly to the clinic. 21
At no time will a managed care organization be at risk for or have 22
any right to the supplemental portion of the claim.

(29)))(a) $34,145,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2021 and $5,898,000 of the general fund—federal 38

years 2014-2017. The authority may not recover the state portion of 2
rural health clinic reconciliations for calendar years 2014-2017 for 3
which no state accrual was made. If the authority determines there 4
are unliquidated prior period accrual balances available to refund 5
the federal government for these years, these amounts must be used 6
prior to the amounts provided under this subsection.7

(((31))) (30) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 35
for fiscal year 2020 and $600,000 of the general fund—state 36
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Bree 37
collaborative to support collaborative learning and targeted 38
technical assistance for quality improvement initiatives. The 39
collaborative must use these amounts to hire one full-time staff 40
Code Rev/KS:ks 661 H-1459.2/21 2nd draft



person to promote the adoption of Bree collaborative recommendations 1
and to hold two conferences focused on the sharing of best 2
implementation practices.3

(((32))) (31) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, 4
the authority shall reimburse for maternity services provided by 5
doulas. The authority and the department of health must consult with 6
stakeholders and develop methods to secure approval from the centers 7
for medicare and medicaid services for reimbursement for doulas. The 8
authority will report the group's recommendations to the appropriate 9
committees of the legislature by December 1, 2020.10

(((33))) (32) The authority shall facilitate a home health work 11
group consisting of home health provider associations, hospital 12
associations, managed care organizations, the department of social 13
and health services, and the department of health to develop a new 14
medicaid payment methodology for home health services.

To the extent necessary, the 19
authority shall seek actuarial support for this work. The authority 20
must provide a report to the appropriate committees of the 21
legislature by December 31, 2019, that:22

(a) Outlines several options for increasing the threshold;23
(b) Describes the impact of these options on hospitals, the 24

state, and medicaid managed care organizations; and25
(c) Identifies any technical challenge or limitations of changes 26

(((37))) (36) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, 28

the authority to include allergen control bed and pillow covers as 29
part of the durable medical equipment benefit for children with an 30
asthma diagnosis enrolled in medical assistance programs.31

(((38))) (37) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section 32
to increase the hourly rate by ten percent for registered nurses and 33
licensed practical nurses providing skilled nursing services for 34
children who require medically intensive care in a home setting. This 35
rate increase begins on January 1, 2020.36

(((39))) (38) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section 37
to increase the daily rate by ten percent for registered nurses and 38
licensed practical nurses providing skilled nursing services to 39
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medically intensive children's program clients who reside in a group 1
home setting. This rate increase begins on January 1, 2020.2

(((40))) (39) $439,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 3
for fiscal year 2020 and $519,000 of the general fund—state 4
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to implement 5
Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill No. 5526 (individual health 6
insurance market).7

(((41))) (40) $22,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 8

(((43))) (42) $1,053,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 19
for fiscal year 2020 and $2,222,000 of the general fund—state 20
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to implement 21
Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill No. 5741 (all payer claims 22
database).23

(((44))) (43) $2,374,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 24
for fiscal year 2020 and $2,374,000 of the general fund—state 25
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the kidney 26
disease program.27

(((45))) (44) The authority shall work with the department of 28
health, other state agencies, and other hepatitis C virus medication 29
purchasers to establish a comprehensive procurement strategy. As part 30
of this work, the authority shall estimate, by program, any savings 31
that will result from lower medication costs.

facilities for medicaid clients. The authority must leverage any 38
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federal funding that may become available as a result of appeal 1
decisions from the centers for medicare and medicaid services.2

(((50))) (49) Sufficient amounts are appropriated within this 3
section for the authority to incorporate the expected outcomes and 4
criteria to measure the performance of service coordination 5
organizations as provided in chapter 70.320 RCW into contracts with 6
managed care organizations that provide services to clients.

organizations in regions that have not yet transitioned to fully 6
integrated managed care.7

(2) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, funding is 8
provided for implementation of the settlement agreement under 9

al., United States District Court for the Western District of 11

The authority must coordinate with 16
the department of social and health services in establishing the 17
standards for these programs.18

(35) $850,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is 19
provided solely to contract with a nationally recognized recovery 20
residence organization and to create a revolving fund for loans to 21
operators of recovery residences seeking certification in accordance 22
with Second Substitute House Bill No. 1528 (recovery support 23
services).24

(36) $212,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 25
year 2020, $212,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 26
fiscal year 2021, and $124,000 of the general fund—federal 27
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of Engrossed 28
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1874 (adolescent behavioral health). 29
Funding is provided specifically for the authority to provide an 30
online training to behavioral health providers related to state law 31
and best practices in family-initiated treatment, adolescent-32
initiated treatment, and other services and to conduct an annual 33
survey to measure the impacts of implementing policies resulting from 34
the bill.35

(37) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36
year 2020, $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2021, and $1,000,000 of the general fund—federal 38
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to implement a 39
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memorandum of understanding with the criminal justice training 1
commission to provide funding for community grants pursuant to Second 2
Substitute House Bill No. 1767 (alternatives to arrest).3

(38) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 4
year 2020 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 5
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for provision of crisis 6
stabilization services to individuals who are not eligible for 7
medicaid in Whatcom county.

(12) $52,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2020, $22,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 14
year 2021, $11,000 of the general fund—local appropriation, and 15
$107,000 of the health professions account—state appropriation are 16
provided solely for implementation of Substitute Senate Bill No. 5380 17
(opioid use disorder).18

(13) $80,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2020, $7,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2021, and $32,000 of the health professions account—state 21
appropriation are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 22

(i) Expand support to industries, professions, and workplaces 28
impacted by high rates of suicide, develop and provide online 29
resources to disseminate best practices in workplace mental health 30
and suicide prevention, and provide trainings for industries with the 31
highest suicide rates and who are unable to pay for trainings;32

(45) $189,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state 25
appropriation for fiscal year 2020 is provided solely to implement 26
Engrossed Substitute House Bill No. 1094 (medical marijuana 27
renewals).28

(46) $200,000 of the general fund—local appropriation is provided 29
solely to implement chapter 68, Laws of 2019 (HB 1177) (dental 30
laboratory registry).31

(47) $88,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 32
year 2020 and $87,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 33
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for an online tutorial and link 34
to web-based, continuing education funded by the centers for disease 35
control for training for the primary care health workforce regarding 36
the protocols for perinatal monitoring, birth-dose immunization, 37
early diagnosis, linkage to care, and treatment for persons diagnosed 38
with chronic hepatitis B or hepatitis using the project ECHO 39
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telehealth model operated by the University of Washington. Training 1
shall focus on increased provider proficiency and increased number of 2
trained providers in areas with high rates of reported cases of 3
hepatitis B or hepatitis, including regions with high incidence of 4
drug use or upward trend of children who have not received hepatitis 5
B virus vaccinations according to centers for disease control 6
recommendations.

state institute for public policy in its report: "Inventory of 26
Evidence-based, Research-based, and Promising Practices for 27
Prevention and Intervention Services for Children and Juveniles in 28
the Child Welfare, Juvenile Justice, and Mental Health Systems." 29
Additional funding for this purpose is provided through an 30
interagency agreement with the health care authority. County juvenile 31
courts shall apply to the department of children, youth, and families 32
for funding for program-specific participation and the department 33
shall provide grants to the courts consistent with the per-34
participant treatment costs identified by the institute.35

(c) $1,537,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36
year 2020 and $1,537,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for expansion of the juvenile 38
justice treatments and therapies in department of children, youth, 39
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and families programs identified by the Washington state institute 1
for public policy in its report: "Inventory of Evidence-based, 2
Research-based, and Promising Practices for Prevention and 3
Intervention Services for Children and Juveniles in the Child 4
Welfare, Juvenile Justice, and Mental Health Systems." The department 5
may concentrate delivery of these treatments and therapies at a 6
limited number of programs to deliver the treatments in a cost-7
effective manner.8

(d)(i) $6,198,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 9
fiscal year 2020 and $6,198,000 of the general fund—state 10
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to implement 11
evidence- and research-based programs through community juvenile 12
accountability grants, administration of the grants, and evaluations 13
of programs funded by the grants. In addition to funding provided in 14
this subsection, funding to implement alcohol and substance abuse 15
treatment programs for locally committed offenders is provided 16
through an interagency agreement with the health care authority.17

(ii) The department of children, youth, and families shall 18
administer a block grant to county juvenile courts for the purpose of 19
serving youth as defined in RCW 13.40.510(4)(a) in the county 20
juvenile justice system. Funds dedicated to the block grant include: 21
Consolidated juvenile service (CJS) funds, community juvenile 22
accountability act (CJAA) grants, chemical dependency/mental health 23
disposition alternative (CDDA), and suspended disposition alternative 24
(SDA). The department of children, youth, and families shall follow 25
the following formula and must prioritize evidence-based programs and 26
disposition alternatives and take into account juvenile courts 27
program-eligible youth in conjunction with the number of youth served 28
in each approved evidence-based program or disposition alternative: 29
(A) Thirty-seven and one-half percent for the at-risk population of 30
youth ten to seventeen years old; (B) fifteen percent for the 31
assessment of low, moderate, and high-risk youth; (C) twenty-five 32
percent for evidence-based program participation; (D) seventeen and 33
one-half percent for minority populations; (E) three percent for the 34
chemical dependency and mental health disposition alternative; and 35
(F) two percent for the suspended dispositional alternatives. Funding 36
for the special sex offender disposition alternative (SSODA) shall 37
not be included in the block grant, but allocated on the average 38
daily population in juvenile courts. Funding for the evidence-based 39
expansion grants shall be excluded from the block grant formula. 40
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Funds may be used for promising practices when approved by the 1
department of children, youth, and families and juvenile courts, 2
through the community juvenile accountability act committee, based on 3
the criteria established in consultation with Washington state 4
institute for public policy and the juvenile courts.5

(iii) The department of children, youth, and families and the 6
juvenile courts shall establish a block grant funding formula 7
oversight committee with equal representation from the department of 8
children, youth, and families and the juvenile courts. The purpose of 9
this committee is to assess the ongoing implementation of the block 10
grant funding formula, utilizing data-driven decision making and the 11
most current available information. The committee will be co-chaired 12
by the department of children, youth, and families and the juvenile 13
courts, who will also have the ability to change members of the 14
committee as needed to achieve its purpose.

(e) $557,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 33
year 2020 and $707,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 34
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for funding of the teamchild 35
project.36

(f) $283,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 37
year 2020 and $283,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
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fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the juvenile detention 1
alternatives initiative.2

(g) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2020 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a grant program focused on 5
criminal street gang prevention and intervention. The department of 6
children, youth, and families may award grants under this subsection. 7
The department of children, youth, and families shall give priority 8
to applicants who have demonstrated the greatest problems with 9
criminal street gangs. Applicants composed of, at a minimum, one or 10
more local governmental entities and one or more nonprofit, 11
nongovernmental organizations that have a documented history of 12
creating and administering effective criminal street gang prevention 13
and intervention programs may apply for funding under this 14
subsection. Each entity receiving funds must report to the department 15
of children, youth, and families on the number and types of youth 16
served, the services provided, and the impact of those services on 17
the youth and the community.18

(h) The juvenile rehabilitation institutions may use funding 19
appropriated in this subsection to purchase goods, supplies, and 20
services through hospital group purchasing organizations when it is 21
cost-effective to do so.22

(i) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 23
year 2020 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 24
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for grants to county juvenile 25
courts to establish alternative detention facilities similar to the 26
proctor house model in Jefferson county, Washington, that will 27
provide less restrictive confinement alternatives to youth in their 28
local communities. County juvenile courts shall apply to the 29
department of children, youth, and families for funding and each 30
entity receiving funds must report to the department on the number 31
and types of youth serviced, the services provided, and the impact of 32
those services on the youth and the community.33

(j) $432,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 34
year 2020 and $432,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 35
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to provide 36
housing services to clients releasing from incarceration into the 37
community.38
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(k) $4,179,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2020 and $7,516,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed 3
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1646 (juvenile rehabilitation 4
confinement).5

(l) $80,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 6
year 2020 is provided solely for a contract with a non-governmental 7
entity to research youth violence prevention strategies and explore 8
new and existing resources to implement evidence-based youth 9
prevention strategies in the city of Federal Way.10

(m) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 11
year 2020 is provided for the department to measure the fidelity of 12
the evidence-based interventions incorporated into the integrated 13
treatment model. By July 1, 2020, the department must report to the 14
governor and the appropriate fiscal and policy committees of the 15
legislature on the results of the assessment of the integrated 16
treatment model.17

(n) $425,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 18
year 2021 is provided solely for community-based violence prevention 19
and intervention services to individuals identified through the King 20
county shots fired social network analysis. The department must 21
complete an evaluation of the program and provide a report to the 22
governor and the appropriate legislative committees by September 15, 23
2021.24

(o) $800,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 25
year 2021 is provided solely for the office of juvenile justice to 26
establish a grant program for evidence-based services to youth who 27
are at high risk to perpetrate gun violence and who reside in areas 28
with high rates of gun violence.29

(i) Priority shall be given to one site serving in south King 30
county and one site in Yakima county.31

(ii) Priority for funding shall be given to sites who partner 32
with the University of Washington to deliver family integrated 33
transition services through use of credible messenger advocates.34

(p) $25,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 35
year 2020 and $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 36
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the juvenile rehabilitation 37
administration to contract with a cultural-based education, 38
rehabilitation, and positive identity formation program to host 39
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music, dance, therapeutic African drumming, and cultural awareness 1
workshops at Naselle youth camp.2

(q) $1,059,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2021 is provided solely for Second Substitute House Bill No. 4
2277 (youth solitary confinement). ((If the bill is not enacted by 5
June 30, 2020, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.))6

(r) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 7
year 2021 is provided solely for the department of children, youth, 8
and families to fund an educational advocate for the city of Yakima. 9
The advocate will provide intervention services to youth identified 10
as most at risk to engage in firearm violence.11

fiscal year 2020, (($97,570,000)) $90,667,000 of the general fund—34
state appropriation for fiscal year 2021, (($24,070,000)) $23,970,000 35
of the education legacy trust account—state appropriation, and 36
$80,000,000 of the opportunity pathways account appropriation are 37
provided solely for the early childhood education and assistance 38
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program. These amounts shall support at least 14,000 slots in fiscal 1
year 2020 and 14,662 slots in fiscal year 2021. Of the 14,662 slots 2
in fiscal year 2021, 50 slots must be reserved for foster children to 3
receive school-year-round enrollment.4

(b) The task force must review the purpose and activities of the 21
hatchery scientific review group and develop recommendations for the 22
legislature to establish a replacement group or entity that will 23
analyze state spending and projects related to hatcheries that are 24
proposed in state operating and capital budgets. Among other things, 25
the task force shall recommend a process by which the replacement 26
organization or entity, starting with the 2021-2023 fiscal biennium, 27
contracts with the department to review the department's proposed 28
agency biennial operating and capital budget requests related to 29
state fish hatcheries prior to submission to the office of financial 30
management. This review shall: (i) Examine if the proposed requests 31
are consistent with independent scientific review standards using 32
best available science; (ii) evaluate the components of the request 33
based on the independent needs of each particular watershed and the 34
return of salmonids including naturally spawning, endangered, and 35
hatchery stocks; and (iii) evaluate whether the proposed requests are 36
being made in the most cost-effective manner. This process must 37
require the department to provide a copy of the review to the office 38

proposal.2

(c) The task force shall report to the legislature on its 3
findings and recommendations by December 1, 2019.4

(4) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 5
year 2020 and $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 6
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a state match to support the 7
Puget Sound nearshore partnership between the department and the 8
United States army corps of engineers.9

(5) $762,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 10
year 2020, $580,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 11
fiscal year 2021, and $24,000 of the state wildlife account—state 12
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of Second 13
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5577 (orca whales/vessels).14

(6) $156,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2020 and $155,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for operating budget impacts 17
from capital budget projects funded in the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium.18

(7) $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2020 and $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 20
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to develop a 21
pinto abalone recovery plan, expand field work, conduct genetics and 22
disease assessments, and establish three satellite grow-out 23
facilities. $150,000 of the appropriation per fiscal year is for 24
competitive grants to nonprofit organizations to assist in recovery 25
and restoration work of native shellfish.26

(8) $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 27
year 2020 and $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 28
fiscal year 2021, are provided solely for the department to increase 29
the work of regional fisheries enhancement groups.30

(9) $457,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 31
year 2020, $457,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 32
fiscal year 2021, and $110,000 of the state wildlife account—state 33
appropriation are provided solely for the department to pay for costs 34
to maintain upgraded network infrastructure and pay the debt service 35
on purchased equipment.36

(10) $165,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 37
year 2020, $166,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
fiscal year 2021, and $495,000 of the state wildlife account—state 39
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appropriation are provided solely for new service or vendor costs, 1
including PC leases, mobile devices, a remote management system, IT 2
issue tracking technology, and virtual private network services.3

(11) $3,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 4
fiscal year 2020 and $3,500,000 of the general fund—state 5
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are appropriated for the 6
department to increase hatchery production of salmon throughout the 7
Puget Sound, coast, and Columbia river. Increases in hatchery 8
production must be prioritized to increase prey abundance for 9
southern resident orcas. The department shall work with federal 10
partners, tribal co-managers, and other interested parties when 11
developing annual hatchery production plans. These increases shall be 12
done consistent with best available science, most recent hatchery 13
standards, and endangered species act requirements, and include 14
adaptive management provisions to ensure the conservation and 15
enhancement of wild stocks. Of the amounts provided in this 16
subsection, $500,000 in fiscal year 2020 is for wells and generators 17
at the Samish hatchery.18

(12) $2,257,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 19
fiscal year 2020 and $1,785,000 of the general fund—state 20
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to grant to 21
the northwest Indian fisheries commission to grant to tribes for 22
hatchery operations that are prioritized to increase prey abundance 23
for southern resident orcas. Of the amounts provided in this 24
subsection:25

(a) $1,535,000 in each fiscal year is for additional hatchery 26
production in the following amounts per fiscal year: $150,000 for the 27
Quinault Indian Nation, $169,000 for the Tulalip Tribes, $268,000 for 28
the Quileute Tribe, $186,000 for the Puyallup Tribe, $112,000 for the 29
Port Gamble S'Klallam Tribe, $23,000 for the Muckleshoot Indian 30
Tribe, $207,000 for the Squaxin Island Tribe, $142,000 for the 31
Skokomish Indian Tribe, and $278,000 for the Lummi Nation.32

(b) $472,000 in fiscal year 2020 is for improvements to hatchery 33

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(13) $771,000 of the general fund—state appropriation in fiscal 1
year 2020 and $76,000 of the general fund—state appropriation in 2
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to provide to 3
tribes for hatchery operations that are prioritized to increase prey 4
abundance for southern resident orcas. Of the amounts provided in 5
this subsection, $76,000 in each fiscal year is for the Yakama Nation 6
for additional hatchery production, $195,000 in fiscal year 2020 is 7
for the Yakama Nation for improvements to hatchery facilities, and 8
$500,000 in fiscal year 2020 is for the Confederated Tribes of the 9
Colville Reservation for improvements to hatchery facilities.10

and landowners. Authorized expenditures include, but are not limited 9
to, elk fencing and replacement hay to mitigate the impacts of elk on 10
agricultural crop production.11

(20) $49,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 12
year 2020, $47,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2021, and $37,000 of the state wildlife account—state 14
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of Second 15
Substitute House Bill No. 1579 (chinook abundance).16

(21) $357,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 17
year 2021 is provided solely for suppression, eradication, and 18
monitoring of northern pike in the Columbia river. The department 19
must work with the Spokane Tribe of Indians, the Confederated Tribes 20
of the Colville Reservation, and the Kalispel Tribe of Indians on 21
identifying appropriate actions to reduce threats to anadromous 22
salmon from invasive northern pike.23

(((32))) (27) $112,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 18
for fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for the implementation of 19
Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 2311 (greenhouse gas 20
emissions). ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2020, the amount 21
provided in this subsection shall lapse.22

(33))) (28) $1,262,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 23
for fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for the costs for the 24
department to maintain shellfish sanitation activities necessary to 25
implement its memorandum of understanding with the department of 26
health to ensure the state is compliant with its federal obligations 27
under the model ordinance of the national shellfish sanitation 28
program.29

(((34))) (29) $142,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 30
for fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for work addressing fish 31
passage barriers, including data analysis and mapping to identify 32
streams and barriers that have the greatest potential benefit to 33
listed salmon populations, southern resident orca whales, and 34
fisheries. In conducting this work, the department must consult with 35
tribes and coordinate with the department of transportation's fish 36
barrier work plans.37

(((35))) (30) $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
fiscal year 2020 ((and $166,000 of the general fund—state 39

development, and environmental laws and rules to achieve a goal of 7
better statewide performance on ecological health and endangered 8
species recovery, including the recovery of salmon in order to 9
fulfill tribal treaty obligations and achieve the delisting of 10
threatened or endangered runs.

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to manage approximately 70,700 acres of Washington State University's 1
agricultural college trust lands.2

(2) $41,514,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 3

(i) How to increase dual credit offerings and access for students 32
that aligns with the student's high school and beyond plan and 33
provides a pathway to education and training after high school, 34
including careers, professional-technical education, apprenticeship, 35
a college degree, or military service, among others.36

(ii) How to ensure transfer of college credits earned by dual 37
credit students to/among institutions of higher education.38
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(iii) How basic education funding will be used to provide for 1
fees, books, and other direct costs charged by institutions of higher 2
education and K-12 districts.3

(iv) How K-12 and postsecondary institutions will equitably 4
expand dual credit opportunities for students.5

(v) How K-12 and postsecondary institutions will ensure 6
coordinated advising and support services for students enrolled in, 7
or considering enrollment in, dual credit programs.8

(t) $44,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2020 and $44,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to pay for services for space in 11
the state data center and networking charges.12

(u) $46,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 13
year 2020 and $46,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 14
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a new server and backup 15
application due to the move to the state data center.16

(v) $55,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 17
year 2021 is provided solely for the consolidated technology services 18
to host the office's web site and for web site maintenance and 19
support services.20

(w) Districts shall report to the office the results of each 21
collective bargaining agreement for certificated staff within their 22
district using a uniform template as required by the superintendent, 23
within thirty days of finalizing contracts. The data must include but 24
is not limited to: Minimum and maximum base salaries, supplemental 25
salary information, and average percent increase for all certificated 26
instructional staff. Within existing resources by December 1st of 27
each year, the office shall produce a report for the legislative 28
evaluation and accountability program committee summarizing the 29
district level collective bargaining agreement data.30

(x) The office shall review and update the guidelines 31
"prohibiting discrimination in Washington public schools," which must 32
include religious accommodations. Students' sincerely held religious 33
beliefs and practices must be reasonably accommodated with respect to 34
all examinations and other requirements to successfully complete 35
coursework.36

(y) In section 116(8) of this act, the office of the education 37
ombuds is directed to develop a plan to implement a program to 38
promote skills, knowledge, and awareness concerning issues of 39
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diversity, equity, and inclusion among families with school-age 1
children, with a report due to the governor and the appropriate 2
committees in the legislature by September 1, 2020. Within amounts 3
provided in this subsection, the office of the superintendent of 4
public instruction shall collaborate on the plan and report.5

(z) In section 129(13) of this act, the office of financial 6
management is directed to review and report on the pupil 7
transportation funding system for K-12 education, the report is due 8
to the governor and the appropriate committees in the legislature by 9
August 1, 2020. Within amounts provided in this subsection, the 10
office of the superintendent of public instruction shall collaborate 11
on this review.12

(2) DATA SYSTEMS13
(a) $1,802,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 14

year 2020 and $1,802,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 15
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementing a comprehensive 16
data system to include financial, student, and educator data, 17
including development and maintenance of the comprehensive education 18
data and research system (CEDARS).19

(b) $1,221,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 20
year 2020 and $281,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 21
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for K-20 telecommunications 22
network technical support in the K-12 sector to prevent system 23
failures and avoid interruptions in school utilization of the data 24
processing and video-conferencing capabilities of the network. These 25
funds may be used to purchase engineering and advanced technical 26
support for the network.27

(c) $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 28
year 2020 and $450,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 29
fiscal year 2021 are provided for the superintendent of public 30
instruction to develop and implement a statewide accountability 31
system to address absenteeism and to improve student graduation 32
rates. The system must use data to engage schools and districts in 33
identifying successful strategies and systems that are based on 34
federal and state accountability measures. Funding may also support 35
the effort to provide assistance about successful strategies and 36
systems to districts and schools that are underperforming in the 37
targeted student subgroups.38

(3) WORK GROUPS39
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(a) $335,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 1
year 2020 and $335,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 2
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter 3
206, Laws of 2018 (career and college readiness).4

(b) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 5
year 2020 and $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 6
fiscal year 2021 are provided for the office of the superintendent of 7
public instruction to meet statutory obligations related to the 8
provision of medically and scientifically accurate, age-appropriate, 9
and inclusive sexual health education as authorized by chapter 206, 10
Laws of 1988 (AIDS omnibus act) and chapter 265, Laws of 2007 11
(healthy youth act).12

(c) The office of the superintendent of public instruction, in 13
collaboration with the department of social and health services 14
developmental disabilities administration and division of vocational 15
rehabilitation, shall explore the development of an implementation 16
plan to build statewide capacity among school districts to improve 17
transition planning for students in special education who meet 18
criteria for services from the developmental disabilities 19
administration, and shall provide all school districts with an 20
opportunity to participate. The plan shall be submitted in compliance 21
with RCW 43.01.036 by November 1, 2018, and the final report must be 22
submitted by November 1, 2020, to the governor and appropriate 23
legislative committees. The final report must include the following:24

(i) An examination of whether a data share agreement between the 25
department of social and health services developmental disabilities 26
administration, division of vocational rehabilitation, and the office 27

(ii) Defined roles for the associated stakeholders involved with 30
the transition of students potentially eligible for services from the 31
developmental disabilities administration, including but not limited 32
to:33

(B) The office of the superintendent of public instruction;36
(C) The division of vocational rehabilitation at the department 37

of social and health services;38
(D) School districts across the state of Washington; and39
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(E) Counties coordinating employment and day services.1
(iii) An examination of the feasibility of a statewide 2

developmental disabilities transition council, including 3
representative positions, roles and responsibilities, costs, and data 4
collection; and5

(iv) Recommendations for supporting seamless transition from 6
school to post-school life, up to and including potential legislation 7
and funding, regional interagency transition networks, and 8
coordination between counties, schools, and other partners for 9
transition supports.10

(d) $40,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 11
year 2020 is provided solely for the legislative youth advisory 12
council. The council of statewide members advises legislators on 13
issues of importance to youth.14

(e) $118,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2020 and $118,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 16
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter 17
75, Laws of 2018 (dyslexia).18

(f) $183,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 19
year 2020 and $48,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 20
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the implementation of 21
Engrossed Substitute House Bill No. 1130 (pub. school language 22
access).23

(g) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2020 and $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Second 26
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5082 (social emotional learning).27

(h) (((i))) (i) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 28
for fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for the office of the 29
superintendent of public instruction to convene a work group to 30
develop recommendations for integrating, in a regular and ongoing 31
basis, African American history, examinations of racism, and the 32
history of the civil rights movement into curriculum provided to 33
students in grades seven through twelve. Recommendations developed in 34
accordance with this subsection must be preceded by a work group 35
review of pertinent curriculum that is available to school districts, 36
and must include recommendations for the professional development 37
needed to support educators in providing the instruction to students.38
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(ii) The work group must consist of one representative from each 1
of the following: (A) The Washington state commission on African 2
American affairs; (B) the educational opportunity gap oversight and 3
accountability committee; and (C) a statewide organization 4
representing teachers. The work group may also include other persons 5
with unique and specific expertise, including but not limited to, 6
Washington state historians and persons representing teacher 7
preparation programs.8

(iii) The office must report the findings and recommendations 9
required by this subsection to the education committees of the 10

(((j))) (i) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 12
fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for the office to participate in 13
the work group established in section 922 of this act to create a 14
family engagement framework for early learning through high school. 15
At a minimum, the work group must review family engagement policies 16
and practices in Washington and in other states, with a focus on 17
identifying best practices that can be adopted throughout Washington.18

(((l))) (j)(i)(A) Within amounts provided in this section, the 19
office of the superintendent of public instruction shall convene a 20
work group to:21

(I) Review provisions related to sexual health education in the 22
health and physical education learning standards adopted in 2016;23

(II) Review existing sexual health education curricula in use in 24
the state for the purpose of identifying gaps or potential 25
inconsistencies with the health and physical education learning 26
standards;27

(III) Consider revisions to sexual health education provisions in 28
statute; and29

(IV) Consider the merits and challenges associated with requiring 30
all public schools offer comprehensive sexual health education to 31
students in all grades by September 1, 2022. For purposes of this 32
subsection (((h))) (j), "comprehensive sexual health education" means 33
instruction in sexual health that, at a minimum, is evidence-34
informed, medically and scientifically accurate, age appropriate, and 35
inclusive for all students.36

(B) In meeting the requirements of this subsection (h), the work 37
group shall consult with a broad array of stakeholders representing 38
diverse opinions.39

(ii) The work group shall consist of the following members:40
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(A) The superintendent of public instruction or the 1
superintendent's designee;2

(B) Three representatives of school districts recommended by the 3
Washington state school directors' association. To the extent 4
possible, the school district representatives must reflect a 5
diversity of student enrollment, geographic location, and urban, 6
suburban, and rural locations;7

(C) Three school principals recommended by an association of 8
Washington school principals, one each representing an elementary 9
school, a middle school, and a high school. The three principals must 10
represent the geographic diversity of urban, suburban, and rural 11
locations;12

(D) Three public school health educators recommended by an 13
association of Washington educators, one each representing grades 14
kindergarten through five, grades six through eight, and grades nine 15
through twelve. The three public school health educators must 16
represent the geographic diversity of urban, suburban, and rural 17
locations;18

(E) Three public health officials, at least two of whom are local 19
public health officials with expertise in developing or presenting 20
comprehensive sexual health education materials and resources, as 21
recommended by the Washington state department of health. The three 22
public health officials must represent the geographic diversity of 23
urban, suburban, and rural locations; and24

(F) Three parents recommended in accordance with this subsection 25
(3)(((h))) (j)(ii)(F), one with a child enrolled in a public school 26
west of the crest of the Cascade mountain range, one with a child 27
enrolled in a public school east of the crest of the Cascade mountain 28
range, and one with a child enrolled in a public school who is also 29
receiving special education services. The recommendation for a parent 30
of a public school student receiving special education services must 31
be made by an association of parents, teachers, and students that 32
focuses on the needs of students receiving special education 33
services. The recommendation for the other parents under this 34
subsection must be made by an association of parents, teachers, and 35
students.36

(iii) The office of the superintendent of public instruction 37
shall submit findings and recommendations required by this section to 38
the state board of education, the department of health, and, in 39
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accordance with RCW 43.01.036, the education committees of the house 1
of representatives and the senate by December 1, 2019.2

(iv)(A) The office of the superintendent of public instruction 3
and the Washington state school directors' association, shall 4
collaborate with department of health to conduct a data survey of the 5
availability of sexual health education in public schools and 6
relevant health measures in those schools. All school districts shall 7
submit to the office of the superintendent of public instruction, 8
through the Washington school health profiles survey, or other 9
reporting mechanisms, the curricula used in the district to teach 10
sexual health education. The data survey must include a list of the 11
schools within the boundaries of each school district that offer 12
sexual health education and in which grade levels, and the curricula 13
used to teach sexual health education, as reported according to RCW 14
28A.300.475(7). In addition, the data shall include, for each school 15
district and inclusive of any charter schools that may be within the 16
boundaries of the school district, the rate of teen pregnancy, 17
sexually transmitted infections, suicide, depression, and adverse 18
childhood experiences in each of the previous five years for which 19
data is available.

To the extent allowed by existing data sources, the 23
information must be disaggregated by age, race, ethnicity, free and 24
reduced lunch eligibility, sexual orientation, gender identity and 25
expression, and geography, including school district population 26
density, and conveyed, to the maximum extent possible, in a manner 27
that complies with WAC 392-117-060. The data survey may combine 28
multiple years of data if necessary to comply with student privacy 29
requirements.30

(B) The office of the superintendent of public instruction shall 31
utilize the information collected from the data survey to inform the 32
work group established in (((f))) (i) of this subsection. The office, 33
in accordance with RCW 43.01.036, shall submit the data survey to the 34
committees of the legislature with jurisdiction over matters related 35
to education and health care and the governor by December 1, 2019.36

(((m))) (k) $107,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for the office to support the 38
children and youth behavioral health work group created in Second 39
Substitute House Bill No. 2737 (child. mental health wk. grp). If 40
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this bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in 1
this subsection shall lapse.2

(4) STATEWIDE PROGRAMS3
(a) $2,590,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 4

year 2020 and $2,590,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 5
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Washington kindergarten 6
inventory of developing skills. State funding shall support statewide 7
administration and district implementation of the inventory under RCW 8
28A.655.080.9

(b) $703,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 10
year 2020 and $703,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 11
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter 12
72, Laws of 2016 (educational opportunity gap).13

(c) $950,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 14
year 2020 and $950,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 15
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Washington reading 16
corps. The superintendent shall allocate reading corps members to 17
schools identified for comprehensive or targeted support and school 18
districts that are implementing comprehensive, proven, research-based 19
reading programs. Two or more schools may combine their Washington 20
reading corps programs.21

(d) $909,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 22
year 2020 and $909,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 23
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to implement chapter 18, Laws of 24
2013 2nd sp. sess. (strengthening student educational outcomes).25

(e) $10,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 26
year 2020 and $10,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 27
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for chapter 102, Laws of 2014 28
(biliteracy seal).29

(f)(i) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 30
year 2020 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 31
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for school bullying and 32
harassment prevention activities.33

(ii) $15,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 34
year 2020 and $15,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 35
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter 36
240, Laws of 2016 (school safety).37

(iii) $1,268,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38
fiscal year 2020 is provided solely to educational service districts 39
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for implementation of Second Substitute House Bill No. 1216 (school 1
safety and well-being).2

(iv) $570,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2021 is provided solely for the office of the superintendent of 4
public instruction to provide statewide support and coordination for 5
the regional network of behavioral health, school safety, and threat 6
assessment established in chapter 333, Laws of 2019 (school safety 7
and well-being). Within the amounts appropriated in this subsection 8
(4)(f)(iv), $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 9
fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for grants to schools or school 10
districts for planning and integrating tiered suicide prevention and 11
behavioral health supports. Grants must be awarded first to districts 12
demonstrating the greatest need and readiness. Grants may be used for 13
intensive technical assistance and training, professional 14
development, and evidence-based suicide prevention training.15

(v) $196,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 16
year 2020 and $196,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 17
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the school safety center 18
within the office of the superintendent of public instruction.19

(A) Within the amounts provided in this subsection (4)(f) (v), 20
$100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2020 21
and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 22
2021 are provided solely for a school safety program to provide 23
school safety training for all school administrators and school 24
safety personnel. The school safety center advisory committee shall 25
develop and revise the training program, using the best practices in 26
school safety.27

(B) Within the amounts provided in this subsection (4)(f) (v), 28
$96,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2020 29
and $96,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 30
2021 are provided solely for administration of the school safety 31
center. The safety center shall act as an information dissemination 32
and resource center when an incident occurs in a school district in 33
Washington or in another state, coordinate activities relating to 34
school safety, review and approve manuals and curricula used for 35
school safety models and training, and maintain a school safety 36
information web site.37

(g)(i) $162,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 38

(ii) $204,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 3
year 2020 is provided solely for implementation of chapter 202, Laws 4
of 2017 (children's mental health).5

(iii) $20,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 6
year 2020 is provided solely for implementation of chapter 175, Laws 7
of 2018 (children's mental health services).8

(iv) $76,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 9
year 2020 and $76,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 10
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter 11
64, Laws of 2018 (sexual abuse of students).12

(h)(i) $280,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 13
fiscal year 2020, $280,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 14
for fiscal year 2021, and $1,052,000 of the dedicated marijuana 15

(ii) $293,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 29
year 2020 and $293,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 30
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the office of the 31
superintendent of public instruction to support district 32
implementation of comprehensive guidance and planning programs in 33
support of high-quality high school and beyond plans consistent with 34
RCW 28A.230.090.35

(iii) $178,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 36
year 2020 and $178,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 37
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter 38
291, Laws of 2017 (truancy reduction efforts).39
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(i) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section for the 1
office of the superintendent of public instruction to create a 2
process and provide assistance to school districts in planning for 3
future implementation of the summer knowledge improvement program 4
grants.5

(j) $369,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 6
year 2020 and $358,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 7
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the implementation of Second 8
Substitute House Bill No. 1424 (CTE course equivalencies).9

(k) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 10
year 2020 and $196,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 11
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the implementation of 12
Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 1599 (high school 13
graduation reqs.).14

(l) $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 15
year 2020, $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 16
year 2021, and $680,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are 17
provided solely for the implementation of Engrossed Second Substitute 18
House Bill No. 1139 (educator workforce supply). Of the amounts 19
provided in this subsection, $680,000 of the general fund—federal 20
appropriation is provided solely for title II SEA state-level 21
activities to implement section 103 of Engrossed Second Substitute 22
House Bill No. 1139 relating to the regional recruiters program.23

(m) $66,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 24
year 2020 and $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 25
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the office of the 26
superintendent of public instruction to evaluate and implement best 27
practices and procedures for ensuring that student lunch periods 28
include a seated lunch duration of at least twenty minutes. The 29
office of the superintendent of public instruction shall, through an 30
application-based process, select six public schools to serve as 31
demonstration sites. Of the amounts provided in this subsection:32

(i) $30,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal 33
year 2020 and $30,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 34
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for annual grant awards of 35
$5,000 each provided to the six school districts selected to serve as 36
school demonstration sites;37

28A.325.050. The office must publish the list no later than December 28
30, 2020. Within amounts appropriated in this subsection, the office 29
of the superintendent of public instruction must:30

(i) Collaborate with associated student body executive boards 31
statewide regarding district policies to reduce the extracurricular 32
opportunity gap.33

(ii) Require school districts to collect and report to the 34
associated student body executive board the 2018-19 school year data 35
related to students in possession of associated student body cards 36
and student participation in school-based athletic programs by 37
January 15, 2020. School districts with more than one high school 38
must provide each high school's associated student body executive 39
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board only the data from each associated student body executive 1
board's respective high school.2

(v) Enrollment in dropout reengagement programs for purposes of 4
calculating allocations for eligible students under RCW 28A.175.100; 5
and6

(vi) Enrollment in career and technical education and skill 7
centers for purposes of calculating allocations as described in RCW 8
28A.150.260 (4)(c), (7), and (9).9

(c) The maximum transportation stabilization allocation is equal 10
to amount C minus amount D if amount C minus amount D is greater than 11
zero.12

(i) "Amount C" is 80 percent of the district's estimated 13
allocation for the 2020-21 school year provided by the superintendent 14
of public instruction prior to February 2021.15

(ii) "Amount D" is the actual amount the local education agency 16
receives for the 2020-21 school year under the allocation formula 17
provided in RCW 28A.160.192.18

(3) Enrollment stabilization amounts allocated under this section 19
are not part of the state's program of basic education but may be 20
used for any allowable cost within any of the programs.21

(4) For purposes of this section, "local education agency" means 22
a school district, charter school, or state-tribal education compact 23
school established under chapter 28A.715

(13)(a) $172,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for 19
fiscal year 2020 and $172,000 of the general fund—state appropriation 20
for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a University of 21
Washington study in the south Cascades to determine current wolf use 22
and density, and to gather baseline data to understand the effects of 23
wolf recolonization on predator-prey dynamics of species that 24
currently have established populations in the area.
