(2)(a) Each project must have a technology budget. The technology24
budget must use a method similar to the state capital budget,25
identifying project costs, each fund source, and anticipated26
deliverables through each stage of the entire project investment and27
across fiscal periods and biennia from project onset through28
implementation and close out.29

(b) As part of the development of a technology budget and at each30
request for funding, the agency shall submit detailed financial31
information to the office of financial management and the office of32
the state chief information officer. The technology budget must33
describe the total cost of the project by fiscal month to include and34

(i) Fund sources;36
(ii) Full-time equivalent staffing level to include job37

classification assumptions;38
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(iii) A discreet appropriation index and program index;1
(iv) Object and subobject codes of expenditures; and2
(v) Anticipated deliverables.3
(c) If a project technology budget changes and a revised4

technology budget is completed, a comparison of the revised5
technology budget to the last approved technology budget must be6
posted to the dashboard, to include a narrative rationale on what7
changed, why, and how that impacts the project in scope, budget, and8
schedule.9

(3)(a) Each project must have an investment plan that includes:10
(i) An organizational chart of the project management team that11

identifies team members and their roles and responsibilities;12
(ii) The office of the state chief information officer staff13

assigned to the project;14
(iii) An implementation schedule covering activities, critical15

milestones, and deliverables at each stage of the project for the16
life of the project at each agency affected by the project;17

(iv) Performance measures used to determine that the project is18
on time, within budget, and meeting expectations for quality of work19
product;20

(v) Ongoing maintenance and operations cost of the project post21
implementation and close out delineated by agency staffing,22
contracted staffing, and service level agreements; and23

(vi) Financial budget coding to include at least discrete program24
index and subobject codes.25

(4) Projects with estimated costs greater than one hundred26
million dollars from initiation to completion and implementation may27
be divided into discrete subprojects as determined by the office of28
the state chief information officer. Each subproject must have a29
technology budget and investment plan as provided in this section.30

(5)(a) The office of the state chief information officer shall31
maintain an information technology project dashboard that provides32
updated information each fiscal month on projects subject to this33
section. This includes, at least:34

(i) Project changes each fiscal month;35
(ii) Noting if the project has a completed market requirements36

document;37
(iii) Financial status of information technology projects under38

oversight; ((and))39
(iv) Coordination with agencies;40
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(v) Monthly quality assurance reports, if applicable;1
(vi) Monthly office of the state chief information officer status2

reports;3
(vii) Historical project budget and expenditures through fiscal4

year 2019;5
(viii) Budget and expenditures each fiscal month; and6
(ix) Estimated annual maintenance and operations costs by fiscal7

year.8
(b) The dashboard must retain a roll up of the entire project9

cost, including all subprojects, that can be displayed the subproject10
detail.11

(6) If the project affects more than one agency:12
(a) A separate technology budget and investment plan must be13

prepared for each agency; and14
(b) The dashboard must contain a statewide project technology15

budget roll up that includes each affected agency at the subproject16
level.17

(7) For any project that exceeds two million dollars in total18
funds to complete, requires more than one biennium to complete, or is19
financed through financial contracts, bonds, or other indebtedness:20

(a) Quality assurance for the project must report independently21
the office of the chief information officer;22

(b) The office of the chief information officer must review, and,23
if necessary, revise the proposed project to ensure it is flexible24
and adaptable to advances in technology;25

(c) The technology budget must specifically identify the uses of26
any financing proceeds. No more than thirty percent of the financing27
proceeds may be used for payroll-related costs for state employees28
assigned to project management, installation, testing, or training;29

(d) The agency must consult with the office of the state30
treasurer during the competitive procurement process to evaluate31
early in the process whether products and services to be solicited32
and the responsive bids from a solicitation may be financed; and33

(e) The agency must consult with the contracting division of the34
department of enterprise services for a review of all contracts and35
agreements related to the project's information technology36
procurements.37

(8) The office of the state chief information officer must38
evaluate the project at each stage and certify whether the project is39
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planned, managed, and meeting deliverable targets as defined in the1
project's approved technology budget and investment plan.2

(9) The office of the state chief information officer may suspend3
or terminate a project at any time if it determines that the project4
is not meeting or not expected to meet anticipated performance and5
technology outcomes. Once suspension or termination occurs, the6
agency shall unallot any unused funding and shall not make any7
expenditure for the project without the approval of the office of8
financial management. The office of the state chief information9
officer must report on July 1st and December 1st each calendar year,10
beginning July 1, 2020, any suspension or termination of a project in11
the previous six month period to legislative fiscal committees.12

project.31

(4) Transit coordination grant applications must include32
measurable outcomes for the project including, but not limited to,33
the following:34

(a) Impacts on service, such as increased service, improved35
service delivery, and improved transfers and coordination across36
transit service;37

(b) Impacts on customer service, such as: Improved reliability;38
improved outreach and coordination with customers, employers, and39
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communities; improvements in customer service functions, such as1
customer response time and web-based and other communications; and2

(c) Impacts on administration, such as improved marketing and3
outreach efforts, integrated customer-focused tools, and improved4
cross-agency communications.5

(5) Transit coordination grant applications must also include:6
(a) Project budget and cost details; and7
(b) A commitment and description of local matching funding of at8

least ten percent of the project cost.9
(6) Upon completion of the project, transit coordination grant10

recipients must provide a report to the department that includes an11
overview of the project, how the grant funds were spent, and the12
extent to which the identified project outcomes were met. In13
addition, such reports must include a description of best practices14
that could be transferred to other transit agencies faced with15
similar issues to those addressed by the transit coordination grant16
recipient. The department must report annually to the transportation17
committees of the legislature on the transit coordination grants that18
were awarded, and the report must include data to determine if19
completed transit coordination grant projects produced the20
anticipated outcomes included in the grant applications.21

(c) Fair, independent, comprehensive performance audits of4
transportation-related agencies overseen by the elected state auditor5
are essential to improving the efficiency, economy, and effectiveness6
of the state's transportation system.7

(3) For purposes of chapter 314, Laws of 2005:8
(a) "Performance audit" means an objective and systematic9

assessment of a state agency or agencies or any of their programs,10
functions, or activities by the state auditor or designee in order to11
help improve agency efficiency, effectiveness, and accountability.12
Performance audits include economy and efficiency audits and program13
audits.14

(b) "Transportation-related agency" means any state agency,15
board, or commission that receives funding primarily for16
transportation-related purposes. At a minimum, the department of17
transportation, the transportation improvement board or its successor18
entity, the county road administration board or its successor entity,19
and the traffic safety commission are considered transportation-20
related agencies. The Washington state patrol and the department of21
licensing shall not be considered transportation-related agencies22
under chapter 314, Laws of 2005.23

(4) Within the authorities and duties under chapter 43.09 RCW,24
the state auditor shall establish criteria and protocols for25
performance audits. Transportation-related agencies shall be audited26
using criteria that include generally accepted government auditing27
standards as well as legislative mandates and performance objectives28
established by state agencies. Mandates include, but are not limited29
to, agency strategies, timelines, program objectives, and mission and30
goals as required in RCW 43.88.090.31

(5) Within the authorities and duties under chapter 43.09 RCW,32
the state auditor may conduct performance audits for transportation-33
related agencies. The state auditor shall contract with private firms34
to conduct the performance audits.35

(6) The audits may include:36
(a) Identification of programs and services that can be37

eliminated, reduced, consolidated, or enhanced;38
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(b) Identification of funding sources to the transportation-1
related agency, to programs, and to services that can be eliminated,2
reduced, consolidated, or enhanced;3

(c) Analysis of gaps and overlaps in programs and services and4
recommendations for improving, dropping, blending, or separating5
functions to correct gaps or overlaps;6

(d) Analysis and recommendations for pooling information7
technology systems used within the transportation-related agency, and8
evaluation of information processing and telecommunications policy,9
organization, and management;10

(e) Analysis of the roles and functions of the transportation-11
related agency, its programs, and its services and their compliance12
with statutory authority and recommendations for eliminating or13
changing those roles and functions and ensuring compliance with14
statutory authority;15

(f) Recommendations for eliminating or changing statutes, rules,16
and policy directives as may be necessary to ensure that the17
transportation-related agency carry out reasonably and properly those18
functions vested in the agency by statute;19

(g) Verification of the reliability and validity of20
transportation-related agency performance data, self-assessments, and21
performance measurement systems as required under RCW 43.88.090;22

(h) Identification of potential cost savings in the23
transportation-related agency, its programs, and its services;24

(i) Identification and recognition of best practices;25
(j) Evaluation of planning, budgeting, and program evaluation26

policies and practices;27
(k) Evaluation of personnel systems operation and management;28
(l) Evaluation of purchasing operations and management policies29

and practices;30
(m) Evaluation of organizational structure and staffing levels,31

particularly in terms of the ratio of managers and supervisors to32
nonmanagement personnel; and33

(n) Evaluation of transportation-related project costs, including34
but not limited to environmental mitigation, competitive bidding35
practices, permitting processes, and capital project management.36

(7) Within the authorities and duties under chapter 43.09 RCW,37
the state auditor must provide the preliminary performance audit38
reports to the audited state agency for comment. The auditor also may39
seek input on the preliminary report from other appropriate40
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officials. Comments must be received within thirty days after receipt1
of the preliminary performance audit report unless a different time2
period is approved by the state auditor. The final performance audit3
report shall include the objectives, scope, and methodology; the4
audit results, including findings and recommendations; the agency's5
response and conclusions; and identification of best practices.6

(8) The state auditor shall provide final performance audit7
reports to the citizens of Washington, the governor, the joint8
legislative audit and review committee, the appropriate legislative9
committees, and other appropriate officials. Final performance audit10
reports shall be posted on the internet.11

(9) The audited transportation-related agency is responsible for12
follow-up and corrective action on all performance audit findings and13
recommendations. The audited agency's plan for addressing each audit14
finding and recommendation shall be included in the final audit15
report. The plan shall provide the name of the contact person16
responsible for each action, the action planned, and the anticipated17
completion date. If the audited agency does not agree with the audit18
findings and recommendations or believes action is not required, then19
the action plan shall include an explanation and specific reasons.20

The office of financial management shall require periodic21
progress reports from the audited agency until all resolution has22
occurred. The office of financial management is responsible for23
achieving audit resolution. The office of financial management shall24
annually report by December 31st the status of performance audit25
resolution to the appropriate legislative committees and the state26
auditor. The legislature shall consider the performance audit results27
in connection with the state budget process.28

The auditor may request status reports on specific audits or29
findings.30

(10) For the period from July 1, 2005, until June 30, 2007, the31
amount of $4,000,000 is appropriated from the transportation32
partnership account to the state auditors office for the purposes of33
subsections (2) through (9) of this section.34

(11) During the 2015-2017 fiscal biennium, the legislature may35
transfer from the transportation partnership account to the36
connecting Washington account such amounts as reflect the excess fund37
balance of the transportation partnership account.38

(12) During the 2017-2019 and the 2019-2021 fiscal biennia, the39
legislature may direct the state treasurer to make transfers of40
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moneys in the transportation partnership account to the connecting1
Washington account ((and)), the motor vehicle fund, and the capital2
vessel replacement account.3

Sec. 706.  RCW 82.44.135 and 2006 c 318 s 9 are each amended to4
read as follows:5

(1) Before a local government subject to this chapter may impose6
a motor vehicle excise tax, the local government must contract with7
the department for the collection of the tax. The department may8
charge a reasonable amount, not to exceed one percent of tax9
collections, or two and one-half percent during the 2019-202110
biennium, for the administration and collection of the tax.11

(2) For fiscal year 2021, the department shall charge a minimum12
of seven million eight hundred two thousand dollars, which is the13
reasonable amount aimed at achieving full cost recovery for the14
administration and collection of a motor vehicle excise tax. The15
amount of the full reimbursement for the administration and16
collection of the motor vehicle excise tax must be deducted before17
distributing any revenues to a regional transit authority. Any18
reimbursement to ensure full cost recovery beyond the amount19
specified in this subsection may be negotiated between the department20
and the regional transit authority if full cost recovery has not been21
achieved, or if based on emergent issues.22

Sec. 707.  RCW 46.68.395 and 2015 3rd sp.s. c 44 s 106 are each23
amended to read as follows:24

(1) The connecting Washington account is created in the motor25
vehicle fund. Moneys in the account may be spent only after26
appropriation. Expenditures from the account must be used only for27
projects or improvements identified as connecting Washington projects28
or improvements in a transportation appropriations act, including any29
principal and interest on bonds authorized for the projects or30
improvements.31

(2) Moneys in the connecting Washington account may not be32
expended on the state route number 99 Alaskan Way viaduct replacement33
project.34

(3) During the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium, the legislature may35
direct the state treasurer to make transfers of moneys in the36
connecting Washington account to the motor vehicle fund.37

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 801.  If any provision of this act or its2
application to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the3
remainder of the act or the application of the provision to other4
persons or circumstances is not affected.5

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 802.  This act is necessary for the immediate6
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of7
the state government and its existing public institutions, and takes8
effect immediately.9
