Currently,26
there is little to no housing specific to populations with these co-27
occurring disorders; therefore, the department must consider how best28
to develop new bed capacity in combination with individualized29
support services, such as intensive case management and care30
coordination, clinical supervision, mental health, substance abuse31
treatment, and vocational and employment services. Case-management32
and care coordination services must be provided. Increased case-33
managed housing will help to reduce the use of jails and emergency34
services and will help to reduce admissions to the state psychiatric35
hospitals. The department must coordinate with the health care36
authority and the department of social and health services in37
establishing conditions for the awarding of these funds. The38
department must contract with local entities to provide a mix of (a)39
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shared permanent supportive housing; (b) independent permanent1
supportive housing; and (c) low and no-barrier housing beds for2
people with a criminal history, substance abuse disorder, and/or3
mental illness.4

Priority for permanent supportive housing must be given to5
individuals on the discharge list at the state psychiatric hospitals6
or in community psychiatric inpatient beds whose conditions present7
significant barriers to timely discharge.8

(17) $557,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal9
year 2020 and $557,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for10
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to design and11
administer the achieving a better life experience program.12

(18) The department is authorized to suspend issuing any13
nonstatutorily required grants or contracts of an amount less than14
$1,000,000 per year.15

(19) $1,070,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for16
fiscal year 2020 $1,070,000 of the general fund—state appropriation17
for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the small business18
export assistance program. The department must ensure that at least19
one employee is located outside the city of Seattle for purposes of20
assisting rural businesses with export strategies.21

(20) $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal22
year 2020 and $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for23
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to submit the24
necessary Washington state membership dues for the Pacific Northwest25
economic region.26

(21) $1,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for27
fiscal year 2020 and (($1,500,000)) $2,000,000 of the general fund—28
state appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the29
department to contract with organizations and attorneys to provide30
either legal representation or referral services for legal31
representation, or both, to indigent persons who are in need of legal32
services for matters related to their immigration status. Persons33
eligible for assistance under any contract entered into pursuant to34
this subsection must be determined to be indigent under standards35
developed under chapter 10.101 RCW.36

(22)(a) $3,500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2020 and $3,500,000 of the general fund—state38
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for grants to39
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support the building operation, maintenance, and service costs of1
permanent supportive housing projects or units within housing2
projects that have or will receive funding from the housing trust3
fund—state account or other public capital funding that:4

(i) Is dedicated as permanent supportive housing units;5
(ii) Is occupied by low-income households with incomes at or6

below thirty percent of the area median income; and7
(iii) Requires a supplement to rent income to cover ongoing8

property operating, maintenance, and service expenses.9
(b) Permanent supportive housing projects receiving federal10

operating subsidies that do not fully cover the operation,11
maintenance, and service costs of the projects are eligible to12
receive grants as described in this subsection.13

(c) The department may use a reasonable amount of funding14
provided in this subsection to administer the grants.15

(23)(a) (($2,735,000)) $2,091,000 of the general fund—state16
appropriation for fiscal year 2020, (($2,265,000)) $3,159,000 of the17
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2021, and $7,000,00018
of the home security fund—state appropriation are provided solely for19
the office of homeless youth prevention and protection programs to:20

(i) Expand outreach, services, and housing for homeless youth and21
young adults including but not limited to secure crisis residential22
centers, crisis residential centers, and HOPE beds, so that resources23
are equitably distributed across the state;24

(ii) Contract with other public agency partners to test25
innovative program models that prevent youth from exiting public26
systems into homelessness; and27

(iii) Support the development of an integrated services model,28
increase performance outcomes, and enable providers to have the29
necessary skills and expertise to effectively operate youth programs.30

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(ii) (($625,000)) $91,000 of the general fund—state appropriation1
for fiscal year 2020 and (($625,000)) $1,159,000 of the general fund—2
state appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a3
contract with one or more nonprofit organizations to provide youth4
services and young adult housing on a multi-acre youth campus located5
in the city of Tacoma. Youth services include, but are not limited6
to, HOPE beds and crisis residential centers to provide temporary7
shelter and permanency planning for youth under the age of eighteen.8
Young adult housing includes, but is not limited to, rental9
assistance and case management for young adults ages eighteen to10
twenty-four.11

(24) $36,650,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2020 and (($36,650,000)) $51,650,000 of the general fund—13
state appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the14
essential needs and housing support program.15

(25) $1,436,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for16
fiscal year 2020 and $1,436,000 of the general fund—state17
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the18
department to identify and invest in strategic growth areas, support19
key sectors, and align existing economic development programs and20
priorities. The department must consider Washington's position as the21
most trade-dependent state when identifying priority investments. The22
department must engage states and provinces in the northwest as well23
as associate development organizations, small business development24
centers, chambers of commerce, ports, and other partners to leverage25
the funds provided. Sector leads established by the department must26
include the industries of: (a) Aerospace; (b) clean technology and27
renewable and nonrenewable energy; (c) wood products and other28
natural resource industries; (d) information and communication29
technology; (e) life sciences and global health; (f) maritime; and30
(g) military and defense. The department may establish these sector31
leads by hiring new staff, expanding the duties of current staff, or32
working with partner organizations and or other agencies to serve in33
the role of sector lead.34

(b) The provision must allow for the termination of the contract26
if the department or department of enterprise services determines27
that the vendor is not in compliance with this agreement or contract28
term.29

(31) Within amounts appropriated in this section, the office of19
homeless youth prevention and protection must make recommendations to20
the appropriate committees of the legislature by October 31, 2019,21
regarding rights that all unaccompanied homeless youth and young22
adults should have for appropriate care and treatment in licensed and23
unlicensed residential runaway and homeless youth programs.24

(32) $787,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2020 and $399,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for26

(34) $218,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal38
year 2020 and $61,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for39
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fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Second1
Substitute House Bill No. 1444 (appliance efficiency). ((If the bill2
is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this3
subsection shall lapse.))4

(35) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal5
year 2020 is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed Second6
Substitute House Bill No. 1114 (food waste reduction). ((If the bill7
is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this8
subsection shall lapse.))9

(36) $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10
year 2020 and $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for11
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a contract with the city of12
Federal Way to support after-school recreational and educational13
programs.14

(((38))) (37) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation15
for fiscal year 2020 is provided solely for the department to convene16
a work group regarding the development of Washington's green economy17
based on the state's competitive advantages. The work group must18
focus on developing economic, education, business, and investment19
opportunities in energy, water, and agriculture.

(80) $391,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2021 is provided solely for Pacific county to operate or4
participate in a drug task force to enhance coordination and5
intelligence while facilitating multijurisdictional criminal6
investigations.7

(81) $350,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal8
year 2021 is provided solely for the department to convene a work9
group to review and make recommendations for legislation to update10
the growth management act in light of the road map to Washington's11
future report produced by the Ruckelshaus center. The task force must12
involve stakeholders from diverse perspectives in the process,13
including but not limited to representatives of counties, cities, the14
forestry and agricultural industries, the environmental community,15

(89)(a) $15,000,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for9
fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for grants to support the10
operation, maintenance, and service costs of permanent supportive11
housing projects or permanent supportive housing units within housing12
projects that have or will receive funding from the housing trust13
fund—state account or other public capital funding where the projects14
or units:15

(a) The department must recommend a plan that:3
(i) Serves all residents in long term care equally;4
(ii) Is reactive to changes in service costs; and5
(iii) Is reactive to changes in number of residents and types of6

facilities served.7
(b) The department shall convene not more than three stakeholder8

meetings that includes representatives from the department of social9
and health services, the department of commerce, the department of10
health, the office of financial management, the office of the11
governor, the long-term care ombuds program, representatives of long12
term care facilities, representatives for the area agencies on aging,13
and other stakeholders as appropriate.

(100) $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal22
year 2021 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit organization23
formed in 2018 that provides a shared housing and living environment24
for pregnant women, single mothers, and their children who are25
homeless or at risk of being homeless throughout Pierce county. The26
nonprofit organization must have persons in executive leadership who27
have experienced family homelessness. The grant must be used for28
providing classes at the shared housing location on topics such as29
financial literacy, renter rights and responsibilities, parenting,30
and physical and behavioral health.31

(101) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2021 is provided solely for the department to contract with a33
consultant to study incorporating the unincorporated communities of34

study must include, but not be limited to, the impacts of37
incorporation on the local tax base, crime, homelessness,38

(108) $150,000 of the model toxics control stormwater account—12
state appropriation is provided solely for planning work related to13
stormwater runoff at the aurora bridge and I-5 ship canal bridge.14
Planning work may include, but is not limited to, coordination with15
project partners, community engagement, conducting engineering16
studies, and staff support.17

(109) $750,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal18
year 2021 is provided solely for a grant to the south King fire and19
rescue fire protection district located in King county to purchase a20
maritime emergency response vessel.21

(110) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal22
year 2021 is provided solely for a contract with a nonprofit to23
provide technical assistance to manufactured home community resident24
organizations who wish to convert the park in which they reside to25
resident ownership, pursuant to RCW 59.22.039.26

(111) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal27
year 2021 is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed28
Substitute House Bill No. 2342 (comprehensive plan updates). If the29
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2020, the amount provided in this30
subsection shall lapse.31

(112) $46,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2021 is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed Second33
Substitute House Bill No. 2405 (comm. property/clean energy). If the34
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2020, the amount provided in this35
subsection shall lapse.36

(113) $1,100,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state37
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for38
implementation of Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 287039
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(marijuana retail licenses). If the bill is not enacted by June 30,1
2020, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.2

(114) $297,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2021 is provided solely for a grant to a nonprofit provider of4
sexual assault services located in Renton. The grant must be used for5
information technology system improvements.6

(115) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal7
year 2021 is provided solely for a grant to assist people with8
limited incomes in urban areas of the state start and sustain small9
businesses. The grant recipient must be a nonprofit organization10
involving a network of microenterprise organizations and11
professionals to support micro entrepreneurship and access to12
economic development resources.13

(1) The appropriations to the department of social and health6
services in this act shall be expended for the programs and in the7
amounts specified in this act. Appropriations made in this act to the8
department of social and health services shall initially be allotted9
as required by this act. Subsequent allotment modifications shall not10
include transfers of moneys between sections of this act except as11
expressly provided in this act, nor shall allotment modifications12
permit moneys that are provided solely for a specified purpose to be13
used for other than that purpose.14

(2) The department of social and health services shall not15
initiate any services that require expenditure of state general fund16
moneys unless expressly authorized in this act or other law. The17
department may seek, receive, and spend, under RCW 43.79.260 through18
43.79.282, federal moneys not anticipated in this act as long as the19
federal funding does not require expenditure of state moneys for the20
program in excess of amounts anticipated in this act. If the21
department receives unanticipated unrestricted federal moneys, those22
moneys shall be spent for services authorized in this act or in any23
other legislation providing appropriation authority, and an equal24
amount of appropriated state general fund moneys shall lapse. Upon25
the lapsing of any moneys under this subsection, the office of26
financial management shall notify the legislative fiscal committees.27
As used in this subsection, "unrestricted federal moneys" includes28
block grants and other funds that federal law does not require to be29
spent on specifically defined projects or matched on a formula basis30
by state funds.31

(3) The legislature finds that medicaid payment rates, as32
calculated by the department pursuant to the appropriations in this33
act, bear a reasonable relationship to the costs incurred by34
efficiently and economically operated facilities for providing35
quality services and will be sufficient to enlist enough providers so36
that care and services are available to the extent that such care and37
services are available to the general population in the geographic38
area. The legislature finds that cost reports, payment data from the39
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federal government, historical utilization, economic data, and1
clinical input constitute reliable data upon which to determine the2
payment rates.3

(4) The department shall to the maximum extent practicable use4
the same system for delivery of spoken-language interpreter services5
for social services appointments as the one established for medical6
appointments in the health care authority. When contracting directly7
with an individual to deliver spoken language interpreter services,8
the department shall only contract with language access providers who9
are working at a location in the state and who are state-certified or10
state-authorized, except that when such a provider is not available,11
the department may use a language access provider who meets other12
certifications or standards deemed to meet state standards, including13
interpreters in other states.14

(5) Information technology projects or investments and proposed15
projects or investments impacting time capture, payroll and payment16
processes and systems, eligibility, case management, and17
authorization systems within the department of social and health18
services are subject to technical oversight by the office of the19
chief information officer.20

(6)(a) The department shall facilitate enrollment under the21
medicaid expansion for clients applying for or receiving state funded22
services from the department and its contractors. Prior to open23
enrollment, the department shall coordinate with the health care24
authority to provide referrals to the Washington health benefit25
exchange for clients that will be ineligible for medicaid.26

(b) To facilitate a single point of entry across public and27
medical assistance programs, and to maximize the use of federal28
funding, the health care authority, the department of social and29
health services, and the health benefit exchange will coordinate30
efforts to expand HealthPlanfinder access to public assistance and31
medical eligibility staff. The department shall complete medicaid32
applications in the HealthPlanfinder for households receiving or33
applying for public assistance benefits.34

(7) The health care authority, the health benefit exchange, the35
department of social and health services, the department of health,36
and the department of children, youth, and families shall work37
together within existing resources to establish the health and human38
services enterprise coalition (the coalition). The coalition, led by39
the health care authority, must be a multi-organization collaborative40
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that provides strategic direction and federal funding guidance for1
projects that have cross-organizational or enterprise impact,2
including information technology projects that affect organizations3
within the coalition. By October 31, 2019, the coalition must submit4
a report to the governor and the legislature that describes the5
coalition's plan for projects affecting the coalition organizations.6
The report must include any information technology projects impacting7
coalition organizations and, in collaboration with the office of the8
chief information officer, provide: (a) The status of any information9
technology projects currently being developed or implemented that10
affect the coalition; (b) funding needs of these current and future11
information technology projects; and (c) next steps for the12
coalition's information technology projects. The office of the chief13
information officer shall maintain a statewide perspective when14
collaborating with the coalition to ensure that the development of15
projects identified in this report are planned for in a manner that16
ensures the efficient use of state resources and maximizes federal17
financial participation. The work of the coalition is subject to the18
conditions, limitations, and review provided in ((section 719 of this19
act)) section 701 of this act.20

(8)(a) The appropriations to the department of social and health21
services in this act must be expended for the programs and in the22
amounts specified in this act. However, after May 1, 2020, unless23
prohibited by this act, the department may transfer general fund—24
state appropriations for fiscal year 2020 among programs and25
subprograms after approval by the director of the office of financial26
management. However, the department may not transfer state27
appropriations that are provided solely for a specified purpose28
except as expressly provided in (b) of this subsection.29

(b) To the extent that transfers under (a) of this subsection are30
insufficient to fund actual expenditures in excess of fiscal year31
2020 caseload forecasts and utilization assumptions in the long-term32
care, developmental disabilities, and public assistance programs, the33
department may transfer state appropriations that are provided solely34
for a specified purpose. The department may not transfer funds, and35
the director of the office of financial management may not approve36
the transfer, unless the transfer is consistent with the objective of37
conserving, to the maximum extent possible, the expenditure of state38
funds. The director of the office of financial management shall39
notify the appropriate fiscal committees of the legislature in40
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writing seven days prior to approving any allotment modifications or1
transfers under this subsection. The written notification shall2
include a narrative explanation and justification of the changes,3
along with expenditures and allotments by budget unit and4
appropriation, both before and after any allotment modifications or5
transfers.6

(c) The department may not transfer appropriations from any other7
program or subprogram to the mental health program. Within the mental8
health program, the department may transfer appropriations that are9
provided solely for a specified purpose as needed to fund actual10
expenditures through the end of fiscal year 2020.11

(d) The department may not transfer appropriations for the12
developmental disabilities program to any other program or13
subprograms of the department of social and health services.14

(iii) The secretary of the department of social and health1
services or his or her designee;2

(iv) The director of the health care authority or his or her3
designee;4

(v) A member from disability rights Washington and a member from5
the office of long-term care ombuds;6

(vi) The insurance commissioner or his or her designee, who shall7
serve as an ex officio member; and8

(vii) Other agency directors or designees as necessary.9
(b) The committee must make recommendations and continue to10

identify key strategic actions to prepare for the aging of the11
population in Washington, including state budget and policy options,12
and may conduct, but are not limited to, the following tasks:13

(i) Identify strategies to better serve the health care needs of14
an aging population and people with disabilities to promote healthy15
living and palliative care planning;16

(ii) Identify strategies and policy options to create financing17
mechanisms for long-term service and supports that allow individuals18
and families to meet their needs for service;19

(iii) Identify policies to promote financial security in20
retirement, support people who wish to stay in the workplace longer,21

(viii) Identify other policy options and recommendations to help35
communities adapt to the aging demographic in planning for housing,36
land use, and transportation.37

(c) Staff support for the committee shall be provided by the38
office of program research, senate committee services, the office of39
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financial management, and the department of social and health1
services.2

(9) The legislature affirms that it is in the state's interest3
for Harborview medical center to remain an economically viable4
component of the state's health care system.5

(10) When a person is ineligible for medicaid solely by reason of6
residence in an institution for mental diseases, the health care7
authority shall provide the person with the same benefits as he or8
she would receive if eligible for medicaid, using state-only funds to9
the extent necessary.10

(11) $4,261,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for11
fiscal year 2020, $4,261,000 of the general fund—state appropriation12
for fiscal year 2021, and $8,522,000 of the general fund—federal13
appropriation are provided solely for low-income disproportionate14
share hospital payments.15

(12) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the health16
care authority shall provide disproportionate share hospital payments17
to hospitals that provide services to children in the children's18
health program who are not eligible for services under Title XIX or19
XXI of the federal social security act due to their citizenship20
status.21

(13) (($6,000,000)) (a) $7,000,000 of the general fund—federal22
appropriation is provided solely for supplemental payments to nursing23
homes operated by public hospital districts. The public hospital24
district shall be responsible for providing the required nonfederal25
match for the supplemental payment, and the payments shall not exceed26
the maximum allowable under federal rules. It is the legislature's27
intent that the payments shall be supplemental to and shall not in28
any way offset or reduce the payments calculated and provided in29
accordance with part E of chapter 74.46 RCW. It is the legislature's30
further intent that costs otherwise allowable for rate-setting and31
settlement against payments under chapter 74.46 RCW shall not be32
disallowed solely because such costs have been paid by revenues33
retained by the nursing home from these supplemental payments. The34
supplemental payments are subject to retrospective interim and final35
cost settlements based on the nursing homes' as-filed and final36
medicare cost reports. The timing of the interim and final cost37
settlements shall be at the health care authority's discretion.38
During either the interim cost settlement or the final cost39
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settlement, the health care authority shall recoup from the public1
hospital districts the supplemental payments that exceed the medicaid2
cost limit and/or the medicare upper payment limit. The health care3
authority shall apply federal rules for identifying the eligible4
incurred medicaid costs and the medicare upper payment limit.5

(b) The authority, in consultation with the department of social6
and health services and the nursing homes operated by public7
hospitals in (a) of this subsection, must develop a plan with8
recommendations for an upper payment limit calculation and the9
supplemental payment model for nursing homes operated by a public10
hospital district. The group must consider how to restructure11
payments under (a) of this subsection, taking into consideration12
alternate upper payment limit calculation. If upon completion of the13
plan, the authority determines it can implement the recommendations14
of the group within the amounts provided in (a) of this subsection,15
the authority must submit a state plan amendment, if necessary, and16
submit a report to the fiscal committees of the legislature no later17
than September 30, 2020.18

(c) $193,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal19
year 2020 is provided solely for the authority to provide a one-time20
grant to a standalone skilled nursing facility operated by a public21
hospital district in Grant county. This grant is provided as a one-22
time offset to address the impact of the recoupment requirements of23
this subsection (13).24

(14) The health care authority shall continue the inpatient25
hospital certified public expenditures program for the 2019-202126
fiscal biennium. The program shall apply to all public hospitals,27
including those owned or operated by the state, except those28
classified as critical access hospitals or state psychiatric29
institutions. The health care authority shall submit reports to the30
governor and legislature by November 1, 2020, and by November 1,31
2021, that evaluate whether savings continue to exceed costs for this32
program. If the certified public expenditures (CPE) program in its33
current form is no longer cost-effective to maintain, the health care34
authority shall submit a report to the governor and legislature35
detailing cost-effective alternative uses of local, state, and36
federal resources as a replacement for this program. During fiscal37
year 2020 and fiscal year 2021, hospitals in the program shall be38
paid and shall retain one hundred percent of the federal portion of39
the allowable hospital cost for each medicaid inpatient fee-for-40
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service claim payable by medical assistance and one hundred percent1
of the federal portion of the maximum disproportionate share hospital2
payment allowable under federal regulations. Inpatient medicaid3
payments shall be established using an allowable methodology that4
approximates the cost of claims submitted by the hospitals. Payments5
made to each hospital in the program in each fiscal year of the6
biennium shall be compared to a baseline amount. The baseline amount7
will be determined by the total of (a) the inpatient claim payment8
amounts that would have been paid during the fiscal year had the9
hospital not been in the CPE program based on the reimbursement rates10
developed, implemented, and consistent with policies approved in the11
2019-2021 biennial operating appropriations act and in effect on July12
1, 2015, (b) one-half of the indigent assistance disproportionate13
share hospital payment amounts paid to and retained by each hospital14
during fiscal year 2005, and (c) all of the other disproportionate15
share hospital payment amounts paid to and retained by each hospital16
during fiscal year 2005 to the extent the same disproportionate share17
hospital programs exist in the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium. If payments18
during the fiscal year exceed the hospital's baseline amount, no19
additional payments will be made to the hospital except the federal20
portion of allowable disproportionate share hospital payments for21
which the hospital can certify allowable match. If payments during22
the fiscal year are less than the baseline amount, the hospital will23
be paid a state grant equal to the difference between payments during24
the fiscal year and the applicable baseline amount. Payment of the25
state grant shall be made in the applicable fiscal year and26
distributed in monthly payments. The grants will be recalculated and27
redistributed as the baseline is updated during the fiscal year. The28
grant payments are subject to an interim settlement within eleven29
months after the end of the fiscal year. A final settlement shall be30
performed. To the extent that either settlement determines that a31
hospital has received funds in excess of what it would have received32
as described in this subsection, the hospital must repay the excess33
amounts to the state when requested. (($537,000)) $759,000 of the34
general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2020 and35
(($522,000)) $740,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for state grants for the37
participating hospitals.38

(15) The health care authority shall seek public-private39
partnerships and federal funds that are or may become available to40
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provide on-going support for outreach and education efforts under the1
federal children's health insurance program reauthorization act of2
2009.3

(16) The health care authority shall target funding for maternity4
support services towards pregnant women with factors that lead to5
higher rates of poor birth outcomes, including hypertension, a6
preterm or low birth weight birth in the most recent previous birth,7
a cognitive deficit or developmental disability, substance abuse,8
severe mental illness, unhealthy weight or failure to gain weight,9
tobacco use, or African American or Native American race. The health10
care authority shall prioritize evidence-based practices for delivery11
of maternity support services. To the extent practicable, the health12
care authority shall develop a mechanism to increase federal funding13
for maternity support services by leveraging local public funding for14
those services.15

(17) The authority shall submit reports to the governor and the16
legislature by September 15, 2020, and no later than September 15,17
2021, that delineate the number of individuals in medicaid managed18
care, by carrier, age, gender, and eligibility category, receiving19
preventative services and vaccinations. The reports should include20
baseline and benchmark information from the previous two fiscal years21
and should be inclusive of, but not limited to, services recommended22
under the United States preventative services task force, advisory23
committee on immunization practices, early and periodic screening,24
diagnostic, and treatment (EPSDT) guidelines, and other relevant25
preventative and vaccination medicaid guidelines and requirements.26

(18) Managed care contracts must incorporate accountability27
measures that monitor patient health and improved health outcomes,28
and shall include an expectation that each patient receive a wellness29
examination that documents the baseline health status and allows for30
monitoring of health improvements and outcome measures.31

(19) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section for the32
authority to provide an adult dental benefit.33

(20) The health care authority shall coordinate with the34
department of social and health services to provide referrals to the35
Washington health benefit exchange for clients that will be36
ineligible for medicaid.37

(21) To facilitate a single point of entry across public and38
medical assistance programs, and to maximize the use of federal39
funding, the health care authority, the department of social and40
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health services, and the health benefit exchange will coordinate1
efforts to expand HealthPlanfinder access to public assistance and2
medical eligibility staff. The health care authority shall complete3
medicaid applications in the HealthPlanfinder for households4
receiving or applying for medical assistance benefits.5

(22) $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal6
year 2020, $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal7
year 2021, and $180,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are8
provided solely to continue operation by a nonprofit organization of9
a toll-free hotline that assists families to learn about and enroll10
in the apple health for kids program.11

(23) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the12
authority shall reimburse for primary care services provided by13
naturopathic physicians.14

(24) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the15
authority shall continue to provide coverage for pregnant teens that16
qualify under existing pregnancy medical programs, but whose17
eligibility for pregnancy related services would otherwise end due to18
the application of the new modified adjusted gross income eligibility19
standard.20

(25) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section to21
remove the mental health visit limit and to provide the shingles22
vaccine and screening, brief intervention, and referral to treatment23
benefits that are available in the medicaid alternative benefit plan24
in the classic medicaid benefit plan.25

(26) The authority shall use revenue appropriated from the26
dedicated marijuana fund for contracts with community health centers27
under RCW 69.50.540 in lieu of general fund—state payments to28
community health centers for services provided to medical assistance29
clients, and it is the intent of the legislature that this policy30
will be continued in subsequent fiscal biennia.31

(27) Beginning no later than January 1, 2018, for any service32
eligible under the medicaid state plan for encounter payments,33
managed care organizations at the request of a rural health clinic34
shall pay the full published encounter rate directly to the clinic.35
At no time will a managed care organization be at risk for or have36
any right to the supplemental portion of the claim. Payments will be37
reconciled on at least an annual basis between the managed care38

organization and the authority, with final review and approval by the1
authority.2

(28) Sufficient funds are provided for the authority to remove3
payment and billing limitations identified during the review process4
required for implementation of chapter 226, Laws of 2017 (behavioral5
health care – primary care integration) for health and behavior6
codes, psychotherapy codes, and to continue to offer face-to-7
face tobacco cessation counseling only for pregnant individuals.8
Additional funding is provided to increase the rates for the health9
and behavior codes and psychotherapy codes identified through the10
stakeholder work group process required under chapter 226, Laws of11
2017 (SSB 5779) by ten percent.12

(29)(a) $34,145,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for13
fiscal year 2021 and $5,898,000 of the general fund—federal14
appropriation are provided solely for the compromise of claims in the15
reconciliation process for rural health clinics for the calendar16
years 2014-2017. The authority may not recover the state portion of17
rural health clinic reconciliations for calendar years 2014-2017 for18
which no state accrual was made. If the authority determines there19
are unliquidated prior period accrual balances available to refund20
the federal government for these years, these amounts must be used21
prior to the amounts provided under this subsection.22

(b) By October 15, 2019, the authority shall report to the23
governor and relevant committees of the legislature the status of24
rural health clinic reconciliations for calendar years 2011-2013,25
including any use of available unliquidated prior period accrual26
balances to refund the federal government for those calendar years.27
Additionally, the report shall include the status of rural health28
clinic reconciliations for calendar years 2014-2017, including29
anticipated amounts owed to or from rural health clinics from the30
reconciliation process for those fiscal years. The authority shall31
not recover the state portion of rural health reconciliations for32
calendar years 2011-2013 for which no general fund state accrual was33
made. The authority shall not pursue recoveries for calendar years34
2014-2017 until after the legislature has an opportunity to take35
action during the 2020 legislative session. If the legislature does36
not take any action on rural health clinic reconciliations for37
calendar years 2014-2017, recoveries shall commence per38
administrative rule.39
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(c) Beginning with fiscal year 2020, and for each subsequent year1
thereafter, the authority shall reconcile on an annual basis with2
rural health centers.3

(d) Beginning with fiscal year 2020, and for each subsequent year4
thereafter, the authority shall properly accrue for any anticipated5
reconciliations with rural health centers during the fiscal year6
close process following generally accepted accounting practices.7

(30) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section for the8
authority to provide a medicaid equivalent adult dental benefit to9
clients enrolled in the medical care service program.10

(31) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2020 and (($300,000)) $600,000 of the general fund—state12
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Bree13
collaborative to support collaborative learning and targeted14
technical assistance for quality improvement initiatives. The15
collaborative must use these amounts to hire one full-time staff16
person to promote the adoption of Bree collaborative recommendations17
and to hold two conferences focused on the sharing of best18
implementation practices.19

(32) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the20
authority shall reimburse for maternity ((support)) services provided21
by doulas. The authority and the department of health must consult22
with stakeholders and develop methods to secure approval from the23
centers for medicare and medicaid services for reimbursement for24
doulas. The authority will report the group's recommendations to the25
appropriate committees of the legislature by December 1, 2020.26

(33) The authority shall facilitate a home health work group27
consisting of home health provider associations, hospital28
associations, managed care organizations, the department of social29
and health services, and the department of health to develop a new30
medicaid payment methodology for home health services. The authority31
must submit a report with final recommendations and a proposed32
implementation timeline to the appropriate committees of the33
legislature by November 30, 2019. The work group must consider the34
following when developing the new payment methodology:35

(a) Reimbursement for telemedicine;36
(b) Reimbursement for social work for clients with behavioral37

health needs;38
(c) An additional add-on for services in rural or underserved39

areas;40
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(d) Quality metrics for home health providers serving medical1
assistance clients including reducing hospital readmission;2

(e) The role of home health in caring for individuals with3
complex, physical, and behavioral health needs who are able to4
receive care in their own home, but are unable to be discharged from5
hospital settings; and6

(f) Partnerships between home health and other community7
resources that enable individuals to be served in a cost-effective8
setting that also meets the individual's needs and preferences.9

(34) $969,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10
year 2020, $2,607,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for11
fiscal year 2021, and $1,268,000 of the general fund—federal12
appropriation are provided solely to create and operate a tele-13
behavioral health video call center staffed by the University of14
Washington's department of psychiatry and behavioral sciences. The15
center must provide emergency department providers, primary care16
providers, and county and municipal correctional facility providers17
with on-demand access to psychiatric and substance use disorder18
clinical consultation. When clinically appropriate and technically19
feasible, the clinical consultation may also involve direct20
assessment of patients using tele-video technology. The center must21
be available from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. in fiscal year 2020 and twenty-22
four hours a day in fiscal year 2021. Of the federal amounts provided23
in this subsection, $700,000 is from the substance abuse prevention24
and treatment federal block grant and is to support addiction25
medicine services through the call center.26

(35) $300,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation, from the27
substance abuse prevention and treatment federal block grant amount,28
is provided solely for medication interaction services through the29
Washington state poison center.30

(36) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the31
authority shall review the current diagnosis-related group high32
outlier claim policies and examine the impact of increasing the33
current high outlier threshold. To the extent necessary, the34
authority shall seek actuarial support for this work. The authority35
must provide a report to the appropriate committees of the36
legislature by December 31, 2019, that:37

(a) Outlines several options for increasing the threshold;38
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(b) Describes the impact of these options on hospitals, the1
state, and medicaid managed care organizations; and2

(c) Identifies any technical challenge or limitations of changes3
to the threshold.4

(37) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the5
authority to include allergen control bed and pillow covers as part6
of the durable medical equipment benefit for children with an asthma7
diagnosis enrolled in medical assistance programs.8

(38) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section to9
increase the hourly rate by ten percent for registered nurses and10
licensed practical nurses providing skilled nursing services for11
children who require medically intensive care in a home setting. This12
rate increase begins on January 1, 2020.13

(39) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section to14
increase the daily rate by ten percent for registered nurses and15
licensed practical nurses providing skilled nursing services to16
medically intensive children's program clients who reside in a group17
home setting. This rate increase begins on January 1, 2020.18

(40) (($400,000)) $439,000 of the general fund—state19
appropriation for fiscal year 2020 ((is)) and $519,000 of the general20
fund—state appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to21
implement Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill No. 5526 (individual22
health insurance market). ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30,23
2019, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.))24

(41) $22,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2020, $159,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for26
fiscal year 2021, and $181,000 of the general fund—federal27
appropriation are provided solely to implement Substitute House Bill28
No. 1199 (health care/disability). ((If the bill is not enacted by29
June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.))30

(42) $290,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal31
year 2020 and (($165,000)) $463,000 of the general fund—state32
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to implement33
Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 1224 (Rx drug cost34
transparency) with up to an additional year for initial reporting due35
within the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium. ((If the bill is not enacted by36
June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.))37

(43) $1,053,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for38
fiscal year 2020 and $2,222,000 of the general fund—state39
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appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to implement1
Engrossed Substitute Senate Bill No. 5741 (all payer claims2
database). ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts3
provided in this subsection shall lapse.))4

(44) $2,374,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for5
fiscal year 2020 and $2,374,000 of the general fund—state6
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the kidney7
disease program.8

(45) The authority shall work with the department of health,9
other state agencies, and other hepatitis C virus medication10
purchasers to establish a comprehensive procurement strategy. As part11
of this work, the authority shall estimate, by program, any savings12
that will result from lower medication costs. It is the intent of the13
legislature to evaluate reinvesting any savings to expand treatment14
for individuals enrolled in state covered groups and to further the15
public health elimination effort during the 2020 legislative session.16
By October 31, 2019, the authority and department shall report to the17
governor and relevant committees of the legislature on:18

(a) The progress of the procurement;19
(b) The estimated savings resulting from lower medication costs;20
(c) Funding needed for public health interventions to eliminate21

the hepatitis C virus;22
(d) The current status of treatment; and23
(e) A plan to implement the elimination effort.24
(46) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25

year 2020 and $533,000 for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for26
implementation of Engrossed Senate Bill No. 5274 (pacific islanders27
dental). Open enrollment periods and special enrollment periods must28
be consistent with the enrollment periods for the COFA medical29
program, through the health benefit exchange, and program30
administration must be consistent with the pacific islander medical31
program. The first open-enrollment period for the COFA dental program32
must begin no later than November 1, 2020. The dental services must33
be consistent with the adult medicaid dental coverage, including34
state payment of premiums, out-of-pocket costs for covered benefits35
under the qualified dental plan, and costs for noncovered qualified36
dental plan benefits consistent with, but not to exceed, the medicaid37

(48) $282,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal12
year 2020 and $754,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are13
provided solely for the implementation of Senate Bill No. 541514
(Indian health improvement). ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30,15
2019, the amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.))16

(49) $3,150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for17
fiscal year 2020 and $3,500,000 of the general fund—state18
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to reimburse19
dental health aid therapists for services performed in tribal20
facilities for medicaid clients. The authority must leverage any21
federal funding that may become available as a result of appeal22
decisions from the centers for medicare and medicaid services.23

(50) Sufficient amounts are appropriated within this section for24
the authority to incorporate the expected outcomes and criteria to25
measure the performance of service coordination organizations as26
provided in chapter 70.320 RCW into contracts with managed care27
organizations that provide services to clients. The authority is28
directed to:29

(a) Contract with an external quality improvement organization to30
annually analyze the performance of managed care organizations31
providing services to clients under this chapter based on seven32
performance measures. The analysis required under this subsection33
must:34

(i) Measure managed care performance in four common measures35
across each managed care organization, including:36

(A) At least one common measure must be weighted towards having37
the potential to impact managed care costs; and38

(51) $1,805,727,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for7
fiscal year 2020 and $1,876,135,000 of the general fund—state8
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the9
authority to implement the recommendations of the centers for10
medicare and medicaid services center for program integrity as11
provided to the authority in the January 2019 Washington focused12
program integrity review final report. The authority is directed to:13

(a) Organize all program integrity activities into a centralized14
unit or under a common protocol addressing provider enrollment, fraud15
and abuse detection, investigations, and law enforcement referrals16
that is more reflective of industry standards;17

(b) Ensure appropriate resources are dedicated to prevention,18
detection, investigation, and suspected provider fraud at both the19
authority and at contracted managed care organizations;20

(c) Ensure all required federal regulations are being followed21
and are incorporated into managed care contracts;22

(d) Directly audit managed care encounter data to identify fraud,23
waste, and abuse issues with managed care organization providers;24

(j) Refine payment suspension policies; and38

(k) Ensure all federal database exclusion checks are performed at1
the appropriate intervals. The authority shall update managed care2
contracts as appropriate to reflect these requirements.3

(52) $96,130,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for4
fiscal year 2020 and $100,476,000 of the general fund—state5
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for fee-for-6
service dental services. The authority must provide these services7
through fee-for-service and may not proceed with either a carved-out8
or carved-in managed care dental option. Any contracts that have been9
procured or that are in the process of being procured shall not be10
entered into or implemented. By November 15, 2019, the authority11
shall report to the governor and appropriate committees of the12
legislature a plan to improve access to dental services for medicaid13
clients. This plan should address options for carve-in, carve-out,14
fee-for-service, and other models that would improve access and15
outcomes for adults and children. The plan should also include the16
cost for any options provided.17

(53) During the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium, the authority must18
revise its agreements and contracts with vendors to include a19
provision to require that each vendor agrees to equality among its20
workers by ensuring similarly employed individuals are compensated as21
equals as follows:22

(a) Employees are similarly employed if the individuals work for23
the same employer, the performance of the job requires comparable24
skill, effort, and responsibility, and the jobs are performed under25
similar working conditions. Job titles alone are not determinative of26
whether employees are similarly employed;27

(b) Vendors may allow differentials in compensation for its28
workers based in good faith on any of the following:29

(i) A seniority system; a merit system; a system that measures30
earnings by quantity or quality of production; a bona fide job-31
related factor or factors; or a bona fide regional difference in32
compensation levels.33

(ii) A bona fide job-related factor or factors may include, but34
not be limited to, education, training, or experience, that is:35
Consistent with business necessity; not based on or derived from a36
gender-based differential; and accounts for the entire differential.37

(iii) A bona fide regional difference in compensation level must38
be: Consistent with business necessity; not based on or derived from39
a gender-based differential; and account for the entire differential.40
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(c) The provision must allow for the termination of the contract1
if the authority or department of enterprise services determines that2
the vendor is not in compliance with this agreement or contract term.3

(d) The authority must implement this provision with any new4
contract and at the time of renewal of any existing contract.5

(54) The authority is prohibited to direct any funds to safe-6
injection sites for the illicit use of drugs.7

(55) $1,400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for8
fiscal year 2020, $1,400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation9
for fiscal year 2021, and $7,000,000 of the general fund—federal10
appropriation are provided solely to increase the rates paid to rural11
hospitals that meet the criteria in (a) through (d) of this12
subsection. Payments for state and federal medical assistance13
programs for services provided by such a hospital, regardless of the14
beneficiary's managed care enrollment status, must be increased to15
one hundred fifty percent of the hospital's fee-for-service rates.16
The authority must discontinue this rate increase after June 30,17
2021, and return to the payment levels and methodology for these18
hospitals that were in place as of January 1, 2018. Hospitals19
participating in the certified public expenditures program may not20
receive increased reimbursement for inpatient services.

(56) Within the amounts appropriated within this section the31
authority shall conduct an evaluation of purchasing arrangements and32
paid claims or encounter data for prescription drugs under managed33
care contracts for plan years 2017 and 2018 and compare these to34
contract purchasing agreements under the same years for the35
prescription drug consortium and identify any cost differences. The36
authority shall report its findings to the governor and appropriate37
committees of the legislature by November 15, 2019.38
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(57) The health care authority is directed to convene a work1
group on establishing a universal health care system in Washington.2
(($500,000)) $338,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for3
fiscal year 2020 ((is)) and $162,000 of the general fund—state4
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the health5
care authority to contract with one or more consultants to perform6
any actuarial and financial analyses necessary to develop options7
under (b)(vi) of this subsection.8

(a) The work group must consist of a broad range of stakeholders9
with expertise in the health care financing and delivery system,10
including but not limited to:11

(i) Consumers, patients, and the general public;12
(ii) Patient advocates and community health advocates;13
(iii) Large and small businesses with experience with large and14

small group insurance and self-insured models;15
(iv) Labor, including experience with Taft-Hartley coverage;16
(v) Health care providers that are self-employed and health care17

providers that are otherwise employed;18
(vi) Health care facilities such as hospitals and clinics;19
(vii) Health insurance carriers;20
(viii) The Washington health benefit exchange and state agencies,21

including the office of financial management, the office of the22
insurance commissioner, the department of revenue, and the office of23
the state treasurer; and24

(ix) Legislators from each caucus of the house of representatives25
and senate.26

(b) The work group must study and make recommendations to the27
legislature on how to create, implement, maintain, and fund a28
universal health care system that may include publicly funded,29
publicly administered, and publicly and privately delivered health30
care that is sustainable and affordable to all Washington residents31
including, but not limited to:32

(i) Options for increasing coverage and access for uninsured and33
underinsured populations;34

(ii) Transparency measures across major health system actors,35
including carriers, hospitals, and other health care facilities,36
pharmaceutical companies, and provider groups that promote37
understanding and analyses to best manage and lower costs;38

(iii) Innovations that will promote quality, evidence-based39
practices leading to sustainability, and affordability in a universal40
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health care system. When studying innovations under this subsection,1
the work group must develop recommendations on issues related to2
covered benefits and quality assurance and consider expanding and3
supplementing the work of the Robert Bree collaborative and the4
health technology assessment program;5

(iv) Options for ensuring a just transition to a universal health6
care system for all stakeholders including, but not limited to,7
consumers, businesses, health care providers and facilities,8
hospitals, health carriers, state agencies, and entities representing9
both management and labor for these stakeholders;10

(v) Options to expand or establish health care purchasing in11
collaboration with neighboring states; and12

(vi) Options for revenue and financing mechanisms to fund the13
universal health care system. The work group shall contract with one14
or more consultants to perform any actuarial and financial analyses15
necessary to develop options under this subsection.16

(c) The work group must report its findings and recommendations17
to the appropriate committees of the legislature by November 15,18
2020. Preliminary reports with findings and preliminary19
recommendations shall be made public and open for public comment by20
November 15, 2019, and May 15, 2020.21

(58) $23,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal22
year 2020, $2,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal23
year 2021, and $36,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are24
provided solely for implementation of Engrossed Second Substitute25
Senate Bill No. 5497 (immigrants in the workplace). ((If the bill is26
not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this subsection27
shall lapse.))28

(59) $1,667,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for29
fiscal year 2020, $855,000 of the general fund—state appropriation30
for fiscal year 2021, and $1,867,000 of the general fund—federal31
appropriation are provided solely for the Washington rural health32
access preservation pilot program.33

(60) $612,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal34
year 2021 and $1,088,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation35
are provided solely for the authority to increase the nonemergency36
medical transportation broker administrative rate to ensure access to37
health care services for medicaid patients.38
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(61) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2021 is provided solely for the authority to develop a public-2
private partnership with a state-based oral health foundation to3
connect medicaid patients to dental services and reduce barriers to4
accessing care. The authority shall submit a progress report to the5
appropriate committees of the legislature by June 30, 2021.6

(62)(a) $1,192,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for7
fiscal year 2020 and $3,970,000 of the general fund—federal8
appropriation are provided solely for reconciliation of payment under9
alternate payment methodology four (APM4) for federally qualified10
health centers (FQHC) for state fiscal year 2020. The authority shall11
use unliquidated prior accrual balances to reconcile state fiscal12
years 2018 and 2019.13

(b) By August 1, 2020, the authority shall convene14
representatives from FQHCs participating in the APM4 methodology, the15
FQHC association, the office of financial management, and fiscal16
committees of the legislature to evaluate and amend the APM4 model17
and memorandum of understanding.18

2755 (air ambulance cost transp.). If the bill is not enacted by June21
30, 2020, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.22

(64) $611,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal23
year 2021 is provided solely to implement Second Substitute House24
Bill No. 2457 (health care cost board). If the bill is not enacted by25
June 30, 2020, the amount provided in this subsection shall lapse.26

(65) $259,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal27
year 2021 is provided solely to implement Engrossed Second Substitute28
House Bill No. 2662 (total cost of insulin). If the bill is not29
enacted by June 30, 2020, the amount provided in this subsection30
shall lapse.31

(66) The health care authority shall submit a state plan32
amendment to the centers for medicare and medicaid services to33
maintain children's health insurance program coverage as secondary34
payer for eligible child dependents of employees eligible for school35
employee or public employee benefit coverage. The intent of the36
legislature for this option is to provide children the best access to37
health care coverage while prioritizing efficient use of state funds.38
No later than October 15, 2020, the authority shall report to the39
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fiscal committees of the legislature and the office of financial1
management on the status of the state plan amendment and the impact2
to the state. The health care authority shall implement the amendment3
in calendar year 2020, once approved by the centers for medicare and4
medicaid services.5

(67) $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal6
year 2020, $250,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for7
fiscal year 2021, and $500,000 of the general fund—federal8
appropriation are provided solely to increase the rates paid to9
provide education and clinical training for dental professionals and10
students in the care of persons with developmental or acquired11
disabilities, or both.12

(68) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal13
year 2021 is provided solely for mental health training for maternity14
support services and infant case managers across the state. The15
authority must use the amounts provided in this subsection for16
scholarships or other support for training that assists maternity17
support services and infant case management providers in18
identification, referral, and provision of culturally competent,19
evidence-based mental health interventions.20

(69) $510,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal21
year 2021 and $76,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are22
provided solely for the authority to collaborate with the University23
of Washington department of psychiatry and behavioral sciences and24
Seattle children's hospital to extend the partnership access line for25
moms and partnership access line for kids referral assistance service26
programs, as described in RCW 71.24.061(3)(a), until June 30, 2021.27

(70) $66,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal28
year 2021 and $66,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are29
provided solely for the authority to identify, analyze, and address30
health equity disparities in access and outcomes for individuals in31
the medicaid population.32

(71) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal33
year 2021 and $200,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are34
provided solely for contracting with the office of equity to35
implement Substitute House Bill No. 2905 (baby, child dentistry36
access). If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2020, the amounts37
provided in this subsection shall lapse.38
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(72) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2021 is provided solely for the development of a system to2
address individuals with intellectual and developmental disabilities3
who present in an emergency in crisis. The system must include crisis4
plans to be available to emergency room providers; and education and5
training for emergency room providers in how to best serve this6
population to provide immediate intervention to prevent acute care7
admissions and support the individual to return to their current8
living arrangements.9

(73) $187,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10
year 2021 is provided solely for a full-time employee to coordinate11
client assessments and implement plans for patients who are12
hospitalized and likely to need post discharge services including13
placement in community or out of state settings. Client assessments14
must include information regarding the individual's specific care15
needs, whether medical, behavioral, or cognitive, and ability to16
perform activities of daily living. The coordinator must collaborate17
with the department of social and health services, the department of18
children, youth, and families, and health care organizations to19
promote the transition of patients to postacute care settings.20

(74) $331,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal21
year 2021 is provided solely for a grant to an organization managing22
the Washington patient safety coalition to support the communication23
and resolution programs certification program to improve outcomes for24
patients by providing feedback to health care organizations.25

(75) $120,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal26
year 2021 and $120,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are27
provided solely for the authority to identify ways to maximize28
federal financial participation and any new opportunities to leverage29
federal funding. In collaboration with the department of health, the30
authority must explore options to leverage federal funding for31
foundational public health. The authority may use the amounts in this32
subsection for staff support and one-time contracting.33

(76)(a) Within amounts provided in this section, the authority34
must establish a primary care collaborative. The authority shall35
invite representatives from at least the following to participate:36

(i) Health care consumers;37

(i) How to define "primary care" for purposes of determining24
current and desired levels of primary care spending by public and25
private payers as a proportion of overall health care spending;26

96170, 96171, 90845, 90846, 90847, 90849, 90853, 90785, and 90791.5
The authority may use a substitute code in the event that any of the6
codes identified in this subsection are discontinued and replaced7
with an updated code covering the same service. Within the amounts8
provided in this subsection the authority must:9

(a) Implement this rate increase in accordance with the process10
established in Engrossed House Bill No. 2584 (behavioral health11
rates);12

(b) Raise the state fee-for-service rates for these codes by up13
to fifteen percent, except that the state medicaid rate may not14
exceed the published medicare rate or an equivalent relative value15
unit rate if a published medicare rate is not available;16

(c) Require in contracts with managed care organizations that,17
beginning in calendar year 2021, managed care organizations pay no18
lower than the fee-for-service rate for these codes, and adjust19
managed care capitation rates accordingly; and20

(d) Not duplicate rate increases provided in subsection (79) of21
this section.22

(79) $9,922,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for23
fiscal year 2021 and $19,072,000 of the general fund—federal24
appropriation are provided solely to maintain and increase access for25
primary care services for medicaid-enrolled patients through26
increased provider rates beginning January 1, 2021. Within the27
amounts provided in this subsection the authority must:28

(a) Increase the medical assistance rates for primary care29
services that are reimbursed solely at the existing medical30
assistance rates on a fee-for-service basis, as well as through31
managed care plans, by at least fifteen percent above medical32
assistance rates in effect on January 1, 2020;33

(b) Increase the medical assistance rates for pediatric critical34
care, neonatal critical care, and neonatal intensive care services35
that are reimbursed solely at the existing medical assistance rates36
on a fee-for-service basis, as well as through managed care plans, by37
at least twenty-one percent above medical assistance rates in effect38
on January 1, 2020;39
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(c) Apply reimbursement rates required under this subsection to1

(d) Pursue state plan amendments to require medicaid managed care7
organizations to increase rates under this subsection through8
adoption of a uniform percentage increase for network providers9
pursuant to 42 C.F.R. Sec. 438.6(c)(1)(iii)(B), as existing on10
January 1, 2020; and11

(e) Not duplicate rate increases provided in subsection (78) of12
this section.13

(80) $770,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal14
year 2021 and $800,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are15
provided solely to increase home health rates beginning January 1,16
2021.17

(81) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal18
year 2021 and $100,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are19
provided solely for the authority to lead, in coordination with the20
department of health and other agencies and purchasers, a21
comprehensive procurement strategy for the purchase of HIV antiviral22
drugs. The authority is directed to develop a strategy to cover23
antiviral drugs with preferred status and without any prior24
authorization or expedited prior authorization requirements or25
protocols. The authority is directed to collaborate with agencies and26
issue a single request for proposals for a joint, value-based27
purchasing agreement for HIV antiviral drugs from one or more28
pharmaceutical manufacturers in January 2021. This joint purchasing29
agreement will aim to reduce the costs of the drugs, increase the30
numbers of Washingtonians treated, and improve the health outcomes of31
people living with HIV. The authority is directed to collaborate with32
other state agencies, and to engage multi-state or national33

(b) The authority, in collaboration with an association11
representing private emergency ambulance providers and an12
organization representing employees of private emergency ambulance13
providers, shall develop reporting requirements prior to June 30,14
2021, to account for how funds from the quality assurance fee program15
and base rate increase are spent. The reporting requirements should16

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not enacted by June 30, 2020, the amounts provided in this subsection1
shall lapse.2

(85) $2,362,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for3
fiscal year 2021 and $4,132,000 of the general fund—federal4
appropriation are provided solely to increase the rates paid to low5
volume, small rural hospitals that meet the criteria in (a) through6
(d) of this subsection. Payments for state and federal medical7
assistance programs for services provided by such a hospital,8
regardless of the beneficiary's managed care enrollment status, must9
be increased to one hundred fifty percent of the hospital's fee-for-10
service rates beginning July 1, 2020. The authority must discontinue11
this rate increase after June 30, 2021, and return to the payment12
levels and methodology for these hospitals that were in place as of13

The authority may9
not use any of these amounts for services in facilities that are10
subject to federal funding restrictions that apply to institutions11
for mental diseases, unless they have received a waiver that allows12
for full federal participation in these facilities. Within these13
amounts, funding is provided to increase the fee for service rate for14
these facilities up to $650 per day. The authority must require in15
contracts with behavioral health entities that, beginning in calendar16
year 2020, they pay no lower than the fee for service rate. The17
authority must coordinate with regional behavioral health entities to18
identify and implement purchasing strategies or regulatory changes19
that increase access to services for individuals with complex20
behavioral health needs at secure withdrawal management and21
stabilization facilities.22

(23) $23,090,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for23
fiscal year 2020, $23,090,000 of the general fund—state appropriation24
for fiscal year 2021, and $92,444,000 of the general fund—federal25
appropriation are provided solely to maintain the enhancement of26
community-based behavioral health services that was funded in fiscal27
year 2019. Twenty percent of the general fund—state appropriation28
amounts for each regional service area must be contracted to the29
behavioral health administrative services organizations and used to30
increase their nonmedicaid funding and the remainder must be used to31
increase medicaid rates above FY 2018 levels. Effective January 2020,32
the medicaid funding is intended to increase rates for behavioral33
health services provided by licensed and certified community34
behavioral health agencies as defined by the department of health.35
This funding must be allocated to the managed care organizations36
proportionate to their medicaid enrollees. The authority must require37
the managed care organizations to provide a report on their38
implementation of this funding. The authority must submit a report to39
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the legislature by December 1, 2020, summarizing how this funding was1
used and provide information for future options of increasing2
behavioral health provider rates through directed payments. The3
report must identify different mechanisms for implementing directed4
payment for behavioral health providers including but not limited to5
minimum fee schedules, across the board percentage increases, and6
value-based payments. The report must provide a description of each7
of the mechanisms considered, the timeline that would be required for8
implementing the mechanism, and whether and how the mechanism is9
expected to have a differential impact on different providers. The10
report must also summarize the information provided by managed care11
organizations in implementing the funding provided under this12
section.13

(24) $27,917,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for14
fiscal year 2020, $36,095,000 of the general fund—state appropriation15
for fiscal year 2021, and (($60,644,000)) $46,889,000 of the general16
fund—federal appropriation are provided solely for the department to17
contract with community hospitals or freestanding evaluation and18
treatment centers to provide long-term inpatient care beds as defined19
in RCW 71.24.025. Within these amounts, the authority must meet the20
requirements for reimbursing counties for the judicial services for21
patients being served in these settings in accordance with RCW22
71.05.730. The authority must coordinate with the department of23
social and health services in developing the contract requirements,24
selecting contractors, and establishing processes for identifying25
patients that will be admitted to these facilities.26

(a) Sufficient amounts are provided in fiscal year 2020 for the27
authority to reimburse community hospitals serving medicaid clients28
in long-term inpatient care beds as defined in RCW 71.24.025 at a29
rate of $1,171 per day, or the hospital's current psychiatric30
inpatient per diem rate, whichever is higher. ((The)) In fiscal year31
2020, the rate paid to hospitals in this subsection cannot exceed32
one-hundred percent of the hospitals eligible costs based on their33
most recently completed medicare cost report. ((The authority in34
collaboration with the Washington state hospital association must35
convene a work group to develop a methodology for reimbursing36
community hospitals serving these clients. In developing this37
methodology, the authority must account for cost structure38
differences between teaching hospitals and other hospital types. The39
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authority must provide a report to the appropriate committees of the1
legislature by December 1, 2019. The report must:2

(a) Describe the methodology developed by the work group;3
(b) Identify cost differences between teaching hospitals and4

other hospital types;5
(c) Provide options for incentivizing community hospitals to6

offer long-term inpatient care beds day beds including a rate7
recommendation;8

(d) Identify the cost associated with any recommended changes in9
rates or rate setting methodology; and10

(e) Outline an implementation plan.))11
(b) Sufficient amounts are provided in fiscal year 2021 for the12

authority to reimburse providers serving medicaid clients in long-13
term inpatient care beds as defined in RCW 71.24.025 as follows: (i)14
Community hospitals whose costs exceed their current rates based on15
their most recently filed medicare cost report at one hundred percent16
of the hospital's eligible costs documented in the most recently17
filed medicare cost report; (ii) community hospitals that do not have18
a filed medicare cost report on file with the authority at the19
statewide average rate based on the average of provider specific20
long-term inpatient care rates or the provider's current per diem21
rate, whichever is higher; (iii) community hospitals whose costs do22
not exceed their current rates based on their most recently filed23
medicare cost report at a rate of $940 per day; and (iv) nonhospital24
residential treatment centers certified to provide long-term25
inpatient care beds as defined in RCW 71.24.025 at a rate that26
reflects a five percent increase from their fiscal year 2020 rate for27
serving medicaid clients in long-term inpatient care beds as defined28
in RCW 71.24.025.29

(c) The authority must provide a report to the office of30
financial management and the appropriate committees of the31
legislature by December 1, 2020, on the impact of the rate increases32
provided in fiscal year 2021 on long-term psychiatric inpatient33
provider capacity and utilization. The report must also include34
information on short-term psychiatric inpatient provider capacity and35
utilization and clearly identify which providers increased overall36
capacity and which converted short-term to long-term beds.37

(d) It is the intent of the legislature that future rate38
increases for long-term inpatient providers be informed by the health39
care growth benchmark established by the health care cost40
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transparency board pursuant to Second Substitute House Bill No. 24571
(health care cost board). The legislature also intends to prioritize2
future rate increases for providers that increase their overall3
psychiatric inpatient capacity and utilization.4

(e) The authority in collaboration with the Washington state5
hospital association must convene a work group to further refine the6
methodology for reimbursing community hospitals serving these7
clients. The authority must provide a report to the appropriate8
committees of the legislature by December 1, 2020. The report must9
include options for incorporating additional factors into future rate10
adjustments and identify where there may be overlap within the11
different options. The report must include the following areas and12
provide a description of the option and the methodology and13
implementation costs associated with each option:14

(i) Acuity adjustments for providers serving individuals with15
higher levels of behavioral health or physical health care needs;16

(ii) Retroactive reconciliation adjustments for providers whose17
total costs for serving clients under this subsection are higher or18
lower than payments received by the authority and any additional19
payers.20

(25) $1,455,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for21
fiscal year 2020, $1,401,000 of the general fund—state appropriation22
for fiscal year 2021, and $3,210,000 of the general fund—federal23
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of intensive24
behavioral health treatment facilities within the community25
behavioral health service system pursuant to Second Substitute House26
Bill No. 1394 (behavioral health facilities).27

(26) $21,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal28
year 2020, $152,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for29
fiscal year 2021, and $173,000 of the general fund—federal30
appropriation are provided solely to implement chapter 70, Laws of31
2019 (SHB 1199) (health care/disability).32

(27)(a) $12,878,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state33
appropriation for fiscal year 2020 and $12,878,000 of the dedicated34
marijuana account—state appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are35
provided for:36

(i) A memorandum of understanding with the department of37
children, youth, and families to provide substance abuse treatment38
programs;39
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(ii) A contract with the Washington state institute for public1
policy to conduct a cost-benefit evaluation of the implementations of2
chapter 3, Laws of 2013 (Initiative Measure No. 502);3

(iii) Designing and administering the Washington state healthy4
youth survey and the Washington state young adult behavioral health5
survey;6

(iv) Maintaining increased services to pregnant and parenting7
women provided through the parent child assistance program;8

(v) Grants to the office of the superintendent of public9
instruction for life skills training to children and youth;10

(vi) Maintaining increased prevention and treatment service11
provided by tribes and federally recognized American Indian12
organization to children and youth;13

(vii) Maintaining increased residential treatment services for14
children and youth;15

(viii) Training and technical assistance for the implementation16
of evidence-based, research based, and promising programs which17
prevent or reduce substance use disorder;18

(ix) Expenditures into the home visiting services account; and19
(x) Grants to community-based programs that provide prevention20

services or activities to youth.21
(b) The authority must allocate the amounts provided in (a) of22

this subsection amongst the specific activities proportionate to the23
fiscal year 2019 allocation.24

(28)(a) $1,125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for25
fiscal year 2020 and $1,125,000 of the general fund—state26
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for Spokane27
behavioral health entities to implement services to reduce28
utilization and the census at eastern state hospital. Such services29
must include:30

(i) High intensity treatment team for persons who are high31
utilizers of psychiatric inpatient services, including those with co-32
occurring disorders and other special needs;33

(ii) Crisis outreach and diversion services to stabilize in the34
community individuals in crisis who are at risk of requiring35
inpatient care or jail services;36

(iii) Mental health services provided in nursing facilities to37
individuals with dementia, and consultation to facility staff38
treating those individuals; and39
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(iv) Services at the sixteen-bed evaluation and treatment1
facility.2

(b) At least annually, the Spokane county behavioral health3
entities shall assess the effectiveness of these services in reducing4
utilization at eastern state hospital, identify services that are not5
optimally effective, and modify those services to improve their6
effectiveness.7

(29) (($24,819,000)) $29,288,000 of the general fund—state8
appropriation for fiscal year 2020 is provided solely to assist9
behavioral health entities with the costs of providing services to10
medicaid clients receiving services in psychiatric facilities11
classified as institutions of mental diseases. The authority must12
distribute these amounts proportionate to the number of bed days for13
medicaid clients in institutions for mental diseases that were14
excluded from behavioral health ((organization)) entity calendar year15
2019 capitation rates because they exceeded the amounts allowed under16
federal regulations. The authority must also use these amounts to17
directly pay for costs that are ineligible for medicaid reimbursement18
in institutions of mental disease facilities for American Indian and19
Alaska Natives who opt to receive behavioral health services on a20
fee-for-service basis. The amounts used for these individuals must be21
reduced from the allocation of the behavioral health ((organization))22
entities where the individual resides. If a behavioral health23
((organization)) entity receives more funding through this subsection24
than is needed to pay for the cost of their medicaid clients in25
institutions for mental diseases, they must use the remainder of the26
amounts to provide other services not covered under the medicaid27
program. The authority must submit an application for a waiver to28
allow, by July 1, 2020, for full federal participation for medicaid29
clients in mental health facilities classified as institutions of30
mental diseases. The authority must submit a report on the status of31
the waiver to the office of financial management and the appropriate32
committees of the legislature by December 1, 2019.33

(30) The authority must require all behavioral health34
organizations transitioning to full integration to either spend down35
or return all reserves in accordance with contract requirements and36
federal and state law. Behavioral health organization reserves may37
not be used to pay for services to be provided beyond the end of a38
behavioral health organization's contract or for startup costs in39
full integration regions except as provided in this subsection. The40
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authority must ensure that any increases in expenditures in1
behavioral health reserve spend-down plans are required for the2
operation of services during the contract period and do not result in3
overpayment to providers. If the nonfederal share of reserves4
returned during fiscal year 2020 exceeds $35,000,000, the authority5
shall use some of the amounts in excess of $35,000,000 to support the6
final regions transitioning to full integration of physical and7
behavioral health care. These amounts must be distributed8
proportionate to the population of each regional area covered. The9
maximum amount allowed per region is $3,175 per 1,000 residents.10
These amounts must be used to provide a reserve for nonmedicaid11
services in the region to stabilize the new crisis services system.12

(31) $1,850,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for13
fiscal year 2020, $1,850,000 of the general fund—state appropriation14
for fiscal year 2021, and $13,312,000 of the general fund—federal15
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to implement a16
medicaid state plan amendment which provides for substance use17
disorder peer support services to be included in behavioral health18
capitation rates beginning in fiscal year 2020 in accordance with19
section 213(5)(ss), chapter 299, Laws of 2018. The authority shall20
require managed care organizations to provide access to peer support21
services for individuals with substance use disorders transitioning22
from emergency departments, inpatient facilities, or receiving23
treatment as part of hub and spoke networks.24

(32) $1,256,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for25
fiscal year 2021 and $1,686,000 of the general fund—federal26
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to increase the27
number of residential beds for pregnant and parenting women. These28
amounts may be used for startup funds and ongoing costs associated29
with two new sixteen bed pregnant and parenting women residential30
treatment programs.31

(33) Within the amounts appropriated in this section, the32
authority must maintain a rate increase for community hospitals that33
provide a minimum of 200 medicaid psychiatric inpatient days pursuant34
to the methodology adopted to implement section 213(5)(n), chapter35
299, Laws of 2018 (ESSB 6032) (partial veto).36

(34) $1,393,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2020, $1,423,000 of the general fund—state appropriation38
for fiscal year 2021, and $5,938,000 of the general fund—federal39

appropriation are provided solely for the authority to implement1
discharge wraparound services for individuals with complex behavioral2
health conditions transitioning or being diverted from admission to3
psychiatric inpatient programs. The authority must coordinate with4
the department of social and health services in establishing the5
standards for these programs.6

(35) $850,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation is7
provided solely to contract with a nationally recognized recovery8
residence organization and to create a revolving fund for loans to9
operators of recovery residences seeking certification in accordance10
with Second Substitute House Bill No. 1528 (recovery support11
services). ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amount12
in this subsection shall lapse.))13

(36) $212,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal14
year 2020, $212,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for15
fiscal year 2021, and $124,000 of the general fund—federal16
appropriation are provided solely for the implementation of Engrossed17
Second Substitute House Bill No. 1874 (adolescent behavioral health).18
Funding is provided specifically for the authority to provide an19
online training to behavioral health providers related to state law20
and best practices in family-initiated treatment, adolescent-21
initiated treatment, and other services and to conduct an annual22
survey to measure the impacts of implementing policies resulting from23
the bill. ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts24
in this subsection shall lapse.))25

(37) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal26
year 2020, $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for27
fiscal year 2021, and $1,000,000 of the general fund—federal28
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to implement a29
memorandum of understanding with the criminal justice training30
commission to provide funding for community grants pursuant to Second31
Substitute House Bill No. 1767 (alternatives to arrest). ((If the32
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this33
subsection shall lapse.))34

(38) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2020 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for provision of crisis37
stabilization services to individuals who are not eligible for38
medicaid in Whatcom county. The authority must coordinate with crisis39
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stabilization providers, managed care organizations, and behavioral1
health administrative services organizations throughout the state to2
identify payment models that reflect the unique needs of crisis3
stabilization and crisis triage providers. The report must also4
include an analysis of the estimated gap in nonmedicaid funding for5
crisis stabilization and triage facilities throughout the state. The6
authority must provide a report to the office of financial management7
and the appropriate committees of the legislature on the estimated8
nonmedicaid funding gap and payment models by December 1, 2019.9

(39) The authority must conduct an analysis to determine whether10
there is a gap in fiscal year 2020 behavioral health entity funding11
for services in institutions for mental diseases and submit a report12
to the office of financial management and the appropriate committees13
of the legislature by November 1, 2019.

clubhouse facilities across the state. The authority shall work with36
the centers for medicare and medicaid services to review37
opportunities to include clubhouse services as an optional "in lieu38
of" service in managed care organization contracts in order to39
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maximize federal participation. The authority must provide a report1
to the office of financial management and the appropriate committees2
of the legislature on the status of efforts to implement clubhouse3
programs and receive federal approval for including these services in4
managed care organization contracts as an optional "in lieu of"5
service.6

(41) $1,000,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation (from7
the substance abuse prevention and treatment federal block grant) is8
provided solely for the authority to contract on a one-time basis9
with the University of Washington behavioral health institute to10
develop and disseminate model programs and curricula for inpatient11
and outpatient treatment for individuals with substance use disorder12
and co-occurring disorders. The behavioral health institute will13
provide individualized consultation to behavioral health agencies in14
order to improve the delivery of evidence-based and promising15
practices and overall quality of care. The behavioral health16
institute will provide training to staff of behavioral health17
agencies to enhance the quality of substance use disorder and co-18
occurring treatment delivered.19

(42) The number of beds allocated for use by behavioral health20
entities at eastern state hospital shall be one hundred ninety two21
per day. The number of nonforensic beds allocated for use by22
behavioral health entities at western state hospital shall be five23
hundred twenty-seven per day.

(43) $190,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal37
year 2020, $947,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for38
fiscal ((yar)) year 2021, and $1,023,000 of the general fund—federal39
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appropriation are provided solely for the authority to develop a1
statewide plan to implement evidence-based coordinated specialty care2
programs that provide early identification and intervention for3
psychosis in behavioral health agencies in accordance with Second4
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5903 (children's mental health). ((If the5
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts in this subsection6
shall lapse.))7

(44) $708,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal8
year 2021 and $799,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are9
provided solely for implementing mental health peer respite centers10
and a pilot project to implement a mental health drop-in center11
beginning ((January)) July 1, 2020, in accordance with Second12
Substitute House Bill No. 1394 (behavioral health facilities).13

(45) (($250,000)) $500,000 of the general fund—state14
appropriation for fiscal year 2020 ((and $250,000 of the general fund15
—state appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are)) is provided on a one-16
time basis solely for a licensed youth residential psychiatric17
substance abuse and mental health agency located in Clark county to18
invest in staff training and increasing client census. This amount19
must be allocated subject to a contract with the authority concerning20
staffing levels, critical action plans, and client services.21

(46) $509,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal22
year 2020, $494,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for23
fiscal year 2021, and $4,823,000 of the general fund—federal24
appropriation are provided solely for diversion grants to establish25
new law enforcement assisted diversion programs outside of King26
county consistent with the provisions of Substitute Senate Bill No.27
5380 (opioid use disorder).28

(47) The authority must compile all previous reports and29
collaborate with any work groups created during the 2019-2021 fiscal30
biennium for the purpose of establishing the implementation plan for31
transferring the full risk of long-term inpatient care for mental32
illness into the behavioral health entity contracts by January 1,33
2020.34

(48) $225,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2020 and $225,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to continue funding one pilot37
project in Pierce county to promote increased utilization of assisted38
outpatient treatment programs. The authority shall provide a report39
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to the legislature by October 15, 2020, which must include the number1
of individuals served, outcomes to include changes in use of2
inpatient treatment and hospital stays, and recommendations for3
further implementation based on lessons learned from the pilot4
project.5

(49) $18,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal6
year 2020, $18,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal7
year 2021, and $36,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are8
provided solely for the implementation of Substitute Senate Bill No.9
5181 (involuntary treatment procedures). ((If the bill is not enacted10
by June 30, 2019, the amounts in this subsection shall lapse.))11

(50) $814,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal12
year 2020, $800,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for13
fiscal year 2021, and $1,466,000 of the general fund—federal14
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to implement the15
recommendations of the state action alliance for suicide prevention,16
to include suicide assessments, treatment, and grant management.17

(51) Within existing appropriations, the authority shall18
prioritize the prevention and treatment of intravenous opiate-based19
drug use.20

(52) $446,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal21
year 2020, $446,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for22
fiscal year 2021, and $178,000 of the general fund—federal23
appropriation are provided solely for the University of Washington's24
evidence-based practice institute which supports the identification,25
evaluation, and implementation of evidence-based or promising26
practices. The institute must work with the authority to develop a27
plan to seek private, federal, or other grant funding in order to28
reduce the need for state general funds. The authority must collect29
information from the institute on the use of these funds and submit a30
report to the office of financial management and the appropriate31
fiscal committees of the legislature by December 1st of each year of32
the biennium.33

(53) $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal34
year 2021 is provided solely for the authority to provide a one-time35
grant to the city of Maple Valley to support a pilot project for a36
community resource coordinator position for the city of Maple Valley,37
Tahoma school district, and the greater Maple Valley area. This38
amount must be used to develop programs, projects, and training that39
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specifically address mental health awareness and education and1
facilitate access to school-based and community resources. The grant2
must require a report be submitted by the city of Maple Valley to the3
authority and the Maple Valley city council which summarizes the4
services provided and the perceived value of the community resource5
coordinator position for the community. The authority must submit the6
report to the office of financial management and the appropriate7
committees of the legislature by June 30, 2021.8

(54) $215,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal9
year 2020 and $165,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for10
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for provision of crisis11
stabilization services in Island county. The authority must use this12
amount to contract for start-up and treatment services that are not13
reimbursable under medicaid provided in a crisis stabilization center14
in Island county. The authority must continue to coordinate with15
crisis stabilization providers and behavioral health entities to16
identify funding gaps for non-Medicaid services and payment models17
that reflect the unique needs of these facilities.18

(55) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal19
year 2020 is provided on a one-time basis solely for the authority to20
contract with a family-centered substance use disorder treatment21
program which provides behavioral health services to families engaged22
in the foster system in Spokane county. This amount must be used to23
provide wraparound behavioral health services to individuals enrolled24
in the program.25

(56) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal26
year 2021 is provided solely for training support grants for27
community mental health and substance abuse providers. The authority28
must implement these services in partnership with and through the29
regional accountable communities of health or the University of30
Washington behavioral health institute. The grants must provide31
flexible funding for training and mentoring of clinicians serving32
children and youth. The authority must consult with stakeholders,33
including but not limited to, behavioral health experts in services34
for children and youth, providers, and consumers, to develop35
guidelines for how the funding could be used, with a focus on36
evidence-based and promising practices, continuing education37
requirements, and quality-monitoring infrastructure.38
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(57) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal1
year 2021 and $50,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are2
provided solely for the authority to work with the actuaries3
responsible for establishing behavioral health capitation rates, the4
University of Washington behavioral health institute, managed care5
organizations, and community mental health and substance use disorder6
providers to develop strategies for enhancing behavioral health7
provider reimbursement to promote behavioral health workforce8
development efforts. The authority must submit a report to the office9
of financial management and the appropriate committees of the10
legislature by December 1, 2020, that identifies: (a) A description11
of the actuarial assumptions related to clinical supervision included12
in the development of calendar year 2020 managed care behavioral13

(66) Within existing resources, the authority shall implement12
Substitute Senate Bill No. 6259 (Indian behavioral health sys).13

(67) $1,260,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for14
fiscal year 2021 and $840,000 of the general fund—federal15
appropriation are provided solely for the authority to increase rates16
to parent-child assistance program providers in an effort to17
stabilize the workforce and increase training and evaluation.18

(68) $2,537,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for19
fiscal year 2020 is provided solely to ensure a smooth transition to20
integrated managed care for behavioral health regions and to maintain21
the existing level of regional behavioral health crisis and diversion22
programs, and other required behavioral health administrative service23
organization services. These amounts must be used to support the24
regions transitioning to full integration of physical and behavioral25
health care beginning January 1, 2020. These amounts must be26
distributed proportionate to the population of each regional area27
covered. The maximum amount allowed per region is $2,494 per one28
thousand residents. These amounts must be used to provide a reserve29
for nonmedicaid services in the region and to stabilize the new30
crisis services system.31

(69) $846,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2021 is provided solely to implement a statewide pilot project33
to provide increased access to emergent and nonemergent34
transportation to secure withdrawal management and stabilization35
services facilities under the involuntary treatment act for36
individuals detained with substance use disorders.

The27
reports must include the following information:28

(i) A narrative description of the services provided at each29
pilot site and identification of any specific gaps the sites were30
able to fill in the current continuum of care;31

(ii) Clinical outcomes and estimated reductions in psychiatric32
inpatient costs associated with each of the pilot sites;33

(iii) Recommendations for whether either or both of the pilot34
models should be expanded statewide; whether modifications should be35
made to the models to better address gaps in the continuum identified36
through the pilot sites, and whether statewide implementation should37
be achieved through a state plan amendment or some other mechanism38
for leveraging federal medicaid match; and39
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(iv) Actuarial projections on the statewide need for services1
related to the pilot sites and estimated costs of adding each of the2
services to the medicaid behavioral health benefit for children and3
adolescents and adults.4

(6) The health care authority, the health benefit exchange, the13
department of social and health services, the department of health,14
and the department of children, youth, and families shall work15
together within existing resources to establish the health and human16
services enterprise coalition (the coalition). The coalition, led by17
the health care authority, must be a multi-organization collaborative18
that provides strategic direction and federal funding guidance for19
projects that have cross-organizational or enterprise impact,20
including information technology projects that affect organizations21
within the coalition. By October 31, 2019, the coalition must submit22
a report to the governor and the legislature that describes the23
coalition's plan for projects affecting the coalition organizations.24
The report must include any information technology projects impacting25
coalition organizations and, in collaboration with the office of the26
chief information officer, provide: (a) The status of any information27
technology projects currently being developed or implemented that28
affect the coalition; (b) funding needs of these current and future29
information technology projects; and (c) next steps for the30
coalition's information technology projects. The office of the chief31
information officer shall maintain a statewide perspective when32
collaborating with the coalition to ensure that the development of33
projects identified in this report are planned for in a manner that34
ensures the efficient use of state resources and maximizes federal35
financial participation. The work of the coalition is subject to the36
conditions, limitations, and review provided in ((section 719 of this37
act)) section 701 of this act.38

(7)(a) $285,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for39
fiscal year 2020 and $15,000 of the general fund—state appropriation40
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for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the governor's1
interagency coordinating council on health disparities to establish a2
task force to develop a proposal for the creation of an office of3
equity. The purpose of the office of equity is to promote access to4
equitable opportunities and resources that reduce disparities,5
including racial and ethnic disparities, and improve outcomes6
statewide across all sectors of government. The council must provide7
staff support and coordinate community and stakeholder outreach for8
the task force.9

(b) The task force shall include:10
(i) The chair of the interagency coordinating council on health11

disparities, or the chair's designee, who shall serve as the chair of12
the task force;13

(ii) Two members of the house of representatives, appointed by14
the speaker of the house of representatives;15

(iii) Two members from the senate, appointed by the president of16
the senate;17

(iv) A representative from the office of the governor, appointed18
by the governor;19

(v) A representative from the office of financial management's20
diversity, equity, and inclusion council, appointed by the governor;21

(vi) A representative from the office of minority and women's22
business enterprises, appointed by the director of the office of23
minority and women's business enterprises;24

(vii) A representative from each ethnic commission, appointed by25
the director of each respective commission;26

(viii) A representative from the women's commission, appointed by27
the director of the commission;28

(ix) A representative from the human rights commission, appointed29
by the director of the commission;30

(x) The director of the governor's office of Indian affairs, or31
the director's designee;32

(xi) A member of the disability community, appointed by the chair33
of the governor's committee on disability issues and employment; and34

(xii) A member of the lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender, and35
queer community, appointed by the office of the governor.36

(c) The task force must submit a preliminary report to the37
governor and legislature by December 15, 2019. The task force must38
submit a final proposal to the governor and the legislature by July39
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1, 2020. The final proposal must include the following1
recommendations:2

(i) A mission statement and vision statement for the office;3
(ii) A definition of "equity," which must be used by the office4

to guide its work;5
(iii) The organizational structure of the office, which must6

include a community liaison for the office;7
(iv) A plan to engage executive level management from all8

agencies;9
(v) Mechanisms for facilitating state policy and systems change10

to promote equity, promoting community outreach and engagement, and11
establishing standards for the collection, analysis, and reporting of12
disaggregated data regarding race and ethnicity;13

(vi) Mechanisms for accountability to ensure that performance14
measures around equity are met across all agencies, including15
recommendations on audits of agencies and other accountability tools16
as deemed appropriate; and17

(vii) A budget proposal including estimates for costs and18
staffing.19

(d) Nonlegislative members of the task force must be reimbursed20
for expenses incurred in the performance of their duties in21
accordance with RCW 43.03.050 and 43.03.060. Legislative members must22
be reimbursed for expenses incurred in accordance with RCW 44.04.120.23

(8) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal24
year 2020 and $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for25
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to contract26
with a community-based nonprofit organization located in Yakima27
valley to develop a Spanish-language public radio media campaign28
aimed at preventing opioid use disorders through education outreach29
programs. The goal of the radio media campaign is reaching30
underserved populations, who may have limited literacy and who may31
experience cultural and informational isolation, to address32
prevention, education, and treatment for opioid users or those at33
risk for opioid use. The nonprofit organization must coordinate with34
stakeholders who are engaged in promoting healthy and educated35
choices about drug use and abuse to host four workshops and two36
conferences that present the latest research and best practices. The37
department, in coordination with the nonprofit, must provide a38
preliminary report to the legislature no later than December 31,39
2020. A final report must be submitted to the legislature no later40
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than June 30, 2021. Both reports must include: (a) A description of1
the outreach programs and their implementation; (b) a description of2
the workshops and conferences held; (c) the number of individuals who3
participated in or received services in relation to the outreach4
programs; and (d) any relevant demographic data regarding those5
individuals.6

(9)(a) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal7
year 2020 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for8
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the nursing care quality9
assurance commission to continue the work group on nurses in long-10
term care settings.11

(b) The work group must base its work on the assessment of long-12
term care workforce needs required by chapter 299, Laws of 2018, and13
included in the long-term care workforce development report to the14
governor and the legislature submitted in December 2018. The15
commission shall maintain existing membership of the work group, may16
add additional stakeholder representation, and may create such17
technical advisory committees as may be necessary to accomplish its18
purposes.19

(13) $80,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25

(20) The department shall report to the fiscal committees of the4
legislature by December 1, 2019, and December 1, 2020, if it5
anticipates that the amounts raised by ambulatory surgical facility6
licensing fees will not be sufficient to defray the cost of7
regulating ambulatory surgical facilities.

(d) The task force must submit a final report of its findings and15
recommendations to the appropriate committees of the legislature and16
the governor by October 31, 2020, and in compliance with RCW17
43.01.036. The goal of the final report is to provide guidance to18
agencies, the legislature, and the governor, and at a minimum must19
include the following:20

(i) Guidance for state agencies regarding how to use a cumulative21
impact analysis tool developed by the department of health. Guidance22
must cover how agencies identify highly impacted communities and must23
be based on best practices and current demographic data;24

(ii) Best practices for increasing public participation and25
engagement by providing meaningful opportunities for involvement for26
all people, taking into account barriers to participation that may27
arise due to race, color, ethnicity, religion, income, or education28
level;29

(iii) Recommendations for establishing measurable goals for30
reducing environmental health disparities for each community in31
Washington state and ways in which state agencies may focus their32
work towards meeting those goals;33

(iv) Model policies for prioritizing highly impacted communities34
and vulnerable populations for the purpose of reducing environmental35
health disparities and advancing a healthy environment for all36
residents.37

(e) If time and resources permit, the task force may also include38
in its final report:39
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(i) Recommendations for creating and implementing equity analysis1
into all significant planning, programmatic and policy decision2
making, and investments. The equity analysis methods may include a3
process for describing potential risks to, benefits to, and4
opportunities for highly impacted communities and vulnerable5
populations;6

(ii) Best practices and needed resources for cataloging and7
cross-referencing current research and data collection for programs8
within all state agencies relating to the health and environment of9
people of all races, cultures, and income levels, including minority10
populations and low-income populations of the state.11

(f) Members of the task force who are not state employees must be12
compensated in accordance with RCW 43.03.240 and are entitled to13
reimbursement individually for travel expenses incurred in the14
performance of their duties as members of the task force in15
accordance with RCW 43.03.050 and 43.03.060. The expenses of the task16
force must be paid by the governor's interagency council on health17
disparities.18

(g) The task force must hold four regional meetings to seek input19
from, present their work plan and proposals to, and receive feedback20
from communities throughout the state. The following locations must21
be considered for these meetings: Northwest Washington, central Puget22
Sound region, south Puget Sound region, southwest Washington, central23
Washington, and eastern Washington.24

(h) Reports submitted under this section must be available for25
public inspection and copying through the governor's interagency26
council on health disparities and must be posted on its web site.27

(49) $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal28
year 2020 and $500,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for29
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for testing of lead in public30
schools. The department must determine which school districts have31
the highest priority and test those districts first. The department32
and the school districts for which tests are conducted must provide33
to parents, educators, school staff, and the public clear34
communications regarding the test results, the consequences of even35
low levels of exposure or ingestion, such as cognitive deficits,36
reduction in IQ, and neurological development, and the information37
that no level of lead in drinking water is safe. The communications38
must include a comparison of the results to the recommendation of the39
American academy of pediatrics (August 2017) and the national40

toxicology program of the national institutes of health and the1
center for disease control, regardless of whether the level exceeds2
the standard for action pursuant to the federal lead and copper rule.3
Communications regarding test results where levels exceed the level4
recommended by the American academy of pediatricians must be5
accompanied by examples of actions districts may take to prevent6
exposure, including automated flushing of water fountains and sinks,7
and installation of certified water filters or bottle filling8
stations.9

(50) $68,000 of the health professions account—state10
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Substitute11
House Bill No. 2378 (physician assistants). If the bill is not12
enacted by June 30, 2020, the amount provided in this subsection13
shall lapse.14

(51) $88,000 of the health professions account—state15
appropriation is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed16
Substitute House Bill No. 2411 (suicide prevention/providers). If the17
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2020, the amount provided in this18
subsection shall lapse.19

(52) $724,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal20
year 2021 is provided solely for implementation of Substitute House21

enacted by June 30, 2020, the amount provided in this subsection23
shall lapse.24

(54) $16,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal31
year 2021 is provided solely for implementation of Engrossed House32
Bill No. 2755 (air ambulance cost transp.). If the bill is not33
enacted by June 30, 2020, the amount provided in this subsection34
shall lapse.35

(57) $1,300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for8
fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for farmers market and grocery9
store basic food incentives for participants in the supplemental10
nutrition assistance program.11

(58) $52,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal12
year 2021 is provided solely for the department to collaborate,13
pursuant to section 501 of this act, with the office of the14
superintendent of public instruction in preparation of its report of15
findings related to statewide implementation of RCW 28A.210.383,16
authorizing prescriptions for, and the use of, school supplies of17
epinephrine autoinjectors.18

(59)(a) Within amounts provided in this section, the department19
of health must convene a work group to collect information and20
establish guidelines and recommendations for how the office of the21
insurance commissioner can include telemedicine services in network22
adequacy requirements. The work group must consider the following:23

(i) Changes to state statutes or rulemaking necessary for network24
adequacy to accommodate the use of telemedicine;25

Funding in this subsection is34
sufficient to achieve the 55th percentile of market at a level 335
standard of quality in fiscal year 2020 and the 65th percentile of36
market for both centers and licensed family homes at a level 237
standard of quality and providers of care for school aged children in38
fiscal year 2021. The state and the representative for family child39
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care providers must enter into bargaining over the implementation of1
subsidy rate increases, and apply those increases consistent with the2
terms of this proviso and the agreement reached between the parties.3

(((vi))) (viii) $6,000,000 of the general fund—state4
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for the5
department to reduce working connections child care monthly6
copayments for consumers with income that is less than two hundred7
twenty percent of the federal poverty guidelines to twelve percent or8
less of a consumer's countable income. Funding provided within this9
subsection shall also be used to reduce the child care subsidy cliff10
by expanding second tier eligibility for the program to consumers11
with countable income below two hundred fifty percent of the federal12
poverty level. The department shall report to the legislature no13
later than June 1, 2020, regarding the estimated number of consumers14
with income below two hundred twenty percent of the federal poverty15
level whose copayments will be relieved; the estimated number of16

(F) Families with a child residing with a biological parent or36
guardian who have received child protective services, child welfare37
services, or a family assessment response from the department in the38
past six months, and have received a referral for child care as part39
of the family's case management;40
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(G) Families that received subsidies within the last thirty days1
and:2

(I) Have reapplied for subsidies; and3
(II) Have household income of two hundred percent of the federal4

poverty level or below; and5
(H) All other eligible families.6
(((vii))) (x) The department, in collaboration with the7

department of social and health services, must submit a follow-up8
report by December 1, 2019, to the governor and the appropriate9
fiscal and policy committees of the legislature on quality control10
measures for the working connections child care program. The report11
must include:12

(A) An updated narrative of the procurement and implementation of13
an improved time and attendance system, including an updated and14
detailed accounting of the final costs of procurement and15
implementation;16

(B) An updated and comprehensive description of all processes,17
including computer algorithms and additional rule development, that18
the department and the department of social and health services have19
implemented and that are planned to be implemented to avoid20
overpayments. The updated report must include an itemized description21
of the processes implemented or planned to be implemented to address22

(I) Ensure the department's auditing efforts are informed by24

(V) Sanction providers, including termination of eligibility, who34
commit intentional program violations or fail to comply with program35
requirements, including compliance with any established repayment36

(VI) Consider pursuit of prosecution in cases with fraudulent38
activity; and39
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(VII) Ensure two half-day rates totaling more than one hundred1
percent of the daily rate are not paid to providers; and2

(C) A description of the process by which fraud is identified and3
how fraud investigations are prioritized and expedited.4

(((viii))) (xi) Beginning July 1, 2019, and annually thereafter,5
the department, in collaboration with the department of social and6
health services, must report to the governor and the appropriate7
fiscal and policy committees of the legislature on the status of8
overpayments in the working connections child care program. The9
report must include the following information for the previous fiscal10
year:11

(A) A summary of the number of overpayments that occurred;12
(B) The reason for each overpayment;13
(C) The total cost of overpayments;14
(D) A comparison to overpayments that occurred in the past two15

preceding fiscal years; and16
(E) Any planned modifications to internal processes that will17

take place in the coming fiscal year to further reduce the occurrence18
of overpayments.19

(e) Within available amounts, the department in consultation with20
the office of financial management shall report enrollments and21
active caseload for the working connections child care program to the22
governor and the legislative fiscal committees and the legislative-23
executive WorkFirst poverty reduction oversight task force on an24
agreed upon schedule. The report shall also identify the number of25
cases participating in both temporary assistance for needy families26
and working connections child care. The department must also report27
on the number of children served through contracted slots.28

(f) $1,560,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal29
year 2020 and $1,560,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for30
fiscal year 2021 and $13,424,000 of the general fund—federal31
appropriation are provided solely for the seasonal child care32
program. If federal sequestration cuts are realized, cuts to the33
seasonal child care program must be proportional to other federal34
reductions made within the department.35

(g) $379,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal36
year 2020 and $871,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for37
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department of children,38
youth, and families to contract with a countywide nonprofit39
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organization with early childhood expertise in Pierce county for a1
pilot project to prevent child abuse and neglect using nationally2
recognized models. Of the amounts provided:3

(i) $323,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal4
year 2020 and $333,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for5
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the nonprofit organization6
to convene stakeholders to implement a countywide resource and7
referral linkage system for families of children who are prenatal8
through age five.9

(ii) $56,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10
year 2020 and $539,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for11
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the nonprofit organization12
to offer a voluntary brief newborn home visiting program.

(((i))) (v) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for22
fiscal year 2020 and $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation23
for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for a contract with a24
nonprofit entity experienced in the provision of promoting early25
literacy for children through pediatric office visits.26

(((j))) (k) $4,000,000 of the education legacy trust account—27
state appropriation is provided solely for early intervention28
assessment and services.29

(((k))) (l) Information technology projects or investments and30
proposed projects or investments impacting time capture, payroll and31
payment processes and systems, eligibility, case management and32
authorization systems within the department are subject to technical33
oversight by the office of the chief information officer.34

(((l))) (m)(i)(A) The department is required to provide to the35
education research and data center, housed at the office of financial36
management, data on all state-funded early childhood programs. These37
programs include the early support for infants and toddlers, early38
childhood education and assistance program (ECEAP), and the working39
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connections and seasonal subsidized childcare programs including1
license exempt facilities or family, friend, and neighbor care. The2
data provided by the department to the education research data center3
must include information on children who participate in these4
programs, including their name and date of birth, and dates the child5
received services at a particular facility.6

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(ii) $230,000 is for increasing training reimbursement up to $2501
per person;2

(iii) $115,000 is for training on the electronic child care time3
and attendance system;4

(iv) $3,000,000 is to maintain the career development fund;5
(v) $5,223,000 is for up to five days of substitute coverage per6

provider per year through the state-administered substitute pool.7
(vi) $226,000 is to provide an increase to monthly health care8

premiums.9
(((o))) (p) $219,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for10

(22) $573,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2021 is provided solely for a voluntary buyback of Columbia36
river-Willapa bay and Columbia river-Grays harbor commercial gill net37
licenses. The department shall solicit offers from gill net license38
holders who wish to participate in the buyback program, and purchase39
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gill net licenses in ranked, ascending order from lowest to the1
highest bid price based on their 2015-2019 average annual Columbia2
river landings. License holders that agree to the voluntary buyback3
shall have their license retired and be prohibited from future4
participation in the fishery with a Columbia river-Willapa bay or5
Columbia river-Grays harbor gill net license. By December 31, 2020,6
the department shall submit a report to the legislature including the7
number of license holders that participated in the buyback, the8
annual landings associated with each license, and an estimate of the9
funding needed to buyback any remaining voluntary buyback offers that10
exceeded the available funds.

optic system equipment to conduct marine patrols including vessel18
enforcement patrols related to southern resident orcas.19

(24) $225,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal20
year 2021 is provided solely for the department to increase21
enforcement of commercial and recreational vessel regulations for the22
protection of southern resident orcas in central and southern Puget23
Sound.24

(25) $95,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2021 is provided solely for a grant to the Woodland park zoo to26
conduct research relating to shell disease prevention in native27
western pond turtles.28

(26) $300,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal29
year 2021 is provided solely for the department to build elk fencing,30
with priority given to fencing the Concrete school playfields to31
exclude elk and conduct other measures for solving conflicts with elk32
in Skagit county in cooperation with tribes and landowners.33

(27) The appropriations in this section include sufficient34
funding for the department to convene an independent science review35
council to advise the comanagers on critical anadromous fish36
management decisions. The nine member council shall include two37
members chosen by the tribal community, two members chosen by the38
department, one member from the United States fish and wildlife39
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service, one member from the national oceanic and atmospheric1
administration, and three members chosen by the Washington academy of2
sciences. The Washington academy of sciences shall have final review3
of nominees to confirm their subject matter expertise.4

a new Cowlitz river salmon hatchery. The plan must include20
prioritized capital budget projects. The plan shall be submitted to21
the fiscal committees of the legislature by January 15, 2021.22

(31) $462,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal23
year 2021 is provided solely for expanded management of pinniped24
populations on the lower Columbia river and its tributaries with the25
goal of increasing chinook salmon abundance and prey availability for26
southern resident orcas. The department may only expend funds in this27
subsection after receiving necessary permits from the national marine28
fisheries service.29

(32) $112,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal30
year 2021 is provided solely for the implementation of Engrossed31
Second Substitute House Bill No. 2311 (greenhouse gas emissions). If32
the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2020, the amount provided in this33
subsection shall lapse.34

(33) $1,262,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for35
fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for the costs for the department36
to maintain shellfish sanitation activities necessary to implement37
its memorandum of understanding with the department of health to38
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ensure the state is compliant with its federal obligations under the1
model ordinance of the national shellfish sanitation program.2

(34) $142,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2021 is provided solely for work addressing fish passage4
barriers, including data analysis and mapping to identify streams and5
barriers that have the greatest potential benefit to listed salmon6
populations, southern resident orca whales, and fisheries. In7
conducting this work, the department must consult with tribes and8
coordinate with the department of transportation's fish barrier work9
plans.10

(35) $90,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2020 and $166,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the department to contract13
with the Washington academy of sciences to complete the following14
activities:15

(a) By December 1, 2020, and consistent with RCW 43.01.036, the16
department must submit a report to the legislature that assesses how17
to incorporate a net ecological gain standard into state land use,18
development, and environmental laws and rules to achieve a goal of19
better statewide performance on ecological health and endangered20
species recovery, including the recovery of salmon in order to21
fulfill tribal treaty obligations and achieve the delisting of22
threatened or endangered runs. The report must address each23
environmental, development, or land use law or rule where the24
existing standard is less protective of ecological integrity than the25
standard of net ecological gain, including the shoreline management26
act, chapter 90.58 RCW; the growth management act, chapter 36.70A27
RCW; and construction projects in state waters regulated under 77.5528
RCW.29

(b) In developing the report under this subsection, the30

The35
department's consultation process under this subsection must include36
a total of at least two meetings at which local governments, state37
agencies, federally recognized Indian tribes, and stakeholders may38
provide input.39

(v) Assessments of why existing standards of ecological21
protectiveness, such as no net loss standards, have been sufficient22
or insufficient to protect ecological health and achieve endangered23
species recovery.24

(36) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2021 is provided solely for developing and operating invasive26
species inspection stations and outreach to recreational boaters on27
the use of inspection stations. The department must report to the28
appropriate committees of the legislature by December 1, 2020, on the29
results of invasive species inspections and the status of invasive30
species threats.31

The plan shall be submitted in compliance17
with RCW 43.01.036 by November 1, 2018, and the final report must be18
submitted by November 1, 2020, to the governor and appropriate19
legislative committees. The final report must include the following:20

(i) An examination of whether a data share agreement between the21
department of social and health services developmental disabilities22
administration, division of vocational rehabilitation, and the office23
of the superintendent of public instruction would improve24
coordination among the three agencies;25

(ii) Defined roles for the associated stakeholders involved with26
the transition of students potentially eligible for services from the27
developmental disabilities administration, including but not limited28
to:29

(A) The department of social and health services developmental30
disabilities administration;31

(B) The office of the superintendent of public instruction;32
(C) The division of vocational rehabilitation at the department33

of social and health services;34
(D) School districts across the state of Washington; and35
(E) Counties coordinating employment and day services.36
(iii) An examination of the feasibility of a statewide37

developmental disabilities transition council, including38
representative positions, roles and responsibilities, costs, and data39
collection; and40
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(iv) Recommendations for supporting seamless transition from1
school to post-school life, up to and including potential legislation2
and funding, regional interagency transition networks, and3
coordination between counties, schools, and other partners for4
transition supports.5

(d) $40,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal6
year 2020 is provided solely for the legislative youth advisory7
council. The council of statewide members advises legislators on8
issues of importance to youth.9

(e) $118,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10
year 2020 and $118,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for11
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter12
75, Laws of 2018 (dyslexia).13

(f) $183,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal14
year 2020 and $48,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for15
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the implementation of16
Engrossed Substitute House Bill No. 1130 (pub. school language17
access). ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts18
provided in this subsection shall lapse.))19

(g) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal20
year 2020 and $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for21
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Second22
Substitute Senate Bill No. 5082 (social emotional learning). ((If the23
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this24
subsection shall lapse.))25

(h) $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal26
year 2021 is provided solely for a technical advisory committee to27
consider and make recommendations for an apportionment system that28
could effectively support teacher residency program model pilots in29
fiscal year 2022.30

(i)(i) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal31
year 2021 is provided solely for the office of the superintendent of32
public instruction to convene a work group to develop recommendations33
for integrating, in a regular and ongoing basis, African American34
history, examinations of racism, and the history of the civil rights35
movement into curriculum provided to students in grades seven through36
twelve. Recommendations developed in accordance with this subsection37
must be preceded by a work group review of pertinent curriculum that38
is available to school districts, and must include recommendations39
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for the professional development needed to support educators in1
providing the instruction to students.2

(ii) The work group must consist of one representative from each3
of the following: (A) The Washington state commission on African4
American affairs; (B) the educational opportunity gap oversight and5
accountability committee; and (C) a statewide organization6
representing teachers. The work group may also include other persons7
with unique and specific expertise, including but not limited to,8
Washington state historians and persons representing teacher9
preparation programs.10

(iii) The office must report the findings and recommendations11
required by this subsection to the education committees of the12
legislature by November 15, 2020.13

(j) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal14
year 2021 is provided solely for the office to participate in the15
work group established in section 922 of this act to create a family16
engagement framework for early learning through high school. At a17
minimum, the work group must review family engagement policies and18
practices in Washington and in other states, with a focus on19
identifying best practices that can be adopted throughout Washington.20

(k) $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal21
year 2021 is provided solely for the office of the superintendent of22
public instruction to collaborate with the office of the department23
of children, youth, and families to complete a report with options24
and recommendations for administrative efficiencies and long-term25
strategies that align and integrate high-quality early learning26
programs administered by both agencies. The report shall address27
capital needs, data collection and sharing, licensing changes,28
quality standards, options for community-based and school-based29
settings, fiscal modeling, and any statutory changes needed to30
achieve administrative efficiencies. The report is due to the31
governor and the appropriate legislative committees by September 1,32
2020.33

(l)(i)(A) Within amounts provided in this section, the office of34
the superintendent of public instruction shall convene a work group35
to:36

(I) Review provisions related to sexual health education in the37
health and physical education learning standards adopted in 2016;38

(II) Review existing sexual health education curricula in use in39
the state for the purpose of identifying gaps or potential40
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inconsistencies with the health and physical education learning1
standards;2

(III) Consider revisions to sexual health education provisions in3
statute; and4

(IV) Consider the merits and challenges associated with requiring5
all public schools offer comprehensive sexual health education to6
students in all grades by September 1, 2022. For purposes of this7
subsection (h), "comprehensive sexual health education" means8
instruction in sexual health that, at a minimum, is evidence-9
informed, medically and scientifically accurate, age appropriate, and10
inclusive for all students.11

(B) In meeting the requirements of this subsection (h), the work12
group shall consult with a broad array of stakeholders representing13
diverse opinions.14

(ii) The work group shall consist of the following members:15
(A) The superintendent of public instruction or the16

superintendent's designee;17
(B) Three representatives of school districts recommended by the18

Washington state school directors' association. To the extent19
possible, the school district representatives must reflect a20
diversity of student enrollment, geographic location, and urban,21
suburban, and rural locations;22

(C) Three school principals recommended by an association of23
Washington school principals, one each representing an elementary24
school, a middle school, and a high school. The three principals must25
represent the geographic diversity of urban, suburban, and rural26
locations;27

(D) Three public school health educators recommended by an28
association of Washington educators, one each representing grades29
kindergarten through five, grades six through eight, and grades nine30
through twelve. The three public school health educators must31
represent the geographic diversity of urban, suburban, and rural32
locations;33

(E) Three public health officials, at least two of whom are local34
public health officials with expertise in developing or presenting35
comprehensive sexual health education materials and resources, as36
recommended by the Washington state department of health. The three37
public health officials must represent the geographic diversity of38
urban, suburban, and rural locations; and39
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(F) Three parents recommended in accordance with this subsection1
(3)(h)(ii)(F), one with a child enrolled in a public school west of2
the crest of the Cascade mountain range, one with a child enrolled in3
a public school east of the crest of the Cascade mountain range, and4
one with a child enrolled in a public school who is also receiving5
special education services. The recommendation for a parent of a6
public school student receiving special education services must be7
made by an association of parents, teachers, and students that8
focuses on the needs of students receiving special education9
services. The recommendation for the other parents under this10
subsection must be made by an association of parents, teachers, and11
students.12

(iii) The office of the superintendent of public instruction13
shall submit findings and recommendations required by this section to14
the state board of education, the department of health, and, in15
accordance with RCW 43.01.036, the education committees of the house16
of representatives and the senate by December 1, 2019.17

(iv)(A) The office of the superintendent of public instruction18
and the Washington state school directors' association, shall19
collaborate with department of health to conduct a data survey of the20
availability of sexual health education in public schools and21
relevant health measures in those schools. All school districts shall22
submit to the office of the superintendent of public instruction,23
through the Washington school health profiles survey, or other24
reporting mechanisms, the curricula used in the district to teach25
sexual health education. The data survey must include a list of the26
schools within the boundaries of each school district that offer27
sexual health education and in which grade levels, and the curricula28
used to teach sexual health education, as reported according to RCW29
28A.300.475(7). In addition, the data shall include, for each school30
district and inclusive of any charter schools that may be within the31
boundaries of the school district, the rate of teen pregnancy,32
sexually transmitted infections, suicide, depression, and adverse33
childhood experiences in each of the previous five years for which34
data is available. To the extent that the data allows, the35
information shall be collected by school district, inclusive of any36
charter schools that may be within the boundaries of the school37
district. To the extent allowed by existing data sources, the38
information must be disaggregated by age, race, ethnicity, free and39
reduced lunch eligibility, sexual orientation, gender identity and40
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expression, and geography, including school district population1
density, and conveyed, to the maximum extent possible, in a manner2
that complies with WAC 392-117-060. The data survey may combine3
multiple years of data if necessary to comply with student privacy4
requirements.5

(B) The office of the superintendent of public instruction shall6
utilize the information collected from the data survey to inform the7
work group established in (f) of this subsection. The office, in8
accordance with RCW 43.01.036, shall submit the data survey to the9
committees of the legislature with jurisdiction over matters related10
to education and health care and the governor by December 1, 2019.11

(m) $107,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal12
year 2021 is provided solely for the office to support the children13
and youth behavioral health work group created in Second Substitute14
House Bill No. 2737 (child. mental health wk. grp). If this bill is15
not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this subsection16
shall lapse.17

(4) STATEWIDE PROGRAMS18
(a) $2,590,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal19

year 2020 and $2,590,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for20
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Washington kindergarten21
inventory of developing skills. State funding shall support statewide22
administration and district implementation of the inventory under RCW23
28A.655.080.24

(b) $703,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2020 and $703,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for26
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter27
72, Laws of 2016 (educational opportunity gap).28

(c) $950,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal29
year 2020 and $950,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for30
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the Washington reading31
corps. The superintendent shall allocate reading corps members to32
schools identified for comprehensive or targeted support and school33
districts that are implementing comprehensive, proven, research-based34
reading programs. Two or more schools may combine their Washington35
reading corps programs.36

(d) $909,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal37
year 2020 and $909,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for38
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fiscal year 2021 are provided solely to implement chapter 18, Laws of1
2013 2nd sp. sess. (strengthening student educational outcomes).2

(e) $10,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2020 and $10,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for4
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for chapter 102, Laws of 20145
(biliteracy seal).6

(f)(i) $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal7
year 2020 and $50,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for8
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for school bullying and9
harassment prevention activities.10

(ii) $15,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2020 and $15,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for12
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter13
240, Laws of 2016 (school safety).14

(iii) $1,268,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for15
fiscal year 2020 ((and $1,268,000 of the general fund—state16
appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are)) is provided solely to17
educational service districts for implementation of Second Substitute18
House Bill No. 1216 (school safety and well-being). ((If the bill is19
not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this subsection20
shall lapse.))21

(iv) $570,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal22
year 2021 is provided solely for the office of the superintendent of23
public instruction to provide statewide support and coordination for24
the regional network of behavioral health, school safety, and threat25
assessment established in chapter 333, Laws of 2019 (school safety26
and well-being). Within the amounts appropriated in this subsection27
(4)(f)(iv), $200,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for28
fiscal year 2021 is provided solely for grants to schools or school29
districts for planning and integrating tiered suicide prevention and30
behavioral health supports. Grants must be awarded first to districts31
demonstrating the greatest need and readiness. Grants may be used for32
intensive technical assistance and training, professional33
development, and evidence-based suicide prevention training.34

(v) $196,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal35
year 2020 and $196,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for36
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the school safety center37
within the office of the superintendent of public instruction.38
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(A) Within the amounts provided in this subsection (4)(f)(((iv)))1
(v), $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year2
2020 and $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal3
year 2021 are provided solely for a school safety program to provide4
school safety training for all school administrators and school5
safety personnel. The school safety center advisory committee shall6
develop and revise the training program, using the best practices in7
school safety.8

(B) Within the amounts provided in this subsection (4)(f)(((iv)))9
(v), $96,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal year10
2020 and $96,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal11
year 2021 are provided solely for administration of the school safety12
center. The safety center shall act as an information dissemination13
and resource center when an incident occurs in a school district in14
Washington or in another state, coordinate activities relating to15
school safety, review and approve manuals and curricula used for16
school safety models and training, and maintain a school safety17
information web site.18

(g)(i) $162,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for19
fiscal year 2020 and $162,000 of the general fund—state appropriation20
for fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for youth suicide prevention21
activities.22

(ii) $204,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal23
year 2020 is provided solely for implementation of chapter 202, Laws24
of 2017 (children's mental health).25

(iii) $20,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal26
year 2020 is provided solely for implementation of chapter 175, Laws27
of 2018 (children's mental health services).28

(iv) $76,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal29
year 2020 and $76,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for30
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter31
64, Laws of 2018 (sexual abuse of students).32

(h)(i) $280,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for33
fiscal year 2020, $280,000 of the general fund—state appropriation34
for fiscal year 2021, and $1,052,000 of the dedicated marijuana35
account—state appropriation are provided solely for dropout36
prevention, intervention, and reengagement programs, including the37
jobs for America's graduates (JAG) program, dropout prevention38
programs that provide student mentoring, and the building bridges39
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statewide program. Students in the foster care system or who are1
homeless shall be given priority by districts offering the jobs for2
America's graduates program. The office of the superintendent of3
public instruction shall convene staff representatives from high4
schools to meet and share best practices for dropout prevention. Of5
these amounts, $522,000 of the dedicated marijuana account—state6
appropriation for fiscal year 2020, and $530,000 of the dedicated7
marijuana account—state appropriation for fiscal year 2021 are8
provided solely for the building bridges statewide program.9

(ii) $293,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10
year 2020 and $293,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for11
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the office of the12
superintendent of public instruction to support district13
implementation of comprehensive guidance and planning programs in14
support of high-quality high school and beyond plans consistent with15
RCW 28A.230.090.16

(iii) $178,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal17
year 2020 and $178,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for18
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of chapter19
291, Laws of 2017 (truancy reduction efforts).20

(i) Sufficient amounts are appropriated in this section for the21
office of the superintendent of public instruction to create a22
process and provide assistance to school districts in planning for23
future implementation of the summer knowledge improvement program24
grants.25

(j) $369,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal26
year 2020 and $358,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for27
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the implementation of Second28
Substitute House Bill No. 1424 (CTE course equivalencies). ((If the29
bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in this30
subsection shall lapse.))31

(k) $400,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal32
year 2020 and $196,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for33
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the implementation of34
Engrossed Second Substitute House Bill No. 1599 (high school35
graduation reqs.). ((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the36
amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.))37

(l) $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal38
year 2020, $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal39
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year 2021, and $680,000 of the general fund—federal appropriation are1
provided solely for the implementation of Engrossed Second Substitute2
House Bill No. 1139 (educator workforce supply). Of the amounts3
provided in this subsection, $680,000 of the general fund—federal4
appropriation is provided solely for title II SEA state-level5
activities to implement section 103 of Engrossed Second Substitute6
House Bill No. 1139 relating to the regional recruiters program. ((If7
the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided in8
this subsection shall lapse.))9

(m) $66,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal10
year 2020 and $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for11
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the office of the12
superintendent of public instruction to evaluate and implement best13
practices and procedures for ensuring that student lunch periods14
include a seated lunch duration of at least twenty minutes. The15
office of the superintendent of public instruction shall, through an16
application-based process, select six public schools to serve as17
demonstration sites. Of the amounts provided in this subsection:18

(i) $30,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal19
year 2020 and $30,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for20
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for annual grant awards of21
$5,000 each provided to the six school districts selected to serve as22
school demonstration sites;23

(ii) $20,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal24
year 2020 and $20,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for25
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the office of the26
superintendent of public instruction to hire a consultant with27

districts that are not complying with RCW 28A.325.010 and13
28A.325.050. The office must publish the list no later than December14
30, 2020. Within amounts appropriated in this subsection, the office15
of the superintendent of public instruction must:16

(i) Collaborate with associated student body executive boards17
statewide regarding district policies to reduce the extracurricular18
opportunity gap.19

(ii) Require school districts to collect and report to the20
associated student body executive board the 2018-19 school year data21
related to students in possession of associated student body cards22
and student participation in school-based athletic programs by23
January 15, 2020. School districts with more than one high school24
must provide each high school's associated student body executive25
board only the data from each associated student body executive26
board's respective high school.27

(A) Each school district with a high school must collect and28
publish on its website the following school-level data from each high29
school for the 2018-19 school year by January 15, 2020, for the30

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(IV) Athletic program participation fees and any discounted fees1
for high school students who are eligible to participate in the2
federal free and reduced-price meals program;3

(V) The number of high school students who possess an associated4
student body card;5

(VI) The number of high school students who are eligible to6
participate in the federal free and reduced-price meals program and7
possess an associated student body card;8

(VII) The number of high school students participating in an9
athletic program; and10

(VIII) The number of high school students participating in an11
athletic program who are eligible to participate in the federal free12
and reduced-price meals program.13

(B) The data for the April 2020 and April 2021 reports must14
include at least two weeks of data from the beginning of spring15
athletics season.16

(C) The office of the superintendent of public instruction must17
provide support to ensure that all districts comply with the data18
reporting requirements in this subsection.19

(D) No later than January 15, 2020, the office of the20
superintendent of public instruction must publish a list of schools21
and districts that are not complying with RCW 28A.325.050.22

(o) $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal23
year 2020 and $60,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for24
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the office of the25
superintendent of public instruction to collect and monitor restraint26
and isolation data pursuant to chapter 206, Laws of 2015, and to27
provide training, technical assistance, and other support to schools28
and districts to reduce the use of restraint and isolation.29

(p) $225,000 of the general fund—state appropriation in fiscal30
year 2020 and $225,000 of the general fund—state appropriation in31
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the office of the32
superintendent of public instruction to develop or expand a mentoring33
program for persons employed as educational interpreters in public34
schools. Funds provided under this section may only be used for35
recruiting, hiring, and training persons to be employed by Washington36
sensory disability services who must provide mentoring services in37
different geographic regions of the state, with the dual goals of:38
Providing services, beginning with the 2019-20 school year, to any39
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requesting school district; and assisting persons in the timely and1
successful achievement of performance standards for educational2
interpreters.3

(q) $150,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal4
year 2020 is provided solely for the office of the superintendent of5
public instruction to create a series of articles, videos, and6
educational curriculum on the history of agriculture in Washington7
state, including the role and impact of indigenous and immigrant8
farmers. The materials must be made available for free to schools,9
educators, and students. The office may collaborate with other10
agencies or entities in order to create the educational materials.11

(r) $61,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal12
year 2020 is provided solely for implementation of Substitute Senate13
Bill No. 5023 (ethnic studies). ((If the bill is not enacted by June14
30, 2019, the amounts provided in this subsection shall lapse.))15

(s) $63,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal16
year 2020 and $7,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for17
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for implementation of Engrossed18
Second Substitute Senate Bill No. 5497 (immigrants in the workplace).19
((If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2019, the amounts provided20
in this subsection shall lapse.))21

(t) Within existing resources, the office shall consult with the22
Washington student achievement council to adopt rules pursuant to23
Senate Bill No. 5088 (computer science).24

(u) $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal25
year 2020 and $125,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for26
fiscal year 2021 are provided solely for the office of the27
superintendent of public instruction to conduct a pilot program in28
five school districts of a dropout early warning and intervention29
data system as defined in RCW 28A.175.074, to identify students30
beginning in grade eight who are at risk of not graduating from high31
school and require additional supports. The system at a minimum must32
measure attendance, behavior, and course performance. The office of33
the superintendent of public instruction must report to the34
appropriate committees of the legislature the progress of all35
participating schools by December 15, 2020.36

(v) $100,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal37
year 2021 is provided solely for the superintendent of public38
instruction to administer a pilot program in a school district with39
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enrollment under 2,000 students in the 2019-20 school year and with1
at least one school identified for improvement through the Washington2
school improvement framework to move to a balanced school year. For3
the purposes of this pilot program, "balanced calendar school year"4
means a school schedule which distributes school vacations evenly5
throughout the school year while meeting minimum instructional hours6
and minimum days of instruction as required in law.7

(w) $75,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal8
year 2021 is provided solely for the office of the superintendent of9
public instruction to develop a list of curriculum and supplemental10
curriculum supports that align with the K-12 health education11
standards in order to support teaching emotional, mental, and12
behavioral health in schools.13

(x)(i) $76,000 of the general fund—state appropriation for fiscal14
year 2021 is provided solely for the office of the superintendent of15
public instruction to collaborate with the department of health to16
submit a report of findings related to statewide implementation of17
RCW 28A.210.383. In preparing the report, the office must collaborate18
with the department to:19

(A) Analyze information about the schools that maintain a supply20
of epinephrine autoinjectors under RCW 28A.210.383;21

(B) Examine the barriers and challenges licensed health22
professionals with the authority to prescribe epinephrine23
autoinjectors experience in prescribing this medication under a24

Annual contract amounts, number of contract months,20
and funding sources shall be consistently reported for employees21
under contract.22

(3) In addition to waivers granted under the authority of RCW23

An agreement has been reached between the University of15
Washington and the service employees international union local 119916
under the provisions of chapter 41.80 RCW for the 2021 fiscal year.17
Funding is provided for a lump sum payment for all SEIU 1199NW18
represented, permanent employees in the amount of $650 for an FTE19
of .5 or greater and $325 for all SEIU 1199NW represented, permanent20
employees holding an FTE of less than .5 as of July 1, 2020.21

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 906.  A new section is added to 2019 c 41522
(uncodified) to read as follows: 23
COMPENSATION—PENSION CONTRIBUTIONS24

Appropriations to state agencies include funding for an increase25
in pension contribution rates for several state pension systems. An26
increase of 0.11 percent is funded for state employer contributions27
to the public employees' retirement system and the public safety28
employees' retirement systems. An increase of 0.23 percent for school29
employer contributions to the teachers' retirement system and an30
increase of 0.11 percent for employer contributions to the school31
employees' retirement system are funded. These increases are provided32
for the purpose of a one-time, ongoing pension increase for retirees33
in the public employees' retirement system plan 1 and teachers'34
retirement system plan 1, as provided in Engrossed House Bill No.35
1390. If the bill is not enacted by June 30, 2020, this section shall36
lapse.37
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Sec. 907.  2019 c 415 s 938 (uncodified) is amended to read as1
follows: 2
COMPENSATION—SCHOOL EMPLOYEES—INSURANCE BENEFITS3

An agreement was reached for the 2019-2021 biennium between the4
governor and the school employee coalition under the provisions of5
chapters 41.56 and 41.59 RCW. Appropriations in this act for6
allocations to school districts are sufficient to implement the7
provisions of the 2019-2021 collective bargaining agreement, and for8
procurement of a benefit package that is materially similar to9
benefits provided by the public employee benefits program as outlined10
in policies adopted by the school employees' benefits board, and are11
subject to the following conditions and limitations:12

(1) The monthly employer funding rate for insurance benefit13
premiums, school employees' benefits board administration, retiree14
remittance, and the uniform medical plan, shall not exceed $994 per15
eligible employee beginning January 1, 2020. For ((fiscal year 2021))16
July and August 2020, the monthly employer funding rate shall not17
exceed $1,056 per eligible employee. Beginning September 1, 2020,18
through June 30, 2021, the monthly employer funding rate shall not19
exceed $1,000 per eligible employee. Employers will contribute one20
hundred percent of the retiree remittance defined in section 939 of21
this act.22

(2) For the purposes of distributing insurance benefits,23
certificated staff units as determined in section 504 of this act24
will be multiplied by 1.02 and classified staff units as determined25
in section 504 of this act will be multiplied by 1.43.26

(3) Except as provided by the parties' health care agreement, in27
order to achieve the level of funding provided for health benefits,28
the school employees' benefits board shall require any or all of the29
following: Employee premium copayments, increases in point-of-service30
cost sharing, the implementation of managed competition, or other31
changes to benefits consistent with RCW 41.05.740. The board shall32
collect a twenty-five dollar per month surcharge payment from members33
who use tobacco products and a surcharge payment of not less than34
fifty dollars per month from members who cover a spouse or domestic35
partner where the spouse or domestic partner has chosen not to enroll36
in another employer-based group health insurance that has benefits37
and premiums with an actuarial value of not less than ninety-five38
percent of the actuarial value of the public employees' benefits39
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board plan with the largest enrollment. The surcharge payments shall1
be collected in addition to the member premium payment.2

(4) The health care authority shall deposit any moneys received3
on behalf of the school employees' medical plan as a result of4
rebates on prescription drugs, audits of hospitals, subrogation5
payments, or any other moneys recovered as a result of prior uniform6
medical plan claims payments, into the school employees' and7
retirees' insurance account to be used for insurance benefits. Such8
receipts may not be used for administrative expenditures.9

Sec. 908.  2019 c 415 s 946 (uncodified) is amended to read as10
follows: 11
CONDITIONAL AND GENERAL WAGE INCREASES—UNIVERSITY OF WASHINGTON12

(1) Appropriations for the University of Washington in this act13
are sufficient to provide a general wage increase to employees who14
are not represented or who bargain under a statutory authority other15
than chapters 41.80 or 47.64 RCW or RCW 41.56.473. Funding is16
provided for a two percent general wage increase effective July 1,17
2019, and a two percent increase July 1, 2020, for all employees18
described by this subsection.19

(2) Appropriations for the University of Washington in this act20
are also sufficient to provide ((an additional wage increase)) a lump21
sum payment for all nonrepresented, classified employees, ((both22
represented and not represented, of one percent effective July 1,23
2019, and one percent)) who earn less than $54,264 in salary24
annually, in the amount of $650 for an FTE greater than 0.6 and $32525
for an FTE of 0.6 or less, effective July 1, 2020. ((This additional26
wage increase, funded in section 606 of this act, is conditioned upon27
the University of Washington concluding changes to the bargaining28
agreements with represented employees, including those whose29
agreements are approved in sections 921, 922, 923, 924, and 925 of30
this act, to provide the same one percent increases to represented31
employees.))32

Sec. 909.  2019 c 324 s 12 (uncodified) is amended to read as33
follows:34

(1) The health care authority shall establish a pilot program to35
provide mental health drop-in center services. The mental health36
drop-in center services shall provide a peer-focused recovery model37
during daytime hours through a community-based, therapeutic, less38
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restrictive alternative to hospitalization for acute psychiatric1
needs. The program shall assist clients in need of voluntary, short-2
term, noncrisis services that focus on recovery and wellness. Clients3
may refer themselves, be brought to the center by law enforcement, be4
brought to the center by family members, or be referred by an5
emergency department.6

(2) The pilot program shall be conducted in the largest city in a7
regional service area that has at least nine counties. Funds to8
support the pilot program shall be distributed through the behavioral9
health administrative service organization that serves the pilot10
program.11

(3) The pilot program shall begin on ((January)) July 1, 2020,12
and conclude July 1, 2022.13

(4) By December 1, 2020, the health care authority shall submit a14
preliminary report to the governor and the appropriate committees of15
the legislature. The preliminary report shall include a survey of16
peer mental health programs that are operating in the state,17
including the location, type of services offered, and number of18
clients served. By December 1, 2021, the health care authority shall19
report to the governor and the appropriate committees of the20
legislature on the results of the pilot program. The report shall21
include information about the number of clients served, the needs of22
the clients, the method of referral for the clients, and23
recommendations on how to expand the program statewide, including any24
recommendations to account for different needs in urban and rural25
areas.26

Sec. 910.  RCW 28B.76.525 and 2019 c 406 s 38 are each amended to27
read as follows:28

(1) The state financial aid account is created in the custody of29
the state treasurer. The primary purpose of the account is to ensure30
that all appropriations designated for financial aid through31
statewide student financial aid programs are made available to32
eligible students. The account shall be a nontreasury account.33

(2) The office shall deposit in the account all money received34
for the Washington college grant program established under chapter35
28B.92 RCW, the state work-study program established under chapter36
28B.12 RCW, the Washington scholars program established under RCW37
28A.600.110, the Washington award for vocational excellence program38
established under RCW 28C.04.525, and the educational opportunity39
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grant program established under chapter 28B.101 RCW. The account1
shall consist of funds appropriated by the legislature for the2
programs listed in this subsection and private contributions to the3
programs. Moneys deposited in the account do not lapse at the close4
of the fiscal period for which they were appropriated. Both during5
and after the fiscal period in which moneys were deposited in the6
account, the office may expend moneys in the account only for the7
purposes for which they were appropriated, and the expenditures are8
subject to any other conditions or limitations placed on the9
appropriations.10

(3) Expenditures from the account shall be used for scholarships11
to students eligible for the programs according to program rules and12
policies. For the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium, expenditures may also be13
used for scholarship awards in the passport to career program14
established under chapter 28B.117 RCW. It is the intent of the15
legislature that this policy will be continued in subsequent fiscal16
biennia.17

(4) Disbursements from the account are exempt from appropriations18
and the allotment provisions of chapter 43.88 RCW.19

(5) Only the director of the office or the director's designee20
may authorize expenditures from the account.21

Sec. 911.  RCW 28B.76.526 and 2019 c 406 s 39 are each amended to22
read as follows:23

The Washington opportunity pathways account is created in the24
state treasury. Expenditures from the account may be used only for25
programs in chapter 28A.710 RCW (charter schools), chapter 28B.12 RCW26
(state work-study), chapter 28B.50 RCW (opportunity grant), RCW27
28B.76.660 (Washington scholars award), RCW 28B.76.670 (Washington28
award for vocational excellence), chapter 28B.92 RCW (Washington29
college grant program), chapter 28B.105 RCW (GET ready for math and30
science scholarship), chapter 28B.117 RCW (passport to careers),31
chapter 28B.118 RCW (college bound scholarship), and chapter 43.21632
RCW (early childhood education and assistance program). During the33
2019-21 fiscal biennium, the account may also be appropriated for34
public schools funded under chapters 28A.150 and 28A.715 RCW.35

Sec. 912.  RCW 28B.145.050 and 2014 c 208 s 5 are each amended to36
read as follows:37
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(1) The opportunity scholarship match transfer account is created1
in the custody of the state treasurer as a nonappropriated account to2
be used solely and exclusively for the opportunity scholarship3
program created in RCW 28B.145.040. The purpose of the account is to4
provide matching funds for the opportunity scholarship program.5

(2) Revenues to the account shall consist of appropriations by6
the legislature into the account and any gifts, grants, or donations7
received by the executive director of the council for this purpose.8

(3) No expenditures from the account may be made except upon9
receipt of proof, by the executive director of the council from the10
program administrator, of private contributions to the opportunity11
scholarship program. Expenditures, in the form of matching funds, may12
not exceed the total amount of private contributions.13

(4) Only the executive director of the council or the executive14
director's designee may authorize expenditures from the opportunity15
scholarship match transfer account. Such authorization must be made16
as soon as practicable following receipt of proof as required under17
subsection (3) of this section.18

(5) The council shall enter into an appropriate agreement with19
the program administrator to demonstrate exchange of consideration20
for the matching funds.21

(6) During the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium, expenditures from the22
opportunity scholarship match transfer account may be used for23
payment to the program administrator for administrative duties24
carried out under this chapter in an amount not to exceed two hundred25
fifty thousand dollars per fiscal year.26

Sec. 913.  RCW 41.80.040 and 2002 c 354 s 305 are each amended to27
read as follows:28

The employer shall not bargain over rights of management which,29
in addition to all powers, duties, and rights established by30
constitutional provision or statute, shall include but not be limited31
to the following:32

(1) The functions and programs of the employer, the use of33
technology, and the structure of the organization;34

(2) The employer's budget, which includes for purposes of any35
negotiations conducted during the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium any36
specification of the funds or accounts that must be appropriated by37
the legislature to fulfill the terms of an agreement, and the size of38
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the agency workforce, including determining the financial basis for1
layoffs;2

(3) The right to direct and supervise employees;3
(4) The right to take whatever actions are deemed necessary to4

carry out the mission of the state and its agencies during5
emergencies; and6

(5) Retirement plans and retirement benefits.7

Sec. 914.  RCW 43.31.502 and 1991 c 248 s 1 are each amended to8
read as follows:9

(1) A child care facility revolving fund is created. Money in the10
fund shall be used solely for the purpose of starting or improving a11
child care facility pursuant to RCW 43.31.085 and 43.31.502 through12
43.31.514. Only moneys from private or federal sources may be13
deposited into this fund.14

(2) Funds provided under this section shall not be subject to15
reappropriation. The child care facility fund committee may use loan16
and grant repayments and income for the revolving fund program.17

(3) During the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium, the legislature may18
direct the state treasurer to make transfers of moneys in the child19
care facility revolving fund to the state general fund.20

Sec. 915.  RCW 43.185C.060 and 2018 c 85 s 6 are each amended to21
read as follows:22

(1) The home security fund account is created in the state23
treasury, subject to appropriation. The state's portion of the24
surcharge established in RCW 36.22.179 and 36.22.1791 must be25
deposited in the account. Expenditures from the account may be used26
only for homeless housing programs as described in this chapter.27

(2) The department must distinguish allotments from the account28
made to carry out the activities in RCW 43.330.167, 43.330.70029
through 43.330.715, 43.330.911, 43.185C.010, 43.185C.250 through30
43.185C.320, and 36.22.179(1)(b).31

(3) The office of financial management must secure an independent32
expenditure review of state funds received under RCW 36.22.179(1)(b)33
on a biennial basis. The purpose of the review is to assess the34
consistency in achieving policy priorities within the private market35
rental housing segment for housing persons experiencing homelessness.36
The independent reviewer must notify the department and the office of37
financial management of its findings. The first biennial expenditure38
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review, for the 2017-2019 fiscal biennium, is due February 1, 2020.1
Independent reviews conducted thereafter are due February 1st of each2
even-numbered year.3

(4) During the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium, expenditures from the4
account may also be used for shelter capacity grants.5

Sec. 916.  RCW 69.50.540 and 2019 c 415 s 978 are each amended to6
read as follows:7

The legislature must annually appropriate moneys in the dedicated8
marijuana account created in RCW 69.50.530 as follows:9

(1) For the purposes listed in this subsection (1), the10
legislature must appropriate to the respective agencies amounts11
sufficient to make the following expenditures on a quarterly basis or12
as provided in this subsection:13

(a) One hundred twenty-five thousand dollars to the health care14
authority to design and administer the Washington state healthy youth15
survey, analyze the collected data, and produce reports, in16
collaboration with the office of the superintendent of public17
instruction, department of health, department of commerce, family18
policy council, and state liquor and cannabis board. The survey must19
be conducted at least every two years and include questions20
regarding, but not necessarily limited to, academic achievement, age21
at time of substance use initiation, antisocial behavior of friends,22
attitudes toward antisocial behavior, attitudes toward substance use,23
laws and community norms regarding antisocial behavior, family24
conflict, family management, parental attitudes toward substance use,25
peer rewarding of antisocial behavior, perceived risk of substance26
use, and rebelliousness. Funds disbursed under this subsection may be27
used to expand administration of the healthy youth survey to student28
populations attending institutions of higher education in Washington;29

(b) Fifty thousand dollars to the health care authority for the30
purpose of contracting with the Washington state institute for public31
policy to conduct the cost-benefit evaluation and produce the reports32
described in RCW 69.50.550. This appropriation ends after production33
of the final report required by RCW 69.50.550;34

(c) Five thousand dollars to the University of Washington alcohol35
and drug abuse institute for the creation, maintenance, and timely36
updating of web-based public education materials providing medically37
and scientifically accurate information about the health and safety38
risks posed by marijuana use;39
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(d)(i) An amount not less than one million two hundred fifty1
thousand dollars to the state liquor and cannabis board for2
administration of this chapter as appropriated in the omnibus3
appropriations act;4

(ii) ((Two million six hundred fifty-one thousand seven hundred5
fifty dollars for fiscal year 2018 and three hundred fifty-one6
thousand seven hundred fifty dollars for fiscal year 2019)) One7
million three hundred twenty-three thousand dollars for fiscal year8
2020 to the health professions account established under RCW9
43.70.320 for the development and administration of the marijuana10
authorization database by the department of health;11

(iii) Two million ((seven)) four hundred ((twenty-three)) fifty-12
three thousand dollars for fiscal year 2020 and two million ((five))13
seven hundred ((twenty-three)) ninety-three thousand dollars for14
fiscal year 2021 to the Washington state patrol for a drug15
enforcement task force. It is the intent of the legislature that this16
policy will be continued in the 2021-2023 fiscal biennium; and17

department of ecology for research on accreditation of marijuana19
product testing laboratories;20

(e) Four hundred sixty-five thousand dollars for fiscal year 202021
and four hundred sixty-four thousand dollars for fiscal year 2021 to22
the department of ecology for implementation of accreditation of23
marijuana product testing laboratories;24

(f) One hundred eighty-nine thousand dollars for fiscal year 202025
to the department of health for rule making regarding compassionate26
care renewals;27

(g) Eight hundred eight thousand dollars for fiscal year 2020 and28
eight hundred eight thousand dollars for fiscal year 2021 to the29
department of health for the administration of the marijuana30
authorization database; ((and))31

(h) (($635,000 [Six hundred thirty-five thousand dollars])) Six32
hundred thirty-five thousand dollars for fiscal year 2020 and33
(($635,000 [six hundred thirty-five thousand dollars])) six hundred34
thirty-five thousand dollars for fiscal year 2021 to the department35
of agriculture for compliance-based laboratory analysis of pesticides36
in marijuana; and37

(i) One million one hundred thousand dollars for fiscal year 202138
to the department of commerce to fund the marijuana social equity39
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technical assistance competitive grant program under Engrossed Second1
Substitute House Bill No. 2870 (marijuana retail licenses).2

(2) From the amounts in the dedicated marijuana account after3
appropriation of the amounts identified in subsection (1) of this4
section, the legislature must appropriate for the purposes listed in5
this subsection (2) as follows:6

(a)(i) Up to fifteen percent to the health care authority for the7
development, implementation, maintenance, and evaluation of programs8
and practices aimed at the prevention or reduction of maladaptive9
substance use, substance use disorder, substance abuse or substance10
dependence, as these terms are defined in the Diagnostic and11
Statistical Manual of Mental Disorders, among middle school and high12
school-age students, whether as an explicit goal of a given program13
or practice or as a consistently corresponding effect of its14
implementation, mental health services for children and youth, and15
services for pregnant and parenting women; PROVIDED, That:16

(A) Of the funds appropriated under (a)(i) of this subsection for17
new programs and new services, at least eighty-five percent must be18
directed to evidence-based or research-based programs and practices19
that produce objectively measurable results and, by September 1,20
2020, are cost-beneficial; and21

(B) Up to fifteen percent of the funds appropriated under (a)(i)22
of this subsection for new programs and new services may be directed23
to proven and tested practices, emerging best practices, or promising24
practices.25

(ii) In deciding which programs and practices to fund, the26
director of the health care authority must consult, at least27
annually, with the University of Washington's social development28
research group and the University of Washington's alcohol and drug29
abuse institute.30

(iii) For each fiscal year, the legislature must appropriate a31
minimum of twenty-five million five hundred thirty-six thousand32
dollars under this subsection (2)(a);33

(b)(i) Up to ten percent to the department of health for the34
following, subject to (b)(ii) of this subsection (2):35

(A) Creation, implementation, operation, and management of a36
marijuana education and public health program that contains the37
following:38

(I) A marijuana use public health hotline that provides referrals39
to substance abuse treatment providers, utilizes evidence-based or40
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research-based public health approaches to minimizing the harms1
associated with marijuana use, and does not solely advocate an2
abstinence-only approach;3

(II) A grants program for local health departments or other local4
community agencies that supports development and implementation of5
coordinated intervention strategies for the prevention and reduction6
of marijuana use by youth; and7

(III) Media-based education campaigns across television,8
internet, radio, print, and out-of-home advertising, separately9
targeting youth and adults, that provide medically and scientifically10
accurate information about the health and safety risks posed by11
marijuana use; and12

(B) The Washington poison control center.13
(ii) For each fiscal year, the legislature must appropriate a14

minimum of nine million seven hundred fifty thousand dollars under15
this subsection (2)(b);16

(c)(i) Up to six-tenths of one percent to the University of17
Washington and four-tenths of one percent to Washington State18
University for research on the short and long-term effects of19
marijuana use, to include but not be limited to formal and informal20
methods for estimating and measuring intoxication and impairment, and21
for the dissemination of such research.22

(ii) For each fiscal year, except for the 2017-2019 and 2019-202123
fiscal biennia, the legislature must appropriate a minimum of one24
million twenty-one thousand dollars to the University of Washington.25
For each fiscal year, except for the 2017-2019 and 2019-2021 fiscal26
biennia, the legislature must appropriate a minimum of six hundred27
eighty-one thousand dollars to Washington State University under this28
subsection (2)(c). It is the intent of the legislature that this29
policy will be continued in the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium;30

(d) Fifty percent to the state basic health plan trust account to31
be administered by the Washington basic health plan administrator and32
used as provided under chapter 70.47 RCW;33

(e) Five percent to the Washington state health care authority to34
be expended exclusively through contracts with community health35
centers to provide primary health and dental care services, migrant36
health services, and maternity health care services as provided under37
RCW 41.05.220;38
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(f)(i) Up to three-tenths of one percent to the office of the1
superintendent of public instruction to fund grants to building2
bridges programs under chapter 28A.175 RCW.3

(ii) For each fiscal year, the legislature must appropriate a4
minimum of five hundred eleven thousand dollars to the office of the5
superintendent of public instruction under this subsection (2)(f);6
and7

(g) At the end of each fiscal year, the treasurer must transfer8
any amounts in the dedicated marijuana account that are not9
appropriated pursuant to subsection (1) of this section and this10
subsection (2) into the general fund, except as provided in (g)(i) of11
this subsection (2).12

(i) Beginning in fiscal year 2018, if marijuana excise tax13
collections deposited into the general fund in the prior fiscal year14
exceed twenty-five million dollars, then each fiscal year the15
legislature must appropriate an amount equal to thirty percent of all16
marijuana excise taxes deposited into the general fund the prior17
fiscal year to the treasurer for distribution to counties, cities,18
and towns as follows:19

(A) Thirty percent must be distributed to counties, cities, and20
towns where licensed marijuana retailers are physically located. Each21
jurisdiction must receive a share of the revenue distribution under22
this subsection (2)(g)(i)(A) based on the proportional share of the23
total revenues generated in the individual jurisdiction from the24
taxes collected under RCW 69.50.535, from licensed marijuana25
retailers physically located in each jurisdiction. For purposes of26
this subsection (2)(g)(i)(A), one hundred percent of the proportional27
amount attributed to a retailer physically located in a city or town28
must be distributed to the city or town.29

(B) Seventy percent must be distributed to counties, cities, and30
towns ratably on a per capita basis. Counties must receive sixty31
percent of the distribution, which must be disbursed based on each32
county's total proportional population. Funds may only be distributed33
to jurisdictions that do not prohibit the siting of any state34
licensed marijuana producer, processor, or retailer.35

(ii) Distribution amounts allocated to each county, city, and36
town must be distributed in four installments by the last day of each37
fiscal quarter.38

(iii) By September 15th of each year, the state liquor and39
cannabis board must provide the state treasurer the annual40

distribution amount, if any, for each county and city as determined1
in (g)(i) of this subsection (2).2

(iv) The total share of marijuana excise tax revenues distributed3
to counties and cities in (g)(i) of this subsection (2) may not4
exceed fifteen million dollars in fiscal years 2018, 2019, 2020, and5
2021, and twenty million dollars per fiscal year thereafter. It is6
the intent of the legislature that the policy for the maximum7
distributions in the subsequent fiscal biennia will be no more than8
fifteen million dollars per fiscal year.9

For the purposes of this section, "marijuana products" means10
"useable marijuana," "marijuana concentrates," and "marijuana-infused11
products" as those terms are defined in RCW 69.50.101.12

Sec. 917.  RCW 71.24.580 and 2019 c 415 s 980, 2019 c 325 s 1040,13
and 2019 c 314 s 27 are each reenacted and amended to read as14
follows:15

(1) The criminal justice treatment account is created in the16
state treasury. Moneys in the account may be expended solely for: (a)17
Substance use disorder treatment and treatment support services for18
offenders with a substance use disorder that, if not treated, would19
result in addiction, against whom charges are filed by a prosecuting20
attorney in Washington state; (b) the provision of substance use21
disorder treatment services and treatment support services for22
nonviolent offenders within a drug court program; and (c) the23
administrative and overhead costs associated with the operation of a24
drug court. Amounts provided in this subsection must be used for25
treatment and recovery support services for criminally involved26
offenders and authorization of these services shall not be subject to27
determinations of medical necessity. During the 2017-2019 fiscal28
biennium, the legislature may direct the state treasurer to make29
transfers of moneys in the criminal justice treatment account to the30
state general fund. During the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium, the31
legislature may appropriate from the account for municipal drug32
courts and increased treatment options, and may direct the state33
treasurer to make transfers of moneys in the criminal justice34
treatment account to the home security fund account created in RCW35
43.185C.060. ((It is the intent of the legislature to continue the36
policy of transferring moneys from the criminal justice treatment37
account to the home security fund account in subsequent biennia.))38
Moneys in the account may be spent only after appropriation.39
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(2) For purposes of this section:1
(a) "Treatment" means services that are critical to a2

participant's successful completion of his or her substance use3
disorder treatment program, including but not limited to the recovery4
support and other programmatic elements outlined in RCW 2.30.0305
authorizing therapeutic courts; and6

(b) "Treatment support" includes transportation to or from7
inpatient or outpatient treatment services when no viable alternative8
exists, and child care services that are necessary to ensure a9
participant's ability to attend outpatient treatment sessions.10

(3) Revenues to the criminal justice treatment account consist11
of: (a) Funds transferred to the account pursuant to this section;12
and (b) any other revenues appropriated to or deposited in the13
account.14

(4)(a) For the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2005, and each15
subsequent fiscal year, the state treasurer shall transfer eight16
million two hundred fifty thousand dollars from the general fund to17
the criminal justice treatment account, divided into four equal18
quarterly payments. For the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2006, and19
each subsequent fiscal year, the amount transferred shall be20
increased on an annual basis by the implicit price deflator as21
published by the federal bureau of labor statistics.22

(b) In each odd-numbered year, the legislature shall appropriate23
the amount transferred to the criminal justice treatment account in24
(a) of this subsection to the department for the purposes of25
subsection (5) of this section.26

(5) Moneys appropriated to the authority from the criminal27
justice treatment account shall be distributed as specified in this28
subsection. The authority may retain up to three percent of the29
amount appropriated under subsection (4)(b) of this section for its30
administrative costs.31

(a) Seventy percent of amounts appropriated to the authority from32
the account shall be distributed to counties pursuant to the33
distribution formula adopted under this section. The authority, in34
consultation with the department of corrections, the Washington state35
association of counties, the Washington state association of drug36
court professionals, the superior court judges' association, the37
Washington association of prosecuting attorneys, representatives of38
the criminal defense bar, representatives of substance use disorder39
treatment providers, and any other person deemed by the authority to40
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be necessary, shall establish a fair and reasonable methodology for1
distribution to counties of moneys in the criminal justice treatment2
account. County or regional plans submitted for the expenditure of3
formula funds must be approved by the panel established in (b) of4
this subsection.5

(b) Thirty percent of the amounts appropriated to the authority6
from the account shall be distributed as grants for purposes of7
treating offenders against whom charges are filed by a county8
prosecuting attorney. The authority shall appoint a panel of9
representatives from the Washington association of prosecuting10
attorneys, the Washington association of sheriffs and police chiefs,11
the superior court judges' association, the Washington state12
association of counties, the Washington defender's association or the13
Washington association of criminal defense lawyers, the department of14
corrections, the Washington state association of drug court15
professionals, and substance use disorder treatment providers. The16
panel shall review county or regional plans for funding under (a) of17
this subsection and grants approved under this subsection. The panel18
shall attempt to ensure that treatment as funded by the grants is19
available to offenders statewide.20

(6) The county alcohol and drug coordinator, county prosecutor,21
county sheriff, county superior court, a substance abuse treatment22
provider appointed by the county legislative authority, a member of23
the criminal defense bar appointed by the county legislative24
authority, and, in counties with a drug court, a representative of25
the drug court shall jointly submit a plan, approved by the county26
legislative authority or authorities, to the panel established in27
subsection (5)(b) of this section, for disposition of all the funds28
provided from the criminal justice treatment account within that29
county. The submitted plan should incorporate current evidence-based30
practices in substance use disorder treatment. The funds shall be31
used solely to provide approved alcohol and substance use disorder32
treatment pursuant to RCW 71.24.560 and treatment support services.33
No more than ten percent of the total moneys received under34
subsections (4) and (5) of this section by a county or group of35
counties participating in a regional agreement shall be spent for36
treatment support services.37

(7) Counties are encouraged to consider regional agreements and38
submit regional plans for the efficient delivery of treatment under39
this section.40
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(8) Moneys allocated under this section shall be used to1
supplement, not supplant, other federal, state, and local funds used2
for substance abuse treatment.3

(9) If a region or county uses criminal justice treatment account4
funds to support a therapeutic court, the therapeutic court must5
allow the use of all medications approved by the federal food and6
drug administration for the treatment of opioid use disorder as7
deemed medically appropriate for a participant by a medical8
professional. If appropriate medication-assisted treatment resources9
are not available or accessible within the jurisdiction, the health10
care authority's designee for assistance must assist the court with11
acquiring the resource.12

(10) Counties must meet the criteria established in RCW13
2.30.030(3).14

(11) The authority shall annually review and monitor the15
expenditures made by any county or group of counties that receives16
appropriated funds distributed under this section. Counties shall17
repay any funds that are not spent in accordance with the18
requirements of its contract with the authority.19

Sec. 918.  RCW 74.46.561 and 2019 c 301 s 1 are each amended to20
read as follows:21

(1) The legislature adopts a new system for establishing nursing22
home payment rates beginning July 1, 2016. Any payments to nursing23
homes for services provided after June 30, 2016, must be based on the24
new system. The new system must be designed in such a manner as to25
decrease administrative complexity associated with the payment26
methodology, reward nursing homes providing care for high acuity27
residents, incentivize quality care for residents of nursing homes,28
and establish minimum staffing standards for direct care.29

(2) The new system must be based primarily on industry-wide30
costs, and have three main components: Direct care, indirect care,31
and capital.32

(3) The direct care component must include the direct care and33
therapy care components of the previous system, along with food,34
laundry, and dietary services. Direct care must be paid at a fixed35
rate, based on one hundred percent or greater of statewide case mix36
neutral median costs, but shall be set so that a nursing home37
provider's direct care rate does not exceed one hundred eighteen38
percent of its base year's direct care allowable costs except if the39
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provider is below the minimum staffing standard established in RCW1
74.42.360(2). Direct care must be performance-adjusted for acuity2
every six months, using case mix principles. Direct care must be3
regionally adjusted using county wide wage index information4
available through the United States department of labor's bureau of5
labor statistics. There is no minimum occupancy for direct care. The6
direct care component rate allocations calculated in accordance with7
this section must be adjusted to the extent necessary to comply with8
RCW 74.46.421.9

(4) The indirect care component must include the elements of10
administrative expenses, maintenance costs, and housekeeping services11
from the previous system. A minimum occupancy assumption of ninety12
percent must be applied to indirect care. Indirect care must be paid13
at a fixed rate, based on ninety percent or greater of statewide14
median costs. The indirect care component rate allocations calculated15
in accordance with this section must be adjusted to the extent16
necessary to comply with RCW 74.46.421.17

(5) The capital component must use a fair market rental system to18
set a price per bed. The capital component must be adjusted for the19
age of the facility, and must use a minimum occupancy assumption of20
ninety percent.21

(a) Beginning July 1, 2016, the fair rental rate allocation for22
each facility must be determined by multiplying the allowable nursing23
home square footage in (c) of this subsection by the RSMeans rental24
rate in (d) of this subsection and by the number of licensed beds25
yielding the gross unadjusted building value. An equipment allowance26
of ten percent must be added to the unadjusted building value. The27
sum of the unadjusted building value and equipment allowance must28
then be reduced by the average age of the facility as determined by29
(e) of this subsection using a depreciation rate of one and one-half30
percent. The depreciated building and equipment plus land valued at31
ten percent of the gross unadjusted building value before32
depreciation must then be multiplied by the rental rate at seven and33
one-half percent to yield an allowable fair rental value for the34
land, building, and equipment.35

(b) The fair rental value determined in (a) of this subsection36
must be divided by the greater of the actual total facility census37
from the prior full calendar year or imputed census based on the38
number of licensed beds at ninety percent occupancy.39
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(c) For the rate year beginning July 1, 2016, all facilities must1
be reimbursed using four hundred square feet. For the rate year2
beginning July 1, 2017, allowable nursing facility square footage3
must be determined using the total nursing facility square footage as4
reported on the medicaid cost reports submitted to the department in5
compliance with this chapter. The maximum allowable square feet per6
bed may not exceed four hundred fifty.7

(d) Each facility must be paid at eighty-three percent or greater8
of the median nursing facility RSMeans construction index value per9
square foot. The department may use updated RSMeans construction10
index information when more recent square footage data becomes11
available. The statewide value per square foot must be indexed based12
on facility zip code by multiplying the statewide value per square13
foot times the appropriate zip code based index. For the purpose of14
implementing this section, the value per square foot effective July15
1, 2016, must be set so that the weighted average fair rental value16
rate is not less than ten dollars and eighty cents per patient day.17
The capital component rate allocations calculated in accordance with18
this section must be adjusted to the extent necessary to comply with19
RCW 74.46.421.20

(e) The average age is the actual facility age reduced for21
significant renovations. Significant renovations are defined as those22
renovations that exceed two thousand dollars per bed in a calendar23
year as reported on the annual cost report submitted in accordance24
with this chapter. For the rate beginning July 1, 2016, the25
department shall use renovation data back to 1994 as submitted on26
facility cost reports. Beginning July 1, 2016, facility ages must be27
reduced in future years if the value of the renovation completed in28
any year exceeds two thousand dollars times the number of licensed29
beds. The cost of the renovation must be divided by the accumulated30
depreciation per bed in the year of the renovation to determine the31
equivalent number of new replacement beds. The new age for the32
facility is a weighted average with the replacement bed equivalents33
reflecting an age of zero and the existing licensed beds, minus the34
new bed equivalents, reflecting their age in the year of the35
renovation. At no time may the depreciated age be less than zero or36
greater than forty-four years.37

(f) A nursing facility's capital component rate allocation must38
be rebased annually, effective July 1, 2016, in accordance with this39
section and this chapter.40
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(g) For the purposes of this subsection (5), "RSMeans" means1
building construction costs data as published by Gordian.2

(6) A quality incentive must be offered as a rate enhancement3
beginning July 1, 2016.4

(a) An enhancement no larger than five percent and no less than5
one percent of the statewide average daily rate must be paid to6
facilities that meet or exceed the standard established for the7
quality incentive. All providers must have the opportunity to earn8
the full quality incentive payment.9

(b) The quality incentive component must be determined by10
calculating an overall facility quality score composed of four to six11
quality measures. For fiscal year 2017 there shall be four quality12
measures, and for fiscal year 2018 there shall be six quality13
measures. Initially, the quality incentive component must be based on14
minimum data set quality measures for the percentage of long-stay15
residents who self-report moderate to severe pain, the percentage of16
high-risk long-stay residents with pressure ulcers, the percentage of17
long-stay residents experiencing one or more falls with major injury,18
and the percentage of long-stay residents with a urinary tract19
infection. Quality measures must be reviewed on an annual basis by a20
stakeholder work group established by the department. Upon review,21
quality measures may be added or changed. The department may risk22
adjust individual quality measures as it deems appropriate.23

(c) The facility quality score must be point based, using at a24
minimum the facility's most recent available three-quarter average25
centers for medicare and medicaid services quality data. Point26
thresholds for each quality measure must be established using the27
corresponding statistical values for the quality measure point28
determinants of eighty quality measure points, sixty quality measure29
points, forty quality measure points, and twenty quality measure30
points, identified in the most recent available five-star quality31
rating system technical user's guide published by the center for32
medicare and medicaid services.33

(d) Facilities meeting or exceeding the highest performance34
threshold (top level) for a quality measure receive twenty-five35
points. Facilities meeting the second highest performance threshold36
receive twenty points. Facilities meeting the third level of37
performance threshold receive fifteen points. Facilities in the38
bottom performance threshold level receive no points. Points from all39
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quality measures must then be summed into a single aggregate quality1
score for each facility.2

(e) Facilities receiving an aggregate quality score of eighty3
percent of the overall available total score or higher must be placed4
in the highest tier (tier V), facilities receiving an aggregate score5
of between seventy and seventy-nine percent of the overall available6
total score must be placed in the second highest tier (tier IV),7
facilities receiving an aggregate score of between sixty and sixty-8
nine percent of the overall available total score must be placed in9
the third highest tier (tier III), facilities receiving an aggregate10
score of between fifty and fifty-nine percent of the overall11
available total score must be placed in the fourth highest tier (tier12
II), and facilities receiving less than fifty percent of the overall13
available total score must be placed in the lowest tier (tier I).14

(f) The tier system must be used to determine the amount of each15
facility's per patient day quality incentive component. The per16
patient day quality incentive component for tier IV is seventy-five17
percent of the per patient day quality incentive component for tier18
V, the per patient day quality incentive component for tier III is19
fifty percent of the per patient day quality incentive component for20
tier V, and the per patient day quality incentive component for tier21
II is twenty-five percent of the per patient day quality incentive22
component for tier V. Facilities in tier I receive no quality23
incentive component.24

(g) Tier system payments must be set in a manner that ensures25
that the entire biennial appropriation for the quality incentive26
program is allocated.27

(h) Facilities with insufficient three-quarter average centers28
for medicare and medicaid services quality data must be assigned to29
the tier corresponding to their five-star quality rating. Facilities30
with a five-star quality rating must be assigned to the highest tier31
(tier V) and facilities with a one-star quality rating must be32
assigned to the lowest tier (tier I). The use of a facility's five-33
star quality rating shall only occur in the case of insufficient34
centers for medicare and medicaid services minimum data set35
information.36

(i) The quality incentive rates must be adjusted semiannually on37
July 1 and January 1 of each year using, at a minimum, the most38
recent available three-quarter average centers for medicare and39
medicaid services quality data.40
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(j) Beginning July 1, 2017, the percentage of short-stay1
residents who newly received an antipsychotic medication must be2
added as a quality measure. The department must determine the quality3
incentive thresholds for this quality measure in a manner consistent4
with those outlined in (b) through (h) of this subsection using the5
centers for medicare and medicaid services quality data.6

(k) Beginning July 1, 2017, the percentage of direct care staff7
turnover must be added as a quality measure using the centers for8
medicare and medicaid services' payroll-based journal and nursing9
home facility payroll data. Turnover is defined as an employee10
departure. The department must determine the quality incentive11
thresholds for this quality measure using data from the centers for12
medicare and medicaid services' payroll-based journal, unless such13
data is not available, in which case the department shall use direct14
care staffing turnover data from the most recent medicaid cost15
report.16

(7) Reimbursement of the safety net assessment imposed by chapter17
74.48 RCW and paid in relation to medicaid residents must be18
continued.19

(8)(a) The direct care and indirect care components must be20
rebased in even-numbered years, beginning with rates paid on July 1,21
2016. Rates paid on July 1, 2016, must be based on the 2014 calendar22
year cost report. On a percentage basis, after rebasing, the23
department must confirm that the statewide average daily rate has24
increased at least as much as the average rate of inflation, as25
determined by the skilled nursing facility market basket index26
published by the centers for medicare and medicaid services, or a27
comparable index. If after rebasing, the percentage increase to the28
statewide average daily rate is less than the average rate of29
inflation for the same time period, the department is authorized to30
increase rates by the difference between the percentage increase31
after rebasing and the average rate of inflation.32

(b) It is the intention of the legislature that direct and33
indirect care rates paid in fiscal year 2022 will be rebased using34
the calendar year 2019 cost reports. For fiscal year 2021, in35
addition to the rates generated by (a) of this subsection, an36
additional adjustment is provided as established in this subsection37
(8)(b). Beginning May 1, 2020, and through June 30, 2021, the38
calendar year costs must be adjusted for inflation by a twenty-four39
month consumer price index, based on the most recently available40
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monthly index for all urban consumers, as published by the bureau of1
labor statistics. It is also the intent of the legislature that,2
starting in fiscal year 2022, a facility-specific rate add-on equal3
to the inflation adjustment that facilities received solely in fiscal4
year 2021, must be added to the rate.5

(c) To determine the necessity of regular inflationary6
adjustments to the nursing facility rates, by December 1, 2020, the7
department shall provide the appropriate policy and fiscal committees8
of the legislature with a report that provides a review of rates paid9
in 2017, 2018, and 2019 in comparison to costs incurred by nursing10
facilities.11

(9) The direct care component provided in subsection (3) of this12
section is subject to the reconciliation and settlement process13
provided in RCW 74.46.022(6). Beginning July 1, 2016, pursuant to14
rules established by the department, funds that are received through15
the reconciliation and settlement process provided in RCW16
74.46.022(6) must be used for technical assistance, specialized17
training, or an increase to the quality enhancement established in18
subsection (6) of this section. The legislature intends to review the19
utility of maintaining the reconciliation and settlement process20
under a price-based payment methodology, and may discontinue the21
reconciliation and settlement process after the 2017-2019 fiscal22
biennium.23

(10) Compared to the rate in effect June 30, 2016, including all24
cost components and rate add-ons, no facility may receive a rate25
reduction of more than one percent on July 1, 2016, more than two26
percent on July 1, 2017, or more than five percent on July 1, 2018.27
To ensure that the appropriation for nursing homes remains cost28
neutral, the department is authorized to cap the rate increase for29
facilities in fiscal years 2017, 2018, and 2019.30

Sec. 919.  RCW 82.08.170 and 2015 3rd sp.s. c 4 s 976 are each31
amended to read as follows:32

(1) Except as provided in subsections (4) and (5) of this33
section, during the months of January, April, July, and October of34
each year, the state treasurer must make the transfers required under35
subsections (2) and (3) of this section from the liquor excise tax36
fund and then the apportionment and distribution of all remaining37
moneys in the liquor excise tax fund to the counties, cities, and38
towns in the following proportions: (a) Twenty percent of the moneys39
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in the liquor excise tax fund must be divided among and distributed1
to the counties of the state in accordance with the provisions of RCW2
66.08.200; and (b) eighty percent of the moneys in the liquor excise3
tax fund must be divided among and distributed to the cities and4

(2) Each fiscal quarter and prior to making the twenty percent7
distribution to counties under subsection (1)(a) of this section, the8
treasurer shall transfer to the liquor revolving fund created in RCW9
66.08.170 sufficient moneys to fund the allotments from any10
legislative appropriations for county research and services as11
provided under chapter 43.110 RCW.12

(3) During the months of January, April, July, and October of13
each year, the state treasurer must transfer two million five hundred14
thousand dollars from the liquor excise tax fund to the state general15
fund.16

(4) During calendar year 2012, the October distribution under17
subsection (1) of this section and the July and October transfers18
under subsections (2) and (3) of this section must not be made.19
During calendar year 2013, the January, April, and July distributions20
under subsection (1) of this section and transfers under subsections21
(2) and (3) of this section must not be made.22

(5) During the 2015-2017 and 2019-2021 fiscal ((biennium))23
biennia, the liquor excise tax fund may be appropriated for the local24
government fiscal note program in the department of commerce. It is25
the intent of the legislature to continue this policy in the26
((2017-2019)) subsequent fiscal biennium.27

Sec. 920.  RCW 82.19.040 and 2019 c 415 s 989 are each amended to28
read as follows:29

(1) To the extent applicable, all of the definitions of chapter30
82.04 RCW and all of the provisions of chapter 82.32 RCW apply to the31
tax imposed in this chapter.32

(2) Beginning June 30, 2019, taxes collected under this chapter33
shall be deposited in the waste reduction, recycling, and litter34
control account under RCW 70.93.180, except that until June 30,35
((2021)) 2020, one million two hundred fifty thousand dollars ((per36
fiscal year)) must be deposited in equal monthly amounts in the state37
parks renewal and stewardship account, with the remainder deposited38
in the waste reduction, recycling, and litter control account. ((It39
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is the intent of the legislature to continue this policy in the1
ensuing biennium.))2

Sec. 921.  RCW 90.56.510 and 2019 c 415 s 994 are each amended to3
read as follows:4

(1) The oil spill prevention account is created in the state5
treasury. All receipts from RCW 82.23B.020(2) shall be deposited in6
the account. Moneys from the account may be spent only after7
appropriation. The account is subject to allotment procedures under8
chapter 43.88 RCW. If, on the first day of any calendar month, the9
balance of the oil spill response account is greater than nine10
million dollars and the balance of the oil spill prevention account11
exceeds the unexpended appropriation for the current biennium, then12
the tax under RCW 82.23B.020(2) shall be suspended on the first day13
of the next calendar month until the beginning of the following14
biennium, provided that the tax shall not be suspended during the15
last six months of the biennium. If the tax imposed under RCW16
82.23B.020(2) is suspended during two consecutive biennia, the17
department shall by November 1st after the end of the second18
biennium, recommend to the appropriate standing committees an19
adjustment in the tax rate. For the biennium ending June 30, 1999,20
and the biennium ending June 30, 2001, the state treasurer may21
transfer a total of up to one million dollars from the oil spill22
response account to the oil spill prevention account to support23
appropriations made from the oil spill prevention account in the24
omnibus appropriations act adopted not later than June 30, 1999.25

(2) Expenditures from the oil spill prevention account shall be26
used exclusively for the administrative costs related to the purposes27
of this chapter, and chapters 90.48, 88.40, and 88.46 RCW. In28
addition, until June 30, 2021, expenditures from the oil spill29
prevention account may be used, subject to amounts appropriated30
specifically for this purpose, for the development and annual review31
of local emergency planning committee emergency response plans in RCW32
38.52.040(3). Starting with the 1995-1997 biennium, the legislature33
shall give activities of state agencies related to prevention of oil34
spills priority in funding from the oil spill prevention account.35
Costs of prevention include the costs of:36

(a) Routine responses not covered under RCW 90.56.500;37
(b) Management and staff development activities;38
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(c) Development of rules and policies and the statewide plan1
provided for in RCW 90.56.060;2

(d) Facility and vessel plan review and approval, drills,3
inspections, investigations, enforcement, and litigation;4

(e) Interagency coordination and public outreach and education;5
(f) Collection and administration of the tax provided for in6

chapter 82.23B RCW; and7
(g) Appropriate travel, goods and services, contracts, and8

equipment.9
(3) Before expending moneys from the account for a response under10

subsection (2)(a) of this section, but without delaying response11
activities, the director shall make reasonable efforts to obtain12
funding for response costs under this section from the person13
responsible for the spill and from other sources, including the14
federal government.15

(4) During the 2019-2021 fiscal biennium, the legislature may16
appropriate moneys from the oil spill prevention account to the oil17
spill response account.18

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 922.  (1) A work group is established to19
create a family engagement framework for early learning through20
school.21

(2) At a minimum, the work group must review family engagement22
policies and practices in Washington and in other states, with a23
focus on identifying best practices that can be adopted throughout24
Washington.25

(3) The members of the work group must represent the following26
groups: The department of children, youth, and families; the office27
of the superintendent of public instruction; the state board of28
education; parents of children in the state early childhood education29
and assistance program or the federal head start program; parents of30
students in elementary or secondary school; parents of students who31
are English learners, with at least one parent with a student in32
preschool and at least one parent with a student in elementary or33
secondary school; parents of students who are in special education;34
parents of students in foster care; the office of the education35
ombuds; the educational opportunity gap oversight and accountability36
committee; the state commission on Asian Pacific American affairs;37
the state commission on Hispanic affairs; the state commission on38
African American affairs; the governor's office of Indian affairs;39
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the Washington state school directors' association; a state1
organization of school principals; a state organization of teachers;2
early childhood teachers; elementary and postsecondary teachers; and3
a state organization representing school counselors.4

(b) The members of the work group must elect cochairs. One of the5
cochairs must be a parent and the other cochair must represent a6
state agency.7

(4) The work group must meet monthly. At each meeting of the work8
group, members must have the option to participate remotely. In9
addition, the work group must hold at least three meetings in central10
Washington and at least three meetings in eastern Washington.11

(5) Staff support for the work group must be provided by the12
office of the superintendent of public instruction and the department13
of children, youth, and families.14

(6) Members are not entitled to be reimbursed for meal or travel15
expenses if they are elected officials or are participating on behalf16
of an employer, governmental entity, or other organization. Any17
reimbursement for other members is subject to chapter 43.03 RCW.18

(7) By June 30, 2021, and in compliance with RCW 43.01.036, the19
office of the superintendent of public instruction must report to the20
appropriate committees of the legislature with a summary of the21
activities of the work group and its recommendations for a family22
engagement framework for early learning through high school.23

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 923.  A joint legislative task force is24
created to develop a business plan for the establishment of a25
publicly owned depository/state bank in Washington state.26

(1) The task force membership must consist of:27
(a) The president of the senate shall appoint two members from28

each of the two largest caucuses of the senate;29
(b) The speaker of the house of representatives shall appoint two30

members from each of the two largest caucuses of the house of31
representatives;32

(c) Two members from local government who have expressed an33
interest in the formation of or participation in a publicly owned34
depository/state bank with one member appointed by the association of35
Washington cities and one member appointed by the Washington36
association of counties; and37

(d) Two citizen members with a background in finance appointed by38
the governor.39
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(2) Appointments to the task force must be made by April 15,1
2020, and its first meeting must take place by May 1, 2020. The task2
force may have a total of four meetings and may conduct meetings by3
video or telephonic means. The task force shall conduct business by4
consensus. However, if consensus cannot be reached, action shall be5
taken by a majority vote of members.6

(3) The purpose of the task force is to engage in a contract for7
services to develop a business plan for the establishment of a8
publicly owned depository/state bank.9

(a) The business plan must include the following elements:10
(i) Overall business concept;11
(ii) Governance and management policies;12
(iii) The business and powers of the bank;13
(iv) Identification of products and services to be offered by the14

bank;15
(v) A financial plan identifying both operating and16

capitalization needs;17
(vi) Ethical, transparency, and reporting policies;18
(vii) Draft enabling legislation and other necessary statutory19

changes to implement the business plan; and20
(viii) An overall road map of actions and activities to establish21

a publicly owned depository/state bank.22
(b) The task force must solicit from the public banking institute23

recommendations of persons and organizations to contract for24
developing the business plan. The task force must select the25
contractor from this list unless sixty percent of the task force26
determines that broader solicitation of potential contractors is27
necessary.28

(c) The contract may be entered into as a sole source contract to29
facilitate receipt of the business plan by its due date to the30
legislature.31

(4) The task force shall assist with scoping the content of the32
contract, contractor selection, and reviewing contract deliverables.33

(5) Staff support for the task force must be provided by the34
house of representatives office of program research and the senate35
committee services.36

(6) Legislative members of the task force are reimbursed for37
travel expenses in accordance with RCW 44.04.120. Nonlegislative38
members are not entitled to be reimbursed for travel expenses if they39
are elected officials or are participating on behalf of an employer,40
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governmental entity, or other organization. Any reimbursement for1
other nonlegislative members is subject to chapter 43.03 RCW.2

(7) The expenses of the task force must be paid jointly by the3
senate and the house of representatives. Task force expenditures are4
subject to approval by the senate facilities and operations committee5
and the house of representatives executive rules committee, or their6
successor committees.7

(8) The task force shall present the business plan to the8
appropriate committees of the legislature by December 15, 2020. The9
task force may extend the date for submitting the plan if the task10
force determines that an extension will improve the quality and11
content of the plan.12

(9) This section expires on June 30, 2021.13

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 924.  A new section is added to chapter 43.7914
RCW to read as follows:15

The climate resiliency account is created in the state treasury.16
Revenues to the account shall consist of appropriations and transfers17
by the legislature and all other funding directed for deposit into18
the account. Moneys in the account may be spent only after19
appropriation. Expenditures from the account are dedicated to20
activities that increase climate resiliency and include, but are not21
limited to:22

(1) Response to climate driven stressors;23
(2) Prevention of environmental and natural resources24

degradation;25
(3) Activities that restore or improve ecosystem resiliency and26

sustainability; and27
(4) Measures that anticipate, adapt, or minimize the effects28

climate change has on communities and the natural environment.29

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 925.  If any provision of this act or its30
application to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the31
remainder of the act or the application of the provision to other32
persons or circumstances is not affected.33

NEW SECTION.  Sec. 926.  This act is necessary for the immediate34
preservation of the public peace, health, or safety, or support of35
the state government and its existing public institutions, and takes36
effect immediately.37
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
